I did not state' that diphtheria was

knows that the particular bacillus
must ‘be introduced. T said that the
basement, as I found it, was a “dis-
ease incubator,” and in this the Pub-
lic Health 'Officer agreed with me.
This statement in reference to the
basement I now repeat, and if “Ob-

server” had only awakened earlier he
could -have spent a few days in the
basement, isolating germs and satis-
filed his most bacteriological desires.
“Observer” also doubts the possihility
of cutti.g off connection between the
bhasement and the hospital. This to
all practical purposes will be com-
pleted in a few .days. Again “Ob-
server” states that two nurses were
the only inmates affected with the dis-
ease, and from this fact e advances
large theories. When I tell him that
the first ‘case, under my administra-
tion, was not a nurse but a patient
who had been in hospital for some
months, it may occur to him that he
does not know what he is writing
about. The patient I refer to could
not be removed from the hospital, but
was promptly removed from the ward,
isolated, the matter reported to the
chﬂl(h Officer and my diagnosis. veri-
fied by a Dbactericlogicdl examin-
ation.

As I am kept constantly busy, it is
not my mt(ntwn to take any further
notice of any anonymous scribbler
who may choose to air his little learn-
ing in the newspapers, but would in
conclusion point out for “Observer’s” |
special benefit that heretofore it wouid |
not be necessary for any patient or
nurse to enter the basement in order
to contract any disease incubated
there. b

Dear Mr. Editor,—I thought that a
few cul with regard to some ex-

perlmenu ‘we have been trying on the

coast might interest some. In regard
to peat: During the past three years
we have drained a bog mear St. An-
thony Hospital which gives us a depth
of fully ten feet of peat, which com-
pares favourably with the peat I am
familiar with in the west of Ireland.
We have fishing flakes erected on
which the peat dries, and a roof shade
serves to keep the rain from the dried
peat until it is carried in for use. We
find not only will it burn well in
closed stoves, but it serves to maintain
for quite a long time the heat of a
wood fire in an open fireplace, while
in a furnace 'a layer of wood with a
thin layer of soft coal banked over
with peat keeps a very weconomical
and satisfactory fire. So many of our
Newfoundland harbours are being ut-
terly ruined, so far as beauty goes,
by the absolute cutting out of every
piece of wood that would burn within
reach of the houses. If some atten-
tion were given by the people them-
selves to the burning of peat it would
not. only supply them with warmth
but in many places be made to pre-
serve the comfort and beauty that at-
tachies to groves and trees. near the
water side. I understand the Govern-
mént are arranging to greatly foster
the use of peat in Newfoundland. Any
effort in that direction deserves every
bit of support we can all give it.

HAND LOOMS.’

The efforts we have been making
to introduce the use of hand looms in
making homespun has been very sat
disfactory. Naturally under the im-
mediate eye of a teacher we might ex-
pect that where we had provided thsz
looms we should get a good article.
But it was therefore doubly pleas:iint
to find that through the efforts of one
of the girls from fifty miles souih of
St. Anthony a branch of the work has
made great success. I was shown ia
a drawing-room one evening in Bos-
ton two rolls of homespun made at
Roddiekton Mill, side by side with
two rolls just brought from Scotland.
The general consensus of opinion wus
that ours was the superior article.
Every yard made by the girls at botk
places was snapped up immediately:
Tne looms can easily be made by any
handy Newfoundlander. We make our
own now. When dogs can be done
away with and sheep kept instead,
this could become as valuable a
source of income to our people as
those of Harris, Shetland, and the
north of Scotland. We believe that
proper sheep can be kept out all win-
ter in wooded places if some feed is
put out. A flock of hardy Cumber-
land sheep we brought cut this year
are still finding their own food out-
side.

RABBIT RUGS.

Another pretty. and successful Li-
tle experiment was the cuttiny of the
skins of the Newfoundland rabhit and
making them into baby rusgs. ven
with the few visitors that com.2 10 the
coast in summer we could near.y sat-
isfy the demand for these, and : might
say the same concerning silk orna-
mental work done on deer skin, after
the pattern of the Indians, by our
Labrador women. The help of the

Hudson Bay agents’ wives and others’

have brought this work on prominent-
ly, so that what we sent to Edinburgh
for .the exhibition was highly com-
mended, and- other specimens that we
sent to the United States and Canada
were snapped up as prizes.

REINDEER THRIVING.

1 should Jike ta say also that the
multiplication of the reindeer makes
us very enthusiastic with regard to
their future. This next year we are
moving part of our herd to Labrador,
where the natural food for these ani-
mals is endless. If Labrador were of
no value for any other purpose it
could maintain with great ease one
and one-half million of these beasts
which were as protected and - not
slaughtered by the Indians, wolves
and settlers indiscriminately as the
caribou are. A regular export of
from two to three thousand carcases
would give at least on an average of
two hundred and fifty pounds. This
would mean a very valuable export at
the present price of meat. We have
not tried the deer yet for a rapid
transit. Some students, down, with

me this winter, are hoping to break

some of the stags in with this view.
But we met with considerable suc-
cess with the hauling of logs over
snow that could not carry horses.
Further acquaintance with the land
round Grand Falls makes me believe
that the caribeu themselves do not
remain in that neighbourhood, which
seems to me eminently wunsuited
through lack of proper mosses for
their support all the year round. The
failure of the herd during the sum-
mer months was a thing to be ex-
pected, and has not in the'very least
discouraged our herders in the nortn.

Norman Stuart, Dr. Hare and myself
are remaining on the coast. The
staft of nurses will be reinforced by
the addition of four nurses next sum-
mer. The enlarged clinics in these
two hospitals make it imperative for
us to enlarge the staff, all of whom,
would 1 am sure, wish to join me in a
New Year's greeting to. our thany
friends in-this country “who go down
to the sea in ships and do business in
great waters.” We hope most ear-
nestly by this time next year-to have
for their accommodation when thay

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TONDON, -Jan. 1,

With the ﬁrlt pollings of the ‘gen-
eral elections only a fortnight away,
the tampaign.-shows less popular ev-
citement than the last stages ‘of the
last previous general elections. Singe
the first tremendous uproar over. ihe
rejection of 'the Budget by the House
of Lords, and the ‘general explosion
of oratorical efforts by rival polili-
cians, the contest has settled down in
a dull bombardmeént of speeches and
newspaper articles, deafing with the
House of Lords and Tariff Reform.
The list of candidates is still far from
complete. The peers on the .platform
continue to furnish a picturesque ele-
ment in the battle. They feel- com~
pelted tp face the public-in order te
vinditate the claims of their class to
power. As a‘good proportion of them
shine more britliantly at fox-hunting
than statesmanship, their audiences
get plenty of fun out of them. ‘When
the writs will be isswed for the elec-
tion, the peers will be debarred from
taking further part in the campaign.
They are showing feverish anxiety to
do what remains to be done during
the week: Peers will address 116
Conservative meetings. A list of can-
didates so-far prepared shows no few-
er than- fifty three cornered contesis.
The -Liberals are making efforts to
avoid such contests which are likely
to give seats to the Conservatives, but
the Liberal candidates apparently
have no disposition to yield for the
first time. The Comservatives mayhave
four Labor candidates in the field.
The Unionists Association of Ireland
has issued a manifesto to the British
electors accusing the Nationalists of
separation designs, which is praved,
the manifesto says, by the party’s ac-
ceptance of Separatists’ ‘Irish»Ameri—
can funds, and the recent Irish tour
of Condor and O’Callagan, delegates
from the United Irish l.eague of the
United States, as John Redmond’s
guests.

Letter From Conception Bayman.

Editor Evening Telegram.

Mr. Editor,—We have read with in-
terest the letters of Western Banker
in your paper defending his’ fishery
0§ sLabrador, and do not ‘see  any
P to commend him. In the first
place the rules and regulations gov-
erning the Labrador fishery forbid
trawling up till the 15th day of Au-
gust. Now, fishermeén, what is this
for but in the interest of the fishery,
and 1 consider it rightly too. Isn't
it just as well to go to bed as fish
a trap on the West Coast where
trawling was allowed for years? But
if our lawmakers think that trapping
is over the 15th day of August, they
make a big mistake, as now traps
are rarely taken up before the first
day of September, and are in many
cases left out till the middle of Sep-
tember if anything is to be had. Now
the last 3 or 4 years our friends, the
bankers, have come along. First he
was satisfied to work off, but now
lately he has been invading the very
trap grounds, setting gear on the back
of traps that are set from island rocks
and along shore.

In the second place, where is our
fall fishery? Since the failure of the
herring fishery our people have been
getting salt squid from home, when
procurable, to prosecuté this fishery;
but now, here comes along the bank-
er with his fresh bait nicely -ced
iown, sets his trawls along our fav-

rite banks, just because they are
nice and handy, whereas in his clip-
per schooner he could just as well go
off. What is the result? What is the
g o0od of any man going fishing on salt
bait when he has to throw his hook
down amongst trawls baited with
resh? Unhappily this frozen bait is
inavailable to our shoremen. Every-
body knows it is useless to fish with
galt bait when the ground is baited

vith fresh, as the man with salt bait
will do nothing. The result is that

after several futile attempts he gives
it up and looks for the first chance
home, hoping for work on Bell Is-
land,  Sydney or elsewhere.

‘Where in years past the fall fishery
of Labrador was equal to the summer,
now it is threatened with extinction.
Mr. Editor, we have no one to work
this fishery, as men will not go to
have to depend on the few short weeks
of trapping alone.

Qur friend, the Banker, says we
have no Government whe will stop
a fisherman from getting what fish he
can. No, sir; no Government will do
that, but a Government will preserve
its fisheries for its people, and not
allow its people to be driven off the
Labrador or any other grounds for
the sake of a few, during their harvest
season—by people who at that time
of the year have their good wages
made, as our Western Banker starts
his season the end of March, and by
the middle of August, if fortunate at
all, have made good. Then they at-
tack our grounds, which are ‘just
commencing, as, Mr. Editor, I was on
the southern part of Labrador this
past season and I did not see one
codfish or caplin before the 20th day
of July; and, say just ten days after
this, our Grand bankers are looking
at us and fitting out with their frozen
squid, with their good wages already
on the merchant’s books, I and my
chums having te give up early in
September, whereas of, old, if unin-
terrupted in our calling, for our boat
we would be hailing for 120 to 180
qtls. more.

Now, Mr. Editor, we would call on
our people to rise and protest and
forward petitions to their members to
prohibit this trawling till, say, the 1st
day of October in any year. I am
sure that the Government will see fair
play for everybody.

A Close Call.
