shipped anything, is of no moment
whatever. Besides this your corres-
pondent states that in any, case we
cannot cure our fish for. or ship it
to, the American market. If that is so
then why worry, as your correspond-
mt secms to do, about letting Glouces

ter have free bait, and how can wa
“handicap ourselves” any more in
that market? The arguments, as

such, do not carry mueh force.

The fact is that in realising our
annual catch of fish, every little helps.
The fact also is that, notwithstand-
ing the moderate amount we ship
there, Porto Rico is to-day a very im-
nortant market for us. Three years
ago, as every fish exporter in Sft.
John’s knows, Porto Rico demand,
compéting with, the Brazilian buyers
who apparently had things pretiy
much their own way and were “act-
ing according,” simply - saved the
situation from collapse. And at the
present ‘moment the price of Large
and Medium Codfish is fully 50e. per
quintal- higher than it would other-
wise be just because a few schooner
loads of green fish were shipped to
Gloucester during the late fall and
winter. It is the small margin of ex-
cess or shortage on the normal, which
within wide limits governs commer-
cial values. Every additional ‘con-
sumer of our staple benefits us not
alone by what he eats but, perhaps
even more, through the competition
which is excited by the fact of his
existence. 4

Need of Water Supply. |

Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—-Owing to the inconsider-
ate actions of the persons who dump-
ed refuse matter near a well from
which several residents on Pennywell
Road get their supply of drinking
water, the need of the extension of
the water system to this section of
the town was brought forcibly to the
notice of the (Council. When -the
matter was reported to the Health
authorities they acted promptly and
Inspector O’Brien visited the place,
made a thorough inspection, ordered
the objectionable matter to be remov-
ed, pronounced the water polluted,
and advised the residents not-to use

twice to see if his orders were being
carried out.

The nearest hydrant is aboue five
minutes’ walk from the - residents
whom this prohibition affects, and
their inconvenience can be easily im-
agined by any one who knows the
loeality when it is understood that
they have to go from the vicinity of
Hayward's and C(oady’s cottages to
the junction of Pennywell Road and
Boncloddy ' Street for water for do-
mestic purposes. For this ., reason
alone it, would be worth while for
the Council to give some consider-
ation to the question of extending the
water supply in that direction. But
this water supply to a score or so
families is a matter that ‘the City
Fathers may not deem of sufficient
importance for their consideration, for
after all it affects only an insignifi-
cant section of the town, the residents
of which are mere mechanics, clerks
and laborers.

LONDON, May 16.

- The memorial to Queen Victoria

was unveiled to-day by her grandson,

King George V., in the presénce of
the Emperor and Empress of Ger-

.| many, and of numerous members of

the British and German Royal fami-
lies. The King, in 'a speech eulogis-
tic of Queen Victoria, described the:
memorial as a tribute ,of races and
legions more various in character and
circumstances than have. ever been
combined before in a eommon pur-
pose. He referred feelingly to the
pleasure afforded him by the visit of
the German Royal family, saying:——
“It is a source of deep satisfaction to
me and to my family that my dear
cousin, the German Emperor, accom-
panfed by the Empress, is present st
this historic ceremony. His Majesty
is the eldest grandson of Victoria,
whom he always loved and revered
with natural affection. His presence
and sympathy with us during the
last days of her life, and afterwards,
will never bée forgetten by me and
my people. Strong and loving ties of
kinship and friendship unite the
thrones and persons. The Nation re-
joices with me that he is here to-day
to share in the unveiling of this
memorial.”

LONDON, May 16.
Chancellor Iloyd George presented
the Budget to-day in the House of
Commons. The only novelty contain-
ed is the proposal to pay the members
of the House of Commons a salary of
$2,000 a year. The Chancellor de-
clined to give members travelling al-
lowances or pensions and excluded
from this salary benefit all Ministers
already drawing salaries. The Chan-
cellor’'s realized surplus, including
payments delayed in 1909-10 by the
action of the lL.ords in throwing out
the Budget of that year totalled $28,-
035,000, Of this sum he proposed to
devote $7,500,000 in support- of sani-
tariums for consumptives. The esti-
mated expenditure for the current
year is $906,170,000, which is $38,.-
750,000 in excess of the previous year.
The estimated revenue is $908,580,-
000. No fresh taxation is provided.

One effect of the decision in the
Standard Oil case, in which the pub-
lic will be most vitally concerned,
will be, acecording to business men
here, the probable advance in price
of all oil products to the consumer.

ship in these concerns. They will
still be Standard Oil properties, al-
though the stock will, be distributed
imong numerous shareholders, in-
stead of being strong concerns like
the present corpordtion. 'This means
that whereas now many of these con-
cerns are united under a general
nanagement, they will in future, if
the mencate of the Court is accepted
at its face value, be operated as dis-
net concerns. The operating ex-
senses will be increased, while there
will be no way to compel actual com=
)etition awmong the companies tor
trade.
