If any men Kknow their business
they are Lowd Kitchener, the Secre-
tary for War, who has charge of the
Army, and Prince Louis of Batten-
burg, the First Sea Lord of the Ad-

niralty, who is regarded as one of
the most scientific and up-to-date Ad-

mirals in the Navy. The latter has

asked for and obtained authority to
add 67,000 men to the Navy, and the
former has asked for and is enlisting
{100,000 more soldiers for the Army.
All parties are working for the com-
mon weal. Austin Chamberlain, the
Chancellor of the Exchequer in the
Inst Unionist administration is at
work with Lloyd .George, the present
Chancellor, on financial provisions
for the great struggle, John Burns,
who has resigned office and his seat
in the Cabinet, is at work in the office
of the Board of Trade with his suc-
cessor, endeavouring to do his best to
keep .trade going In Canada, Sir
Wilfred Laurier, the leader of the
Opposition, abandoned his tour to
Eritish Columbia, telegraphing his
friends that his seat of duty was at Ot-
tawa, and the Canadian Government
have submitted their legislative pro-
posals to him, and the Opposition in-
tend to co-operate cordially with the
Government in putting through speed-
ily all legislation which may be need-
ed in the way of authority for a Mora-
torium, amendments of Banking Acts,
measures = to regulate prices, and
ramendments to criminal law to cone
with disloyal acts, and votes of money
for the purpose of the war. s

At home political warfare has ceas-
ed, Lord. Kitchener, who belongs to
no political party, has joined the Cab-
net as a non-partisan. In announcing
the appointnient of Lord Kitchener to
the House of Commons, Mr, Asquiti
said:—

“l am glad to say that the very dis-
tinguished soldier and administrator,
with the public spirit and patriotism
which every one would expect from
him, at my request has stepped into
the  breach. Lord Kitchener, as
‘everybody knows, is not a politician.
1is assoeiation with the Government,
as a member of the Cabinet for this
purpose, must not be taken as in any
way identiffing him with any set of
public opinions. He has in a great
publie emergency, responded to a
great public call, and T am certain he
will have with him, in the discharge
of one of the most arduous tasks
which has ever fallen to a Minister,
the complete confidence of men of all
parties.” - ‘

But allow me to say
that what has occurred in recent
years has altered the situation com-
pletely.

LONDON, To-day.
An official statement issued, says:

“Situation continues good. We are

making methodical progress in Upper

Alsace. The German forces are re-

tiring in great disorder, some towards

the north, others to the east. This is
proved by the enormous amount of
shells, wagons and provisions aban-
doned. The Germans also lost much
more heavily in this region than we
at first thought; this is proved by
the number of bodies found. We are
making the same progress in the
Valleys of Saint Marie and Ville. Our
troops, strongly based on the Don
position, are marching down the val-
ley of the Druche towards Strass-
burg. Everything goes to show that
the Germans in this region are com-

pletely disorganized, Our troops are

gaining ground all along the line of
Lorquin, Adendange and Marsal, We
have gained ground varying from six
to twelve miles all along the frontier
from Belfort to Chambrey and have

éstablished ourselves solidly both in
Alsace and Lorraine.”

LONDON, To-day.
A despatch to. the Reuter Telegram

Company from Milan, says the Cor-

riere Della Serra has received an ac-

| count of the conditions in Belgrade in

consequence of the bombardment- of
the city by Austrians on the opposite
banks of the Danube. The streets are
gilent and deserted, says the article,
and the people of the town are living
in cellars. Three thousand shrapnel
shells have fallen in the city during
the past week. As yet little damage
has been done to property, but the
shells are falling on the central elec-
eric works and put half .the town in
darkness. Up to the present fifteen
citizens have been killed and many
others injured.

JAP CRUISER TRAILING THE

SAN. DIEGO, Cal.,

The Japanese cruiser, Idzermo,
saield north from here ‘last night,
supposedly trailing the German cruis-
er Leipzig, now coaling in San Fran-
cisco Bay. [San Diego is about 350
miles south of San Francisco Bay.
The Leipzig is a cruiser of 3,200 tons

completed in 1905. . The Japanese
cruiser is six years older.

Leipzig, which is not an armoured
cruiser.

CANADIAN PARLIAMENT MEETS
TO-DAY—ALL MEASURES AL-
READY SUBMITTED TO OPPOSI-
TION LEAPER—BOTH PARTIES
WILL CO-OPERATE.

OTTAWA, To-day.

Parliament opens this afternoon.
The measures to be submitted by the
Government have all been submitted
to the Liberal Leader. Both parties
will co-operate in passing all neces-
sary legislation withont delay. An
appropriation for war purposes will
probably be $50,000,000, although it
may be as high as $75,000,000. Other
legislation to be introduced will = in-
clude bills empowering the Govern-
ment to declare a moratorium, to reg-
ulate food prices and supplies, to
amend the criminal code sp as to cov-
er more specifically acts of disloyal
character, to amend the Bank Act in
regard to emergency notes issues anl
in regard to gold payments. The ses-
sion is likely to last a fortnight.

Remarkable Prophecy Made in *Tor
.onto Four Years Ago,

A writer to .the Toronto Globe
points out that Captain Carlyon Bel-
lairs, speaking on “The Impending
Naval Crisis” at the Canadian Club,
Toronto, Sept. 29, 1910, made a re-
markable and deliberate prophecy
which at the present moment .it is
very interesting and illuminating to
recall. These are his words as re-

corded ‘in the 1810-11 volume of the
“Proceedings of the Toronto Canadian
Club,”

“I believe that the world is in for
& crisis—a world crisis—about the
year 1914.  All conditions, I think,
point to that conclusion. The rea-
sons are many, both direct and indir-
ect. Among the indirect reasons may

‘be mentioned the growth of Socialism

in Germany. The Austrian-Hungar-
ian agreement also ends in 1915, and
any movement resulting from its ter-
mination will be felt a year in ad-
vance. The Germsn army, it is fair
to assume, is being fashioned for war
at a definite date in that it is being
financed by borrowed moriey, and the
whole preparation will reach maturity
about the year 1914. There is also
another issue that is likely to have
an important bearing upon conditions.
The Japanese alliance ends in 1915
and the termination of that alliance
is likely to be anticipated.

Further on he says: “I believe ab-
solutely that the year 1914 will see
the crisis. Six times already has
England been the breakwater to turn
back the aspirations of one ruler
struggling after world supremacy
and world-dominion. We have got to
see to it that Germany does not make
the seventh, the successor of Philip
of Spain, Louis XIV., of Napoleon as
a would-be ruler of the world.”

It is interesting to notice also what
he says in regard to Canada’s part in
the present crisis:

“England depends absolutely on her
freedom and comntrol of travel on the
great sea-roads. Canada, with her
great railwayé cast to west, depends
upon this trade across the seas. No
Monroe doctrime will defend ship-
ping and trade upon which England
and the Empire is dependent.” He
further says: “The protection and
defence of the Indian frontier from
1914 would be largely in three great
transcontinental railways ready to
carry British and Canadian troops to
its defence.”

Col. Unsworth’s
Lecture on Sunday.

'The lecture delivered by Col. Uns-

worth on the “Salvation Army in the
Mother Parliament” at the T. A. Hall,
on Sunday last, was largely attended.
Several hundred of the Army Officers
and Soldiers paraded to the hall from
the Citadel, accompanied by their
band. Hon. D. Morison occupied the
chair and with him on the platform
were Brigadier and  Mrs.
Staff-Capt. Cave, Messrs. J. Whiteway,
J. W, Taylor and J. Cowan.

After the opening hymn, prayer was
said, after which Brigadier Morehen
referred to the loss sustained by the
Army in the death of Commissioner
Rees and so many of the Army’s of-
ficers in the Empress of Ireland dis-
aster. He then briefly introduced the
lecturer and chairman, paying a high
tribute to the interest displayed by
the later in Army work-here.

Hon. D. Morison then expressed his
pleasure on the honour conferred upon
him in asking him to preside at the
meeting, He stated that he was a
friend of the Army because of its
great work, the full extent of whicn
cannot be estimated. He referred to
the war and voiced the sentiments of
all in hoping that England would
sheath the sword only in victory. He
made a touching reference to Com-
missioner Rees who had so nobly died
while on the way to duty.

Col. Unsworth then introduced ‘his
subject and held the closest attention
of his audience for over an hour. He
felt that though the Army was not
affiliated with any party, it was the
duty of every member to study poli-
tical matters and vote according to the
dictates of conscience. He showed
how some 27 years ago when a great
cry was raised in England over the
moral depravity of the country, the
Army assisted by Mrs. Josephine But-
ler who first took up the fight, W. T.
Stead, Cardinal Manning, Benjamin
Scott and others had been instrument-
al in having remedial measures pass-
ed, such ag the enacting of laws pro-
hibiting children under fourteen years
from getting supplied with ' liquor;
also preventing children of the same
age from smoking, the Army was a
valuable asset. By assiduous .self-
sacrificing efforts the Army had placad
£22,000 on the budget this year to the
reclamation and advancement of
abandoned children. With the assist-
ance of Queen Mary, wonders had been
achieved in combatting the White
Slave Traffic and legislation had been
passed respecting the sending away of
girls and young women, ostensibly to
