Child’s Welfare.

After the regular routine business
of the {ouncil had been disposed of
at last hight’s meeting ‘the Mayor re-
ferred to the appeal made to the Gev-
ernment by Lady Davidson for the
establishment of a Maternity Home
of which nothing of a practical na-
ture has since been done.

: The Mayor’s address is as follows:

“Following upon the Child Welfare
Exhibition, it Will be remembergd that
Lady Davidson made an appeal to the
Government for the establishment of
a Maternity Home to which would be
attached nurses trained in community
work. Nothing has been heard from
the Government in respect to this
matter. While I am fully aware of the
importance of this larger project and
in full sympathy with it, I was con-
vinced that the quickest remedy that
could be found for the high rate of in-
fantile mortality in St. John’s would
be by the employment of community
nurses, to visit, advise, and assist so
far as possible, mothers in the care
of their children. The Municipal
Council is not empowered to deal
with the matter, but it occurred to me
that the Health Officer] Dr. Brehm,
could do so with fhe GoOvernment's
assent. I therefore asked him . to
makg the suggestion to the Govern-
ment that one nurse trained in &m-

munity work should be employed, and
teld him that ifinecessary I would un-
dertake to find the salary required. He
readily agreed to the propositian, and
yesterday I was informed by the
Hon. Colonial Secretary, Hon. R. A.
Squires, who has taken great interest
in the matter, that the Government
had authorized the employment of a
community nurse, and would pay one-
half of her salary if the Municipal
Council would assume the other half.
I pointed out to Mr. Squires that the
Municipal Council was not at pres-
ent authorized to expend mongey for
this purpose, and power to do so
would have to be given it, which he
%aid could be arranged.

I have nb'd\oubt, gentlemen, that
you realize as fully as 1 do the im-
porthnce of securing the services of
a nurse trainad in this class of work.
In Canada, the Victorian Order of
Nurses supplies to citie§ requiring and
paying for the same, nurses who
havp been trained by this Society, and
a large number of cities avail them-
selves of this means of securing pro-
perly trained woemen. In most jof the
progressive cities in the States “the
community nurse is'a thoroughly es-
tablished public officer, and on every
side I read of the excellent work
which they are able to accomplish.
I do not suppose that one womam will
be able to do very much at first, and
it is my idea that having secured a
thoroughly trained and experienced
weman, perhaps two or three of our
local nurses could work with her and
receive a training in this class of
work. As to the cost, I shall have
much pleasure in donating to the City
the remaining portion of my 'salary
as Mayor until the end of my term,
June 30th next, which amounts to
$500.00, and will be sufficient to pay
one-half of the salary for one year.
This will obviate any difficulty the
Council will have in assuming a
liability without the authority of the
Legislature until such time as author-
ity can be obtained. Another matter
which I asked Dr. Brehm to bring be-
fore the Executive, is the regulation
of the milk supply. This he has done,
but' I understand from Mr. Squires
that it has not yet been dealt with.
Dr. Brehm brought this matter before
the Municipal Council ten years ago,
and submitted a number of excellent
regulations, but the Council did not
see its way to enforce them, and as a
matter of fact I don’t think they had
power to do so. Had it been done, I
am convinced that the lives of hun-
dreds of infants would have been sav-
ed. Miss Hudson had an analysis
made of the causes of death per month
for 1916, and Dr. Brehmn has kindly
brought it up to date for me. Intes-
tinal troubles caused the death jof 37
infants in 1916 and 47 in 1917 to end
of October. Nearly all these deaths
occurred in the months of August and
September and October, and the chief
cause was undoubtedly impure milk.
Everywhere a pure milk supply is
looked upon as the first necessity in
the protection of child life. In many
cities it is illegal to sell any but pas-
teurized milk, and municipal pasteur-
izing stations and shops have been
established in order to supply | the
same. In the end it may be found ad-
visable for us to adopt the same| pro-
cedure, but in the meanwhile| Dr.
Brehm'’s suggested regulations are ab-
solutely necessary for the improve-
ment of the milk supply.”

Councillor Tait agreed with the
position taken by the Mayor. His ex-
pericnce was that the mothers #idn’t
know how to feed their children and
should be taught how to do so.

Councillors Brownrigg said that
deaths were due not through use of
milk, but through the want ‘of it.

SUBMISSION.

HOW TO

By G. HOLT THOMAS, who Shows
How the Allies by a Threat of
Economic Boycott Might Bring the
War Quickly to an End.

There is one strong weapon which
we have not yet used against the ene-
my. - Y

Why not? Why do we not immedi-
ately make the fullest use of our
“economic” power to bring Germany
to her knees?

Just think for one, moment of the
nations which constitute the Allies:
France, Russia, Italy, Japan, Portu-
gal, Roumania, Serbia, Montenegro,
Brazil, China, Great Britain, Austra-
lia, Canada, South Africa, India and
many Colonies, to  which :huge ag-
glomeration of Powers, we now have
added the United States, and perhaps,
the Argentine.

What, ‘weumay ‘well ask, is the un-
fortunate ‘people pitted against such

a collection of nations going to do in
the future, if we say, and stick to it,
that none of us, under any ¢ircum-
stances whatever, will have any deal-
ings with them for a definite period
of vears to come?

No military defeat could possibly
compare with such an overwhelming
disaster., Every port closed against
their shipping; no products of theirs
admitted to what practically amounts
to the rest of the world, and no raw
materials obtainable at-all. It is ap-
palling to think of; and, bitterly as
we detest the Germans to-day, the
contemplation of such an idea, which
is well within our power to carry out,
makes one almost sorry for them.

But why should not we not use any
weapon we possess against the bar-
barous nation who, thinking to swoop
over the world, atoning for their
atrocities, only by a rapid victory,
have broken every international law
and every code of honour in trying to
attain that end?

To stop the war withoul having se-
cured that for which we are fighting
—the right ‘to live in peace—is un-
thinkable; every day, cost what it
may, makes us more determined. But
why should we continue it, except at
their cost and penalty, when we have
such enormous economic power to
our hands? Clearly we must go on
until our terms are obtained, but
there is not the slightest reason why

know it; and, knowing it, it is my
firm opinion that if the Allies were to
‘lay down a well-considered schedule
of economic disabilities which the
Central Powers will have to bear—
‘and bear, say, for a year for every
:month the war continues until they
-accept our peace terms in every de-
tail—it would be a very short time |
before the finish came.

Economically we can do anything
we think it wise to do. Germany was !
almost bankrupt, and my contention
has always been, and I see no reason
to change it, that the real reason of
the war, was the fact that she had to
disarm or fight. But the war has
only to go on long enough to drag the
Allies into an equally perilous posi-
tien.

Peace Terms With a Penalty Clause.

I am not suggesting for one mo-
ment ending the war except on our
own terms, but I am suggesting that
we should state those termsg now, and
that from this stage onwards every
month of war should be .at Germany's
future cost.

I would do more than that; I would
register the bill against her for every
breach of inter-national law, whether
by air, sea or land.

Germany coolly marks out a danger
zone at sea and says that, from a cer-
tain date, she will sink every ship,
belligerent or neutral, that ventures
within that zone. What gross im-
pertinence! Surely some 1‘esponsel
should have been made? And I can-
not think of a stronger one, and one’
with a more far-reaching effect, than
to reply: “Very good. Do it; but,
remember this, for every ship you sink
in. contravention of international law,
we shall definitely -close an Allied
port against your ships, your goods
and every man of your nationality
for a term of years. Not one of your
race will be permitted to travel in
Allied ‘countries without a permit and
a passport. Nomne of you will be al-
lowed to do business of any sort with
the Allies. We mean what we say.
It is a sworn agreement of the Allies,
and whether the war goes on for two
years more or twenty, this will re-
main a part, and-a part which nothing
will deter us from -earrying out, of
the peace terms, whenever they may
come.”

Such a declaration would, in my
opinion, have had a very definite re-
sult; but how much more now, when
we can include America on our side?

It is no use saying we will simply
boycott Germany. Rather the re-
verse. What I ‘suggest is to lay down
the terms on which we will not boy-
cott her; to lay co~wn the terms on
which stand her last c¢hance of a
peace which will bc 2 vcxl finish to
the war, and not a peace by which
she is going to be punished in another
way for years to come, a peace under
which the State will become im-
poverished, her manufacturers bank-
rupt, her workmen fighting for exist-
ence.

That is the condition which we
have the power to enforce the  day
peace from a military point of view
is made, and if we declare it now the
German people will know that for
every month of war—a war of their
own making—a year of servitude will
result.

It is the one
that Germany does not.
alone 'provos that we
We can do perfectly well without her.
If she in turn announced  that she
would beycott the Allies we should
laugh at her threats.

We do not need Germany. The Al-
lied countries .can supply all the raw
materials they require, and our ex-
ports to Germany, which never con-
sisted of anything she could make
herself, will be compensated for by
the world’s markets which were for-
merly almost a German monopoly.

But does Germany need us? Yes.
Where is she going to get her cotton,
minerals, rubber and other raw ma-
terial? Where is she going to sell
her products? Presumably to the
Turks or Bulgars. It is certain that
she could no longer exist-as a Euro-
pean Power,

“Exaetly what the position
is on the new front, be-

fore Cambrai, it is not|]graphic story which was

easy to see, mostly for the

reason. that the’ drive is,
stm progresslng and- the ° position
changing. But it is fairly clear that
the British are not allowing the bril-
liant and largely unexpected success
of the first stages of the attack to
entice them out of the methodical and
deliberate manner of progress ' which
alone can make secure and lasting the
gains they have won. After two days
of hot and furious. onslaught, caval-
ry, tanks and infantry co-operating
with wonderful effectiveness, they
have turned to the consolidation of
the positions won, a work less specta-
cular but far more valuable than the
stretching. out after further gains
which cannot be held. -Of ‘these lat-
ter the village of Fontaine is’ probably
an instance: its loss to a German
«counter attack means nothing—merely
that the advance had gone too far at
that point to be sustained.. The im-
portant facts to be noted are the cap-
ture of Marcoing, a fine preliminary
to that of Cambrai itself, and the con-
solidation of the positions won. We
are told that the essential railway
communications have been pushed
right up to the front with splendid
speed, so that the front itself has
moved solidly forward and should be
impregnable. It is not likely, how-
ever, that it will be put to the test of
that quality, for it will surely forge
ahead again as soon as the requisite
preparations are made behind it. We
may say that the first stage of the
offensive is over, a brilliant success,
and that the second will follow very
soon. We can await developments
with confidence: they would not ring
the bells of London over a trifie.

At least three great fronts have now
assumed a close interrelation, those
in Flanders, before Cambrai and in
Italy. Wa should be able to noté'a re-
action on each of them, as the battle
iprogresses on the others, favourable
to the Allies. If the Germans suc-
ceed in staying this last advance be-
fore it compels a large retlrem'ent—-—
and they will have their hands full—
we may look confidently for a vigor-
ous continuation of the Flanders
operations. Similarly both offensives
will certainly affect the Italian front
considerably. It is  clear that the
great British and French reinforce-
nients have not yet been thrown into
the scale there, but must be on their
way to the fighting by this. ' The ene-

THE RUSSIAN FARCE.
PETROGRAD, Nov. 22.
(British Admiralty per Wireless
Press)—Nikolai Lenine and Ensign
Krylenke, Commander-in-Chief of the
new People’s Commissaries of War,
have issued a proclamation to the
Army and Navy. The proclamation

says' that on Tuesday General Dukhon- |

in was ordered to offer an armistice
to all nations, Allied and hostile. The
message was received at headquarters
on Wednesday and General Dukhonin

was instructed to keep the People’s |
Commissaries continually informed as |
to the progress of the pour parlers and |

only to sign an agreement for armis-
tice after sanction by the Commissar-
ies had been feceived.’ He ' received
no answer from Dukhonin by: Wednes-
day evening, Dukhonin was asked the
reason for his delay. He attempted
many times to evade answer to the or-
ders, wheh a categorical order .was
sent instructing him to offer imme-
diately and formally an armistice for
the purpose of commencing peace pour
parlers. He refused to obey. Gen-
eral’ Dukhonin has been informed that
he has been deposed from his func-
tions for disobeying the Government
and, for conduct which is bringing un-
heard of sufferings to all the working
masses and ‘to all the ecountry, es-
pecially to the armies. He has becn
ordered to continue his duties until
the new Commander-in-Chief, or any
other person authorized by him, ar-
ves to take command. Ensign Kry-
lenko has been appointed the new
(‘ommander-in-Chief. The Proclania-
tion urges the soldiers not to allow
revolutionary Generals to destroy the
sreat work of peace. It says they
st .guard them well so that e
l.ynch Law cannot be used agairs
them and so that,Generals can’t cvade
imminent justice. The Proclamation
adds that the soldiers must observe
the, strongest revolutionary and mili-
tary discipline. Regiments on frontal
positions must elect immediate pleni-
potentiaries to begin peace pour par-
lers, and on the progress of these they
must inform commissaries by all pos-
sible means. Only the Council of Com-
missaries has the right to sign a final
agreement for an armistice.

RAILWAY TIE-UP AVERTED.

WASHINGTON, To-day.

The Railroad Brotherhoods, in a
statement issued to-night after a two-
hour confer-nee with President Wil-
son on i ywage dispute, announced
that the ¢ -»cusion of transportation
would be avoided and declared their
willingness to discuss and consider
any suggested solution of the difficul-
ties.

ENCOURAGEMENT FROM MAURICE

LONDON, To-day.

We were ahble to gite the Germans
a surprise blow at Cambrai, said Gen-
eral Maurice, because they had skim-
med this sector, like they did along the
remainder of the line, in order to pre-
vent us from- taking Passchendaele.
After we took Passchendaele they

brought up a division from the Rus-
sian front in an effort to take it. The
fighting in the Cambrai operations is
all in the open, enabling cavalry to as-
sist the tanks and infantry. There are
no German defenses prepared in this
sector; their next line evidently is be-
vond Cambrai. The battles must
be linked together, because the former
made possible the latter, and the men
who fought at Ypres deserve as much
credit for the success at Cambrai. Our
operations are continuing satisfactori-
ly. On the Italian front the chances of
the Germans breaking them are dim-
inishing hourly. The situation there
is more satisfactory than it was a
week ago, although it would be pre-
mature for me to say Venice is safe.
The Italians have been enabled to
bring up guns and ammunition and
supplids in ever increasing quantities
and every hour’'s time gained by them
means more favourable outlook. The
time is coming nearer when the
French and British reinforcements
wi!l be brought into play.

WAR REVIEW.

The British are carrying forward
successfully their manoeuvre, which
apparently has as its objective the en-
circlement and capture of the import-
ant railway junction of Cambrai in
northern France. For 3 days the forces
of Gen, Byng have been strictly keep-
ing to .their task of smashing in Ger-
man positions in this region, and now,
having driven the enemy Ffrom all his
fortified strongholds, are battling with
him in.the open, with the monstrous
tanks and dashing cavalry everywhere
opening the way for onslaughts by the
infantry. Already the British line de-
scribes an are from the west to the
south arm of Cambrai with the lower
pdint resting near Fontaine Notre
Dame, two and three-quarter miles
southwest of the much sought tor
town. ,Although the stroke of General
Byng was delivered over a front of
thirty-two miles from the Scarpe Riv-
er to St. Quentin, it was in the centre
and in the direction of Cambrai that
it reached its greatest strength. Here
a wedge has been driven more than six
and a half miles and in the driving of
it numerous towns and villages have
fallen into the hands of the Dritish,
many of them having been destroyed
Ly the surprised Germans, who fled in
apparent disorder, leaving equipment
and stores behind them. The opera-
tions of the cavalry are described as
most brilliant, the horsemen making
gallant charges into the villages, even
against machine gun positions and
entire gun crews, which were shot or
sabred. At last reports they were en-
gaged in surrounding Barlou Wood,
directly west of Cambrai, which dom-

SUCCESSFUL CONSOLIDATION OF
GAINS.
LONDON, To-day.

A British official issued this even-
ing announced the successful con-
solidation of all the captured area in
the region of Cambrai, except /the
village of Fontaine Notre Dame,
which has been retaken by the enemy
in a counter attack. Text:---On the
southern battle front the day was
spent in consolidating the large area
over which our troops advanpced dur-
ing the last two days. This’ has been
successfully carried out, except at
Fontaine Notre Dame, which-the en-
emy has retaken by a counter attack.
Much credit is due to the transporta-
tion service for ' the rapidity with
which the concentration for the oper-
ations of the last few days was ef-
fected. Roads and railways, both

-On
the northern battlefront artillery ac-
tivity was intense in the neighborhood
of Passchendaele, but no infantry ac-
tion was developed by either side.
BRITISH SUCCESS GROWS HOURLY
BRITISH HEADQUARTERS IN
FRANCE.---We have not yet reached
the limit of our victory. The success
grows ‘hourly. The lot of prisoners
is approaching nine thousand. Great
stretches of new country and fresh
villages are being captured. Besides
increasing in depth the wedge is
spreading at the base. The weather
continues most unfavourable, a heavy
mist preventing all airplane observa-
tion. Nevertheless the airmen con-
tinue to fly over the battle ground,
penetrating far into the enemy terri-
tory at the level of the. troops. The
latest village captured is Cantoing and
the troops are now in the neighbor-
hood of Bourbon and Moeucare, while
fighting is progréssing in the region
of Rumilly. - The enemy attempted
only a few small counter attacks be-
tween Rumilly and Noyelles with
troops hurried up! for the pufpose, but
all were easily repulsed. At Cantoing
and beyond Mesnieres we have broken
into sections of the last line of de-
fence and now hpld Hindenburg line
with the famous tunnel, where the
counter attacks have been heavy and
pressed with gredt determination, but
we hold everything taken.
