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Polling Day.

To-day the electors of the
District of Bay-de-Verde will
decide their acceptance or re-
.jection of the policy inaugurated
by the present Government:
‘whether they approve or dis-
approve the now notorious Fish
Export Regulations: whether
they favor or condemn the ac-
tion of the Minister of Finance
in increasing his estimates of
expenditure by nearly two mil-
lion dollars, most of which will
be in the nature of sops to
friends and supporters of the
Government. It will also be de-
cided by the electors whether
they agree or not with the con-
duct of the department of ship-
ping by the Minister who is
seeking re-election at their
hands: and their pronunciation
to“day will be as a complete ex-
pression of public sentiment up-

on the wisdom or unwisdom of
the policy pursued by Mr. Cave
in his handling of the salt situa-
tion. Bay-de-Verde has been
given the first opportunity to
make a decision on the manner
in which the affairs of the do-
minion have been managed by
the .Squires Government. In
the bye-election for St. John’s
West last January, it was only
possible to issue warnings,
which, however, went unheeded.
But Bay-de-Verde voters have
witnessed the working out of a
policy which is sadly at variance
with their best interests, and
one which has wrought much
injury to the staple industry—
the codfishery. The forcing
down of the price of fish, the
forcing up of the prices of the
necessaries of life may very well
be chargeable on the Squires
Government. The facts are
plain to all. The shibboleth of
the Government organs and
men is “Elect Cave and be on
the side of the Government.”
They make no defence of their
iniquitous legislation: offer no
excuse or reason for increaging
expenditure under such gloomy
circumstances: give no infor-
mation as to how they propose
to set extra taxation to level up
to the vast sums- which they
propose to spend on largely in-
creased salaries and  unneces-
sary . departments with their
correspondingly unnecessary
staffs of specials, There is
nothing of this explained to the
electors. Like parrots they re-
peat the ery “Vote for Cave and
be on the Government side.”
Well the men of Bay-de-Verde
will show them just what they
think of all this to-day, and if
the Government does not Tre-
ceive a set back, then the ¢oun-
try will have to face a long peri-
od of anguish and distress, .,

The Native Society.

On the 24th day of June, 1840
(Notable Events in Newfoundland
History), the Native Society was
formed and officers elected. Iis first
President was Richard Barpes, whose
monument stood in the old cemetery
near the Church of England Cathe-
dral. Amongst its first members
were Sir Ambrose Shea, Hon. J. J.
Rogerson and Hon. Edward Shea—all
deceased. The Society was formed
as a' protest against the alleged
favoritism shown to foreign-horn
residents, -to whom it was said, all
the “soft snaps” were given. Very
few people can remember the motto
or flag distinctly, but the most re-
liable authorities state that the flag
was all pink, with two clasped hands,
the forearms extending to the elbows,
and a spruce tree in the centre. The
tree rose from the joined palms and
underneath, running. parallel to the
arc made by the arms was the word
“Phllanthropy.” The arms and the
tree were green, fhe lettering being
in white. A good deal of ill-feeling
was engendered by the Bociety and
bad language and rows were fre-
quently occurring. But the culmins-
ting point was reached in February,
1843, during a big “haul of wood” for
Bishop Fleming. There wasg consid-
erable rivalry for the bizgest load,
and each side bore distinctive ‘coiors.
The “Bush-born” and “Old Country”
people had a difference of opinion as
to which had the bigger load, and a
row—in which a good many hands
were broken—ensued, When Bishop
Fleming heard of the ecircumstances,
he called the ringleaders together,
gave them a bit of advice, and caus-
ed them to unite the pink and green.
This they did by sticking a bit of neu-
tral white between, and thus was born
the “native” flag as it is to-day. A
few of the founders stuck to the plain
pink for two or three years, but after
the death of Mr. Barnes, and the
blowing down of the Native Hall in
September, 1846, the pink, white and
green became the native flag.

Hauled Up Traps.

Acting under instructions from the
Marine and Fisheries Department,
two policemen and a Sergeant were
yesterday dispatched to Pouch Cove
by the tug John Green. The purpose
of the visit was to . confiscate two
traps which were set in berths sup-
posed to be owned by other fisher-
men. With the assistance of ten fish-~
ermen of Pouch Cove the traps were
taken from the water. Later they
were brought in and landed at the
King's wharf. Proceedings in the mat-

and the increased ingenuity of crim-
inal methods. The Scotland Yard
(the heatiquarters of the detective

force in London) - experts have re-|

cently been excited by the evidence
of a new implement in burglary.
Brass padlocks of a considerable size
and of the best make have been
found so crushed by some implement
that the lock mechanism hag fallen
out, and the padlock become useless.
The instrument, whatever it is, has
had much the same effect as a nut-
cracker on a nut. It is not thought
possible that burglars could = travel
with a pneumatic power outfit, and
direct hydraulic pressure does not
explain it. So far as my informant
was aware the character of the imple-
ment is still a mystery. The latest
improvement in.the methods of bur-
glary is for the burglars, after break-
ing into a building, to have the build-
ing locked up again. This has been
done in the case of one burglary,
where, after an entry had been forced
by the destruction of a padlock, 2a
confederate of the gang fitted on =&
new padlock and made the place se-
cure, so that -the policeman on duty
when trying the <door found every-
thing as usual at the very moment
when the burglars inside .were pack-
ing up the goods. They made their
exit by another way, and apparently
took the stuff away by motor car.

BURGLARS AND GARAGES.

Everyone must have noticed the big
part that the motor car playe in mod-
ern crime. 1 am told that, just as
horse dealers in the old days were
generally suspect in districts where
highwaymen abounded, so the garage
and motor hirer of unknown antece-
dents is becoming suspect in bur-
glary-ridden districts, Of course the
number of motor car hirers who have
been convicted of criminal practices
is infinitesimal—indeed, it is about
the same proportion as resetters are
to honest jewelers. But it is obvious
that if a burglary business is run on
up-to-date lines a department which
runs a motor garage is a valuable ad-
dition. Cars can go out and in at all
withopt

suspicion. A very interesting case in

{'the East End, hardly reported in the
YLondon papers, has engaged a good

deal of attention from criminologists.
The gang in question had specialised
on cigars and tobacco in the West
End, but had not despised silk and
cloth and linen. Two of the gang ran
a garage, and did some honest busi-
ness by day, burglary by night. They

had a-good run, but finally the police

found the right information, and ar-
rested four of them. The fifth mem-
ber, and the most thoughtful of the
party, finding that the game was up,

and that the police were sure to gof

. setted their goods, went to the place

himself, pretending to be a Scotland
Yard detective, and frightened the re-
setter so much that he gave up the
goods on condition of best-favored-
nation treatment at the trial. The
burglar then took them to another re-
seter and sold them once again. He
did not profit much by his sharpness,
as he was arrested and joined his
brethren in the dock.

THE DANCING MASTERS.

A conference to put down “Bolshe-
vism” in the balance seemed to be
the real business at the Grafton Gal-
leries, Regent Street, the other day,
where dance instructors from all over
the country met. Little progress was
made towards the elimination of all
that was “ugly, bad, and improper,”
and énthusiasts of the fox trot, the
one-step, and the'jazz and other indi-
vidual variants might well be pardon-
ed for reflecting that, whatever in-
structors were in a dancing hall, in
conference they were strongly tainted
with the sin so much discouraged in
their pupils. The opening address of
the chairman was in substance more
in the nature of a plea for individual
expression. The greatest struggle of
the human race in the last few years,
he said, had been against despotici
autocracy. No military tyrant was
more autocratic than the Victorian
dancing master. In the dancing world
a bid had been made for a right of
individual expression. The origin
was traced to Russia (ominous

place!) to Nijinsky, Pavlova, and oth-
‘er famous stars. The whole tendency
of“the ballroom to-day, it appears, is
in the direction of artistic Bolshevism.
THis, the conference was assured,
would end in disaster and chaos, if
law and order were cast on one side
and the fundemental principles of
dance technique ‘' entirely jettisoned.
