Last night at Canon Wood Hall, 
there was celebrated an anniversary 
that marks a turning point In the 
history of Queen’s Theological Col­
lege, and advantage of the occasion 
was taken to offer a cordial welcome 
to the new Vice-Principal Rev. E. A.

Men are 
making good wages and after pay­
ing eighteen dollars per month for 
board, In many cases gangs of good 
woodsmen clear $40 per v month or 
more. Modern machinery for the 
purpose of handling and hauling 
logs has been Introduced In the 
woods with a view to the saving of 
man power and horses, as used in 
Canada and United States. Ten and 
fifteen ton caterpillar motor tractors 
arfe being used on long hauling 
roads for hauling logs instead of 
horses. An idea of what these trac­
tors can haul can be gathered from 
the fafit. that they can puil a load of 
logs from fifty to sixty cords at one 
time, or equivalent to five or six 
railroad carloads, the logs being 
loaded on proper sleds especially 
built for the purpose. So far the 
winter has been fairly good for log­
ging and with a full complement of 
men and average winter conditions 
the A. N. D. Co., Ltd., will this year 
probably have a Very heavy cut of 
logs.

DAT WITH GOD CONDUCTED BT 

COLONEL MARTIN.
A religious service of a somewhat 

unique character was conducted by 
Colonel Martin in the No. 1 Citadel 
yesterday, known as "A Day With 
God.”

World Famous Novelist 
Died in Poverty. an efor their full line of Rubber Footwear including 

the famous
Mdlle Louisa de la Ramee, the 

famous English novelist, known all 
the world over as “Ouida,” died on 
Friday, January 24, 1908, at Viareggio, 
in the arms of her faithful servant 
Isolina Cervelli. "Ouida” did not • live 
long enough to be forgotten—gifted, 
prolific, daring—and at the time she 
wrote, critics were rarely kind to her, 

•and never generous. She wrote in an 
age when people were narrower and 
.less tolerant than they are to-day. 
Sex problems were “taboo;” life as it 
really Is, could not be thrown on the 
screen to shock the public gaze. Yet 
her "Strathmore,” “Under Tw<J 
Flags,” “Moths,” survived the storm 
of puritanical disapproval and 
flourished; but though “Ouida” sold, 
she was estracised by parents, con­

demned by reviewers for family 
newspapers, and Ignominlously ex­
cluded from public libraries. Her 
father was a French refugee noble, 
her mother an Englishman, and she 
was born at Bury-St. Edmunds. Her 
first work “Held in Bondage” was is­
sued when she was still in her teens. 
Her pseu donym “Ouida,” was a 
child’s way of saying “Louia.” She 
loved dogs, horses and dress, and in 
Italy she was spoken of as “Signora 
del canl” (the mamma of dogs). From 
the Palace of the Medicis, from the 
luxury of a villa at Lucca, and the 
comfort of a small hotel at Viareggio, 
she came to a swineherd’s cottage at 
Massarosa, where she died in ex­
treme poverty, with no other company 
but her adored dogs and her faithful 
servant. Her death in/ the lonely 
peasant’s cottage is an epilogue— 
pathetic, melancholy, tragic.

Gems of Evil.
(Told by STUART MARTIN In Pear­

son's Weekly.)

THE ORLOV DIAMOND.
A little man wearing a heavy, gor­

geous fur coat stepped out of a large 
private car and made ljle way to a 
smart yacht lying cuddled against 
the banks of the river Neva Just be­
low Petrograd.

“Do yqu know who that Is ?" asked 
« British oflcer of a comrade as they 
watched the small figure dive down 
into the saloon of the luxurious ship. 
"No? Well, that Is Loris Mellkoffe, 
the' Minister of the Interior for Rus­
sia, one of the richest men In the 
empire. He Is a grandson of the man 
who brought the notorious Orlov dia­
mond to Russia, a stone with a ter­
rible history.”

Where is the famous Orlov diamond 
now? Probably ft is still in Russia, 
lor it has not been sold with the flood 
of Russian jewels lately coming to 
this country.

Were it put on the market Its ap­
pearance would cause as much stir as 
if the Kon-i-noor had been taken from 
the British crown and offered for sale.

The value of the diamond is so 
great that it would take practically 
all the money of Hatton Garden, the 
home of gems, to pay tor it; yet it 
came to the Russian crown in a way 
which reads like a page from the 
Arabian Nights.

The late Tsar of Russia believed 
that the stone had an evil Influence, 
and gave orders for it to be taken 
from the Royal regalia; but It was 
too late. Disaster had already fal­
len on him—one more disaster in the 
long succession of tragedies which 
have marked ^the life of the Orlov dia­
mond.

The Russian records of this Royal 
hoodoo diamond were completed just 
before the final revolution which 
swept Tsar Nicholas off the throne 
and landed Russia . in a welter of 
blood and agony from which it has 
not yet recovered.

Special couriers had been sent over 
Asia, Turkey, and the Middle Bast to 
collect the data connected with the 
stone. When they returned the fam­
ous antiquaries of Russia set to work 
to link up the stories, the truth of 
which was beyond question.

A day or two later an order was 
Issued by the Shah to the effect that 
the thief of .the diamond had been 
traced to Ispahan .and he was to be 
seized, dead or alive, and the diamond 
procured. ,

This news so Upset the Hebrew 
merchant who had purchased the 
stone from the Frenchman that he 
sold it to an Armenian named Shaf- 
ras, a dealer in precious stones.

Shafras did not know that this was 
the wanted stone, and he gave the 
shrewd Jew £12,000 for it. Then he 
went out of Persia, wholly unsus-) 
peeled, and unsuspecting that he had 
the great diamond of the Hindu deity 
in his possession.

Now, Shafras was one of the travel­
ling men of the East who, in those 
days, made a point of bringing treas­
ures to European Courts, and Shafras 
had previously ' brought small trin­
kets to Catherine the Great, whose 
Russian Court was the most magnifi­
cent that empire ever had.
