Ontario. He commented on the facts con­
nected with the formation of the combina­
tion Government for the Province of 
Ontario, and contended that there had, 
been improper interference by the Govern-' 
ment of the Dominion. The member for 
Cornwall had been called on to form a 
Government at the request of the Pre­
mier of the Dominion, Ivho gave him 
advice and assistance in the work he had 
in hand. After the formation of the

Scott, 
residing in Ellice. It is supposed he was

Col. Robert Land.—The Hamilton 
Spectator has an obituary of this veteran 
who died in the ninety-fifth year of hie 
age. In early life he was appointed a 
Justice of the Peace (a very important 
office in those days), and was an active 
administrator of justice for many years. 
He joined Capt. Hatt's company of Flank 
ers, as Lieutenant, in 1812, and took part 
in the battle of Lundy’s Lane, and also 
rendered very important aid in capturing 
the entire American force at Stoney Creek. 
On the breaking out of the rebellion in 
1887, Col. Land (for he was by that time 
promoted) was put in command, bnt his 
health suffered so much In consequence

The 
knowing ones, who are old hands at 
the business, who generally get the 
Credit of bringing out and starting the 
candidates, and who, of course, are 
thoroughly posted in all the prelimi­
nary movements, would hint darkly 
at, or whisper with bated breath, the 
names of the coming men. The young­
er ward politicians, who generally wish 
to get the credit of being deep in the 
confidence of these old manipulators, 
would affect a knowledge about these 
matters which when communicated 
confidentially, (of course) to those 
outside the pale of the charmed circle 
would excite their admiration at the 
statesmanship displayed, and also 

z would quicken their curiosity to know 
every mdvement on the part of the 
candidates or their friends. The in­
formation thus gained would spread 
in a sort of under current for a few 
days, but gradually it would get to 
the surface, and soon become the com­
mon property of the ratepayers. Then 
the excitement would begin. The in­
variable canvass would be entered 
upon, the usual meetings would be 
held, when all questions pertaining to 
the welfare of the municipality—from 
impounding of pigs up to the payment 
of the Municipal Loan Fund—would 
be thoroughly ventilated. Then the 
hurry-burry of the election would 
follow, and that anxiously looked lor 
climax being reached, the winning 
man would receive a temporary apoth­
eosis, and then all parties concerned 
would settle down to their peaceful 
avocations till again called forth to 
enter on another election contest.

So it was in old times. But mat­
ters seem to be managed in a more de­
corous fashion nowadays. The bland 
and smiling countenance of Mr. Pal­
mer is no longer seen in his canvassing 
peregrinations. Mr. Peterson’s cease­
less activity is directed to other sub­
jects. Dr. Parker's portly corporation 
looms no more on the war path. For 
two years wc have had no contest for 
the mayoralty. During that period 
Mr. Gow has proved a most efficient 
Chief Magistrate. He has discharged 
all the duties pertaining to the office 
in a manner which compels even the 
approval of those who opposed him, 
while it has greatly raised him in the 
estimation of his friends. But having 
been elected to represent the Riding 
in the Local Legislature, he has made 
up his mind to retire with his well- 
won honours, leaving the field clear to 
new man.

RIOTS IN JAMAICA.

EARTHQUAKE AT PORTO RICO.

Ijondon, Nov, 22 evening.—The Italian 
Parliament convenes on the 5th prox. 
Baron Ratazzl will be made President of 
the popular branch. The Prime Minister, 
Menabrea, lias issued another note, it is 
said, wherein the invasion of the Papal 
territory by France is severely denounced.

The Colonial Office is informed that the 
disaster at Tortola has been greatly exag­
gerated.

Despatches announcing the safety of 
Dr Livingston, the African explorer,have 
been received to day. In April last tyj 
was exploring the wastes of Africa, 
hundreds of miles from the sea coast.

The Anrinal Supply Bill was passed by 
the Commons this evening.

Ijondon, Nov. 22nd—In the House of 
Commons last night an effort was made 
to save the lives of the Manchester rioters. 
Mr Maguire, the member for Cork, mov­
ed that the House interfere for a stay in 
the sentence of the Fenian prisoners at 
Manchester, and that meanwhile the 
points of law upon which he based his 
resolution be referred to the twelve high­
est j udicial authorities of the realm. The 
motion gave rise to a long and exciting 
discussion. Mr Maguire was supported 
by Henry Fawcett, member for Brighton, 
and Sir Geo. Bowyer, but Messrs Hardy, 
Gladstone, and Kinglake made strong 
speeches against the motion, and it was 
finally withdrawn, the opinion of the 
House being manifestly against further 
consideration of the subject.

Manchester, Nov. 22—Shore, one of the 
condemned Fenians, has been granted a 
respite. A public meeting was held here 
yesterday by persons opposed to the exe­
cution of the Fenians, and resolutions to 
that effect were passed.

London' Nov. 22—An orderly demon­
stration against the execution of the Fe­
nians took place here last night. A large 
number of persons assembled at one of 
the public hulls and passed resolutions 
urging the government to grant a stay 
of proceedings. A committee was ap­
pointed to draw up and present a petition 
for mercy to the Queen.

Birmingham, Nov. 22—A large public 
meeting was held hero yesterday to pro­
test against the hanging of the Manches­
ter Fenians. Some disorder occurred 
and riotous demonstrations were made at 
the conclusion of the meeting.

Manchester, Nov. 22—The city Has the 
appearance of being in a state of siege.— 
Most extraordinary precautions are taken 

j by the government. Barricades have 
; been erected in the streets for the protec- 
j tion of the troops. Regular infantry are 
| stationed at different points in the city, 
and troops of cavalry which lately arriv- 

; od here, are patrolling the streets. Two 
j or three thousand special policemen are 
i distributed among the police stations.— 
i Clergymen have been closeted with the 
! condemned prisoners the greater part of 
j the day. Everything indicates beyond a 
| doubt that the government is determined 
not to pardon or commute the sentences 

j of the unfortunate men, and intends to

| stration of firmness and rigor in order to

; rage.
; London, Nov. 22—To-day the commit- 
' tee appointed by the meeting of last night 
i presented to the Queen, at Windsor, a 
: petition tor the postponement of the exe­
cutions at Manchester. Her Majesty de­
clined to grant the iwtition.

Paris, Nov. 22nd—The official or blue 
book, published by the Flench govern­
ment, lias appeared. The following para­
graphs are extracted :—The government 
will soon fix the time for the return of the 
French troops from Italy. The Sultan of 
Turkey, though he has declined to adopt 
the course advised by France, is endeav­
oring to restore tranquility and peace to 
the island of Candia. The relations of 
France with the U S. have regained their 
usual warmth. F rance following her old 
traditions, beholds with true sympathy 
the efforts made in America to efface the 
traces of civil war. Regret is expressed 
that the efforts of France and England to 
pacify the quarrel between Spain and the 
Republics of Chili and Peru, were made 
in vain, It is hoped peace will soon be 
restored between Paraguay and the South 
American powers allied against her.

Rome, Nov. 22—Some fresh eruptions 
have lately been made across the Papal 
frontiers by small bands of Garibaldiens. 
They were promptly met by the Ponti­
fical troops, and in all cases speedily sup­
pressed.

ixmdon, 22—In the House of Com­
mons this evening, Lord Stanley, Secre­
tary of State for Foreign a fiai re. stated 
that the English Government had not 
promised, nor was it in any way bound to 
guarantee the bonds of the Iuteroceauic 
Railway Company and Honduras.

Preparations are being made in the 
city to observe in a peaceful manner the 
obsquies of the Fenians who are to suffer 
the death penalty to-morrow.

A Pises op Sharp Practice that 
Miscarried.—A singular transaction 

! -W been brought to light in connection 
with the affairé of an insolvent in the 
city, which seems to over-reach the bene- 

; fit designed for the insolvent, who has 
| been made the victim of misplaced con- 
! fidence. A merchant who recently clos- 
; ed his establishment,state,thut previous to 

suspending he removed a quantity of 
goods from his store and deposited them 
together with a sum of money, in the 
hands of another merchant with whom 
he was on iriendly terms, with 
the intention of saving something from 
the wreck of his business. Since the 
effects of the Insolvent were taken in 
charge by his creditors, he waited upon 
his mend to draw a portion of the money 
made over, but that party refused to dis­
gorge, and positively denied that he was 
in any way Ills dfcbtor. The insolvent 
then made affidavit that he had deposit­
ed money and goods as stated, whereupon 
a counter statement was made that the 
insolvent had been paid for goods in 
question. The creditors of the insolvent 
having got hold of the affair, have also, 
it is reported, instituted an action to re­
cover the goods made way with. Alto­
gether the affairs of the defunct house 
are exceedingly mixed. The amount of 
property involved in the transaction is 
repotted to be $3,500 worth of dry goods, 
and $350 in cash. The insolvent merch­
ant chagrined at the betrayal of confi­
dence on the part of his suppose.! friend, 
will now testify on half of his creditors.— 
Hamilton Times.

The business entrusted to the Irish 
Church Commission is comprised in the 
three particulars of inquiring into the 
revenues connected with the bishoprics, 
dignities, and benefices ; the number of 
the members, of the Church of England 
in the various parishes ; and the means 
of reforming present evils. The Com­
mission has power to summon witnesses 
and administer an oath, as well as to 
examine all records and documents It 
will thus be seen that the duties and 
powers of the Commissioners qre very ex­
tensive, and some useful fruit may be 
expected from their labors.

The Newmarket Era, of the 15th., 
inst.. records the death of Joseph Gould, 
Esq., of Uxbridge, at one time member 
for North Ontario. He met with an ac­
cident the previous week, having fallen 
from the top of a building he was assist­
ing to erect, as an addition to his woolen 
factory, by which four of his ribs were 
broken, and other injuries sustained, 
which eventually resulted in his death.

New Cannon.—A Mr. Claxton, director 
of the Belgian Artillery, has constructed 
a sort of cannon-revolver, consisting of 
eight cannon, which will fire 80 to 100 
shots in a minute. There arc only two 
fired a time ; and when they become too 
hot, two others, and so on. These cannon 
throw throw grape-shot from 1,000 to 
3,000 feet, according to charge. The 
whole is mounted upon a frame protect­
ed with sheet-iron, so that the artillery­
men are sheltered.

A petition is being signed among mem­
bers, asking that the first part of the 
session may be considered a full session, 
with $600 pay, and the balance in the 
spring, at $6 a day while at lasts.
