It wassaid a
man might do whet he liked with him-
self hnd his own; but the law did not
allow a man to abuse even his own cat.
The Dunkin Act wis on the right prin-
ciple, but it never worked altogether ea-
tisfactorily, because while in one town-
ship no liquor was gold, youn could go into
theé next and get as much as yom liked.
| The Dunkin Law was one instance of
| Government interference with liquor-
| selling ; another was that no one was
i allowed-to sell liquor to an Indian. One

of the latest laws enforced the close of
lignor shops at seven o'clock on Satur-
day night. This is talled regulating the
traflie. He said it was an exercice of
| the “principle of prehibition. Another
| objection was that if a prohibitory law
| were enacted it could not be enforced,
| Fle was not afraid of that, If the carry-
ing out of the law were put in the hands
of honest men, the law could be gener-
ally enforced. Tiue, it might be ocea-
gionally broken, The best and most
stringent laws had been often broken,
but that did not prove them wrong.
What would be the state of the communi'y
if we were toabolish alllaws because they
were occasionally violated ? If there
were no liquor manufactured there would
not be much smuggled into the country.
The objection that sugh a law would be
an act of gross injustice to the men who

manufactured and sold liquor, he met Ly

saying that it would be far Letter for the
nation to compensato these men for any
loss they might sustain than let things
go on in their present state. He gave as
an illustration of his subject the great
difficulty of putting down the slave trade,
and the noble stand -Britain had taken
in that instance. He would like to see
liquor dealt with in the same way. It
was said a prohibitory liquor law would
seriously affect the revenues of the
country. He admitted that, for the
amount of money that went 1into the ex-
chequer for taxation on drink was en-
ormous. However, this objection was
only half true. The revenue for a time
might be affected ; but an immense sav-
ing would be effected of the money now
1aid out for jails, magist.ates, policemen,
lunatic asylums, &e., &e., for the repres-
sion of the vast amount of crime that
was enused by drink., Seven-tenths of
those confined in asylums owed it to
stronyg drink. Ought we to perpetuate
such & thing?  Let the strong arm of
the law work the cure. Moral influence
alone had been tried for over halfa
century, and to-day the black flag flies
as defiantly as before, The only way of
putting a stop to this eurse was to throw
a legal barrier in the way,—to “ding
down the rookery, that the erows may
not build again.

Me, Olarke's Bill for preventing
machine acoidents has pamsed its
third reading, and will come into force
on the, ist September next. The new
law is of considerable importance bo
fo owners and manufacturers of thrash-
ing and other machines; driven by
horse-rover and as-thera have beea
some amepdments since we last referred
to the matter, we had better recapitulate

ite provisions. The main clause is ag
follows : —

“1, All persons in the Province of
Ontario owning or running any thrash-
ing machine, wood-sawing or other

hine, whioh is ted to a horse-
power by means of & tumbling rod or
llne of shafting, shall cause each of the
knuckles, couplings or joints, and jacks
of such tumbling rod or line of shafting
o be safely boxed or secured while run-
ning, with wood, leather or metal cover-
ing, in such manner as to prevent injury
to persons passing over or neéar such
tumbling Yod and the knuckles, coup-
lings or joints, and jacks thereof ; and
shall cause all oiling cups attached to
arbors or journals to which driving belts
are attached, to be furnished with tubes
of tin or other material extending above,
the belts)in such manner asshall prevent

damnge from oiling when the machine is-

in motion ; and shall further causs a
driver's phtlorm to_ba_placed on any
horse-power, us ad for driving machinery,
of sach size as to cover the gearing and
pravent accident arising to any parson
from contact with said geanng.’
