Mr. Alexander has offer­
ed a reward of 860 for the apprehènsion 
of the thieves.

He was well known in his 
own section and about Guelph, as a good 
farmer, and e successful breeder and 
feeder of stock, and was much respected 
by all wljo knew him as an honest and 
honourable man—genial, kindly, and 
always willing to oblige.

Visit of an Old Guelph Resident.— 
We learn that Mr. John Wright, of San 
Francisco, formerly a resident of Guelph, 
paid the town a hurried visit on Tuesday, 
and left for Chicago the following day. 
He called on a number of his former 
acquaintances and friends, and expressed 
himself as being much pleased and grati­
fied at the healthy and prosperous ap­
pearance of the town. Mr. Wright left 
Guelph in the spring of 1859, and became 
a resident of Victoria, Vancouver Island, 
where he remained for some years. 
Afterward he removed to San Francisco, 
where he now resides, and. in partner­
ship with Mr. George Sanders, as archi- 

I tecta, have attained a very promi­
nent position. At present they are 
the architects for a large asylum at 
Napa, for the State of California, and 
Mr. Wright has been to Washington, 
Philadelphia and New York, on business 
in connection with their present contract.

Disunion in the United States 
Cabinet.

London, Nov. 19. — The Directors of 
the Midland Railway Company having 
received the approval of the shareholders, 
have resolved to adhere to their inten­
tion of abolishing second class carriages 
and faros, hut in response to the request 
of competing railroad companies, declare 
themselves ready to confer with them as 
to details of the proposed change.

The Daily Telegraph announces that 
the infant son of the Duke of Edinburgh 
has been christened Albert Alexander.

The Standard's despath from Copenha­
gen, reports that theRadieale have [intro­
duced in the Lower House of Reichstag, 
a bill to abolish the rights of primogeni­
ture and all titles of nobility. The bill 
was referred to a select committee. 
Should it pass, the Upper House will cer­
tainly retract it.

London, Nov. 19.-—A special despatch 
from Calcutta to the Morning Post, an­
nounces that Yakoob Khan, Amer of Ca- 
bul, has been treacherously arrested in 
his own capital and imprisoned. The 
worst results are feared.

The Paris correspondent of the London 
Times writes that a better feeling seems 
to bo springing up between the Govern­
ments of France and Germany. Prince 
Hohenloke, German Ambassador, has re­
cently taken occasion to disavow for his 
Government an equivocal policy bent on 
seeking pretext for a quarrel, and to de­
clare that on the contrary, the poli­
cy is frank and clear.

London, Nov. 19.—The chief of Don 
Alphonso’e household at Gratz, says 
that the Prince, after a brief sojourn in 
France; has returned to the Carlist 
headquarters, in Spam.

Rome, Nov. 18.—Tho Government has 
a majority of 70 in tho chamber of De­
puties, which will probably be increased 
by tho pending elections in several, dis­
tricts where vacancies exist.

Hkndaye, Nov. 18—A vigorous can­
nonade from San Marcial, has dispersed 
the Carliets who returned to the vicinity 
of Iron.

New York, Nov. 19.—The Herald's 
Washington correspondent re-affirms his 
statement that the President has tele­
graphed for Minister Washburn to re­
turn from France, and adds that Secre­
tary Fish has notified the President of 
his intention to retire to private life. 
Grant has consented to accept hie resig­
nation. The Herald says this move will 
result in the resignation of the entire 
cabinet. Per contra, the Republic's cor­
respondent says there is no foundation 
whatever for rumors relative to any 
change.

Westminster Rrvirw.—We are in 
receipt of the October number of this po­
pular periodical, published by the Leo­
nard Scott Publishing Co., 41 Barclay 
Street, N. Y. It contains the following 
articles, many of which are unusually 
interesting: 1.

Howick Votesb’ List. — Judge Toms 
revised the voters’ list of this Township 
*on Tuesday, and struck off 39 bad Tory 
votes. Only one Reform vote was struck 
off.

Petebboro’. — Mr. James Stratton, of 
the Peterboro Examiner, has been nomi­
nated for East Peterboro, and Mr. Geo.A. 
Cox, Mayor of the town, for West Peter­
boro, both in the Reform interest.

Railway Extension.—A large and in­
fluential meeting of the ratepayers of 
Beverley was held at Lynden on Tuesday 
afternoon, to consider the proposed by­
law of #30.000, in aid of the extension of 
the B. N. & P. B. Railway to the Credit 
Valley.

Shrewd.—Mr. Van Norman, of St. 
Thomas', has evaded the fire limit by­
law and added to the appearance of the 
corner of Railway and Talbot Streets. 
The by-law would not allow him to keep 
the frame office that he had built, so he 
built it around with brick, and made a 
very nice office of it.

Destructive Fire at Wingham.—A 
fire broke out at Wi ogham on Tuesday 
morning, about fouro’oloek, commencing 
in Bowen’s bakery and grocery storef 
consuming the wholè building and con­
tents, and spreading to Hadwin’s drug 
store, Dinsley’s driving sheds and stables, 
Mrs. Clark’s millinery depot, and Shan­
non’s furniture store. Dinsley’s hotel 
and C. T. Scott’s office, were saved with 
the utmost difficulty. Total loss about 
$16,000. There are others who sustained 
considerable damage also by removing 
their goods.

Destructive Fire at Tara.—A large 
fire occurred at Tara on Wednesday, in 
the Richard & Vandusen block, destroy­
ing Dr. Washington’s drug store, Thos. 
Walker’s general store and dwelling 
(in which the tire originated), W. Van- 
dusen's general store, J. H. Vandusen’* 
hardware Store, Miss Urquhart’s millin­
ery shop and dwelling, Lee & King’s 
saddlery and dwelling, and Isaac Wil­
son’s dwelling, where the tiro stopped, 
Tho four latter places of business were 
owned by W. Vandusen. The buildings 
were all insured. A large amount of 
goods were got out, but in a very dam­
aged condition.

An Awful Turmoil. — Central and 
South America seems to be the home of 
insurrections, revolutions and trouble of 
all sorts.. In addition to the disturbances 
in Cuba and the Argentine Republic, and 
the insecurity in jHayti, there has 
been an nneucçeesïal attempt at re­
volution in Costa Rica, by one Fernan 
dez, who had returned under a general 
amnesty proclamation, having been pre­
viously exiled. In Venezuela the whole 
country is reported to have risen against 
the President, and Laguayra, a seaport 
near the capital, has been threatened 
with bombardment by two Spanish war 
steamers. The Peruvian Government is 
suffering considerble uneasiness on ac­
count of the movements of an English 
steamer, the “ Talisman," which has 
on board adherents of an ex-Presidcnt, 
and Chili has her share in an earthquake 
which stopped the clocks and cracked 
the walls of churches and other buildings,

The N. Y. Times gives the following 
from its correspondent at Mazateaa# 
Mexico, which if true brings to light the 
notorious murderer Townsend, whose 
crimes in Canada some 18 years ago . 
roused the horror of the entire com­
munity. He had been keepine a low 
groggery and dance house m that placef 
under the name of Adams, and knowing 
that he would neon die from the effects o? 
a pistol shot received in a fight some 
months ago, he made a confession to 
Cap*. Verplank, the American Agent, of 
having in his lifetime committed 14 mur­
ders in the Unite# States and Canada. 
Adame commenced his narrative by 
stating that his proper name was George 
Worley, and that he was a native of Man­
chester, England. He commenced bis 
career of crime by murdering the second 
mate of the American ship Cultivator, in 
the Liverpool docks,about the year 1854V 
After this deed he went to Canada, and 
roved about through these provinces for 
two years in pursuit of robbery. la the 
year 1856, at which time he was known 
by the name of Orton, he was engaged as 
a sailor on the lakes. While lying in the 
American port of Oswego he murdered a 
men, whom he understood to be a pain­
ter, by throwing him over a bridge. He 
met hie victim in ft drinking saloon,where 
he went to collect a bill of the proprie­
tor, and followed him until the opportu­
nity was favourable, when he 
struck him down with a slung-shotj. 
and disposed of the body in the way 
mentioned. After this Adams returned 
to Canada, and assumed the name of 
Townsend. With two accomplices he 
commenced a campaign of robbery, and 
perpetrated four murders in the country 
west of Toronto, ending with the killing 
of a sheriff a few miles west of Niagara 
River. That country then became too 
warm for him, in consequence of the of­
fering of large rewards for his arrest, and 
he escaped on board a schooner passing 
through the Welland Canal to the Ameri­
can port of Toledo. From that port he 
went to Chicago, and committed three 
murders in that place during the same 
summer. One of his victims wai the 
captain of a vessel, whom he followed 
from the St. Charles saloon; another was 
a German saloon-keeper, whom he killed 
in his bed at night, in l is place of busi­
ness, which was situait J near a railroad 
depot, and the third was some man- un­
known to him, whom he murdered after 
leaving a brothel. Aftertfcese crimes he 
was arrested in Chicago, tried and con­
victed of a burglary, and served a term 
of three years in the Illinois State Prison.
On obtaining bis release-Adams went to 
Now York, where he remained about one 
year, during which time he committed 
î;wo murders, both of his victims in 
that qity being men unknown 
to him. One was a countryman 
whom he enticed to the outskirts of 
the city, and obtained about 62,000 on 
his body. After leaving New York he 
was engaged in a series of robberies 
through the Southern. States. He re­
turned to Baltimore and murdered a 
prostitute in that city. Subsequently 
he committed a murder in Louisville and 
one in Memphis, but of the names of his 
victims he had no knowledge. Adams 
left New Orleans about the time of the 
breaking out of the war and went to 
Vera Cruz. From thence lie went to the j 
city of Mexico, and came to Mazatlan 1 
about ten years ago. Since his sojourn 
here he was widely known and generally 
feared, his place being one of the most 
notorious rendezvous of desperate cha­
racters on the coast. He finally met his 
fate at the hands of a Spanish gambler 
named Gonzales, in a drunken quarrel 
over a throw of dice. He leaves be­
tween, $15,000 and $18,000) in cash or 
its equivalent, as the result of his career 
of atrocious crime, which lie has willed 
to a sister, supposed to be his only liv­
ing relative, who resides at Sheffield, 
England. The legatee needs to be de­
void of any superstitious scruples to 
receive and enjoy such a blood-elotted 
legacy.’M _______

The Kingston Election Trial.
The examination of witnesses in 

this trial closed on Wednesday, and 
Chief Justice Richards has reserved 
his judgment till Friday. At the 
commencement of the trial it was 
admitted by respondent’s counsel 
that bribery by agents had been prac­
tised, which admission was sufficient 
to void the election. The evidence 
taken was, therefore, with a view of 
proving personal bribery by Sir J.Mac- 
donald. A number of witnesses were 
examined, who took a more or less 
active part in the election, and who 
seemed to have the handling of con­
siderable sums of money, which was 
freely distributed among the tavern 
and saloon keepers in treating, pay­
ing for rooms, and m the hiring of 
teams.

.Sir John himself was examined by 
Mr. Bethune. The substance of his 
evidence was (that lie was doubtful 
about offering for Kingston until per- 

I suadod by his friends, who formed 
I themselves into an Association, the 

Hon. Mr. Campbell being the most 
active member. Sir John thought 
that his own expenditure did not 
exceed $2,000, but other sums were 
contributed—-the exact amounts not 
being staled—by friends in Toronto 
and other places. Mr. Campbell had 
charge of the distribution of the 
funds, and it is a somewhat suspicious 
circumstance that this gentleman 
could not be found when wanted to 
give his evidence. He had been 
traced from Montreal to New York, 
and there had mysteriously disap­
peared, His evidence would have 
thrown more light on the way the 
money was spent than, that of any 
other witness. All that could be got 
out of Sir John was that he had made 
a close personal canvass, had been 
around a good deal among the tav­
erns, but, to use his own words, “ did 
not dirçctly or indirectly give any 
money, nor approve of, know of, or 
sanction the giving of money for 
bribery.’?

Mr. Bethune, in his opening speech, 
admitted that there was no case of 
personal bribery made out from the 

. evidence given. Me said Sir .John 
knew it would cost a large sum 
to gain over the publican interesr, 
which was held of so much import­
ance. There was a violation, of that 
branch of the Act relating to keeping 
open hoiI ». It is true the respon­
dent was not aware of the drink 
given by F^gan, but it was apparent 
that the ,-s undent was desirous of 
obtaining the interest of the publi­
can’s class. If the respondent were 
cognizant of the facts it was repug­
nant to the Act, but it was not easy 
t > suppose how the respondent could 
be unaware of the large expenditure 
for carrying on the canvass. He 
asked his Lordship to decide whether 
there had been corrupt practices by 
the agents, with the knowledge of 
the respondent. Respondent’s coun­
sel admitted that tne expenditure 
during the election reached $3,000. 
Ilis Lordship said if Mr. Campbell 
were present, and stated that the 
money was paid out to agents, with 
instructions to spend it only in legi- 
timate expenses, it would go far to 
determine what the decision would 
be.
