By ihe
organization of two or three exploring parties
by way of thej Kamloops and Shuswap lakes
two important evils would ‘be " guarded
against—loss of time and loss of money. The
first of+these is-just now a misfortune which

can be only remedied by a division of labor.

Dr. Helmcken said tbe question mxght as well
be settied to.day as, next week.
