Of the king fish, 
1,050 were short weight and only 140 
full weight. The plaintiffs’ solicitors 
then wrote to the defendants advising 
them of the short weight, and pointing 
out that under the provisions of the 
Merchandise Marks Act the goods were 
liable to be forfeited, ahd any persons 
selling the goods liable to be indicted 
for a criminal offence, the labels on the 
tins giving an untrue description of the 
weight. The learned counsel stated that 
each tin ought to contain 16 ounces of 

« fifth, 3| ounces being allowed for the 
tare. Each tin should therefore weigh 
10} ounces. The defendants" contended 
that the tare should be only 3ft ounces, 
bat some of the tins tested weighed only 
16 ounces, and so would contain, ac­
cording tp the defendants’ calculations, 
12ft ounces'of fish only. The arbitrator, 
to whom the matter was referred, found 
that the salmon waff a fair tender under 
the contract, and that there was no suf­
ficient cause for rejecting the same. He 
found that ft was irregular and in 
cases unusually short weight, and he al­
lowed the plaintiff la per case by way of 
compensation. After argument by coun­
sel, and a review ofthe case hy the pre­
siding judge, he decided that the award 
was bad and the tender was not a fair 
one according to the contract. Thearbitra 
tor, in his opinion, had no power to 
force the plaintiffs to enter into a new 
contract by putting a price for compen­
sation which was not in accordance with 
the tflfaal allowance. The award was re­
ferred back to the arbitrator and the 
defendants wire taxed with the costs of 
the motion. —Oregonian.
