MONTREAL FAILURES.

Three Suspensions Yesterday—A. Marcotte, Wm.
McLaren & Co., and a Miil Firm.

MoONTREAL, Jan, 19.—There are three
important failures announced here to-day,
an unusual occurrence in Montreal, which
has been almost free from sueh misfortunes
for the past two years. The mostextensive
and suspicious one is that ot Alphonse
Maricotte, dry goods merchant, who had
retail stores in this city and in other towns
in the provincg, and also in Wiu nipeg. He
obtained large credit, but .the actual
amount is not known, as the debtor has ab-
sconded. His bookkeeper says there is noth-
ing to show how much his . liabilities are.
However at a hurriedly called meeting of
creditors held to-day there were represont-
atives of some forty firms present, to whom
he is owing nearly $200,000.. The . actual
amount it is¢ thought will run between
$250,000 and $300,000. The assets are
said to be large, the stock in this city
amounting to $40,000, and in Winnipeg
and other towns to $60,000. Marcotte is
supposed to have gene to Chicago by last
night’s express from this city. Before
ieaving he addressed a note to Benning &
Barslow arnouncing his embarrasments and
saying he could not face hus creditors.

The debate on the Jaddress is getting
exciting and the passes across the floor are
becoming more numerous and lively. The
speech of Mr. Pardee was the best yes made
in the discussion. The debate will be con-’
tinued to-day. ;

Mr. Pardee (Lambton) said that after three
days’ debate not one charge had been made
against, the goverment. The oppesition
and not the government had been on the
defence, The same section and the same
words provided for the disallowance of Do-
minion acts Jby the imperial authorities as
for that of provincial acts by the Canadian
authorities and the words must be read in
the same way. It was not contended that
the imperial authorities had any such veto
power as was claimed by the opposition
for the Dominion' autharities and Sir
John Macdonald said the relation of the
Dominion to the provinces were the same
as those of imperial authorities towards the
Domiuvion. He quoted from Mr. Todd’s
work to show how strictly limited was the
power of veto. The reason given for the
disallowance of the bill was that it was re-
troactive, but I)rq\rioua retroactive legisla-
tion had been allowed by Sir John Macdon-
ald when the two governments were friend-
ly. The Domjnion government was influ-
enced in these,matters by political conside-
rations. He placed more importanee on
the constitutional rights of Ontario thar on
the territory sought to be taken away from
the province valuable as it was, The
opposition had changed their posifion
as to the award in the last. two
years. Then ¢ blamed the Domi-
nion government Yor not confirming the
award, now they fdefended them in not
doing so, If the Dominion authorities had
wished to deal fairly by Ontario they wonld
have given them the territory on which
they had spent so much money. The pp-
position, finding the boundary and veto
nestions against them, took counsel with
Sir John Macdonald,  and were advised by
him to connect provincial affairs with fhe
national policy. If the members from On-
tario stood together both the boundary and
veto questions would be settted satisfac-
torily for the province. .

Mr. Creighton (North Grey), said that if
the veto power was intended to be appliad
only to illegal or unconstitutional “laws,
there would be no need for it, as the courts
could be appealed to and had already de-
cided against provincial acts. The boundary
award not having been confirmed was so0
much waste paper. The government had
not done anything to settle the question.
It ought to be settled by the privy council.
The government were dealing with this
question in order tn make political capital
in the Dominion elections, A !

Mr. Ross, (West Huron), said if the
final decision in the Mercer escheat case
were in favor of the Dominion, the way in
which the money had been expended would
be recognized as unexceptionable and would
be confirmed. There was a time when
party feelings should be laid aside and all
stand up for the rights of the province.
But - the opposition had given Sir John
Macdonald to understand that they would
support him in a question between the
Dominion and the province. The conduct
of the Dominion .in regard to the boundary
award was cowardly and unfair and
hostile. There was mnothing in the
character - of the awarli which should

she claimed. The claims made by old
Canada against the Hudson Bay company
were far greater, Our allegiance here was
first due to the province and next to the
Dominion,

Mr. Wigle (South Essex) said it was the
conservatives who stood up for the rights of
the people. The policy of the government
was to centralize power in themselves. One
clause should have been added to the
address, directing the assessors to make
as many votes as possible, for it was
on the lists of this f'ear that the general
election would take place.

Mr. Graham, (East Lambton) said
the provincial exhibition had out-
lived its usefulness, towns were refus-
ing it, petitions against it were com-
ing from the county councils. Farmers |
using the markets should pay fees, but
should be allowed to sell produce where |
they like. He was in faver of new parlia-
ment buildings, and of disendowing Upper
Canada college and building there.

Mr. Metcalf (Kingston) was of the
opinion that the veto er had not been
exercised improperly. He had confidence
in Sir John Macdonald, and was sure that
Ontario would get all that rightly belonged
to her.

MANHOOD SUFFRAGE.

Speaking of manhood suffrage, the Kings.
ton News has this to say: *‘The scheme
looks plausible from a distance, but wise
and observant men, who have had a practi-
cal acguaintance with it in the neighboring

* republic, deplore it as the cause of innumer-
able evils. Under the auspices of this
pleasant system the public places have
been filled with the canaille, the scum, the
bold and ungerupulous rascality of the com-
munity ; while yirtue and respectability
have only had the courage to fight their
way to the front under the pressure of some
great occasion, such as the election of a
president. We have no need to introduce
such a system here.” Our contemporary

AN ESTABLISHED EVIL.

A spasm of virtuous igllignation appears
to be coming over the peoPle of Montreal
just now in consequence of érueltjel alleged
to have been practised in the Hervey insti-
tute for friendless children, It is charged
that the application of mustard blisters has
been freely used as a punishment for child-
ren of tender years, with the view of fright-
ening them into ..n1 * good,” we be-
lieve. It is said that tle matron has been
known to apply a raw mustard blister to
the tender back of an infant three years
old. On others the instrument of torture
has been kept on for over an hour, the lit-
tle sufferer in each case pleading piteously
for its removal.  Sixteen little victims are
reported to have been punished in this way,
but there are more to be heard from, it is
said. One boy, age not stated, had the
blister put upon him four times. He ap-
pears to be rather a dangerous customer,
withal, for it is mentioned that he had at-
tempted to set fire to the building, giving
as a reason that he was go harshly treated,
and found his life there so0 hard,
that in desperation he resolved to get
out, and this was the way he tried
for it. The institution Wg founded by
Miss Hervey, an aged, maiden lady, who
has devoted her whole life to alleviating
the sufferings of children, and especially of
the young waifs of Montrtal. This home
is the latest effort of a noble career, and it
has been receiving the most ample voluntary
support from the public. From age and
infirmity Miss Hervey is no longer able to
give ‘her personal attention to the good
work, as she so long continued to do, and
the management is now in the hands of a
committee of ladies belonging to the upper
circles of Montreal society, and most of
them mothers of families. For the cruelties
alleged to have been practised Mrs, Greig,
the matron of the institution, is directly
responsible, but responsibility is now prac-
tically assumed by the committee, who by
a three-fourths majority have justified her
course and censured the complainants in
the case. A nurse and a serving woman,
who gave testimony as to the punishing of
the children by the blister torture, were
summarily dismissed, we suppose as a warri-
ing to the rest that the executive is not to
be trifled with. In vindication of this
particular mode of pupishment it
has been stated that ¢ much more?
has been done by Miss Macpherson to
keep down the unruliness of the London
gutter children that she took charge. of ;
a piece of information which will probably
be new to most of that lady’s Canadian
friends. One newspaper reporter says that
at a recent ting the foundress herself,
who, aged and ill, had left her sick room to
attend, was so rudely spoken to by some
of the ladies present that his informant
feltft her duty to interfere. Should it be
confirmed that Miss Hervey, her age and
her lifetime of good works combined, was
thus disrespectfully treated the incident
would go far to deepen the prevailing un.
favorable impression,

The defence in this cafe has not yet
come before the public, and even were
the charges fully proven, nojgeneral conclu-
sion could safely be drawn from s single
instance. It so hanpens, however, that
instances of this very character—cages of
cruelty to the helpless and the unfortunate

Manhood suffrage is by no means universal
in the United States, The general govern-
.ment there has not the power which our
Dominien government has of fixing the

call “institutions,” are both numerous and

results frequently follow.. As Shakespeare
says,it happens oft that ‘‘the power to do ill
deeds makes ill deeds done.” And perhaps
in no kind of ‘‘institutions” are ill deeds
more apt to be done than in those supported
by charity, either public or private, or
both. The keepers, unless they have good
hearts and strong moral convictions to
keep them right, too often slide into the
habit of looking upon those under their
charge as having no rights which they are
bound torespect. What right' have the re-
cipients of charity to grumble anyway ;
should they not be glad to take what they
get and be thankful? Moreover, the evil
may be done with impunity, for who will
believe the unfortunates if they dare to
complain? Further, the keepers of charit-
able institutions and also of many other in,
stitutions which do not come under that
description, are apt to slide into the habit
of looking upon their precious selves as the
owners of the institutions, in a manner,
and as having practical rights of ownership
accordingly.  ““lnstitutions,” so called,
have no visible, tangible, individual owner,
and the keepers naturally fall into the habit
of regarding themselves as being at least
the acting;, visible embodiment of
ownership and  control. Although
properly the servants of the "public or
of the corporation which employs them,they
easily take on the ‘way of thinking them,
Belves masters instead, and of acting ac-
cordingly, With regard to charitable in-
stitutions generally this has become an
established evil, both in Europe and Am-
erica ; and it is one that urgently requires
to be suppressed. Keepers generally have
good ““soft” places, and get fat in them.
They should at least be taught that they
are the servants and not masters of the
public. There is room for much of this
kind of reform. Why, even your supposed
humble caretaker of a building sometimes
puts on airs of ownership and authority, as
if he were himself the city corporation or
the owner of the property he has charge of.
Regarding the Montreal case, it 1s said that
the stoppage of supplies from. the charitable
publie will soon bring matters to a crisis.
It may fairly be said that wherever such
abuses of charity are, and continue, the
people who contribute the money must hold
themselves largely to blame for the results,

The regilers of shis sketch may have read
some account of the Tuarcos in the French
army and their cats; how the lattef often
Accompany their muasters into battle, each
one perched on - knapsack, and how they
had often refused to quit the dead body of
the Turco until forced away by hunger.
Thiese staries exhibit the cat in a new snd
pleasing light—for we have often been told
that this animal has no affection for the per-
son of her master or mistress, and will stay
with any one who will furnish her shelter
and protection. ‘However this may be, I
koow that our-soldiers very rarely chose
the cat for a pet; but dogs in the army
were very often to be seen and plainly en-
joved the company of a multitude of sol-
diers quite as much as the latter did thers.
While my regiment was in barracks- at
}{uvro De Grace, Md., one of the compa-
hies adopted a dog, which became muh at.
tached to the men. The animal was well
treate |, and had plenty to eat out of: the
sbundance, of the men's rations ;. but
what was remarkable about the crea-
fure was that "it would have no.
thing to do with any soldier who did not
belong to Company B. It knew every
one of the eighty or. ninety men of that
company,-but steadil{ ignored all the rest
ot the regiment. When the line was
formed, and the eight dompanies were
moving from their quarters to take their
places, although they all presented the
same appearance, having about the same
number-of men, dressed precisely alike, yet
Jack never made a mistake in picking out
his particular friends. He would run
straight to company B, and foliow it with
wagging tail, though he did not always see
it come from its quarters,

There was an’ eccentric colonel in com.

mand of one of the New York infantry-

regiments in Sheridan’s valley campaign
who had two dogs, known by the names of
Beauty and Comfort. They were very in-
telligent animals of the reyhound species,
and the colonel made tﬁem his constant
companions. They oce 1pied his tent with
him, and always attended him on the
march. He was generally to beseen during
the movements of the army riding at the
head of his regiment with a dog trotting
en either side ; and the three were so nearly
inseparable that we never saw one without
expecting the appearance of the other two
immediately.

But it was quite the exception to find
dogs attending the army on its campaigns,
W?gile in permanent camp or barracks, they
would stay and make themselves at home ;
but, unlikeé the horse, the dog does not be-
csme easily accustomed to the smell or
sound of burnt powder, and the report of a
few guns was enough to banish him to more
quiet localities.

One of the most singular Pets that I saw
during my army life was a great black bear
that followed one of the regiments of the
sixth corps during the valley campaign.
He followed it by no choice of his own ; he
was chained behind one of the wagons, and
tambled along after it by compulsion. When
the command halted for the night, he was
taken from the wagon and secured to a tree
by a long chain. For an hour at a time this
animal would stalk back and forth as far as
the chain allowed, coming to a halt only
when checked by its tug, and then making
an ‘‘ about face” with the precision of the
adjutant on parade. He was queer com-

" pany enough ; and as I never saw anybody

attempt to fondle him, I supposed he was
kept for show and variety rather than for
the pleasure of his society. I do not know
what became of him ; but I will ven'ure
to say that he was never taken prisoner.

But the horse was the natural and ordinary

et of the scldier; not only becausg he was

is indispensible ally and companion, but
because this animal really loves the ex-
citement and - variety of the army, the
sound of music, and the company of
thousands of men and horses. It was
curious to observe how soon a green horse
brought into the cavalry or artillery would
learn the meaning of the bugle-calls, and
obey them without verbal command or the
touch of rein or spur. Even the most
spirited horses soon learned to be docile to
orders, and adopted the regular habits and
discipline necessary to all good horses as
well as toall good soldiers,

The affection of horses for .each other
was never better proven: than by an inci-
dent occuring after the battle of Winches-
ter. The major’s horse and that ridden by
the surgeon of my regiment had always oc-
cupied the same stable in barricks, and
when in campaign the{ were hoppled to-
gether. They showec their regard for
each other continually by rubbings of
the head on the other’s meck, by whinny-
ing, neighing and other horse-talk, the
me:u:ing of which was best known to
themselves. On the march, too, they were
generally near together, the major mostly
riding in the rear of the rigement with the
surgeon. They were separated on the
morning of this battle, as the major's must

o into action, while the other stayed at
the rear. The former was killed by a shell
that morning ; and I believe that wheh the
other was taken up to W}nphester that
night after the battle to rejoin the aimy,
he recognized the body of his old
companion somewhere as Le passed over
the field.

wretched breakneck roads, with myself not
only dozing, but often sleeping in the
saddle ; but ‘the sharp hail of the picket in
front, ** Halt ! who comes there *’ never
failed to bring her instantly to a standstill
as wotionless as the bronze horse that
Washington rides in Union square. The
shock of her sudden st spping always roused
me 80 that T heard the last part of the
challenge, and was at once reac y with my
answer, ‘‘Officer of the day.” 1 can relate
éven a more striking instance of her sagacity
than this. While our army lav at Brashear,
La., we had a very remote picket on the
shore of Lake Palourde, a full
mile from . camp, It was reached
by a lonely path through a dismal
swamp-forest, and about. twenty rods of
the way nearest the lake were overarched
and shut in by the trees which the path
wound round in such a manner that the-
approaching horseman could not be ,seen’
uutil close upon the post. To guard against
surprise the -soldiers hadl stripped the
shingles from the roof of an old building
near by, and strewn them over this part of
the way, so that the feet of any comer
would certainly warn them of his approach.
Ou the first of my visits to this post the
hoofs of Nelly Gray striking the shingles
made a loud clattering noise that might
have been heard half a mile in the silence of
the night, and the challenge soon followed.
Will it be believed ‘that on my next visit
the animal stood stock still at the first
stroke of her fore fect on the shingles,
several seconds before the challenge? She
did just that ; and though I have tried hard
to comprehend the difference between rea-
son and instinet, 1 must appeal to some
of my readers to tell me how that horse
knew there was danger connected with that
noise if she did not think of what had
happened the night before. Tie abrupt-
uess of her stop showed me that she feared
danger ; certainly she considered that the
noise made it necessary to halt.

‘One of the most remarkable and touch-
ing sights that the march of an army ex-
hibits is that of- the poor wounded, sick
and worthless horses that sometimes follow
along its flinks and rear. When convenient
they are gathered together in a corral, and
carefully attended to by the farriers, so that
many of them are restored to strength and
usefulness ; but on a long campaign, in the
midst of an enemy’s country, where forage
is scarce, where the enemy are threatening
the communications, and it is necessary to
move fast, nothing can be done with these
f)oor unfortunate servants but to turn them
oose to shift for themselves, It seems
hard ; but the situation of the army ofgen
makes it a necessity. I saw once twenty or
more crippled steeds turned off in this way
while we were crossing a prairie in western
Louisiana, where the grass had been burned
up by the heat, and not a green thing could
be found for a quadruped to nibble, The
{;oor objects realized at once that it would

e sure death for them to lie down there ;
and anticipating the chance of a scanty’
mouthful at the night’s bivouac, they con-
tinued to drag themselves along with a pain-
ful patience tfmt excited the admiration and
pity of the soldiers,

But a far more painful spectacle to my
eyes was that of hundreds of noble fat
cattle hopelessly mierd by the roadside in
this strange Louisiana country, where the
heavy rains had made the ground a quag-
mire but a few feet from the level road,
while it appeared perfectly hard and safe.
Thousands of these cattle had been driven
to Brashear by my regiment for the sub-
sistance of the army, and numbers of
them, innocently straying a little way
from the road, had ,become entangled in
the fatal toils of the black, sticky mud that
slowly but surely swallowed them. Passing
over the same route with a company a
week after, hundreds of these poor creat-
ures were discovered  in this condition,
some mired up to their shouldérs and some
over their knees, but all perfectly helpless.
It was beyond our power to get them out,
and slow starvation awaited them where
they were ; so as the only merciiul alterna-
tive, I ordered them all shot. It would
have moved a heart of stone to see their
great, humid eyes looking piteously into
the faces of their executioners, and the
soldiers had no desire to linger about the
business. The crushing minie bullets put
anend to their sufferings, and we went on
our way to rejoin the army and engage in
the more serious business of shooting men
and getting shot ourselves.
