passenger train; that said passenger train
was then standing on the track at the place
of the accident, where it had been stopped
by the bursting of the hose connecting the
air brakes with the engine, and that the

bursting of the said hose caused she
automatic brake to -stop the trsim.
The jury further find that the flagman from
the passenger train, who went back to stop
the approaching train. did not go back as
fast as he had time to, and consequently did
not give notice to the approachiug freight
train as soon as he might have dome; and
that the said flagman was delinquent in the
discharge of his duties in that respect. The
jury further find that the conduetor of the
passenger train did not exercise proper dilis
gence in muking sure that- his flagman was
going back in a proper manner sad to the
proper distance, and the jury find that at
the time of the accident the freight train
was running at a higher rate of sveed on
the down grade east of the place of the acci-
dent than was prudent.”

It was not decided whether any criminal
prosecutions will be brought. The railroad
authorities will investigate the matter fur-

TW(O DESERTFD WIVES.

Suits for Allmony at Osgoode Hull—A
Mother-in-Law to the Front.

Buits for alimony by deserted wives have
been rather numerous at O:goode hall of
late. Two were up yesterday.

In Harris v, Harris a motion was made for
interim alimony on hehalf of the wife against
her husband, on the ground that she cannot

live with him on account of his conduect, and
asks for §30 per month as alimony. The
defcndant is & conductor on the Canada
Scuthera railway, drawing a salary of $70 a
montk, He resides in Fort Erie with his
mother, who was jealous of the wife’s posi-
tion, and ueed her tongne and her fingers
8o freely that the wife informed her hus-
band he must choose between them, He
chose his mother, and his wife left him,
Harris alleges that he was intimate with his
wife before marriage, and that he was in-
duced while partially intoxicated to marry
tht plaintiff. The application was enlarged
for a week. .

Clarke of Fairbank, in ths township
of York, sued her husband for alimony on
the ground of desertion and ill-treatment,
She was married in January, 1879, her
husband being then a widower with two
children, and she states the reason tor his
desertion of her was that his daughter, a
girl of nine years, called her a “liar,” where-
upon she boxed the child’s ears aud was in
turn boxed by her husband, This quarrel
ani other acts of violence caused the deser-
tion. On the other hand the husband claims
that he is. weak and delicate, and was
abused and ill-treated by his wife, who was
very violent; charges of food aculteration
are also made. An order was made in
ciambers for payment of §15a mohth to the
wife as interim alimony.

The spread of temperance is notsd in
England, the United States, and Canads.
The movement has two sides to it : the law
regulating the traffic is being made more
stringent, sod the people are bec ming
more sbstemions, As the London Standard
expresses it, ** for the first time in the his-
tory of this country, intoxication, iirespec-
tive of the gocial level on which it may be
seen, carries with it a lasting stigma. The
whole tendency of the day,” it adds,*! is op-
posed to excessive drinking.”

The house of commons last week gave a
majority in fivor of Sir Wilfred Lawson’s
local option resolution; and that is a very
significant step. It furnishes another proof
of the increased favor in which the temper-
ance movement is held in England, where
once the few temperance agitators were
treated with ridicule in all ciasses, Now,
however, even actual teetotalers begin to be
pumerous among the most intelligent men,
end in the more cultivated society the
qusntity of wine and spiritaous liguors used
kas much decreased ss compared with the
past. :

The same teudency to abstinence or mod-

eration is, says the New York San, ob-
sorvable in the United States, and among
the people who were never inflaenced by
the wild temperance agitators, The dude
of whom so much is said the-e days, is a
very abstemious person. But men of more
virile ambitions are not less abstemious
about the use of alcoholic beverages 1n these
days—muen of leisure, men of business, pro-
fessional men, and workingmen we are glad
to say. As it is in England, so it it is here,
Drunkenness is not regarded as the pardon
able offence it was once held to be. It
degrades 8 man and casts doubt on his
trustworthiness both socially and in a busi-
ness sense,

The most hopefal temperance movement
which has ever taken place is now juietly
in progress in both England and America,
for it is based on good "sense—on the grow-
ing conviction that alcohol is dangerous
stufl to meddle with,

Death of a Phicnomenal Runner.
George SBeward, the well-known sprint runner,
died April 10, at his home, Birkenhead, England.
He was the most famous anhlete of modern times,
and though no doubt the phenomenally fast time
credited him in some of his races are inaccurate, yet
his speed was 80 great that he could defest at his
favorite distance any man of his day. He was by
Dbirth an American,hsving been born at New Haven,
('nn., October 17, 1817, Early in life Seward was
no, d 88 a 9 y runner, and around New Haven
ther,* still hangs 8 tradition that he at one time ran
100 yu there in eight seconds. Seward wis
8 wal by trade, and augmented his
income vy racing for small stakes at New Haven.
His fame ,and in 1841, when. he went to
England, the stories of his prowess had f:rccndetl
him, AE that tume he was a very muscular man,
welghing 169 pounds snd standing about 5 feet 8
ji.ches. He ran several zaces shortly aftor nrriying
in England, but the one for which he has become
famous was that of Beptember 30, 1844. He had os
a competitor William Robinson, of Newton Moor.
