MonTREAL, Sept. £8.—Mr. Van Horne,
on behslf of the Canadian Pacific railway
company, addressed & long and important
communication to the barbor commission-

ers, He begins by stating the extent of
the railway eompany west of Montreal and
passing through agricultaral districts, ad-
ding thatin a year the line will be com-
plsted s far as the Pacific coast, which
will be directly tributary to this city.

moralized condition. The city is delaying
improvements that prevent the street car
company from extending their line to the
railway crossing.

_rights generally and to make a burning
question of it. = Here let it be recollected
that something like this is included in Mr.
Blake’s alleged scheme for effecting an al-
liance between Ontario reformers and the
French majority in Quebec.

@ntario reformers who may be inclined
to join the Quebeo majority in making this
» burning question, had better reflect on
the danger there may be of getting their
own fingers burnt. Were it successful, it
would mean that the English speaking and
protestant minority in the lower provinoe
are tobe sacrificed. They are pretty badly
sacrificed as things are, and worse would
be needless, we should say. But perhaps
this contingency need not very much
alarm us, just yet, If Sir John be able to
settle the present railway difficulty down
there in such a way as to hold Sir Hector
and Mr. Chapleau, with their respective
supporters, amicably together, the leagne
#cheme referred to may be found wholly
impracticable, if indeed it has ever beea
seriously entertained.

The question of provinclal rights has
been a “big thing” for Mr. Mowat, and
it has done no small damage to Sir John,
though to what extent it may help Mr.
Blake is not very clear asyet. But on the
whole it may be doubted whether the pro-

- . vincial rights enthusiasm can be much
longer kept up. Thefire will go out unless
supplied ‘with fresh fuel, and it is in 8ir
John’s power to cut off the supply alto-
gather. It would be just like him were he

“*goon to detine his position in such a way as
to make it very difficult to keep up the
provincial rights agitation. That cry has
been a very effective one %o far, but can it
be continued #fter this as effectively as in

- “time past? We shall probably scon see,
or hear. Sir Jobn and Sir Hector can
scarcely take the platform in Ontario with-
out giving us some significant hints on this
very point,

A Twine Famiue.

A\&«: Northwest thera are so many
twine bihders in use that the demand for
twine is now very large. It is ssid that
parties who agreed to supply twine tc the
farmers failed to connect, and that & twine
famine was the result, at the very time
when that article was-most needed. The
parties blamed were intermediaries, but
not agents of the manufacturers in any
sense. ~ They acted, in fact, as agents of
the farmers’ association. Twine for bind-
“evs is made on a large scale in both Mon-
treal and Halifax, and there should be no
difficulty in securing beforehand a sufficient
supply at reasonable prices.  Barring the
present inconvenience, it speaks well for
the progress of the new country that there
is such a demand for binders, and for
twine too.  Visitors to the Toronto exhi-
bition would mostly take the impression
that our own makers are well able to sup-
ply both.

A Danger to be Avoided.

We have & sincere respect for the old |

order of ministers of the gospel, also for

main reason for so doing.

Without attempting to say where the
blame is, we direct the attention of the
police commissioners, the attorney-general
and the city council to this dangerous state
of affairs.

OANADIAN LITERATURRE.
BY R. W. PRIPPS. i

One of the chief—probably the chief—
Iate addition to Canadian literature is the
poem of *““Eos,” by N. F. Davin, Bsq.,
which is both unlike and superior to any-
thing of its class hitherto attempted in
Canada. There are in this many very
brilliant, and many well-worded ideas.
The versifieation is, in a few places, not
according to rule, a fault of which writers
shonld beware,
horse stumbles distracts our attention from
the whole great prospect stretching down
the mountain side—a preposition ending a
line may render the fastidious reader in-
capable of admiring the three best pages
of a book. A second edition wm@d
easily correct these defects; and over-
looking these, no omne of taste cén
[ fail to admire the genius of the authar
Some of the choruses are very beautiful.
“Tos” should be bought and read. Itli¢
a symptom of no good education—of but a
half-bred and slip-shed ‘taste—that o
many people who write for newspapers at-
tempt to ridicule poetry, apparently in-
capable of being impressed by any; and to
criticise verse without in the least know-
ing doggerel from 1ts opposite, There are
periods  when nations rise in the scale—
they obtain a higher position on the ter-
race—and during thesé years of supreme
effort poets have flourished, for. they had
appreciators, and foand  in  the asi-
mated souls around them the echaes
of their own. ‘But the  ascent
secured, the travel is along the
peaceful level; wealth is gained, and sloth
and greed; and the poet ceases to rhyme to
a race unworthy of its predecessors. Canada
is not rich; but in this matter she is, su-
pime. What are our universities about?
Are they but to teach young men to be
lawyers, doctors or architects ? Years pass
and scores, and what do these brick and
stone mountains bring forth? ‘Where 'is
the literary result? !

There is a department of Canadian liter-
ature of which . more may be said. It isear-
nest, hard-working, productive. It is the
press, It produces too much--the articles are
not considered — there is no time. But
still we may see how a strong mind im-
presses itself on the surroundings, Take
the three independant Toronto papers.
Take the Telegram, where for dags—for
an interminable succession of days—the
ever prolific brain of Mr. Pirie continually
contrives to say what is fresh and new on
the oldest topics, never too shallow, never
too deep®or his audience. The result is
circulation of his paper and of many cor-
rect views. =1

Then there is the News—too apt in the
use of slapg; but if thé wagon move rap-
idly it may not be much that the axle-
grease is of bad odor, Its articles Take
new ground. The writers are, as are many
@anadians, impressed with the belief that
we need great changes political and social.
The editorials are full of independeim
force, many of them being contributed by
Mr. Philips Thompson, a writer of very
decided views and much power of language,
whose teachings are not without effect.

Of them, and yet not of them, is The
World, Here you must look for explana-
tions of the commercial movements which
affect Canada, and opinions—the best ob-
tainable in Ontario—as to how such will
affect her, The writer is chiefly Mr. W.
F. Maclean, though the great intellect and
strong statistical power of John Maclean
is still frequently visible, Here, too, is
frequently political writing of a eharacter
which bas the rarc gift of combining sim-
plicity, depth, and asuteness.
