SouTHAMPTON, May 28.—Capt. Zalinski,
who was sent abroad by the Washington
Government on a roving commission through
the countries of the great powers of Europe
to keep his eyes wide open and to see how
they' are prepared or are preparing for war,
‘was interviewed here to-day.

But knowledge of the
extent of our resources is n imper-
fect. The area of the province is vgst, many
districts have not been prospected at all, and
therefore it may be reasonably pmumeci that
only an inconsiderable portion of our mineral
wealth is yet known to us.

The Duty on Mining Machinery.

The commission say that there was a
general complaint about the price of mining
machinery being too high and that none of it
is manufactured in Canada. However, it
may be remarked that at the \last session of
the Dominion Parliament the heavy duties on
mining machinery were removed for three
years This fact the commission do not
mention in their report, and which ought to
aid materially in developing the mines. The
commission mekes a plea for a larger and freer
market in the United States for our minerals
and adds:

But notwithstanding the extent and variety of
our mineral resources, the statistics and tables
presented show conclusively that in Ontario as
well as elsewhere in the Dominion the mining in-
dustry is making slow progress. The value of the
metallic” and .non-metallic mineral products of
Canada for 1887 was $11,806,798, whereas the value
of the same class of ducts in the United States
in that year was ,284,205, being nearly four
times greater in the latter than in the former
country per head of ponulation.

The United States is the principal customer of
Canada for products of the mine, the value of our
exports to that country for the seven fiscal years
1881 to 1887 being $18,567.710, while to all the rest
of the world it was only $4,828,813. The value of
the mineral exports of Ontario alune to the
United 3tates for the 20 fiscal years, 1869 to 1888,
was $£14,326.330, and to all the rest of the world it
was $3,342,894.

They Did Not Meet Till Aug. 1

{  The members of the commission were not
able to come together until Aug. 1, owing
chiefly to the fact that the secretary was oc-
cupied during the whole of the early part of
the summer in the work of the mineral ex-
hibit at Cincinnati.

Marble and Marble Quarries.

In the village of Madoc a band of crystal-
line limestone of the Laurentian series has
been opened to a liniited extent for the pro-
duction of a dark colored marble. The band
is about 900 feet across, with a north and
south course when opened, lying between
granite on the east side and fimestone on the
west, beyond which latter again there occurs
a band of siate or argillaceous shale. It is
nearly vertical in position, pitching about 10
degrees to the west, The marble is a fair
quality, crystalline and dark colored, polish-
ing almost black. Checks or. joints occur here
and there near the surface, but are said io
become less frequent as the band is sunk
upon. There are various colored bands,
chiefly grey (which, as above mentioned,
polish almost black), grey and white mixed
and in other places some white in broader
bands with the grey, which could be sawn
out.

The  Bow-Legged Cycler and:his Other

Dr. B. W. Richardson, in The Asclepiad,

He thinks that it is always'best to delay the
commencement of cycling until the bodyis
closely approaching to its maturity. Even
adult cyelists who are toe much {n the saddle
almost invariably acquire what may be called
\ cyclist’s figure, which is not, graceful and
is not indicative of the full possession of per-
y powers, Hence I

never be.fully commenced until the rider has
arrived at maturity—that istosay, until the
age of 21 years has been attained..

A REMARKABLE BLIND MAN.

Great Bxecutive 'Ability of ‘tlie Sightiess
Head of a lhipynud,ln‘ Firm,

One of the most remarkable blind men in
America is Jobhn B. Herreshoff, ¢f Bristol,
R. I, the head of one of the largest ship-
building firms—Herreshoff Bros,—in the re-
pubuc. He lost his sight at fifteen, and is
now sixty-odd, He supervises the financial
affairs of the house and persomally superin-
tends every department of his business, em-
ploying hundreds of men,

No one seeing him dictgting letters, receiv-
ing reports, strolling about his shipyards
giving ordersto his foremen, would suspect

his blindness. Not for nearly fifty years has p

he seen the vessels'that ply on the bay; but
he carries théir outlines ¢learly in his mem-
ory and draws on these for his designs [for
new craft. He can get an accurate idea of
any model or material body by running his
hands over it, and of any kind of machinery
by hearing & description of it. He has great
executive ability, has all the requisites of an
eminent inventor; and it is believed that he
would have rivaled John Ericsson but for
his blindness.

He has built some of the finest steam
yacht now afleat, and he feelsa pride in his
calling that has grown with his years. His
personality and character are full of interest,

__ New York Homes.

New York is not a city of homes sxcept for
the Tavored few. These must be able to in-
vest from $30,000 to $100,000 in that ‘‘homse”
and spend from $10,000 to $25,000 a year to
keep up the establishment. I live in a modest
flat b Sixty-ninsh street, west side, about
midway between the Hudson and Central
Park, paying $40 a month rent for that pri
vilege.

ARSENIC IN EVERY STOMAGCH.

Oncertain Evidence Upon Which Innocent
Persons Are Convicted of Poisoning,

“Traces of arseni¢ in“the stomach after
death are by no means certain indications of
murder or suicide.”

The speaker was a prominent St. Paul at-
torney.

*‘Do you bélieve innocent parties have been
sonvicted on such evidence?

‘3 do, most assuredly. I am by no means
posing as a medical expert, but I have a the-
ory, founded more upon mauy practical illus-
trations than upon science, thatevery human
body contains a certain amount of arsenie,
which immediately after death concentrates
br erystallizes in the stomach. This theory is-
buttressed by the fact that so far I have
never known a body exhumed and dissected
for the purpose of satisfying inauiry into the
question of the cause of death in which a
certain amount of arsenic was not found. I
remembera ¢ase in which a man was arvested
and accused of having poisoned another man
with strychnine, in which all the evidence
upony which the prisoner was beld to trial was
based on the purchase by him of the strychnine
and then the results of a post-mortem exami-
nation revealed only traces of arsenical,
poisoning. Were I & juryman ‘ina murder
trial of this kind I would attach but little
weight to the mere fact of arsenic being found
in the victim’s stomach. I believe it exists in
certain varying quantities in the stomach of
every adult corpse.”
