CARS IN AVENUE-ROAD,

The people who
live north of Bloor-street, between Bat-
thurst .and Yonze-streets, are certainly
entitled to a bettér car service than ghey
now enjoy, and if the opponents of the
Avenue-road route canunot point out a
route equally adapted ' as Avenue-road
for this. purpose, thén they had better
quietly submit.

THE WESTWOOD CASE.

The Globe wishes to appear extremely
judicial in. its remarks regarding the
Westwopod affair, but at the same time
it is guilty of an unwarrantablelassertion
reflecting o2 th> young man who weva the
vietim of the tragedy, and inferentially
on the whole Westwood family. While
the concomitant circumetances are such
as to warrant us in accepting Clara
Ford’s statement that &he 'murdered
Frank Westwood, the same reason does
not exist for accepting her alleged mo-
tive as the correct one. The motive - as-
signed seems to us not a little unreason-
able. Clara Ford is a woman of 82 years,
and she has seena good deal of the world.
1s it likely that a boy of sevenfeen or
eighteen years would attempt to assault
a woman who could have pounded the
 life out of him, if we are to accept cur-
rent statements of her masculine prow-
ess? Clara Ford is vitally interested
in inventing & motive that will save
herself, Our object at present is not to
supply a motive, but simply to claim as
mueh consideration for the deceased as
The Globe claims for the accused. Why
should The Globe so readily accept the
statement of a woman whose gccen'tri-
cities are such as to make it necessary
for us to use extraordinary precaution
in considering every statement she may
make ? To make The Globe’s motive rea-
sonable, it must fitst be established that
Clara Ford was a virtuous young woman,
go virtuous in fuct that she was shock-
ed at the approaches of a boy fourteen
years younger than herself; that she lo.d
a moral life and was extremely sensi-
tive of her reputation for morality. The
evidence so far. does not establish this
fact. On the contrary, it looks as if the
prisoner had passed through a very che-
quered career.

THE CITY AND CORPORATIONS

The evidence that is accumulating in
the so-called boodle investigation be-
fore Judge MecDougall, in the recent re-
velations from Montreal and other cities,
- goes to confirm what The World has
already pointed out on several occasionsf
that the greatest temptation that our
aldermen face comes from corporations
that have contracts with and franchises
from the eity.

EDUCATIONAL REFORM.

A Lively ,Discussion Among Members of
the U.F.P.P. Club

Educational reform was the subject
discussed at yesterday's meéetinz of the
U.F.P.P. in Forum Hall, Mr. F. E, Titus
occupyinz the chair.

Mr. Georze E. Howell was the first
speaker. He did not prétend to speak
as an educationist, but simply to express
his views and experiences as a citizen.
Touchinz on the much discussed question
of cramming, Mr. Howell quoted a, well-
known American writer who had taken
hizh Zround on this subject, condemna-
tory of our methods of teachinz children
a lot of stuff, most of which they were
unable to gzrasp, taking little acccmunt
of the child’s mentality to receive. The
kindergarten system was comwended as
most instructive to the yodunz; in this
school the child first observes, experi-
ments and complishes thinzs, which,
when brouzht to its notice im the high-
er stazes of the school, are impressed up-
on the child’s mind indelibly, Witk a full
knowledze and comprehension ‘of the ob-
jects set forth. In the opinion of the
speaker, military trainingz should be
abolished. History and war, as tauzht,
was¢ pernicious, engendering false ideas
of patriotism. It was not inl accord
with- @ prozressive eivilization, or con-
sistant with true religion and brotherly
feeling. If I :‘was compelled to come here
often I think I would be inclined to
vote in favor of Sundays cars. The above
remark was made by Mr, L. E, Embree,
the following speaker, who referred to
our admirable school system, but he
thouzht in some respects a number of
changes might safely be made, for in-
stance the plan of examination of teach-
ers was unsatisfactory. By the present
unwise plan a teacher was turned out
in 18 weeks. He could not conceive of
a fteacher, thorouzhly trained, passing
in that langth of time, besides it worked
disadvantageously to older teachers who
were forced out by the lower, offers for
positions. 5

The last speaker was James L, Huzhes,
who zave a most. insfructive address in
his gopular style,s His remarks were
much appreciated, judging by the fre-
quent applause from his listeners.

A BRUTAL »XHIBITION.
Ecceniricities of American College Foot-
ball ~-ifaw Yale B-at Harvard.
Springfield, Nov. 25.—The five years’
sories of Yale-Harvard football games
in this city culminated in the fiercest
struggle of all, which resulted in another
victory for Yale, Score, 14 to 4.
There were 28,000 people on hand, the
greatest number that has ever gdathered
at these annual contests, and the fierce-
.ness and the more open play caused by
the new rules made the game the most
interesting ever seen here. It was mar-
red, however, by probably the greatest
number of accidents ever occurring in a
big game. Thé teams were much more
evenly matched than it would seem from
the ‘score. All the scoring was done in
the first half, the second being spentin
see-sawing from one end of the field to
the other, and during the whole game
the ball was nearly, if not fully, as\much
in Yale as in Harvard territory. Har-
vard’s one touch-down was secured | by
really better work than Yale's two,which
were made on fiukes 6f Harvard play-
ers, Harvard missed scoring twice again
by the barest sible margin on two
drop kicks by Fairchild, the first of
which hit the cross-bar at Yale's goal,
and the second of which sent the ball be-
tween the cross-bars, not 380 seconds
after time Wwas calied.

Much of the trouble was evidently
caused by the bad feeling between the
two elevens, which started with quar-
rels in the line., Murpby, Yale’s right
tackle, struck Mackie, and the former was
later found lying oun the field uncon-
scious, after a scrimmage, being struck,
it is said, by Mackie, who gave him a
tremendous undercut on the chin. The
blow weakened Murphy so, he after-
wa left the game, and was carried off
the field on a stretcher. He . will prob-
ably recover soon. There was a wild
rumor at first that Murphy was dead,
but this was soon proved untrue: Later
on a fight between Hayes and Arm-
strong disqualified both men. The oigr
two Yale men injured were Butterworth
and Jerrems, both of whom had badly
strained legs, and. were generally bat-
tered up. Butterworth’s right arm was
badly scratched, and it is not known
how soon he can play again, as he has
had much trouble with his eyes. The worst
injured man was Wrightington, Iar-
vard’s hali-back, whose collarbone was
broken - by being tackled while rumning
with the ball, it being said that he
was jumped on after he was down. Char-
lie Brewer of Harvard also had his
lame leg wrenched, and Hallowell had
his nose broken. The conditions for
the game were almost perfect, the day
being warm, and there being only a
slight breege from the south.. The play
was long, however, the first half, to-
gether with the time taken out, lasting
one hour and eleven minutes, and the
second ome hour and seven minutes, and
it was fast getting dark when the play
wae stopped at 4.85.
