Itis evident that our
banks enjoy the confidence of the public
to a greater extent than do the financial
institutions in the United States. It may
be here repeated that Americans along
the border are coming across the line and
depositing their money in our banks,
Moreover, Canadian bank notes are being
used in paying railway and factory em-
ployes in the northern tier of States.

TAKEN on an average the month of
October this year was colder by far than
that of a year ago. October this year
was also a drier one than that of 1906, the
difference in precipitation being over
three inches.

THE FPARMER IN THE CITY.

Why He Crestes a False Impression
Concerning Himselt.

G. C. Creelman, of the Ontario Agri-
c‘u]tural College addressed the Canadian
Club yesterday on the characteristics of
the farmer,

‘“The Canadian farmer,” he said, “is
one of the most penurious men in the
world, without any intention to be mean.
}Ie opposes progress in the towns, and
is looked upon by the more up-to-date
town and city eléments asa most unde-
sirable section of the community, This
is because the farmer has a false concep-
tion of city life, and the average citizen
an equally false conception of farm' life,”

Visitors from the old country to the
Guelph College were interested in the
farm, its methods and the stock, on ac-
count of the pedigree. Canadians who
visited the college were interested only
in the animals when they were abmor-
mally large and interested only in the
garden for its nice ripe fruit and the con-
trast it had to the country round about.

Farmers made a mistake in crowding
1nto the city or town, on an income in
many instances of not more than $300 or
$400,” said the speaker, ‘“This is the
reason for their objection to municipal im-
provements if they could be accomplished
with donations of food-stuffs, the average
farmer would be found willing to give
much more than his citizen brother.”

The Ontario * Government had three
men on the road this year, he said, and
would have five next year for the pur-
pose of making plans for farmers for the
improvements of the farms in the way
of drainage and the increase of the
crops.

The Old Stagecoach.

Those who are accustomed to look
back with longing eyes to the “good
old days” will find it interesting to
learn that in the middle of the eight-
eenth century the common carrier be-
tween Selkirk and Edinburgh, a dis-
tance of thirty-eight miles, required
two weeks to make the journey. In
1778 it took a day and a half for a
stagecoach to go from Edinburgh to
Glasgow, only forty-four miles away.
About the same time the swiftest stages
seldom covered the road between Edin-
burgh and London, 310 miles, in less
than two weeks, an average speed of
about twenty-two miles a day

The Tomb of Walter Scott.

In Dryburgh abbey, standing among
the ruins of the ancient choir, with the
afternoon sun shining upon it, we saw
the tomb of Walter Scott in St. Mary’s
aisle. A noble block of Aberdeen
granite marks the last resting place
of Sir Walter and Lady Scott. The
simple inscription records the dates of
birth and death of the husband and
wife. Iere also are the mortal re-
mains of the novelist’s children and of
his son-in-law and biographer, John
Gibson Lockhart, of whom Scott wrote
affectionately, “Lockhart is Lockhart,
to whom I can most willingly confide
the happiness of the daughter- who
chose him and whom he has chosen.”

As we tuvned from the grave of
Walter Scott and wandered across the
now roofless and grass grown refectory
we recalled his last connected words

to Lockhart: “My dear, be a good

man—bhe virtuous—be religious—be a
good man; nothing else will give you
any comfort when you come to lie
here.”—Book News,

SAD DEATH OF A FORMER RESI-
DENT OF WATZORD.

Friday’s London Free Press had the
following :—

Three.weeks after the tragic death of
her husband, as a result of a boiler ex-
plosion on the Grand Trunk at Newbury,
Mrs. Addie Robertson, of 424 Ontario
street, London, widow of the late Fire-

vulsions at 7 o’clock lasp evening from the
supposed effects of ptomaine poisoning in
potted chicken, of which she had partak-
en at the evening meal, Coroner Mac-
Laren may hold an inquest.

Mrs. Robertson had been living with
her mother at the home which her hus-
band had provided and shared with her
up to the time of her untimely death and
although she was prostrated with grief
at the time of the accident, she has since
been in a normal state of health, although
in a highly nervous condition.

At the time of her bereavement her
mother, Mrs, Williamson, of Watford,
came to live with her and last evening

that it was one of the delicacies whicln
her daughter particularly enjoyed, It
was for thelsa‘t;ethteason teh;‘latf the

ate sparingly ¢ potted fowl, hoping-
to te&pt an appetite that had been dg
linquent since the ~sad event of a few
weeks ago.

The late Mrs, Robertson was about 26
vears of age and bad a large circle of
friends. Besides her parents she issur.
vived by one sister Mrs. Willix, of South
London and three brothers. Glen, Ben.
son and Norman Williamson, of Watford.

After a searching investigation, Coroner
(Dr.) MacLaren decided that an inquest
was unnecessary in the case of Mrs. Addie
Robertson, the young widow of Fireman
Robertson, who died suddenly on Thurs-
day evening as the result, the coromer be-
lieves, of extreme grief. The theory of
death from ptomaine poisoning from eat-
ing potted chicken was discarded after-
Dr. Seaborn and the coroner had thor-
onghly probed the matter.

Mrs.'Robertson’ had been in a highly
nervous state since the tragic deal§ of
her husband, which resulted as a result.
of injuries received in the explosion of
a locomotive boiler at Newbury. She
brooded constantly and the coromer be-
lieves that such a condition might have-
brought about the convulsions which
caused death.

It is not believed that death could have
been caused so quickly by ptomaine pois-
oning. As no interest could have been:
served a post-mortem examination wass
not conducted.

The remains of the late Mrs. Adeline:
Robertson, widow of Fireman Robertson,
were laid at rest Saturday beside those of’
her husband and baby in the family plot
in Mount Pleasant Cemetery.

The services were conducted by the
Rev. James Rollins, of the King Street:
Presbyterian Church. At half-past three
the procession left the house at 424 On-
tario street. A large number of mourn-
ihg friends followed the hearse to the
cemetery. where the casket was lowered:
beside the yet fresh mound of her hus-
band and older one of their deceased
child, The services at the house were
impressive and sympathetic.

Beautiful floral tributes had been sent
from friends, both in and out of the
city, the designs being particularly ap-
propriate.

The pall-bearers were Messrs. Rennie,,
Richards, Cummings, Routledge, Hues--
ton and Brown,
