Thompson, of the University of Glasgow, 
from M. Camille Faure of Pari*, of a box 
of “ electric energy,” or, in other words, a 
bfix containing electric Dower. The pro­
cess by which thi* poir tr was obtained is and the remainder burying furniture, 
tlius described by a w.iiter in the London household utensils and mining plant. 
Times : “ A Faure battery was charged 
with the electric fluid, direct from an 
ordinary Grove battery, in my presence 
The receptacle consisted of four Faure 
batteries, each about five inc' es in diame­
ter and ten inches high, forming a cylin­
drical leaden vessel and containing alter- 
V'rnate sheets of metallic I a I and 
aluminum, wrapped in felt and rolled into 
spirals wetted with acidulated water, and 
the whole placed in a square wooden box, 
measuring about one cubic foot and weigh­
ing some seventy-five pounds. This 
protected by a loose wooden cover, through 
which the electrodes in lead protruded, 
and were flattened for the convenience 
of transportation. This box of electro 
energy was handed to mo by M. Faure, 
with idea the of submitting it to exami­
nation and measurement at the bauds of Sir 
William Thomson."

The box reached its dest nation In seven­
ty two hours after the time of charging 
the jar in Paris. It is said that the elec­
tric compression of one cubic foot of power 
is equivalent to nearly one million feet,
The box is now deposited in the laboratory 
of Glasgow University, ami is being sub­
mitted to a series of tests and measure­
ments. The advantage

TA. D. CAMERON.: Elba, whither ho had been despatched as 
one of the imperial exile's es ort, was 
attached to the garrison of Porto Ferrajo. 
On the 1st of March, J815, he landed at 
Frejns with the Emperor, and received his 
Majesty’s orders to summon Antibes to 
surrender. While fulfilling this mission 
he was captured by the Royalist forces, 
and it would probably have gone hardly 
with his had not the rapid triumph of 
the Napoleonic cause led to his speedy 
liberation. A« soon as be had been set 
free he joined his old region-nt, and fought 
with it at Lingy and Waterloo. After the 
conclusion of peace he was compelled by 
the Bourbon Government to retire on half 
pay. Under the regime that came to 
power during the “ July days” of 1830 lie 
was restored to full pay, promoted to the 
rank of Captain, and appointed inspector 
of the Hotel des Invalides, which post he 
retained to the day of his death.

Fifteen or sixteen quarts is its utmost 
capacity. This space is completely 
tilled by four quarts of oats and the 
saliva that goes into the stomach with 
it. Horses are generally over-fed, and 
not fed often enough. For a horse 
with moderate work six or eight quarts 
of bruised oats and eight or ten pounds 
of tine hay a day is sufficient. This 
should be fed in at least three meals, 
and is better if fed in four.

A horse's digestion is very rapid, and 
therefore he gets hungry sooner than a 
man. When he is hungry he is in­
effective, and wears out very rapidly. 
Water tills the stomach, lowers the 
temperature, and dilutes the gastric 
juice; therefore a horse should not 
drink immediately before eating. 
Neither should he be watered immedi­
ately after eating, because he will drink 
too much and force some of the con 
tents of the stomach into the large 
intestine, which will cause scouring. 
Scouring is also caused by too rapid 
eating, whiclj "can be prevented by 
putting half a dozen pebbles, half the 
size of the fist, into the manger with 
the oats.

Give only a moderate drink of water 
to a horse. A large drink of cold 
water before being driven will have a 
very quieting effect on a nervous 
horse. A race-horse always runs on an 
empty stomach. Digestion progresses 
moderately during exercise, if the 
exercise is not so violent as to exhaust 
the power of the^ horse. I consider 
bruised oats worth twenty per cent, 
more than whole. They are more com» 
pletely digested. I prefer oats to any 
other grain for horses. Cracked corn 
is very good under some circumstances, 
but 1 wouldn’t use meal or shorts. 
The disease called big head is caused 
by feeding corn.

When a horse comes in hot I would 
give a moderate feed immediately. If 
the horse is too tired to eat I would 
take his feed away. A heated body is 
a reason against watering, and of feed­
ing, for the system is then just in the 
condition to begin digestion. A horse 
will not founder if fed moderately 
when hot. I prefer dry feed unless a 
horse has some disease of the throat or 
lungs. Do not consider it worth while 
to cut hay. 1 always feed hay from 
the floor ; then the horses do not get 
particles in their eyes.

Poultry Keeping.

Upper Wilmot! NO FEED NO EOOS.

The pernicious and miserable habit 
of leaving fowls during the summer to 
forage for themselves we have always 
condemned, and the other equally 
indiscreet habit of half feeding or 
supplying but a scanty allowance of 
food is quite as ohjectional, and is 
alike deserving of discouragement. It 
is true that in summer, when fowls 
a large range on a farm, or where there 

ood and Fencing is much animal matter to be found, 
they do not require as large an amount 
of food as when kept in small quarters, 
but at the same time during the late 
spring and snmmer they will lay the 
most of their eggs, and as we all know 
an egg contains a vast amount of rich­
ness for such a small body, there must 
be an extra amount of food consumed 
to balance this extra drain on the 
system. Hence the importance of a 
systematic system of feeding, which 
will see that the fowls have^plenty of 
the right kind of food ; at the same 
time one must guard against feeding 
their fowls too highly, unless they 
wish to fatten them for the table, as 
they will cease to lay as soon as they 
begin to fatten; especially is this so 
with Asiatics or larger birds, and cases 
have been known when the egg sac of 
fowls that have been killed lias been 
found to be entirely tilled with solid 
fat.

To the inexperienced or careless 
breeder it may seem to be a difficult 
matter to tell just when their fowls are 
thrifty and are being properly fed ; but 
it is not so, and anyone who will pay 
close attention to their pets will soon 
learn the secrets of success, which no 
amount of book-reading will ever 
teach. The profits of the poultry yard 
to a great extent depend upon 
how it is managed. The idea should 
be to make every fowl pay the largest 
profit possible, as they are all con 
sumers, and should be producers, and 
as the different kinds of food have 
different effects on them they should 
be given the food that assist them the 
most in gaining the desired results ; for 
instance, when you wish to derive 
profit from eggs, their food should be 
that which contains the largest amount 
of albuminous or egg-producing ele 
ments. By a chemical analysis of the 
different kinds of grains you will find 
that wheat contains a larger amount 
of albumen than any other kind of 
grain, hence it should be the founda- 
tion for egg-producing food, as a laying 
fowl needs, in addition to the quantity 
of albumen required in her organism, 
an extra amount for ovarian organL 
zation. The white of the average hen’s 
egg contains about 13 per oent. of 
albumen, and this must be furnished 
from her food ; but while wheat is one 
of the best things for producing eggs, 
it is of but little value for fattening 
purposes compared with corn, as corn 
contains a great deal of fatty substance 
which fattens fowls in a very short 
time.

A great deal is being said from tim • 
to time in our different papers about 
the feeding and general care of fowls 
but one thing is evident, as can be 
proved hy the fowls in nine yards out 
of ten, that eitner those who have them 
in charge do not read these articles, or 
if they do they are too laay or shiftless 
to give the rules that are continually 
being laid down before them a fair test. 
We hope this article will come before 
some of them, and especially befoie 
those old orokers who are always run» 
ning down the poultry business and 
saying it won’t pay, that- they have 
tried it, and will bring up as a proof 
their personal experience, stating of 
oour.'6 only their side of the question, 
who if we could only understand the 
language of ohiokendom it would be 
found that the fowls had been on an 
egg strike, and that their claim was a 
just one, and that their motto was no 
food no eggs, little food little eggs, 
plenty of food plenty of eggs.
