It is stated by those who formed the
impromptiu salvage corps at the fire
that if twenty workers with ladders
had been present the entire stock on
the two sh(nw room floors could have
been saved. It was at least hali an
hour after the alarm was given before
ladders were brought, and it was then
itoo late to:renter the ‘building. Dr.
Armstrong states there was no smo
in the main ~ part of the building for
some time after the doors were forced
open.

The stock saved from the fire is
worth in the neighborhood of $1,000
dollars. Messrs. Hicks have secured a
store in the Murdock block, (now own-
ed by J. E. Lloyd) and have already
sent in orders to their dealers for ad-
ditional goods for the spring trade:

Perhaps the most unfortunate feat-
ure in connection with the fire was the
wable loss sustained by Mr. and

Henry Hicks, who had recently

sold their house, with the intention of |
|

re-building, and had stored their
choice pieces of furniture and house
hold goods in the store only the day
before the fire. These included a very
valuable collection of wedding gifts,
which were totally destroyed, with the
exception of a few small picces” which
somehow escaped the flames, and were
returned to Mrs. Hicks in a  more or!
less  damaged condition, but which
were gratefully received. I'hese goods
could have been saved intact had the
members of the firm or the employees
been present, as they had been placed
in barrels and cases just inside the
side door on the ground floor. Unly
an hour before the fire was discovered
the senior partner left the
rooms, where he had been tending
the director’s meeting, for his father’s
home, about a quarter of a mile from
town. Rev. A. J. MacDonald and Mr.
H. H. Johnston, leaving the meeting
at the same time, stopped gt the
Manse gate, directly opposite the Hicks
building, and stood for some minutes
discussing the meeting. A little later a
number of young people passed on
their way home from am evening*party.
One of the young men states that he
saw some one in the building through
one of the upper south side windows.
So convinced w he in this impres
sion that he accosted Mr. Fulmer next
morning, asking ‘‘who was working so
late last night?”’ Although this might
easily have been an illusion, it might
on the other hand be a clue worth in-
vestigating.
