first speaker was W, T. Macoun of
Ottawa, who epoke on “Horticulture
in the West,” He gave a 3plendid
description of the raising of small
fruits as well as apples. There is
probably no place in Canada as well
adapted for growing large straw-
berries than the Gordon Head farms
at Victoria, B.C. The fruit is not
a8 good as that raised in Nova Scotia
but ‘it grows larger and presents a
very attractive appearance when
marketed. He also gave information
concerning the growing and market-
ing of British Columbia and Ontario
apples,

The mext speaker was J. A, Rud-
doek, of Ottawa, on “The Precooling
of Fall Apples Before Shipping” or
in other words the advisability of
establishing cold storage plants for
this purpose.

Prof. M, Cumming, of Truro, spoke
on the same subject. He advocated
the cooling of our present warehouses
by some such means as fans or some
inexpensive appliance until the fruit
growers became¢ more familiar with
the subject.

He was followed by Mr. A. E. Mac-
Mahon, manager of the United Fruit
Companies, Kentvillee He was very
familiar with this subject having at
one time decided to put in one or more
large cold storage plants especially
for the precooling of gravensteins
and other early varieties before ship-
ping, but after going into the matter
more fully his company decided that
such plants would be too expensive
in return for the work they would
accomplish.

The next speaker was Mr, G. H.
Vroom, who talked on the same sub-
ject and also referred to the packing
and handling of apples and advocated
that more care be taken from the
time they left the orchard until they
reached the English market.

The last speaker at the afternoon
session was Prof. W, 8. Blair, man-
ager of the Experimental Farm, at
Kentville, N.S., who has just return-
ed from a trip to England. He was
asked to speak on “Items of Interest
Learned in the English Market.” He
also referred to the matter of pre-
cooling the shipments and advocated
that we use our night air, showing
up to the audience the vast differ-
ence between the temperature at
night from the mdddle of September
to the first of October, also the differ-
ence in October and the lesser differ-
ence in November. He said consider-
able benefit would arise from storing
our apples in open, ventilated sheds
instead of warm, closed in ware-
houses. “He sald our apples reached

He congratulated
the church on its prosperity and for
the many good things that had heen
bestowed upon it during the past fifty
vears. He said that he always re-
membered that Mr, Angus Gidney, the
founder of Bridgetown's first news-
paper, had told him that he could
always tell when a great religious
revival was about to start in Bridge-
town. Mr., Heartz impressed on the
congregation the value of prayer and
he wished them to have for their
watchword ‘“Forward” “Write it in
your homes, write it in your Sabbath
schools and write it before your pul-
pit, said the aged preacher. If time
permitted he would like to have re-
ferred to many.of his old Bridgetown
frienids, he could not omit, however,
the names of the late Rev. Thomas
H. Davies and John Randolph. He
also referred to an address presented
to him during his pastorate between
1870 anid 73, signed by a hundred and
fifteen names, only six of whom are
now living: John H. Hicks, Washing-
ton 'W. Chesley, Louis Dickie, Phineas
Phinney, Oliver Chute and Henry

ARTHUR §. SOULIS
DIES IN WINNIPEG

Was Fer lan} Years Prominent In
Halifax As Pioneer In Hydro-
Electric Development.

Monday night of Mr. Arthur Edward
Soulis, former well-known business
man of Halifax and a pioneer in this
vicinity of hydro-electric power de-l
velopment, | The first knowledge his |
son, Mr. rl O. Soulis, president and;

writer Co., Ltd., here, had osf his |
father’'s illness was on Sunday, '.\'henf
he received a wire to the effect that |
his father had been operated on the]
previous night and his condition was,
serious.

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RUSSIAN FAMINE

10,000,000 children are starving to
death in Russia this winter. That
is for every day in the five winter
months, a population greater than
that of the city of Halifax will suc-
cumb to death in its most <dreadful
form. The United States Government,
acting on the recommendation of
President Harding, and the appeal of
Secretary Hoover has appropriated
$20,000,000 to be spent upon corn,
seed grain and certain staple food
pw(lu(ts for thsm 1,000,006 chil-

7"'1 t'na ba provided for. The
“Save the Chlldren Fund" of Fngland
is providing for another 250,000 chil-
dren. Other European socieiies are
caring for 45,000 more. This leaves
8,705,000 children who will die of
starvation unless some one provides
for them.

The famine is not due to Bolshev-
ism but to natural forces. The Rus-
sian Commission of the near East
Relief says: “The rainfall through the
Volga Valley in April, May and June
of this year (1921) averaged less than
2.4 millimeters per month as against
a normal rainfall (17 year average)
of 35.6 millimeters; and the temper-
ature averaged 12.6 degrees fahren-
heit better than the 17 year average.”
It is in this region, parched for lack
of water, scorched by the sun, that
the famine is raging.

The world has been slow in awak-
ening to this “most terrible devasta-
tion” as Lloyd George has termed it.
There has been a ‘Deadly indiffer-
ence to the fate of millions” as Philip
Gibbs has said.

The children’s hospi-
tals in this frozen and withered prov-
ince have “hopeless” wards where the
children are placed when it is felt
that it is no longer worth while to
expend npon them precious drugs and
food which might be put to better
use in pro'onging the lives for which |
there is some hope.”

Will it be true of the people of
Canada that, “A tortured child in
a distant land will never check one
smile to-day or bid one fiddle cease?’

The Women's Institute is to can-
vass the people of Bridgetown for
this cause in the near future.
