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British Colonials.
By TlerverT TREY WaATTS,
IL. Cape of Good Hope.

Cape Colony, or as often called, the
Cape of Good Hope, is located in the
most southern part of Africa and has
been under British rule since 1795 or
more than one Inndred years,

Its area is 217,895 square miles and
it has a population of nearly 2,000,000

Cape town is the principal ¢ity and
is also the capital.

The Cape is famous in the Phila-

telic world as the originator of the
triangular stamps, having made three
issues of that Shapc.
As these are the most interesting of
all this colony’s numerous stamps, most.
of the space at my disposal for this
article will be devoted to them,

It appears that ihe first issues were
made from plates engraved by Perkins,
Bacon & Co., an English firm, who
afterwards turned them over to another
firm,

‘None of the first or second issues
are extremely rare, but in 1861 these
stamps were out of stock and to meet
the demand a printer in the colony
made an issue.

This issue, all of which are rare,
contains two errors which arve due to
the method of printing. Some collect-
orsat one timne claimed that they were
printed from ‘‘wood blocks” (or wood
cuts) aud they are so listed. But the
better opinion is that they were print-
ed from stereotypes made from en-
gravings on wood

A number of these cuts or plates
being cast singly they were then
mounted on a large block. This large
block or plate eontained 64 of these
small cuts and it was due to a mistake
in making them up that the errors
occured. A one penny cut was acei-
dvnmlly put on the four penny plate
and vica versa,  Thus the one penny
error is in blue inste~.d of red and the
four peuny in red instead of blue.

These ervors are worth $300 cach.

In 1865 these unique stamps were
repiaced by the common-place design
yetin use.  The 1865 issuc consisted
of four varieties, one penny red, four
penny blue, ~ix penny liloe, and one
shilling grcen. The three higher values
were surcharged in 1868 to produce
one penny and four penny stamps for
an emergency. Also in 1879, 1882
and 1891-4 several new varicties were
created by surcharging, none of which
however, are rare.

In 1865 an imperforated revenue
stamp was used for postage, and in’83
several were used. The last wereall
perforated. The Cape also has a num-
ber of interesting envelopes (including
registration) and post cards. The
envelopes are of a design similar to
those of Great Britain, though some
of the post cards are of distinctive
design.

All the rarer stamps of this colony
have been counterfeited and some
repiinted, so that care must be used
in buying them,
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PAPER.
By A SUBSCRIBER.

I have noticed that it is and always
has been a great source of trouble to
beginners to tell the many different
kinds of paper.

For the benefit of those collectors
who do not know I will try to explain.

1. Wove paper is ordinary paper of
an even texture.  Most newspapers,
books ete. are on wove paper. It has

" no watermarked lines on it.

2. Taid paper has parallel lines ran-
ning thronghit. There ave two kinds
of laid paper, (a) vertically laid and
(b) horizontally laid. These lines can
be detected by holding the paper to
the light.

3. Ribbed paper has rough water-
marked parallel lines on both sides of
it. 'These lines may run vertically or
horizontally.

4. Cartoun paper is very thick. See
stamps of Rampour.

5. Gold Beater’s skin is a tough trans-
parent paper of soiuble gelatire.

6. Batonne paper is akind in which
almost transparent lines can be seen if
vouheldittothelight. Theselinesare
farther apart than in laid paper and
are often used as guide lines in writing.
The paper between these lines may be
either wove or laid, It is sometimes
called foreign note paper.

7. Granite paper is a silk paper the

. fibres of which are so small that they
can hardly be seen with the naked eye.

8. Silurian paper is another name
for Granite paper.

9. Manilla paper is common wrapp-
ing paper and is generally coarse.

10. Mince paper is thin and brittle.

11. Native paper-a very crude paper
made by the natives of India,

12. Rice or Silk gloss paper is a soft

silky paper made from rice straw, It
“is used principally by the Chinese and
Japanese.

13. Old paper is a paper having an
old shabby appearance. Revenues are,
sometimes printed on it.  Sece first
issue of U. S, Match stamps.

14. Pelure paper is made of thin,
tough fibre and is almost transparent.
It may be either wove or ribbed.

15. Papier Moire is a paper on which
wavy lines have been printed. See
1875 issue of Spain,

16. Silk paper- a paper in which
there are small pieces of silk.

17. Straw paper is made from straw.
See current Canadian wrappers.

18. Verge paper is laid paper with

* the watermarked lines running oblique-
ly.

Canada Jubilee Stamps.

It is the intention of the Government
to issue a set of Jubilee postage stamps
Such stamps will be put into public
use¢ by being delivered to postimasters
throughout Canada for sale in the
same manner as ordinary stamps are
sold. There will be a limit to the quan-
tity to be issued. The denominations
aud total number of Junilee stamps to
be issued are as follows:
3¢ stamps one hundred and fifty
thousand; lc eight million; 2c two
million five hundred thousand; 3 cent
twenty million ; 5¢ seven hundred : nd
fifty thousand; 6¢ two hundred thous-
and ; Sc¢ one hundred and fifty thous-
and; 10, 15, and 20ct one hundred
thousand each; 50c¢, $1., $2., $3., $4

‘and $5 stamps twenty five thousand

each; 1¢ post cards seven million,

Total value of one stamp of each
kind $16.213.

As svon as all the stamps in the
foregoing *schedule are issued the
plates will be destroyed in the presence
of two of the head officers of the de-
partment.

: Inasmuch as the department is
nlxea.dy receiving applications for the .
purchase of these stamps, it may be
stated thas the department will adhere
to the established practice of supplying
them only to postmasters, and through
them to whoever may purchase them,
on and after June 19, 1897.
