the parental care of the Supreme Court
towards their infant Seminary dictates
the enquiry, “Ts it well with thee?”—
the Board do not hesitate to respond, ¢ It

is well.”
sEMINARY 1851.

The Literary and Philosophical Depart-
ment, under the care of Professor Ross,
closed its session of 1851, with a public
examination, in the presence of the Board,

_iand a large assemblage both of the Clergy

aod Laity.

In the Logic Class, three students were
found present. In the Moral Philosophy,
eeven.

At tha request of the Board each Stud-
ent tead one of his Ilssays, written during
the Term ; and the Professor cxamined on
zelect portions of siudy.

The Convenar then invited mcibers of
ths Board, tad others, to make remarks

>

on what had fallen under their jnotice
during the course of the examination. A
very cordial response was given to this
invitation, and high commendation was
bestowed upen the Professor for his zeal
and efficiency, and upon the Students for
their diligence and proficiency.

After a short adjournment, the several
classes in the Languages and Mathematics
were minutely inspected, and with very
gratifying results.

HALL 1851.

On the following day, the Theological
Hail was opened by an introductery Lect-
ure, from Professor Smith, and the Board
had an opportunity of exercising, for the
first time, that superintendance which the
Synod at its last meeting committed to
them.

The several Students were required to
deliver their presbyterial certificates, and
the Professors were duly apprised of the
parties who would be in attendance on
their respective classes.

REPORTS OF PiRQOFESSORS.
At the request of the Board, each Pro-
fessor has furnished a teport of his class,
and from tliis source the Buard would
now select a few extracts.  Professor
Keir thus speaks of the young men under
his care.
* There were eleven young men in all

1
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who attended regularly during the whole
Session, with the exception of one who
had been absent from ill health for two or
three meetings. ‘There is one student
who has been three terms at the Hall, and
will complete his course next Session.
‘There are seven who have been two Ses.
sions. Of the three remaining, two have
attended for the lasi two terms and hud
the same attention paid to them as regular
students, although not entered as such for
wmore than one term. They are all young
men of good standing, and Ihope will
malke useful preachers. They attended
the class of Systematicand Pastoral The-
ology, two hours cach day, during the
Session, when a lecture was read and they
were cxamined on the lecture of the pre-
viousday. Discourses and other exercises
which had been prescribed, were delivered
or read as they had been prepared.” i
With respect to the class of Biblical
Literature, Professor Smith says:—
«During the last Session of the Hall
my class consisted ot eleven students, all
of whom were highly exemplary and dis-
tinguished for their regular and punctual
attendance and strict compliance with the
rajes of the Class. Three of tlese were
students of the first Tear, seven of the
second, and one of the third year. Ican
safely affirm that the class is in a thriving
and prosperous coudition, and if ably and
successfully sustained, is destined to exer-
cise a favorable influence on the futere
prosperity of ony Church. 1 was anxious
to see a Biblical Literature class estab-
lished long before I had any expectation
of having any immediaie connection with
it,and now that it bas come into my
hands, T do my best to suatain its eredit.
During the Session, we went over, in the
lectures, a large field, and one certainly
not the least importaat in the course, em-
bracing the greater part of Hermencutics,
and twe weeks were devoted to Fixegesis.
During the progressof these investigations
and discussions, the students entered into
the different subizcts with every appear-
ance of interest and pleasure, giving good
evidenee, by the promptitude off their
answers elicited in the daily exanunations
and by the general ability of their exer-
cises, toat they welil iu;;ierstood every
topic of discussion. © We read 2 page of
Van Der Hooght in Hebrew, and zbout a
chapter in Greek every day. e enter
on the study of the Chaldee,next Session.

Resides the daily examinations, I have
been in the practice of presenting exer-
>

cises on all the important and prominent
topics of discussion. lIn no part of the;
studies hove I observed a more marked
and gratifving improvement. I have al-
ways prescribed a series of exercises to
be prepared during the vacation. Some
of these are in Hebrew, some in Greek,
and others on some leading topic in the
lectures, and one has alwuys been an out-
line of the course during the preceeding
Session.

To the Library, already well replenish-
ed with valuable treasures of general and;
theological literature, 1 am adding, by
funds contributed partly by friends and
partly by the Board, several first rate
works ir Biblieal Liierature, which it did
not previously possess.”

SEMINARY 1852,

The Theological Seminary for the Ses-
sion of 1852, was opened on March 3rd,
at the uswal place of meeting, the pro-
prietors of the Hall having generously
placed it at the dispusal of the Board for
another year. ¢ There are now 28 students
in attendance, of these 18 are attending
the Natural Philosophy Class, 8 the Logie,
and 20 the Mathematical Class. In the
Languages, 21 attend the senior Latin,
and 6 the junior Latin; 20 the senior
Greek, and 7 the junior Greek class.

In addition to those who are in actual
attendance, five others have attended, three
of whom are confidently expected to re-
turn and complete their curriculum.—
Large additions have been made to the ap-
patatus for the benefit of experimental
lustration in the Natural Philgsophy
Class. Of these additions, some are by
gift,and some by purchase. A lavge pro-
portion is the gift of the Rev. William
McCulloch, and a considerable quantity;
the private property of the Professor, but
available for the Seminary. Several val-
uable books have been added to the Libra-
ry, partly by gift and partly by purchase.”
With such an authentic record of the in-
ternal arrangements of the Semirary, the
Board feel confident that the Synod must
be highly gratified.

Tt will be observed that the Philosophi-
cal Department has been completed by the.
institution of the Natural Philosophy,
Class, and although the apparatus is us!
vet, of necessity, somewhat limited and"
imperfect, a very useful and ioteresting,
course of experimental illustration may
nevertheless accompany the prelections of;
the Professor.
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SEMINARY BUILDING.

The greatest deficiency now felt, is the
want of a suitable building for the sufe!
keeping of both Library and Apparntus, ;
and were the Synod prepared to determine
the permanent location of the Seminary, |
the Board would strongly recommmend
the immediate ercction of a suitable
edifice.

A memorial from Professer Ross may
here he referred to:—

“The Hall,”’ says the Professor, *“in
which the classes now meet and in which
the Library and Apparatus are contained,
is public property.  From want of room,
both Library and Apparatus are crowded
into tuo smali a space and it is almost im-
possible that they can escape injury. The
room contains no fire place nor grate, and
affords no facilities for experimental pur-
poses beyond a stove of very small dimen-
sious and table lamps.

For these erils a building appropriated
exclusively to the use of the Seminary,
appears to be the natural, if not the only
remedy.”

ADDITIONAL YROFESSOR.

There is however, another topie, to
which the Board would solicit grave at-
tention, and that is, the appointment of
another Professor, whose duty it would be
to take charge of the Classical and Math-
ematical Department, while the present
Profassor of these branches should direet
his care exclusively to the Philesophical
Department.

‘The increase of expenditure which such
an arrangement would occasion, is the
only abjection which can be urged agaiust
it; and although this ve a serious ohject-

ion. it cannot be accounted insuperable.
Were the Church once tharonghly
aroused 1o a sense of the vital importance |
of a ministry, thoroughly educated under !
her own immediate inspection, the addi- |
tional burden of another Professor would
scarcely be felt.
It must be readily allowed by every cne
at all acquainted with the brauches of
Literary and Scientific Educatica above
samed, Jat these present ample field for
the labor of two able and energetic Pro-
fessors. The memorial of Professor Ross
addressed to the Beurd may again be re-
ferred 10 i
“'Fo the urgent necessity” for securing
the services of another} Professor. The
tundersigned does not wish to be under-
].stood as complaining of the amount or va-

riety of his labors. If the interests of
the Church require it, he is willing to do
as he has done, while health permits. He
confidently hopes, that if spared, he will
be able, profiting by past exporience, to
discharge the duties of his situation here-
alter, more efficiently than heretofore.—
Still he ennceives it to be perlectly evid-
ent, that no ouc individual is able to per-
form all the fabor which he attempts, and
to pesform it in the manner in which the
interests of the Church require that it
should be done. F¥wvery teacher has de-
fects as well as exceliencies. By increas-
ing the number of teachers, the defects
may be supplied and the excellencies mul-
tiptied. The influence which result from
bringing the student into contact with diff
erent minds in expanding the intellect, in
giving enlargement to the views and in|
preparing for increased usefulness, ought}|
not to be overlooked. The respectability
of the Institution, also loudly demands an
increase in the number of the Professors,
The Seminary is dependent entirely upon
the liberality of the Church for its sup-
port, and that liberality will be materially
affected b, the confidence which her mem-
bers entertain in the efliciency of the edu-
cation which it affords, and by its public
character.”’

MODE OF S8UPIORT.

The Board would earnestly press upon
the notice of Synod, the proprieiy of
sending a deputation throughout the
Church, so that every congregation might
have the claiins of the Seminary fairly
and fully stated, and of engrafting upon
their annual expenditure the support of|
this, confessedly the most fundamental
scheme of the Church. Circulars have
been addressed to the various sessions, and
appeals have been prépared and published,
but no such result has followed as proves
the efficiency of such means. The living
voice of a competent and authorised agent
would accomplish more, by one address,
than any form of circular or appeal which
could be directed to the same people.—
The report of such an agent or deputy
would enable ithe Synod at once to estim-
ate the extent of their permanent resource-
es; for itis not to he concealed, tat
whatever foreign aid may he received,
there is no sure dependence to be placed;
upon any oiirer than the free-will offerings!
of the chureh whose immediate interests
are at stake.

Were vearly contributions frem each

— -
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congrogation in the body to become the,
main source of its support, the Board feel
assured that the prosperity of the Semin-
ary would occupy a much more promineut
place in the hearts aad p-ayers of the
people, than it would under any other cir-
cumstances. It is therefore, truly, in the
incorporation of Educatioral with Cong-
regational support, that the pecuniary
strength of the Institution will be found
to dwell.

Our Church Courts are accustomed to
dissuade the congregations under their in-
spection from placing any dependence for
their ministers’ support on any parties not
members of the Church,—should nut the
Syned then refrain from all appearance of
rendering the educativnal scheme depend-
ent on any source of maintenance not im-
mediately under its own jurisdiction. i
ia most ungracious, to say the least of it,
to continue solicitation for the help of
others, when one’s own help has not been
fully tested. ‘That course too, may be
fairly defensible in an emergency, which
would be utterly unjustifiable in ordinary
circumstances. Your Board have already
issued in the Misstonary Register ap ap-
peal to all the members of the Church, as
they had previously by circular to every
Session; and were these followed up by
the visit of one or two Brethren of this
Court to every district in the Church, it
is not to be doubted that the result would
be all that could reasonably be expected,
thongh insufficient, to meet all the neces-
sary expenditure of an Institution, com-
mensurate with the wauts of the Chu ch
and the age.

LICENSURE OF STUDENTS.

From the Reports of the Theologica:
Professors it will be observed that only
one student will finish his course at the
next term, and it will be a serious quest-
ion with this Court to decide whether,
under the present exigencies of the
i Church, it would be prudent to license at

the close of the year, any of those who
will then have completed their third
session.

On this point Professor Keir says :—

*“The necessity for preachers is so
great in the Church, that perhaps it may
be thought proper to propose, at next
meeting of Synod, for licence, some of
those who will have been but three yaars
at the Hall after next term. At the end:
of next session I will be better able to|
say, with the Professor of Biblical Liter-:
ature, which of them may be recommerd-
ed. T am averse to licencing young men
before they complete their course, but ne-
cessity has no law, and the Church is not
without precedent for such a step.”

The Board weuld only observe farther,
that they would not recommend any pre- |
mature licensure, farther than would be
consistent with the return of the young
men to complete their studies at the ensu-
ing session. In this case, no injury would
ba done to the young men, while the pres-
ent destitution of ministerial labor would,
to a considetable extent, be supplied.

CONCLUSION.

In conlusion, your Board have to report
with much pleasure, the continued liberal-
ity of friends in Scotland, and, while there
has been no combined or general effort
throughout the Church in Nova Scotia,
the accounts of the Synod’s Treasurer
will exhibit gratifying evidence that home,
liberality is on the increase. Te Jehovah|
whose is the earth and the fulness thereof
and in whose hands are the hearts of the
children of men; to Him who is head
over ail things to the Church and to him
alone, should the friends of the Theolog-
ical Institution, uplift their eyes in the|
confident assurance that his blessing will
not be withheld, even the blessing that
maketh rich, and addeth no sorrow there-
with.

CLOSE OF THE THEOLOGICAL EALL
sessioN 1852,

The Board of Superintendence met at
West River, on Tuesday, 12th inst., to
~lose the Theological Hall which had been
in Session during the previous six weeks,

The Students of the third year deliver-

fiome Department, -

ed, each, a discourse; those of the second
and first years read a Thesis and Exercise
with additions. A select portion of Heb-
rew was read, and critically analysed by
the whole class. In Chaldee, a_com-
mencement had been made, but the Board
did not enter upon any examination, in this

b’
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important branch of study, in consequence
of the protracted period, which had been
ocecupied with the various exercises which
preceeded. They were however, much
gratified to hear from Professor Smith,
that the Stndents had made considerable
proficiency in the elementary priaciples of]
this ancient tongue.

‘With the attainments of the Students,
according to their respective standing, the
Board, and every person present, must
have felt great gratification. Attention,
however, was particularly directed to the
students of the third year—and if any ser-
ious apprehensions ever did exist in the
mind of any spectator, as to the propriety
ef the decision of Syrod (under the pres-
ent erigencies of the Church) to licence
such of this class as might be found qual-
ified and disposed to enter upon the field
of probation, that apprehension,must have
been dispelled by the very ereditable ap-
pearance which was made on this oc-
casion.

We could not but covet the feelings of
the Professors, on witnessing the fruit of
their united labors, now that their faithful
efforts were crowned with such apparent
suceess, in committing the things which
themselves had been taught of the word
of God, to those who appear so well qual-
ified to teach others also. If the hearts of
these young men be as thoroughly imbued
with the love of truth, as their minds are
furnished with 8 sound Theological edu-
cation,—if their lives do but illustrate and
enforce what their lips have been so well
taught to proclaim, then, happy will be
the church whose vineyards are planted
aud watered by their labors, for God will
assuredly give the increase.

LicsNsurg oF STUDENTS.

Agreeably to order of Synod, the Pby.

The;Bishiop expressed much sympathy
with us in our trials, from various sourees,
and his advice was “ Go on as you have
been doing and hy the blessing of God
vou will prosper.”” 1 need not say this
|advice was very encouraging to us in our
! peculiar eircumstances.

SICKNESS AND STRANGLLNG.

Aug. 13, There is much sickness on
the island at present, and many deaths
have occurred among the heathen people.
The number of deaths has been sadly
multiplied by ths horrid practice ot strang-
ling. Severu! poor women bave, within
the last few weeks, fallen a sacrifice to
this revoliing and barbarous custom. In
one case, three women were strangled on
i the occasion of one man’s death, I have
‘always interfered when I knew life 1o be
Iin danger, although in many instances wmy
iinterterence has been in vain. Knowing
.the abhorrence with which stranghng is
regarded by us, the heathen endeavor to
couceal death from our knowledge. Often
our first intimation of a man’s sickuess, is
the anouncement of his death, and that of
rhis wife also. A few mornings ago our
:feelings were much shocked.  Aswe sat
at brealcfast, a dead body slung on a loug
pole, was carried past our door, and in a
few minutes another hody carried ina
similar manner, made its appearauce.—
They were the bodies of a man and his
wife, the latter of whom had been strang-
led, and had been brought from the inter-
rior, to be thrown into the sea. [ followed
them to the shore and spoke warmly to
them =hout the wickedness of their con-
duct. A number of natives, chiefly of
the christian party, assembled. Ouwe of
them came to me and pointed cut a vative
who was creeping very suspiciously into
the bush, and said that he was the mur-

derer of the woman. I said they had bet-
ter get hiin and we would talk to him, In
an instant men, women, and children were
ofl’ in pursuit of him. In a tew minutes
they came back, carrying him in a very
uncermonious manner. He was an old
and feeble man, and seemed to look on his
own death as certain [ told him that we
would not hurt him, but that we were
grieved on arcount of his wickedness.—
e entreated us to let him g, and prom-
isedd never again to strangle & woman.—
Adftor talking to him for seme time, ¥ told
the natives to let him go. 'They were un-
willing to do so, for they said that they
wished to tie him fur a few days, and
speak to him every day, as his heart was
dark. 1 objected to this, and he was re-
leased. The extent to which the horid
practice of strangling is carried on, on
this island, is truly appalling. The dark
piaces of the earth are indeed the habifa-
tions of crueltv. How much do those
who live in christian Jands owe to the
gospel !
NATIVE AGENCY.

Aug. 20. 1 have tried tho practice of
sending out natives on the Sabbath day to
converse and pray with their heathien conr-
trymen and T find it to succeed well. We
may hope well for the cause of Gad on
this islaud whea some are so far advanced
as to be uble to tell to others the ¢ wond-
erful works of God in their own tongue.”’
A natire agency under the judicions diree-
tion of right hearted mirsionaries will yet
accomplish & grert work on  this :.mdl
neighboring istes of thesea.  Our natives
meet with a varied reccption in the course
of their itineratiors. T'wo Sabbuths age
they were stoned away from 2 heathen
village which thev had visited. | had
previously visited this village on many oc-
casions, bot 2lways met with a favonrable
reception.  We eannct account for this
sudden changa, but such ineidents are mot
unrommon in a heathen Jand.  Baot while
we meet with opposition on one hand, we
meet with encouragement on apother.

Our prospects
daily brighten, for which we desire to be
thankful tr God.

NOTABLE CONVERSION.

Aug.23. The tide of feeling scems to
wirn in favor, e christianity. Kapaio a
brother of the chief of this district has
come out from the rank of our enemies
and desires christian instruction. This
man has been a great savage, and notori-
ous for his wickedness. He is a thorough
hater of white men, and has hitherto very
much opposed our work. This man has
done more, in the way of destroying the
plantations of the christian natives, ard
otherwise persecuting them, than any oth-
er native on the island. It surprised all
parties when Kapaio expressed his deter-
mination to forsake heathenism and em-
brace christianity. The heathen were
paralyzed at the theught of losing their
leader and the christian party were am-
azed and said more will come in, and the
word of God will soon become triumphant
in this dark land. In a couversation, which
this man had with Mrs. Geddie a few days
ago, he said that when we came to thisis-
land he looked upon us as liavs, and de-
ceivers, and that he along with ethers had
stolen onr property, and done much injury
to us. He said morecover that he had nar-
rowly watched our conduct, and when he
found that it was agrecable to what we
professed he began to think there was
something in religion. Ilow exact christ-
ians ought to be in all their actions, and
above all, missionaries among the heathen
should be living epistles of Jesus. A
godiy life sometimes wins a soul, when all
other arguments fail to jmpress. When
christianity is embodied in the lives of
its professors, this cannot fail to awaken
sentiments and feelings in favor of a sys-
tem that appears so lovely and divine, It
is when the light of believers shine before
men that others see their good works, and
glorify their Father in heaven. 'We read
in the Aects of the Apostles that the prim-
itye christians walked in the ¢ fear of the
Lord, and were multiplied.”” The above
incident convinces me more than ever how

i

carefully every word and action should be

guarded in the sight of the heathen. If
they are to form their decisions as to the
truth of christianity by the examination of
the conduct of those who teach and prou-
fess it, then an indiscribable responsibility
attaches to us. O! that our conversation
at all times may be suck as becometh the
gospel of Christ.

EXCITING INCIDENT.

Aug. 23.  An incident of an exciting
nature has just taken place. The son of
the chief, who is one of my scholars, came
in haste to iny house two days age, to tell
me that a young child in the family was
very ill, and that his father had declared
his intention of strangling the mother in
the event of its death. 1 went immediate-
ly to the old man and found him at work
on his taro plantation. I asked him if the
report of the boy was true, and he an-,
swered in the affirmative. I spoke to him
of the wickedness of his intentiuns, and
reminded him of the many promises he
had made to me, to discourage the horrid
practice of stranglirg women. He en-
deavored with great warmth to vindicate
himself, and blamed the mother for the
sickness of the child, according to a sup-
erstiticn which I cannot recerd.  Finding
that 't was vain to reason with him, and
that we were both likely to become excit-
ed on such a subject,l left him abruptly. 1
went at once to the house where the wo-
man was and told her to follow me. She
hesitated from fear of her husband, but I
insisted, as also did her son and afew na-
tives who were with me. On our way
home we saw the old chief running after
us, and calling out to his wife to return.
We hastened our pace and were inside my
yard, before he overtook us. He was
wuch enraged when he arrived, and:
wished his wife to go back to his house,
but I would not consent to this. The wo-
man remained with us twe days before the
child died, and during this time Nohoat
came ofien to see them both—he was ve-
ry much atiached to his child. After the
child’s death he showed great distress.
He scized the lifeless corpse, pressed it to
his breast, rolled himself on the ground,
and cried out in a most affecting marner.
At his own request, the child was buried
instead of being cast into the sea, accord-
ing to the old custom. This dispensation’
has much impressed the chief, who is a|
thoughtless and wicked man. Mey God.

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CORTINUED EXCITEMANT.

Aug. 25. Much excitement on the
subject of christianity in several places.
Many of the heathen have given up the
old system cf worship and ask for christi-
an instruction. In this district numbers
declare their intention of coming over to
us, as soon as a great feast, for waich
they are now preparing, is over. As
tkere is much heathenism connected with
the feasting they find that they cannot con-
sistently join us and observe the customs
usually observed at their feasts. We la-
ment the delay, but it is pleasing to know
that the natives wish to be consistent.
From what I have seen of the Papuan znd
Malayan races who inhabit the islands of
the Pacific, I think that there is much
less duplicity of character among the for-
mer than amoung the latter. Among the
natives with whom we have intercourse,
we find 2 man either an out and out friend,
or an ou! and out enemy. On Aneiteum
there are but two classes; those who favor
christianity, and those who oppose it.

DARK CLOUD REMOVED.

Aug. 30. An event has just happened
which gave us much uneasiness for the
time. ‘The great feast, for which prepa-
rations have been making for months, has
now passed off. As usual on such occa-
sions a great concourse of people had as-
sembled from different parts of the island.
Many of ihem had come from remote and
heathen settlements. They were much
enraged on account of several accessions
to our number of laie, and especially abous
the conversion from heathenism of a chief
named Topoe, who was the receiver of the
feast, and who had previously declared his
intention of not submitting to any of the
heathenish practices, observed on such oc-
casions. They resolved, if the chief act«
ed on this determination, to leave the
feast ground, and destroy my house and
prumises, and then fight the christian
patty who had been instrumental in his
conversion. The christian party, as soon
as they heard of the matter, metin con-
sultation, and their conclusion was, that
they ought to assemble on the mission pre-
mises, and if attacked; defend themselves
and protect the property also. They then
delegated one of their number to ask my
opinion as to the course they had resolved
on. Ienly said, that with regard to the
property thers must not be any fighting
about that, for if my houses were destroy-
ed they would be replaced by others. On

the subject of fighting, even in self def-
ence, I dectined to express an opinion, for
I could not say any thing against it, and
some might put a wrong construction op,
or take too much out of oan affirmative an-
swer. Many of the natives now brought
their property to my house fur safety, as
thev designed to defend it. It was any-
thing but a pleasant sight to observe them;,
coming in with their clubs and spear~. 1l
did not anticipate danger to myseif or|
family, yet Ithought proper to remove’
Mrs*Geddie and our children from the'
scene. W e found an asylum until the an-;
ticipated storm was over, under the roof’
of a tradesman connected with the sandal
wood establishment on this island. The
only articles that I took with me were my
journal, vocabulary of the native language
and some other papers of value to me.—
The eouduct of Topoe, on his arrival at
the feast ground, was w be the signal
either for peace or action. He came, at-
tended by a lacge canc:urse of followers,
and received the feast as he said he would
There was no demonstration of feeling on
the part of oucenemies. When the crisis
arrived, their courage failed them. Gur
natives having come to assure as that we
had nothing to fear, we ieturned home,
thankful to God that we have once more
been brought through a season of trial.

ENCOURAGEMENTS.
Sept. 13. Many accessions to our nure-
ber in different plaeces. Several of the
natives who promised to join us after the
feast of August, have been true to their
word, and express their determination not
to have anything more to no with heath-
enism, Naurita,the man who behaved so
badly on a former occasion, is among the
number who have lately comein. He
has not recovered from the wounds re-
ceived in Apvl last, for spearing the
native boy. If ever he does recover, he
will always be a cripple.
~Nohoat the chief has been regular in
his attendance on public ordinances for
several weeks. e professes a desire for
religious instruction, and at his request 1
send a native to his house every evening
to conduct family worship. This man,
since 1 Yanded on the island, has been my
friend, though hostile 10 the cause. Cn
many occasions I have been serviceabls 1o
him in sickness, and to this circumstance
his friendship is chiefly to be ascribed ;
and besides, when he wants a knifo or|
hatchet or shirt, he knows where to applyl
for them.
