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fishermen without question. They argue
that the injury done by the small duty
they place upon Canadian fish is infini-
tesimal compared with that inflicted by
the enormous bounty paid by France.
They urge that they are the best cus-
tomera for Canadian fish, and will take all
the fish we can send to them, while
France will not under any circumetances
buy a single pound and legielates in every
way against foreign fishermen and in favor
of ber own ; and yet France is given the
free use of those bonding privileges which
aie refused to them.

A portion of these arguments are cer-
tainly correct. Of late French fishermen
have made large use of this bonding pri-
vilege for the deliberate purpose of under-
cutting Canadian fishermen in the Italian
market, since Canadian fish are admitted
free into Italian porte while the bounty
protected fish of St. Pierre are subject to
a special duty of 60 cents per quintal. AB
this would effectually prohibit their pro-
fitable competition with Canada and Nor-
way, the French fishermen coolly lands bis
fish in bond at a Canadian port, transfers
it to an English vessel, and sende it to
Italy, duty free, as Canadian fish. The
French fishermen are thug enabled
through our bonding system to avoid the
special Italian tariff against thetr pro-
duets, as well as to earn the bounty of ten
francs per quintal payable upon fisli de-
livered on this continent. This is a mani-
fest case wnere the privilege of bond works
a direct injury to Canadian interests. Not
only does the French fishermen receive a
bounty of $2 per quintal for the fish he
takes in Canadian waters. but he is e-
abled under cover of the British flag to
evade pay ment of the specific duty levied
by Italy especially to offsetthe effects of
that bounty.

Naturally the American fisherman
points to thie unjust use of the bonding
system and argues that if the Frenchman,

in whose market we have no inducement
to sell and who contributes nothing to the
wealth of this country, he permitted to
tranship his fieh in bond in order to un-
dercut Canadian fish in Italian porte, why
should lie, in whose markets we find our
principal customers, be refused the cour-
tesies of our ports ? The answer is sim-
ply that two blacks do not make a white·
Because the French are enabled under
existing treaties to rob our filshermen it ie
no reason why a similar opportunity
should be granted to the Americans. No
doubt at the time of the signing of the
treaty of 1818 transhipment in bond was
unknown, and was therefore never dis-
cussed, but we muet not forget that the
American fishermen deliberately elected
to return to bat treaty, and that they
cancelled the Washington treaty with
their eyes open. They asserted officially
that the privileges granted to them under
that instrument were of no value, ana,
therefore, to ask us to return them, ar-
gues that either they committed a eerious
blunder, or that they hoped to coerce Can-
ada into again granting them while with-
holding the inducements previonely given
in consideration.

So far as the French fishermen are con-
cerned the remedy lies in our own hande.
The Dominion bas the powr to enforce a
protective tariff against all nations, and,
therefore, could easily impose a duty upon
French fieh that would render their tran-
shipment no longer profitable. A duty of
a dollar and a half per quintal, as sugges-
ted by Mr. C. E. Kaulback, would not only
go far to check their masquerading as
Canadian producte, but would offset the
present bounty of $2 per quintal which
militates so heavily against our fishermen
in Mediterianean ports. Its. imposition
would remove the claim of unfair discri-
mination against American fiebermen and
would show our neighbors that we treated
al] our competitors alke,eince atpreeentthe
enjoyment of this privilege by the French
forme a grievance upon which American
political orators can eafely enlarge, while
it ie a distinct injustice to our own people.
Under these circumetances it might be
well if, at the next session of Parliament
the members for Maritime constituences
would urge the incorporation of a epecific
duty for this purpose in the tariff, and
thue abrogate a practice which is not only
lowering the character of Canadian fish
abroad but is enabling foreign ûshermen
to undersell our own.

THE DUTY ON LOGS.
Those Michigan lumbermen who are

interested in the importation of Canadian
saw loge into the United States for pur-
poses of manufacture there, are naturally
highly indignant at the increase of the

Canadian expçrt duty from $2 to $3. But
when they claim that this rise in the duty
je an act of bad faith upon the part of the
government or people of the Dominion
they etate what they muet well know je
not the fact. No breach of faith or viola-
tion of agreement is involved whatever;
and, although, their organs in Michigan
may put forward the claim that they have
been outwitted and clamor for retaliation
by the United States, they are perfectly
well aware that they have no real grounds
for such a etatement, and that it is simply
made for the purpose of concealing their
disappointment.

The average American speculator,
whether in lumber or any other product
of this country, is far too keen a man of
business not to thoroughly acquaint him-
self with the circumstances under which
he invest hies money before he pays out
as much as a dollar. In this instance the
uncertainty as to the future limit of the
duty was a matter of public notoriety;
was familiar to every man in the trade;
and was undoubtedly taken into consider-
ation when making the bargain. To sup-
pose otherwise would ho simply to infer
that these shrewd keen buyers were gifted
with lese than the ordinary amount of
common-senee. Every dealer in timber
limita knew that parliament had author-
ized a further advance in the export duty
upon saw-logs and that they bad vested
the Cabinet with power to proclaim this
increase if they found that the lower rate
of duty failed to check the depletion of
our foreste by American lumbermen. To
pretend then that when they bought the
limite they never enquired into this fact
is manifestly opposed to the experience
of most business men. It ie usual for the
purchaser to closely investigate the con-
ditions and circumstances under which
the sale ie made; and to suppose that the
Michigan lumbermen neglected to take
this precaution je certainly not borne out
by the usual practice of Americans when
making large investments on this side of
the frontier.

Not only this; the Michigan mili-men
knew very well when they bought either
from the Provincial Government or from
private individuals, that the sellers had
no control over the export duty which was
then in existence, and that its continu-
ance, reduction, or augmentation rested
solely with the Dominion authorities, who
alone have juriediction in euch matters,
and doubtless weighed that fact thor-
oughly before they closed the bargain.
Every element of uncertainty then preeent
had its full effect upon the price paid, and,
loud as is their indignation at the present
moment, we have little doubt that the ad-
vance in the duty was well discounted be-
fore the deeds changed bande. To charge
thon the Canadian people will deliberately
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violating a solemn bargain is manifestly
not only absurd, but absolutely unwar-
ranted by the true facts of the case.

The sole object in imposing aduty upon
saw-logs is to ensure their manufacture in
this country. No Canadian wishes to see
our national forests cut dow n and towed
acrose the frontier to be manufactured in
the United States. As Canada furnishes
the raw material it is only lair that the
wages paid and capital expended in its
manufacture into the finisied product
shall inure to the profit of her own sons.

,Since a duty of $2 did not sufice to coin-
pel the Americans to inntst their money
in Canadian mills, an advance of 50 per
cent bas been enforced, simply with the
patriotic intention of giving the advant-
age accruing from the manufacture of the
timber to the land that produced it. This
is only fair-as even the Americans must
allow-and altbough this policy may in-
terfere with the profits of some of the
syndicates who are now engaged in de-
nuding Canadian forests to build up A meri-
can mills, it will meet with the approval
of every true Canadian. If American
lumbermen are compelled to seek their
raw material in Canada we stand ready to
sell it to thein; but they muet either
manufacture it within our limite, or pay a
sufficient compensation to the Goverament
for the Joas of wealth we experience by its
being manufactured in a foreign country.

THE LIVE STOCK TRADE.
Luckily for shippers of Canadian cattle,

the English markets have not been so un-
satisfactory this year as laet. Prices were
sustained much more steadily and steep
shrinkages and fluctuations were not so
frequent as in some former seasons.

Last year everything seemed to work
wrongly, but although we have had to
report heavy losses this year also, there
have been profits to make up for them. As
we write, there is a much better feeling
than at this datea year ago, and all the
available cattle space at Portland, Boston
and New York bas been taken at full
prices for the next two months. Nearly
as many cattle were marketed as a year
ago, but they did not come forward in as
good a condition as a rule. The reason
given for this is that the grass was a
failure to a great extent almost ail through
the western district. In spite of the large
importations of thorough-bred stock,
cattlemen do not profess to see much im-
provement in the ordinary beeves offered
for sale. The new market opened by the
shipment of store cattle to Aberdeen is
favorably spoken of, and great develop-
ments are hoped for in this direction. It
is certain that Canadians, especially in
this Province, know how to raise thcusands
of lean cattle, and it is equally certain
that no people have made the fattening of

live stock such a study and such a success
as the stockmen of Great Brit.ain.

We are told that this branch of the
trade has paid our shippers well, and that
the receivers in Aberdeen think highly of
Canadian store-cattle. One lot of lean
ranche cattle was taken from Glasgow by
stockers, but, as a rule, the prairie steers
are awkward to handle, being much too
wild. It is thought that improved breed-
ing, now largely in vogue in the far West,
will bring about better r, sults in this
direction. With regard to the general
market, the regular movement of cattle to
the other side, and an avoidance of spas-
nodic effort has, no doubt, had much to
do with results. A big glut in the hot
spell last year brought disaster, and luckily
no such slaughter prices have been seen
this season. The cattle trade of the port
is fortunately working into a better sys-
tem of management, and the railway com-
panies seem inclined to do their share and
help things along.

The trade in the ranche cattle of the
Canadian .North-West has again been an
important feature. With the exception of
two or three notably fine lots, the quality
was only middling, and too often decidedly
inferior. Some were not at all suitable for
the old country trade, and the prices
realized for the poorer sorts prove this.
This ehould ijot discourage shippers, but
teach them a lesson for the future. So far
as the dark color of the beef is concerned,
that is a temporary prejudice which will
wear away, and which will be partially, if
not wholly cured by careful breeding.
Sonie of the cattle were killed in Montreal,
but although the flesh was a little darker
than what may be termed eastern stock,
good judges say that so far as the flavor
was concerned there was no cause what-
ever for complaint. It is stated that some
consignments will be received here from
the Winnipeg district about Christmas
time for the holiday markets. The ranche-
men were saved a good deal of trouble this
year by a Montreal syndicate which
stepped in and bought up about two-thirds
of the season's North-West exporte As
previously stated, a proportion were wild
and scraggy, but some choice lots showed
good breeding, and were ahead of the best
Ontario stock. Estimates vary as to what
the North-West will be able to spare next
year, but the shipments this year to Mont-
real were about 5,000 head, as against
1 300 or 1,400 lat year. In the States, the
prairie pastures are about eaten out by the
vast herds there, and the Americans
would be only too glad to invade Canada
w ith their stock. A local drover said that
if restrictions were removed, 100,000
American cattle would be driven across
the lines within a month. Of course,
England would then impose the same
strict preventative of disease rules against

Canada as she does against the United
States. and our present advantages in
British markets would be lost.

Ocean freights have been higher at the
close of the season than for some years
past, as the ships were crowded with
other freight. Rail rates were the same
as last l ear. Not much is heard at pre-
sent about the insurance combine on the
part of the steamship agents. Dealers are
still of opinion that it would be far more
satisfactory to the trade if insurance was
optional, like it was before, and not mixed
up with freight rates

The export traffic in sheep has kept up
very well as the figures above indicate,
but we are told that quite a number of
farmers have given up sheep raising, as
they find it does not pay so well as some
other branches of farm work. Returns to
old country shippers were satisfactory
with the exception of a few markets in
Septemb'er and October. New Zealand
continues to be a competitor with har
frozen mutton, but it is not so good as
fresh killed, selling 2d. @ 3d. per lb. lees.
Two ships recently arrived in England
with 150,000 carcasses, which were, as
usual, stored ashore in refrigerators built
expressly for the trade.

It is stated that few cattle shipe are
going to Portland this winter. We also
hear that there are not many cattle to go
forward, as the best have been shipped, if
we except a few lots retained for the
boliday markets.

ARMED EUROPE.

The generally received statement that
no State can support one-hundredth por-
tion of its population in arme and idleness
without ultimate exhaustion, appears to
be stultified in modern days. Lord Salie-
bury, who, as Premier of Great Britain,
bas exceptional opportunities for obtain-
ing absolute facts upon this difficult sub-
ject, asserts that at the present moment
the five great continental powers, France,
Germany, Russia, Austria and Italy, have
under arme some twelve millions of mèn
absolutely withdrawn from their usual
avocations and, until the moment arises to
call them into action, mere uselese drones
living upon the taxes wrung from their
fellows.

BANK CIRCULATION.
It is evident thnt the Americans theni-

sulves are not su eatisficd with thoir present
syatem of banking as those of our citizens
who are urging the adoption of the American
system would liave us believe. The Céomer-
cial Bullehn of New - York, one of our mnst
valued and reliable excianges, in pointing
out the iuany defects lu the existing systen
of guarantceing the circulation, goes on to

The burdensûme requireients of the Na-
tional Blankinig laws call for the immediate
attention of Coigress. Unless these illogical
restrictions are relaxed im at least oune respect
the formation of new national banks, already
seriously checked, cannot long continue, and
naiy of the established bauks must surren-

der their charters and retuiru to thec State sya-
fem, as the Bowery National Bank of this city
lias just done. Tho compuilsory deposit of
Govertnment bonda has becomue a burden
which the banks cannot boar. This require-
ment ls the relie of financial conditions which
have long since passed away and is incapable of
logical defoeco in the light of present know-
ledge. There lies, perhnps, ner been a tine
in our iistory. hven conditions wero sn favor-
able lo the organization of new bankts through-
out the regiou springing into iucstrial activ-
Ity, or when the expansion of banking capital
was eo.esential to the progress and welfare
of the.country. And yet it is et this time,
when-cvery day should be adding a new bauk

f'1te the national system, that arbitrary and un-
reasonable laws interpose a fatal obst, cleand
check the development of banking wlen its
growtl is most needed and whei thi neces-
nity la most generally recognized The
national bank note circulation must be re.
vived, fret d from burdensome restrictions, and
expanded te meet thq commercial require-
ments'off the country and the demanda of
varying conditions and increasing bnsiness,
If this l not done a new systei.of note cir-
culation under federal auspices must bu de-
vised, or, if this too la neglected or inadequat-
ely provided, the prohibition upon state bank
issues must be repealed. Or e of these linesof
action niust soon be adopted. The necessity
for an adequate note circulation cannot long
b ignred, and if the,-nationail bank issues
based upon Government bonds are te disap-
pear, the Government must authorize a'new
form of currency biased upon state, railroad or
municipal securities, or upon the credit and
negotiable paper of national banks.

As this last suggestion is precisely the
method now in use in Canada, it is evident
that the Americans look upon our system of
circulation as as great au improvement over
their own as soine of out Canadian woild-be
financiers would have us believe the National
Bank systen la over ours. . If American finan-
ciers prefer our existing system te their own,
it would obviously be ridiculous for us to
abandon a policy which has proved*itself
eminently adapted te the needs of the country
te adopt one which bas already proved a fail-
ure in a far wèalthier country than Canada.
A system ofcirculation which experience bas
shown tobu too rigid and inelastie'for the
United States would be utterly unsuited te
this country, and, therefore, those who have.
previously advocated a change te the Ameri-
cean plan would do well to peruse carefuilly
this concise sfatement of its defects given in
the leading commercial paper of New York.

THlUAPPLE TRADE.

It will be remenbered that in 1860 the United
States lad a low revenue tariff; and thè im-
ports of foreign merchandise averaged $10.70
per bead of the population. In 1870 they were
under one of the highest tariffs that bas over
existed in any country; but there was no con-
sequent exclusion of foreigu products, the um-
ports for that ycar being $10.88 per liead. In
1880, the tariff remained with little change;
and the imports rose to $13.08 per head,-an
increase of 20 per cent; that, however, was a
time of some commercial inflatfon, due to the
resumption of specie payments; but the facta
show that the tariff did net enable home manu-
facturera to absorb the whole benefit of that
great impulse te trade for their own' advant-

age. In 1887, a year of fairly properous
business and freedom -from commercial ex-
pansion, the importa reached the rate of $11.20
per head. The .evidence of fact therefore is
that, after a quarter of accentury' fuIll and fair
trial of the bighest dities known 'in the bis-
tory of civilized nations, 'the t onstimption of
foreign'products in the United. States so far
from being curtailed by the operation of that
policy, la five por cent grenter for eachi inhabi-
tint et the country than it was under the pré-
cediug-.low revenue tariff. *Our readers.can
draw their own conclusions froi this plain
statement of actual fact.

Fishermen during the past several seasons
have reported that they have been forced to
pursue their labors at an increasing distance
off shore, and even with the greater risk and
trouble incurred have secured very unsatis-
factory returns. While the catch of this
country has shown a steady falling off, that
on the coast of Great Biltain and Ireland has
increased, thus proving to th- satisfaction of
the trade that the fish have discovered new
feeding grounds, and that there is a strong
probability that the future supply will be de-
pendent largely upon impoitations trom for-
eign countries. borne venutic the belief that
the question of fishing between Canada and
the United States bas been carried to such an
extent of late that the fish have decided to
settle the matter themselves by leaving the
territory where they have proved such a
source of trouble to tire two countries. If so
it 1a a display of intelligence never before
credited to members of the finny tribe. Un-
der date of 13th uit , advices report season's
catch to September 30 on the shores of the
British Isles as 409,130 cwt, or say 2,000
bbis; a quantity which, it is true, is small,
but it should be borne in mind that the nat-
ives on the other side are not provided with
facilities equal to our own for the catching;
but should the fish increase annually they
will undoubtedly endeavor to etter into the
industry with greater spirit, especially as good
returns are known to await them The im-
ports of mackerel into New York from the
Provinces from January 1 to date are as fol-
lows: 1888, 28,744 bôas; 1887, 48,165 bbla;
1886. 47,708 bbls, and 1885, 37,408 bbls.

TEomAs MENZIEs, of Peterboro. Ont., for
many years a dealer in books, stationery, &c.,
bas been in difficulties for a month or more,
and on the 28th November called a meeting of
bis creditôrs, at which he made an offer of
22J cents in the dollar, which was not ac-

cepted. For many years past, he has added
to bis regular business the role of private
banker, and the throng of creditors who
responded to the cajl was largely made up of
depositors in bis bank ; some of them having
put in money within about a month past. He
issued deposit books in which the amounts
were entered, but, strange to say, when asked
at the meeting, he said that he kept no proper
cash-book or other books as to this branch of
bis business. The number of people who
were tempted by bis offer of 6 p.c. on their
money may be imagined when it is stated
that $11,000 of claims were those ot such de-
positors, some of them ranging as high as
$1,000 each Liabilities unsecured, $18,000;
stock and book debts, $14,500. Secured
claims-mortgages on real estate. $14,500; on
property, estimated at about $18,000. The
largist creditor is C. M. Taylor, wholesale
books, &r., $4,200. The meeting seemed un-
able to come to a conclusion, and Mr. Menzies
evidently did not want to make an assign-
ment.

THE Buffalo Expresâ says it may be only a
few years before the United' States will be
compelled by the force of <ircumstances to
seek for new cuetomers in the markets of the
world. For wheat, cotton, and meat England
is now their best customer.

wheat India, Russia and Canada are competit-
ors, while li cotton Egypt is beginning to be
a formidable rival. The Argentine Republic
is now coming to the front as a great meat-
producing country. It bas a favorable climate,
immense territory, and unrivalled water-way s,
In 1885 the Argentine Republic had 100,-
000,000 sbeep and 88,000,000 cattle, and it
was stated that only a beginning had been
made in the way of stocking the country.
The River Plate Frozen Mest Company ships
weekly, 7,000 carcasses of beef, refrigerated,
to Europe. As soon as the new harbor works
at Puenos Ayres are completed, so th'at vessels
can load directly at the meat factories, the
cost of handling and freight will be so re-
duced that we may expect to see moat of the
cheap meat sold in European cities furnished
by South America

THE Detroit Tunnel Company bas been in-
cor porated at Detroit, Mich., for a ternm of. 999
years. The capital stock is $1,500,000 or
more than balf the cost of the proposed tun-
nel under the Detroit river. Luther Beecher,
the well-known Detroit capitalist, takes sub-
stantially all the stock. The tunnel ap-
proaches are projected to be built on land
largely owned by Mr. Beecher, running back
from the river a sufficient distance to secure
the entrance under the river bed at the neces-
sary depth. It is proposed to construct to
the middle of the river, the national boundary
line. The other balf of it is to be completed
by a simiar company to be organized under
the Canadian laws. Tracks will run from the
tunnel to the northern end of Detroit, and
there connect with every railroad entering
that city. For thts purpose over one mile of
the right of way for these tracks bas already
been secured The company will lease its
track and tunnel privileges to the railroad
companies, wbich take a great interest in the
proposed enterprise and will give it every en-
couragement possible.

THE appeal in the case of Brossard versus
the Canada Life Insurance Company has been
decided in favor of the Companv, Justice
Cross remarking that the verdict of the jury
in the Court below (which was also in favor
of the Canada Life) was a good one and
should stand. The action in this case was for
the amount of insurance on the life of one
Bourdeau, deceased. The claim was resisted
on the ground that there had been wilful con-
cealment and misrepresentation as to material
facts touching the state of health of deceased ;
an allegation that was so thoroughly borne out
by the facts that an ordinary jury at once de-
cided in favor of the corporation. The
managers of the Canada Life so seldom contest
a case that,'when they (o, it is always because
they have excellent grounds for their action;
a fact that the two verdicts in the preseni
case prove conclusively.

CANADIANS who fancy our neighbors across
the border are auxious to annex us will do
well to read the following extract from the
N, Y Jounal of Commcrce. " Desirable as the
annexation of Ctnada might be for any rea-
sous, the acquisition would cost us at leastthe
amount of ber large debt. Public sentiment
in all those States which would not derive
immediate advantage from the annexation
would oppose the shouldering of this new
burden. Sectional and political fears and
jealousies would surely operate toward the
defeat of auy such scheme. It might be said
with truth that this country already bas more
land of its own than it eau hope to populate
and improve in the next twenty-five years.
The sparsely settled condition of such fertile
territories as Dakota shows how much remains
to be done for the development of the present
magnificent domain of the Union."

WE learn from o ir correspondent that
Kingston, Ont., was yesterday to bave voted
on the question of granting bonuses of
$150,000 to the proposed Kingston & Smith's
Falls Railway, and $75,000 to the proposed
line connecting the Kingston & Pembrokeand
Napanee & Tamworth Railways. Large meet-
ings have been convened on the subject
during the past two weeks, and the eneral
impression is tkat the bonuses will be
grauted.-Messrs. R. & J. Gardiner, retail dry-
goods, of Kingston, are retiring from business
intending to re-open in the wbolesale trade if
these railway by-laws are carried. The new
waterworks system is being rapidly pushed,
and will furnish a water service to compare
favorably with that of ary city on the conti-
nent. It is expected that the k cal Board of
Underwriters will promote Kingston to class

TE increase on 50 per cent in the export
duty on pine logs bas stirred up Michigan
lumbermen who are interested in Canadian
timber, and it is proposed to get even with
Canada by agitating the passage oi a bill
doubling the import duty on Canadian lum-
ber, which is now $2 per 1,000 feet. As Can-
adian logs thus far bave been exported in
limitt d quantities, while over 600,000,000 feet
of luniber is exported annually, it will be
seen that the doubling of the import duty on
lumber would porove disastrous to the Cana-
dian lumber industiy, as it would completely
shut then out of the American market. Lum-
bermen interested in obtaining loga from
Georgian Bay will use every effort to secure
legislation from Conigress doubling the im-
port duty on lumber.
