THE INTER-STATIE COMMERCLE

BILL.

The action of Judge Cooley, of Michigan,
and his colleagues on the Commission, in
suspending the aclion of the long and
ghort haul clause of the Inter-State Com-
merce Bill, is significant.  Although the
suspension 18 1ot of so sweeping a charac-
ter as was at first reported, its action being
limited to those roads south of the Olio
who made speeial application to the Com-
mission instead of being applicable to the
whole country, still it is an oflicial recog-
nition that the Act must he regarded asa .
tentative measure, a species of leap in the
dark, which could not he put in force to
the letter without manifest injustice. So
many indeed are the impracticable fea-
tures in this now celebrated bill that lead-
ing authorities on the continent have given
it as their opimon that te construe it
literally would be an impossibility, and
that consequently it should receive a
liLieral interpretation from the Commission
until such amendments can be made as
will render it a praclical and benelicial
measure.

Naturally any legislation of this deserip-
tion deeply alfects our greai Canadian
trunk lnes. The Grand Trunk may bo
considered, for a considerable proportion of
its mileage, as praetically an American
raitroad, and as such becomes amenable lo
the provisions of the Aet; it is therefore
reassuring to find that the leading oflicials
of the road, while regarding it as merely a
lentative measure, impracticable in appli-
cation it many details, rough and crude in
outline, and requiring further amendment
and revision before it can he congidered in
any way a practical act of legislation, look
upon it as ealeulated {o be of advantage to
the railway eonierprises they represent.
The abolition of the perniciouns system of
rebates under which certain suing were
compulsorily refunded, under contracts,
after the supposed earnings had been ine
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cluded in the returng, and the diminution
in the issue of passes, alone represent
advantages that will offset many draw-
backs. True, it was gometimes necessary
to grant these rebates {0 foster some new
and struggling industries, but the practice
initself was a pernicious one, and its aboli-
tion will be regarded with satisfaction by
railroad freight agents. The pass system
too was another nuisance which it is hoped
may now be eflectually abrogated, as,
under this clause of the bill, passes will in
future, it is expected, be confined strictly to
. aclual employees of railroads and to what
are termed exchange passes. But, as the
great Irish-Agitator once remarked regard-
ing Acts of Parliament, there is scarcely
any measure of the kind through which “a
coach and four” may not be driven, and a
way has already been found by which the
provisions of the Act concerning * passes”
may be evaded. The railway company
while refusing a free pass to the Member
for Bunkum, intimates plainly enough to
pierce his understanding that he can pur-
chase a pass or tickel—say for fifty cents ;
and the law is again vindicated and the
good man’s conscience relieved of tlie
threatened warning incident to his early
knowledge of the Tenth Commandment.

The impression is general that the Act
will stiffen rates belween terminal points,
since, if more cannot he charged hetween
intervening points than between the ter-
minals, it is evideni that those com-
panies desirous of retaining their pre-
sent profitable local traflic will be unani-
mous in'maintaining their through rates
on a thoroughiy paying basis. The Penn-
sylvania line for instance credits 92 per
cent of its traflic returns to local, and only
8 per cent to through business. Can it he
expected then that this road will sacrifice
its present profitable local rates to a desire
to reduce the through traffic Dbetween
terminal points fo a lower basis? So
certain in fact appear railroad men upon
this point that the new tarifl’ issued under
the provisions of this bill by the authori-
ties of the Canadian Pacific Railway pro-
vides for an average advance of about 20
per cent in tarifl rates, of which, after
paying the inercased percentage io the
connecting roads, at least hall may be
looked upon as the net advantage acerving
to the Canadian railway,

This advance may at first sight appear
to be a very doubtful advantage lo the
through shipper, but it must not be for-
votten that the traflic of Canada is carried
by our great trunk lines at a far lower rate
thaa roles any where else, the average rate
being under seven tenths of a cent per ton
per mile as against one and 4 half' cents
per ton per mile, the lowest remunerative
rate charged in the States for local traf-
fic, and consequently the through shipper
who chooses a Canadian ronte for his goods

will not feel the effects of any rise in tarify

rates so severely as if he had choseu an all’

American route, while the advantage lo
the resources of Canada from the increased
prosperity of its railways and the conse-
quent additional’ circulation of money
amongst the husiness community, will far
more than compensate for any isolated
cases of individual hardship that might
possibly arise. -

Judge Cooley, the President of the Com-
mission and present arbiter of the des-
tinies of the bill, is an admirable lawyer,
of high personal character, and has bad
some railroad experience. Ie is the au-
thor of some pamphlels on railway organ-
izations and divisions of trafic. Tis
colleagues, foo. are all able men. Such a
Commission will, no doubt, construe the
hill in a liberal spirit until such time as

the neecessary amendments ean be made.

to render it a practical measure, and will
certainly prevent its heing used as a
blindly coercive enaciment, Their final
interpretation of its clauses, and ihe future
working of the bill when properly amenderd
will be regarded with the greatest interest
and attention by all concerned in railroad
matiers here, not only for the reasons set
forth, but because, should the Act prove a
success, it is possible that the infection
may spread beyond the Ilimits of the
country that gave it birth.

NEWFQUNDLAND TOPICS.

The isolated position of Newfoundland
which allows news to penctrate and spread
comparatively slowly, has rendered hera
fair mark for the ungerupulous reporter.
The sensational telegrams last spring re-
specting the alleged starvation and cunni-
balism, the zoological anccdotes of the
devouring of thousands of hapless fisher-
men by polar hears, and still more recently
the announcement that the colony was
contemplating annexation to the United
States in consequence of the disallowanhce
of the Bait Bill, are all fresh in the minds
of our readers and are all equally ex-
aggerated and unfounded.

¥rom the sensational and even laughable
statements of popular fury rising to such
an extent as to alarm the authorities, it is
a relief to turn to the calin, husiness-like
mavner of a commercial correspondent
and mnote the dispassionate manner in
which he treats of subjects that are sup-
posed to be convulsing the inhabitante to
the point of an armed insurrection.

It is true that owing to the failure of the
fisheries last year the Government was
compelled to come to the rescue and choose
between the two alternatives of either
pauper relief or else the initiation of works
of public utility as a means of affording
lionest employment to mien who saw no
olher means of procuring u livelihood, Of
the two courses they wisely chose the

considerably under the average.

latter; and initiated roads to open np wild
lands, a branch railway, harbor improve-
ments, ete., which aflforded the means of
tiding thousands over their most trying
times. JBut it now appears that the amount
of yonuine destitntion is really very
Jimited and is confined (o poor and dis-
tant localities whore there is very liltle
chance of any ultimale improvement, so
that it is perfectly apparent thal the siate-
ments of wholesale destitution and starva-
tion were ridiculously overdrawn.

On the other hand, good news has heen
received of the coming fishery prospects.
It is now evident that the Norwegian cod
fisheries will fall largely helow the ordinary
cateh, and that, at the very hest, it must be
4As on
the success of this fishery depends the
price of cod in European markets it is
only natural that the anticipation of
higher prices for Newfoundland's great
staple should be an encouraging feature of
all reports.  The French shippers of fish
from St. Pierre, too, were heavy losers last
year, and we are now informed that the
nmumber of French “bankers” will he one-
third less than last season. TIf this be so,
prices will once more return fo their
normal level, and anera of higher prices
and greater material prosperily may he
looked for in the near futuve.

Another avenue of wealth is now open-
ing in the island, free from the vieissitudes
which have hitherio attended their great
staple industries, the cod and seal fisheries.
The mining capitalists of England have at
Iast direcled their serious attention to the
mineral products of Newfoundland and the
small lead and silver mines which have
been worked in a feeble, desultory manner
on the shores of Placentia Bay have been
purchased by an linglish company for
$200,000 who will push on the work as
rapidly as the season will permit. The
ore is an argentiferons galena, said to be
unusually rich in silver, and new that
there is no want of capital or energy to
develop the properties, we may look for-
ward to the establishment of an industry
that will afford steady employment {0 a
large hody of men, and may be the means
of diverling the attention of capitalists
from {he precarious profits of the fisheries
to the more secure returns of mineral
deposits.

"VFIRE INSURANC.

Premium rates are hased upon statistics
of losses, bhut unfortunately no tables of
fire losses have yet heen compiled of such
aceuracy and value as those tables of
moriality upon which the science of life
insurance is based. Consequently pro-
minm rates in the case of fire insurance
cannot be entirely governed by obtainable
statisties, becanse of the varying condi-
tions and surroundings of the risk at issue.
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Iires appear often to become epidemic in
in clagses, localities, und causes; sowe
‘companies are continuously unfortunate in
clagges of rigks which are sources of profit
to their rivaly, but underncath all, although
most compunies plume themselves o their
prescience when contemplating their gowd
fortune and attribote their losses to bad
Juek entirely, there is an undercorrent of
ageertainable cause  producing its Jegiti-
mate cilect.

No donbt a steady continuance in insur-
ing in all clusses would develope average
results provided the risks incurred main-
tained the ganie characteristios fromy year
to yenr, but unfortunately the develop-
ment of new processes of manulactore,
new improvements in machinery, the use
of new dyes, solvents, mordants, and
chemical combinations, takes pluee far
maore rupidly than the intelligence of the
employeey to whom they are entrusied.
These may all modily or change the causes
or probabilities of loss by fire, generally so
increaging (hem as to upset all individ-
unl caleulations and consequently render-
ing it impossible to compile uny table of
loss stalistics suiliciently aceurnte to ren-
der it an infullible guide.

When these drawbacks are laken into
consideration it hecomes no longer wonder-
ful that managers of lire insurance com-
panies, equally intelligent and experienced,
often disagree in their estimade of contin-
goneies and in  their interpretation or
applieation of stalistics.  Fach individual
underwriter may accept one risk and
decling another, apparently precigely sim-
ilar, after a eareful congideration of all the
personad, loeal and special inlluences aflect-
ing it, withont Inying himself open Lo the
chiarge of incongislency 3 indeed if he acls
aingt his own judgment on any risk he
will generally find it on his loss record
before the end of its (erm.

Still statistics do fuenish valuable keys
to the calendation of rvales of premiuom
althongh by themselves apt to be mislead-
ing uides, The person who prevents their
intelligent use by misrepiesenting  the
hazard or any peeslinr  circumstances
affecting ity and by this means obtaining
a rate of premium lower than the risk
reatly calls for, does it at the detriment of
all the risks of the c¢lass to which the risk,
as he represents it, wounld helong, and by
undaly inereasing ilg loss record commits a
fenud, not only on the company, but upon
every owner of that class of risk. e does
his fellow insurers the more wrong hectuse,
al the next rovision of the tarifl, his addi-
tion to the loss record may be the means
of causing o genoral increase in the pre-
mium vate of the class to correspond with
the increased loss record,

Correel. rates of premium cannot be
based, as has already been fully pointed
out, upon the individual experience o

each company, hecause these experiences
rary by reason of the diflering selections
and the incomplete averages of the varions
companies; consequently, to be correct,
rutes of premiums must be based upon the
ratio of fire loss to value of property in
each class, irrespective of insurance records
but bearing in mind always the proportion
of ingnrance effucted upon each separate
risk.  Iu this connection we may draw
altention to the necessity for a system of
enquiries into the causes of fires, instituted
under the charge of a competent ofllcer, so
that the lire insurance companies may be
relieved from the odium which always
attaches to any investigalion instituted by
them. A detailed report of the locality
and cause of fire losses, and amount of loss
sustained, would be invaluable not only for
the compilation of premium rates, but for
purpose of drawing attention to the causes
of fires and their effects.

MENS CLOTHING.

In spite of the diflerence in the ex-
tremes of the two climates, which necessi-
tates the wear of many garments in this
country which, from their lightness or
warmth, are not required by the smaller
nge of temperature on the other side of
the Atlantie, BEnglish styles continue to
lold the predominating influence on those
worn throughout the Dominion, and even
the propiuquity of the Ameriean frontier
and the numbersof American visitors seen
upon our streets, only modily the styles
sent Lo us from England to an extent much
slighter than most people fancy. - This sea-
son, not only will London set the fashion
for the masculine gender as heretoflore, but
the spring and summer styles will he more
distinetively English in appearance than
ever.

looseness is the great feature in all new
sample suits shown, In fact the looser
and more haggy any garment ¢an be made
the nearer it will be to the extreme of
fashion, providing it preserves the contour
of the figure. New trousers are cut ex-
tremely wide, and fall in almost straight
lines from {he thighs and hips. The en-
tire absence of any spring at the bottom
makes them approximate to the old-fash-
ioned peg top, and as, among the ultra
fushionables, plaided trousers of striking
patterns and large shephevrd’s plaids will
be freely worn, the resemblance to the
styles ol 38 and 59 is still more striking.
Cassimeres and tweeds both imported and
domestic are the favorite cloths, and the
different shades and mixtures of grey and
brown the populav colors, Stripes, which
are graduaily growing much wider, have
the principal call for trouserings, but
checks, particularly black and white, and
even plaids, are considered the latest style.

1t is said that not only plaid trousers but
entire suits of plaid will be worn,and some
of the patterns offered are very striking,
not to suy “loud.”

The three or four button cut-away is
still the leadide coat, and continues to be
considered appropriate for every occasion
outside of full dress. In London couts are
again betng huilt out ab the shoulderssoas
1o give a square military effect, but whether
this will again rule here, is looked npon as
doubtful. Frock conts huve not experi-
enced the revival that was expected and
ate little called for, but what new styles
are shown are all much longer than last
season, and reach fully to the kuees.
Rough-surfaced black cloths are preferred
to smooth faced ones for new frock coats,
and both the c¢oals and the vests nre cut
much lower in the neck than lust year, and
will ghow much more of the cravat. The
aim of the best cutters seenis seems lo be
to make the collar look as bold and prom-
inent as possible.

The ridiculously short spring overcoals
worn last year are altogether out of style.
New gpring overcoats have strap, seams,
and are made rather looser and of medium
length., All the light diagonals are used,
and many well dressed men are having
theirs made of rough homespuns and Hali-
fax tweeds.,

For husiness suits, of the same malerial
throughout, the single-breasted sack coat
is still the favorite, although the double
breasted sack is again fashionable. New
siyles are not cut away or rounded so
much in front, and both coat and vest are
cut lower and expose more of the shirt
front than hag been the cuse for many
years past. Scoteh tweeds in broken stripe
cifects, und plaids will be much used;
beantiful lines of domestic tweeds are
offered which imitate the Scoteh so exactly
as todeceive any but an expert; and entire
suits of stripes, it is said, will also form a
new departure.

For those tailors who exercise their arg
for the adornment of the fairer sex also,
we may say that Knglish houses are now
making cover coals for spring wear in the
darker shades of wine brown, green and
terracotta instead of the very light shades
which ruled last year. These new coals
have the back seams, the long ifront seam
and those on the sleeves strapped, but all
the others are pluin sewed. Dark green
cover coats, having double breasted fronts
fastened with plain bone butions and
finished with o turned-down collar of
velvet, will be very fashionable. Single
breasted green jackets of diagonal cloth
having a fawn-colored vest showing at top
and bottom, are very becoming., "They
have a standing collar of fuwn color with a
roll collar of the green cloth ouiside, and
are richly braided with Russia or tubulay
braid.

The decline in the prices of capper since
1882 has heen most remarkable, the aggre-
gate loss in value in the European markets
being placed at nearly $130 per ton; while
for the past two years the dullness of de-
mand for this metal has also been allo-
gether abnormal. When the fall in values,
induced by the great discoveries ol this
metal in Montana and the injudicious
rushing of the entire output of the mines
upon the European market, first com-
menced, Chili bars were quoted at £120 in
London. A referénce to our latest market
reports will show that they are now cabled
at £39 123 64 or a decline of iwo-thirds in
value during a2 few years. It is charged
that this untoward result is cansed primar-
ily by the fact that the export from this
continent {0 Jiurope has been far in excess
of the efleetual enquiry, and that this
violation of the laws of supply and demand
has resulted in the natural demoralization
of rates. To a certain exfent this charge
is well founded.

But with the cessation of this suicidal
policy come better accounts from consum-
ing centres, and although customers abroad
are still cautions purchasers and are buy-~
ing only what is necessary to fill their
present requirements, it is evident, now
that the suspension of work al some of the
more productive mines has enabled the
holders of surplus stocks o reduce them
somewhat, that the present consumption
is outrunning the snpply. This is shown
by the following table of the movements
at London :

The above figures show a wliolesome
digparity hetween receipts and deliveries
which will soon react upon prices, and, as
metals are apt to advance in values by
leaps and bounds, an advance to £40 or
£45 is gonfidently anticipated by holders.

Of course a sudden increase in stocks is
possible, but it is very far from probable.
The London Ffimancial News points oul that
Chili charters have begun to decline, the
charters for the first of March being
only 900 tons or hall the usua! average,
and as the present price of copper in Val-
paraiso is eomparatively higher than in
Lnndon, no increase in shipments can be
looked for without a substantial advance in
rates at consuming centres. On the 1Gth
ultimo the total quantity of Chili copper
afloat and chartered was 5,529 tons, against
11,741 tons at the same date last year.
The arrivals for the next few months are
certain, therefore, to be small, and as
deliveries promise to continue large, heavy
drafts must be made on the now diminish-
ing stocks in holders hands and "these

will form the future barometer by which

prices must rise or fall. Not only is Chili

copper dwindling but other varieties as
well. The stock of Australian and Spanish
was last week only 4,678 tons fine as com-
pared with 5,895 tons last year, and the
imports from America since the com-
mencement of the year have been only
886 tons as against 2,749 tons during the
same period of 1856.

These are all healthy signs and even if
they do not bear out all the assertions of
“bull” holders, they form a very sound
and substantial basis on which to huild up
hopes of better prices in the future. Cop-
per is a metal of peculiar interest to Cana-
dians, as it occurs abundantly thronghout
the Dominion, far more abundantly than
even the most energetic prospectors have
yet discovered. The recent discoveries at
Sudbury will be fresh in the minds of our
readers and it has long been worked in the
Lake Superior region, in the Townships,
and throughout the Lower I’rovinces and
Newfoundland, though of late years the
reduction in value has rendered many
Canadian mines unprofitable. If prices
should once more reach # paying basis we
may look for a revival in Canadian copper
mining and smelting that cannot fail to he
beneficial {o general trade. Increased out-
put means increased labor ; increased lahor
means more wages and more wages means
better times generally, Now that the
deluge from Montana has ceased we may
safely look for better prices and conse-
quently for inereased prosperity in mining
cireles, but if production once more springs
up into a boom, and the outpul he too
suddenly rushed upon the market in
excess of the demand, what little advan-
tage has been gained will be once more
lost and copper mining will again become
unprofitable.

AT JIOME AND ABROAD.

The most encouraging news that we have
regeived from Europe for some time pnst is
the cable announcing that at last an amicable
settlement of the Afghan Frontier question
has been arrived at between the governments
of Great Britain and Russia. The terms of
this settlement, as at present telegraphed, are
50 vague and indistinet that no intelligent
iden of mulnal concessions arrived at can be
given, nor as to which side yielded most of
the points in dispute, It can only be gathered
that the Ttusssan demands for that bhranch of
the Oxus now held by the Afghans have heen
acceded to, in exchange for which a portion. of
territory on the northwest froptier hus been
ceded by Russin. The details are too meagre
to form a just ¥den of the settlement but it is
Lo e feared that the Muscovite has been too
wily for the British Commission and has
secured the fertile Pendjdeh oasik in exchange
for some worthless portions of desert on the
north western boundary,

The pust week cousisted lavgely of holidays
and consequently very little business trans<
piredin financial circles. Money is practically
unchanged, und rates may bequoted at from 53
to 7 per cent for call loans, with the latter figure
decidedly predominating,  Mercantile pnpcx!
is nominally unchanged at 6 to 7 per cent
and the supply of loanable funds is ample,.
although the Janks are not free lenders exeept.
to their regular customers. In the States the:
money market seems a little feverish andi
irregular, but the avernge has ruled betweem
six and seven per cent and those Louks whe
have had Lalances to pul out on call have
lent nothing under six per cent.  The banks
in New York appear, like our own, to have
sufficient demands from their regular custom-
ers to absorb all the accommodation they can
afford, and this necessarily keeps them out of
the “street” as well as out of the paper
market; in addition to this there is no sign of
any return movement of money from the
interior and consequently no prospect of lower
rates in the immediale fulure. In Europe
money is even cheaper than last week. The
street rate in London is now only 14 per cent,
and at Paris and Berlin the open market rate
is eabled at 2 per cent, "The agitation over
coercion is interfering with the Lusiness re-
vival in Great Britain while the political
tension on the continent ¢hecks all enterprise
there. These uncertninties lead to the con-
centration of capital at points of the greatest
safety and the resulting accumulation of funds,
assisted by the falling-oft in the demand,
combine to produce very low rates for money.

In this city the river absorbs the largest
shure of public attention, the greatest portion
of the business locality being below the flood
level of last year.

$1,400,000,000. During the half century the
Unised States have purchased from the Cana-
dinn provinces goods to the value of $1,050,-
000,000, leaving n balance of trude in favor of
the United Btates of $350,000,000. 'In addi-
tion to this trade there is the transport traffic,
which has been carried on by American canals
and railways, This runs up into hundreds of
millions.  An cexaminntion showed that du-
ing six years the value of foreign goods con-
veyed by United States raitways into Canada
and of Canadinn goods cavried across United
States tervitory to United Stales ports for
shipment amounted to $168,000,000, or about
$280,000,000 cach decade, the transport
charges for which have gone into the pockets
of United States railways.  When the retalia-
tory bill comes into operation this transit
trade traftic will he forced into Canadian chan-
nels entitely.  Canada, compelled to seck her
markets in Bogland, will be compeled to buy
in England. The profits United States mer-
chants have been making will go to English
merchants, While Canada will be just as well
ofl commereially, the political effects will be
marked ag the trade and the flag will become
synonymons—the one following the other
more fully than ever.

The call for tenders made in December last
resulted in one offer (from Qshawa) of $5,000
cash and $5,000 in September nest, ¢ subject
to a reduction™ for interim expenses and
otlier pnyments, estimated by Mr. Livingstone,
the trustee, at $2,500. The offer of the loeal
capitalists was bused upon an understanding
that the town would give a bonus of $20,000
additional, or double what wus offered for the
vstate, At the time of this offer there appears
to have been %a conditional offer in sight of
# 550,000 or over from other capitalists,” and
the local offer was not accepted. Thero was
w general feeling in the town that the larger
offer cmanated from Mr. F. W. Glen, the
former manager, and his friends. As we do
not purpose entering into ihe merits of the
controversy carried on in the local press, we
will content ourselves with an expression of
hope that some modus vivendi can be devised
by which the works may Dbe again set in
motion at ns carly a day as possible. The
number of hands employed in the better days
of the enterprise wos from 300 to 500, the
wages of whom must have had o beneficial
cffect upon the business of the town, while
the loss of such a distribution cannot fail to
exert n depressing influence upon local mer-
chunis and even upon the manufactures, The
rival parties have their respective merits : on
one side are ranged capital and Jarge local
interests in other important enterprises ; on
the other side there is probably sufficient
ability 1o raise the requisite capitnd, with a
personal experience which should be of value
cnough to pilot the enterprise away from the
rocks on which it was formerly wrecked. The
interests of creditors depend upon the dis-
posal of the assets, and it is to be hoped that
these may not be frittered away before some
arrangement is made to re-establish the works
on a more secure, profitable and permanent
fooling.

Reremaye to the remarkable advance in the
price of black birch noted by Lower Province
papers, the Bobeaygeon [udependent says that

" throughoul the territory north of that village,

the best, most thrifty and largest timber is
that of the black birch which EIOWS every-
where in vich profusion. Up to the present
time but little of this timber has been used
for other purpoges than fucl, Lut it would
seem that its valuable qualities are at length
beginning to be recognized. There is pro-
bubly some exageration in the price mention-
ed, for black birch is a wood of too universal
u growth throughout the Cunadiun forest to
permit of so rapid a rise in price, but a gene-
ral increase in its value may be safely calen-
Inted uwpon in the future. It is a beautiful
furniture wood and becomes of exeeeding
hardness with age. Its present value is pro-
bably not more than $14 or $15 per thousand,
but us soon as the price advances to $18 or
$20, there will be un opening for an enormons
trnde.  The gupply is unlimited but as the
logs cannot Le floated in water, they have to
be ‘transported on the railway, and at a less
price than that mentioned they cannot he
profitably handled, ‘“T'hose settlers in the
back country who possess black birel within
handling distance of ¢ milway would do well
to hold them, for their value is certain to be-
come greater.

Wrry the present month closes the third
quarler of the current fiseal year of the United
“States ; the nine months period being one
that will be notable in the history of the
national finunces for its fluctualions and
changing conditions, the expedients adopted
and the dangers cncountered, Duspite the
immense revenues, the accumulation of silver
and the contraction of the National bauk note
circulation, the total circulating medium in
the hands of the people, in all forms of
currency, has increased during the nine
months by more than $50,000,000. ‘I'he
aggregate circulation of money in actual use
on July 1sf, 1386, wns $1,222,373,772, and on
April 1st, 1887, will be in cxcess of $1,276,-
000,000. "The receipts of the Government for
the three quarters will nggrcgutd aboul $272,-
000,000, compared with $248,000,000 for the
corresponding period of the preceeding year

the cusloms rceeipts being about $163,000,000
compared with 144,500,000 for the same
nine months of 1886. The expenditures of
the Government, as shown by the statement
of ordinary receipts and expenditures, will be
about $212,000,0000 for the nine months, or
nearly 524,000,000 greater than for the corve-
sponding period of the previous fiscal year.
Tue recent bill passed by the Maine legis-
lature provides that after July 1st, 1887, no
lobsters under 10} inches can be caught or
packed, underalieavy penalty. This victually
closes the lobster packing on the Maine coust
after this season, as the bulk of all the lobsters
packed within the last five years have not
averaged over 93 inches in length; and no
larger Jobsters are to be canght, on account of
not being in the waters, and therefore it can

‘be readily seen that until they attain the size
‘required Dy the law packing wiil virtually

cease. Some packers say that this scason will
be their last for several years, and there is no
doubt thut the passage of this law will cause
prices to materinlly advance, ns it will take
out of the United States market fully $75,000

.cases yearly, and this country will have to

depend entively on the provinces for tlseir
supply of the canned article.  This must bave
the effect to materiaily advance the prices of
lobster, says the N. Y. Bulletin ; and if during
the season the President should happen to
suspend intercourse with Canada, in accord-
ance with the law passed by Congress at its

‘lust session, it might double the prices now

current, which are very low, considering that
it takes on an average about nine lobsters to
make a one-pound can,

Tue soy-1N-Law of a leading Montreal hop
dealer has now more renson than ever to
regret " his intercourse with the able and
eccentric W. J, Ingram, formerly well known
in Montreal banking circles. Ona recent visit
to New York he was wrrested at the instance
of one Alfred Ray, formerly of the Maritime
Bank, the third partner in the Export Trading
Co. which Ingram and they had organized in
that city, but which came to grief, as already
noted in these columns lasl June. Ray
charges the arrested with having disposed of
certain ‘arlicles of stored furniture and other
valunbles while the former was absent in
Ingland. The defendant was formerly in
charge of the uptown branch of the Federml
Bank under Mr. Ingram in this city, and later
a partner in the defunct concern of McPhie,
Bentham & Co. Details of the doings of the
New York friumvirate, given in our issue of
June 11th, 1886, have been re-imporled by o
young lawyer just returned from the south.
Mr. Ingramn had sorc need of the $20,000
damages which he tried to get from the
Jourxal oF COMMERCE.

The Gazette draws attention to the fuct, as we
have repeatedly in the Jounyan or CoMMERCE,
that Canadian policy holders iu the National
Life Insurance Company of the Unitcd States,

which has ceased to transact new business in
the Dominion, frequently receive offers for a
surrender of their policies at sums far under
the true value. The aim of the management
is evidently to get rid of the Canadian liabili-
ties at the lowest possible figure. * Many of
their offers amount to little more than 50 per
cent. of the Government valuation, There is
no appurent reason why these should be nc-
cepted, or why Canadian policy holders
should lose any part of what is rightfully due
them on their investments, The Company’s
statement shows o respectable surplus of
assets over liabilities, and it has, besides, de-
posited with the Government a sum that
should be suflicient to guarantee policy hold-
ers in this country against loss. No ong,
therefore, should consent to any abatement of
his claim in the manaer proposed by the Com-
pany.

Tue joint comimittee of the trunk lines and
the Central Traflic Association have reached a
unanimous agreement by which all commis-
sions to ticket agents will be abolished. ‘T'his
action will operate severely against ticket
scalpers, [t is understood that the Grand
Ceunk Ruilway is practically out of the {trunk
line agreement, and that the Chicago & Grand
Trunk is not a member of the Central Traflic
Associution.  The two roads bold themselves
free to make whatever freight or passenger
rates they please, irrespective of the tavifls
and classification adopled by the associated
American roads, which went info effect on the
1st.  But it is understood that the trunk line
presidents gave such assurances of a reason-
able consideration of the differential rate
problem that the representatives of the Grand
Trunk were willing to make verbal promises
that they would give the regular rates a fuir
trinl under the Intersiate commerce law, but
they would feel at liberty o take any aclion
necessary to protect their interests.
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T'ne proposul increase in Lhe tunﬂ' on un.
bound hooks caunot bt be looked npon as a
great mistnke.

AN examination of the new regulations re-
specting the Customs entry of travellers bag-
gage does not justify the impression the tirst
mformation received was aldenlated to give.
On railrond truing they will be specially cum-
brons and even vexatious.  They apparently
provide both for an atiestation by the passen-
ger snd an exmniuntion by the Castoms agent.
They make it possible for an over-zealons
oflicinl to put an ordinarily intelligent pussen-
ger lo annoyanee, and perhaps make him
linble {0 pennfty, even when he is possessel
of no desive (o do any wrong act. They will
be sure to meet with serious opposition from
travellers, and will nol, so far ag can he seen
he any more effectunl in preventing smuggling
thun the present gystew, which has proved
fuivly effectual in this respect.  I'he regula-
tions respecting the admission of travellers
effects also seem enpable of improvement.

[Black birch, known here locally as #red’
birch, commands but little sale in this city.
It sells in o retail way ot $35 {0 $40 per
thousand for picked stuff. Wholesale, not
more than $16 to $i18 would be paid for car
lots.- 'The high price quoted at Chatham,
N, B, is the retail price for selected lumber
there, the difference being due to the increas-
ed cost of freight for such a long distance and
to the cost of stornge, loss by culls, ete.  This
rate of course would not, be paid for large lots,
but is that paid by cabinet makers per foob
for specinlly selected planks. Mahogany re-
tails here for 18 to 256 cents per foot, and
cherry at $70 to $80 per ihousand.

#T'm selling Axes, and, of course, I have to
warrant them. Do you warrant guns?”
uNot to speak of? «Then you ought to
thank your stars. Warranting is the most in.
fernal device ever brought out to make men
mean and dishonest. I pub it down to the
dealer, when I sell him, in the plainest way
I know how, that we warrant an Axe only
agningt being soft or breaking from a plain
flaw. When I come around in the spring,
hie pulls from under the counter two or three
or more rusty Axes that lie hands to me with
the remark, that ¢heve are some poor ones.’
I pick np an axe and find that some idiot
ground it as thin as a razor, and the cdge
Droke out so that it looks like a saw, I ask
him what is the matter with it. +Too hard;
brittle as ghss!  ¢But I dide't warrant
agninst being too hard!)  *Bub you expect
your Axes to stand, don't you?' ¢This would
stand if ground properly.! ‘Oh, yes, you fel-
lows always have some loophole to get out of
your warrant,! ‘This rather staggers me, so T
pick up the next one. ¢ What is the matter
with this?’ +Soft! As I hold the edge to
the light I can sce a slight Lend in the Dbit.
The man who used it had it stick, and in his
efforts Lo loosen it he had given such a terri-
ble wrench thut the edge had bent a trifle,
To a wman knowing snything of tha proper
temper of an axc the fuct of that slight bend
is in its favor, and the work of grinding it out
would have been much less than it was to re-
move the lielve. DBut 1 pass that, as there i8
no use to agne that a slight twist does not
show soft temper, and T pick up the third one.
Tt has a corner braken off; the break is still
bright, but T am calmly told there was o bad
flaw there, Istart to expluin why I know,
from the shape of the break, that there was
no flaw, bul he twits me again with wanting
to go back on my warrant, and I slop right
there, Now, (his is the history of nine ount of
ten trangactions. The vefailer takes back
everything a customer brings back for fear of
losing thst customer’s lLade.  The jobber
{akes back from the retailer, knowing it is un-
just, but he is afraid that any hesilancy on
his part will dnmage his trade.  And the poor
devil of i manufacturer {akes it of the jobber's
hands and cannot help hituself, There is n
deuced sight of cowardice in Imsiness now-a-
days. Tt goes back through the dealers iill
it reaches the consumer, and it encournges
hin to make any kind of ¢laim he sces fit to
cover his negligence, ignorance, or malicious-
ness.”  JMoral.—Avoid warranling axes. It is
only an inducement for a chopper to bhreak
the axe, if forany veason it doeg not suit him.

Gitvour & Co,, TreEsTos.—Onr large manu-
facturers somehow do not receive that amount
of nitention from journals with a general
civeulation throughout the country and abrond,
which their importance and their influence
upon the prosperity of the Dominion would
seem {o warrant.
