DO THE LEADING DENOMINA-

HOOD" OF THE MINISTRY 1

WE have had considorablo discussion
in our columna respocting tho Priesthood
of the MAlinistry. We have stnied our
views voty plainly, and have shown thst
while the poople are a “royal priest-
hood,” oxercising, to a cortain cxtent,
Pricatly functions, the Ministry as repre-
sopting our Lord, nnd a8 ninbassadors for
Him, share in His sole Pricsthood, and
ate in a roal and true soense ! Priests,”
pot offering up “ bloody sacrifices,” e
under the Jowish law, nor offering Christ
ogain as in the so-called “ancrifico of the
Mases,” but that under the now nnd better
disponsntion of the Gospel, they offir
s wpiritnal sacrifices aceepinblo unto Gion,
through Jesus Christ our Lord.” They
ure, therefore, in this scuse cntitled to
the name of * Pricsts," which
plainly predicted of them by the Pro-
phets. Thers ia n view of the mnltor
which has viot been touclied upon Ly vur
Correspendonts, viz, that- the  leading
denominations,. whila- rondy onough to
deny the teryd to us or théir own miuis-
ters, yet veally elaita the thing. Awd if
they do, iu thair standards, “and by the
written words -of their prominent men,
and in_their hymns, what sonse is there
in ropudinting the nmne, when they are
porforming subatdutially tho acls of
Pricathood 1 Wo- have only space to
allude in t‘.bia,a_rl,icle -to the Prosbyte:-
inns, but proof conld bo brought respect
ing othor bodies of Chriatians.

Albort Barnes, the colebrated Trosby-
terian conimentator, in a note ou Romais
xv. 16: “ A minister of Jesus Christ
ministoring the Gospal of Gon,” says it
moans - “parforming tho office of Prieet
in respoet to: the Gospel of CGon.” Ju
another . place, ho aays, “acling in the
Christinn Church substantially as the
Pricsts did among the Jews." If a man
perform substantially tho work of a
Prieat; and his official dutios are those of
the Prisathood; he may call himself what
ho likes; but ho is n Priest 1o all intonts
and purposes. DBut we give a plainor
proof. 'We take the Westminster Con-
fession of Faith, whioh every orthodox
Prosbyterian "is bound te recognizo ns
authority. Under the "hoeading, *Tho
form of Church Governmont,” we find :

«The pastor.is an ordinary and per-
petunl-officer in the Church,

Firet-it bolongs to his office:

‘To-pray for, and with, his flock, as the
mouth of the people, unto Ged, -

To read the Sariptures publicly, as did
the Jewish Pricets-and Levites, - =

‘These
ministers not ouly preach to the peaple,
and thereby open the channels of graco,
but they claim 1o ho“their mouth unfo
Gon, and lo biews them from  (iop, to
retain sins by word and censutes, and to
ramit sina by the ministry of the Gospel,
and hy absolution from censures, thus
turning peoplo out of the Church, or
Kingdom, or re-admitting them to the
favour of Gop!

A man who does this may have a lioly
horror of the name of Priest, but all the
time be {a performing Priestly acts, and
vory fully, too. It would be but com-
mon honesty to say that he is assuming
to bo a Priest a3 much as tho ancient
Jows did,

Every time a Baptist minister pro-
nounces the benodiclion, he is blossing
the people from Gon, and performing a
Pricatly act; every time these ministers
set npart bread and wino on tho Table of
the Lord, thoy are doing the same
According to DProfessor ¥adie, of the
1Inited Presbyterians, * Consecration is
the dovoling er »efting apart of any per.
goms, (lrings ov placos to the worship and
servico of Gop)' )

Professor Hodge, of the Presbyterian
College at Princeton, N. J., says the
Lotl’s Supper has boen called a aacrilice,
* leeause, in the style of the ancients,
every rolicious action, whereby we cop-
seerate any  thing to God for His glory
and our salvation, s called a.saerifics.”

All this misunderstanding and discus-
sion on the Priosthood arises from confu-
sion about torms.

If our readers, who arc in doubt on
this matler, will exemine the above defi-
nition, they will soo that prayor; praiss,
alms, ourselves, our souls and bodies, the
olferiug of bread and wine in the Holy
Communion, and creryfhing that wo
offer to Giep, are in a true sense spiritual
sacrifices.  'The ano wha offors them has
a right to the namo of Priest. The laity
are n*Royal Priesthood, and exorcise
Priestly functions. The Ministry have
the exclusive right of performing, in
addition to Lho neta done by the Laity,
cerlain other Priestly functions on behalf
of the people. Thoy nre deubly entitled
to the name of Priest. Andno one who
undorstands the meaning of ths spiritual
sacrificos that are offered under the Gos-
pel, can possibly refuse the torm of
Pricsis, in a ministerial sense, to the
“ Ambaseandors for Christ.”

The Diocese of Fredericfon stands
alone in its refusal. No Diocese where
the matter has been brought up has aver
refuser), aconor or laler, to sanction such
s movement. Wo regret oxceedingly
thut the Bishop's remarks have been
quoted in defenice by the liquor-dealors,
and, at this important period in our
strugglo with infemporance, they have
been spread far and wide through the
secular'and relig:ous press of the Mari-
timo Provinces and elsewhere, s giving
aid and comfort to those whom Hia
Lordship noever intended to encournge.
We intend to publish an able and bril.
linnt article by Canon Farrar, which will
answer some points on which His Lord-
ship laid atress.

As to the other speakers, wo hope,
when the debate comes on again, they
will bo able to present something new,
In fact, if they would ozly get such a
paper ns  the Church  Temperance
Chronicle, and see what the most able
ond enrnest men in the English Church
are doing to stem the evil, and read their
powerful articles, they would never come
to the Synod with such worn-out argu_
monts, Bishop after Bishop, and some
of the ablest minds among the clorgy,
have nnswered, over and over again,
those stalo assertions about the Baptismal
vow heing all that was necessary, that
tke Church is tho only Temperance
Socinty, &e.

" 'THE PROVINCIAL SYNOD.

“A CommiTreE has been formed in
Montreal to provide accommodation for
the Clerical and Lay Delegates to the
Provineial Synod. . It is a pity that the
Railway expenses of the delegates cannot
be defrayed: We would make no dis-
tinction between the Clorgy and Iaity.
Some, ‘perhaps, of each etder may he
olad - to pay their own expenses, but-in
some way, funds ought to be provided, so
that no eligible person should be debarred
from tomination or election, bacause of
the probable expenss. In the Lower
Provinces, no plan was proposed to meet
this question this ycar (although in Nova
Scotia a move has been' made to form a
fund for the future) consequently, each
has to bear his own expense. The weal-
thior parishes ought ceriainly to vote a
sum out of their funds te pay the ex
penses of those who go from them. The
poorer parishes arc not able to do this,
con¢equently, the burden falls on those
who are least able to bear it.

It may bo said that those gentlemen
who have the honor of representing the
Diocose should be willing to pay their
own way. Butthat is not the question.
Men are elocted to transact most weighty
and responsible business in the interests
of the whole Church in the Ecclesiastical
Province. The delegates have as much
right to be paid travelling expenses as
the Members of our Legislatures. It
seoms to us thai thisshould boe setiled by
the Synod itself, ®nd that some plon
should bo adopted of raising the amount
in the oight Dioceses, which would enable
the Treasurer of the Synmod to pay
mileago to each delegate. It should not
bo considerad & Diocesan matter at all.
Tho amounts raised ought to be placed
under the coatrol of the Central Body.
'Wo hope that this matter will be discuss-
od at the approaching Session. As this
isa question of principle, and not of
private means, under present circum-
stances, as no plan has beén decided upon,
wo suggest that each Parish that is able
pay the Railway fare of its Rector, if
a dclegate.  Where city Rectors have
boon clected, it would be a gracoful act,
and one that could easily be done, for
their parishes to agree, in addition,
to pay $30.00 apicee fto other Clerieal
Delegates, each Parish thus providing for!
ono besides its Rector. We hope this
matter will be settlod in a business-like
way by 1883. In the nieantime, if any
one can suggest a better plan, we shall
bo glad to publish it.

The first
Halifax Covrcd GUARDIAN which L hayc
recoived has just mude its appearance 1n
the mail; and its items of news havo
quite interested me, while tho uppea.ranf:‘e
of my letter in its pages has made me _rs.lt
down at once, and begin this letter, No.
2, Tetters also received from my father-
in-law, “the Clerical Secretary,” his wife,
and from Mr, Edward Albro, and my
brother in New Ross, have vory muqh
cheered us, and have been guite & topic
of conversation for the lnst soveral hours;
but our appetites in this direction are
very strong, and I am not sure that.either
qur hunger is appeasad, or that Phe future
forty-eight days is very bountifully pro-
vided for, and we shpll have to wait just
that time before we lenrn once again of
snows snd colds, and cutiageous changes,
and of the health, and being of all we
hold dear in Nova Scotia and elsswhere.
Well now, with referenco to ourselves,
and how we came here, and are not at
Lahaina, the circumsiances aroe these :—
Wailuku is as a place next in importance
te Honolulu, sud numbers over three
thousand souls, besides having a large
floating population ; and, more than this,
it is the great sugar centre of the Islands,
having three mills constantly grinding,
and hundreds of acres of tall waving
cane, cane here, and cane there, and cane
evorywhere. I
numbers of mills Detween here and
Haleakala ; one at Hamakuapoko, ene at
Hiku, three between Hiku and Makawao,
which latler place is only fifteen miles
from here; and more thun this, Wailuku
ia the terminus of tht only Railread on
the Islands. To be sure, it is narrow
guage, and ifs palace car consists of two
skeleton benches, placed upon an ordi-
nary truck car, and it only runs fifteen
miles. Still, it is o Railvoad, and bears
witness to the culture and eivilization of
this place by an oceasional decapitation
of seme poor native. Then, too, we have,
the weekly arrival of two steamers, which
make the cireuit of the lslands every
week. - ;
Buta man from San Francisco, who
thoroughly believes in himself, and his
name is Claus Spreckles, will corroborate
the above, by telling us that the City of
the Islands is to be Sprecklesville, and
thiscity is about five miles {rom hers,
and consists of thres houses, an office,
and a few long temporary sheds for tho
Chinese workmen to sleep under. But
in every direction, for miles, you see the
most lovely of cane, and there is the
money and the eapital for houses and
business.  Alveady, it is soid he has spent
a willion of dollars in bringing the water
fourleen miles, irrigating this hitherto
trackless and useless valley ; for, until he
came to look af the lay of that land, it was
considered valueless.  Originally, this
Island was two Islands, with the Halea-
kala upon one, and the mountaing which
Teross to go to Lahaina upon the other.

Wailuku being
such.a manifestly- important place, and
thero being such -suitable’ premises for a
good work; and it having just become
vacant, the Bishep suggested: my coming
kers, in case of Miss Albro’s willingness

-{to go to Lahaina, and che, filled with Mis-

sionary zeal,” gladly consented to make
the venture, and so, on Wednesday after-
noon, Marck 3rd, and- just one week after
our arrival in Henolulu, we all embarked
in the ‘Like-Like” for Lahaina and
Wailuku. - Miss: Albro has proved to be
a-much better sailor than either of us;
we soon yielded to the circumstances of
the occasion, and went down to our
berths, and there we lay sick. The chil-
dren, too, were on our hands, with no
one to help, and both of us too sick to
raise our hends. DBui the Bishop was
very kind, and now and again came {eo
ua te speak an encouraging word ; he
says it was the roughest night he had
ever known. The next morning, very
early, we got into calmer water, and
going up on deck, we had a chauce to
look about us. It was a queer sight, the
messed-up aspect of natives and Chinese,
as they huddled together. We anchored
for a brief period opposite Lahaina about
daylight ; some dories came about the
steamor, and carried off the passengers
for Lahsina, Here, we parted with Miss
Albro, and the Bishop said good-bye, but
for a season enly, as he was to cross the
mountain to come to Wailuku, after
seeing Miss Albro settled on the premises
of 8t. Croix Schoeol.

And, ss for us, we pursued our course

to the next stepping place, Mnalea Bay,
six miles froin Wailuku, where we took
expresd for goue ! It was a funny coun-
try to go through for first experience. On
the left was this great mountain, on the
right, but fifteen miles away, was the
great Haleakala, with its vast plain laid
out before us. But after going somne
thres miles, we came to the sugar cane,
and pretty soon to the first mill, and
then in sight of Wailuku. Behind us,
before ue, on both sides of us, sailed
along these notorious little native horses,
so very gaunt, so hungry looking, with
such pitiful looking eyes, and sat upon
by great, strong, lazy natives, whese chicf
pleasure consisted in beating and hammer-
ing their meek chargors. ,
We were cxpected. A solemn note
welcomed us. It was an invitation to
breakfast, and it being ten o’clock, and
the night having been & rough one, we
accepted. Upon our return, we sat down
and surveyed the situation. : Prosenily,
a large native boy entered, and sab down
with his hat ou. He said hie had come to
stay, and only asked for $100 per annuw
for deing all the work, which, we learned
soon after, consisted, to his mind, in
falling asleep, or playing "billiards ; he
has since been dismissed. Like young
folks, Mr. ¥errill, Mrs. Groser, and my-
self, went to work, and worked for four
days”.in getting things in shape. And
over since we got through with that job,
e have been very comfortable. In my
next letter, I shall tell you of the Par-
sonage and grounds, and eur work right
hera.

Now, do not forget, how glad we shall
bo to hear from our friends, and leara all
about everything and everybody.

HOW A CHURCH MAY BE BUILT.

By the Rev. G. M. Johnson, Lleclor of
Barningham, Norfolk, al present in
charge of the Cathedral of New-
JSoundland.

AT tho ‘momont I am writing the
whole town of St. John's is thrilling
with oxociteraont about “stone-hauling,”
as it is cdlled here, for the complotien
of the Cathadral,

In explanation of the term, lot mo say
that by “a-haul of stone” is meant the
muster-of volurnteor gangs, or “crows” as
from thq nautical charaoter of our popu-
lation  the favourite exprossion runs, for
tho apecial purpose- of furnishing stone
for ohuroh or-chapel, as the case may be,
according to tho religious denominnt‘&?n
in faveur of which' tho holp is effered,
By tho former form the tho Church ef
Eigland is understood, and by the latter
Roman Cathelics, er Wesloyan Motho-
dists, or other dissonters,

For the first time in the writer's long
oxperience of Newfoundland life an on-
thueiasm scoms to have seizod upon the
populatien of St. Jehn's in favour of the
Cathodral of tho Church of England,
portly, no doubt, from loving respect and
rogard to the memory of goed Bishop
Feild, who began the building, and
partly ffom desire to soe -tho completion
of tho uoblo pile, as a thing of beauty
and a joy for ovor;”and all differences
are for t{o time forgotten in the de-
sire to help on the complexion ef the
building so-well conceived and begun,
and finished, a8 far as the nave is con-
cerned, mioro - than thirty -yoars ago by
Bishep Feild, upon a noble design fur-
nished - by the Iate Sir Gilborl ‘Scott,
Tho  transepts, tewor and spire, 'and
chancel remmiu-yet to be  added, and
this is* tho undertaking now in hand.
The state of the roads through the town
is just: ot . present most suitgble for
slodge-drawing, or “hauling,” as being
woll covered:  with hard ‘ico; and " the
circumstanso: that St."John's is now full
of - linrdy mion - ready for departure next
week -on-the-annual - seallag voyage has
afforded 2 mest favourable juncture for
the operation, -Theso two ciroumstances,
and the fact of the call for voluntéers
having been just -now made, have aroused
& porfeot-:furore, a3 I may. not untruly
.eall it,-for the. work, to whioh all hive
ruskod, as it'ware, with.one accord, and
with regard to which the difficulty has
been to restrain-the ardour evoked with-
ia"due bounds, and to persuade tho men

within the limits which "daylight - would
naturally impose, and fo refrain from'still
carrying on the work afler darkness had
closed in.  This was actually. ‘done .two
days ago, when by the aid of torches s
couple of -heavy loads” weres put up - and:
hauled home " after night had . come on,

gbeen actually deposited
towards nine o'clock- at - the Cathedral,
The .same - would havo been also done
the following night, but.for the great
danger to ‘the men engagoed, their zeal
having, even in daylight, twice nearly.
resulted in. disaster, from their unwill:
ingness to be content with moderate loads,
and from the difficulty of keeping a pro-
per chock upon’ the. great weight over
snow snd ice, whon the incline:is down-
ward, :

Thoe mode of procedure is as follows,
Immense sleds or drays, with runners of
solid timber framed together as styongly
as passible, and in themsolves of no little
weight, are conatrucled, each capable of
carrying twolvo ot fiftcen tons of stone.
These are then furnished with chains,
and vory. long” hauling ropes of the
strongest kind, and lashed togother, one
hehind the other. When londed, the
train of sléds is taken in hand by a “crew”
of from a thousand. to fifteen hundred
men, and drawn through the town to the
Cathedral, The slads are decked the
while with flags, and o band of music
usually precedes, while a shouting. and
cheoring crowd accompanies “the band
aud erow, and the greatest enthusinsm,
prevaily, the whole reminding one of the
puasage of Zochariah (ch. iv., 7), « He
shall Drivg forth the headstons with
shoutings, crying, Graco, grace unto it.”
The work was begun by the young men
of the guild of St. John the Baplist, at-
tached-to the Cathedral, and was taken
up next day by the Fire Brigado and the
British Society—both town organisations
of no small utility and importance, and
furnishing fine bodies of enthusiastic,
zealous men.  On the following day camo
two smart senling crews, undor their re-
spective caplains, assisted by the crew of
a third sealing stenmer. Theso sealing
men, or “soalors,” as they are ealled here;
have to-day delivered upon the ground
as their final load (two beavy loads hav-
ing beon previously drawn by them) not
loss than from thirty to forty, if not more,
tons of stoue; no light weight to be drawn
at onco, nnd _requiring able arms, strong
muscles, and tough and well tried ropes
to drny them. To-morrow night—work
being still forbidden for fonr of accidents
—other sealing crews, and the Seciety of'
Unitod Fishermen, are to tako the place
of tha sturdy fellows who did such noble
work yesterday and to-day; and a third
relay of hardy scalers have volunteered to
finish the work on Monday; Wodnesday
morning boing the time fixed for their
departure on their perilous, but, when
successful, profitable persuit of seals
among the nothern ico-fields, which at
this scason lie off our const and so fre-
quently sevor us from all communication,
save by “cable,” with the outside world,

I suppose no other country could fur-
nish such scenes as the town of St. John
has witnessed during the presont week ;
and that injno country, except Newfound-
land, is Church work of the kind this
harrative rofers to helped forward with
more willingness and greator enthusiasm
than has been shown. by the noble
follows who have just given the wosk of
finishing our Cathedral .e0 good an im-

otus with their strong arms and willing,
golping hands. . A remarkable feature in
the work—indeed ¢%e romarkable foature,
1 should be inclined to call' it—has been
the zeal with which Roman: Catholics and
Dissenters have vied with mombers of
the Church, and refused to allow them-
selvos to bo outdorio by our own people.
No such scene have I ever witnessed be-
fore, although I was in S¢. John's when
the oxisting portion -of the building was
crocted.  Then, though [ do. not say
good-woll was sbaént,” Churchmen <were
left alone to do the work, which was at
that time looked upon as theirs, and theirs
ouly and alone. I suppose -this week
will havo seen the united effects of several
thousands~ of :the finest, healthiest, and
most powerful and willing men that any
country could produce: from a similar
population; Churchmon . vieing with Ro-
man -Catholics, and Dissenters with both.
in" helping- forward -the erection of  the
Cathedral of the Church of ‘England,
Foolings of the utmost delight have been
:inmi_feqtedf -,a:h _each “load reached - its
destination, - the_ attempt. being alwa,
mads to. make each load biggor  than
the - last, and - each . successful .effort
culminating in, and being - acelaimed by,
the heartiest hurrahs and cheers - for . the
graxd old Church of England; and. in

these ‘shouts, Roman Cathotics, of .whom
there are 15,000 in St. John's,;Dissenters,
and Churchmen all joined  equally, ‘and
each strove earnestly in the general roar
to outdo his_fellow. The  interest. and
pictureaquencss, so to speak, of “the scene
wera unique..  Let us. hope that the
effect of 'tho spirit thus ahown, and the
result of :tho- good feeling called forth,
and unanimity manifested, may not only
promoto geod:will generally, and tonc
down asperities on account of differences
of helief, but help towarda religious unity
in the bond of peace. Sursly these great
benefits can hardly fail thus to be pro-
moted. Well, therefore, may I close
the account with the pious words of
David, as well suited to the occasion :
“ Pray for the peace of Jerusalem ! they
shall prosper that love thee.” Surely the
work has been a work of love, and done
for Zion's sake ; as such it cannot fail to
receive ‘4 blessing. May the blessing
follow specdily as well as surely !
Besides the work above recerded,
noarly £7,000 sterling has been sith-
scribed since the death of Bishop Field,
to whose memory il is proposed to dedi-
cate the contemplated work, At this
time authorised collectors are canvassing
the town, whose work is no doubt receiv-
ing a valuable impulse from the zeal and
good-will shown Ly the humbicr mem-
bers of the community in the good work:
dono by them, which in tho foregoing
account I have endeavoured to describe.

DOGMA.

{Concluded.)

I coxress that the subject presents
itsalf to me, 80 far as our immediate dan-
ger is concerned, in a far more urgent
light, as it applies to the number of those
coming in adult years to onr Connnunion,
The accident of marriage into a Church
family ; the wsthetic preference for our
servico ; personal weariness of the per-
petual harangues  upon the secular ques.
tions of the day ; dislike of the narrow
restrictions- which are part and parcel of
the scet system ; political preferences or
dislikes ; some.segming socinl advantagoe ;
noarness to a particular Church; the
personal liking for o clergyman, all sorts
of reasons are bringing men into a habit
of attendance upon our service ; into the
occupation of seats; inlo o nominal ad-
hesion to ‘the Church. If the man is
wealthy and prominent, he becomes at
once an officer in the Parish,

Utterly uninstructed, ignorant of the
first principles of the doctrine of Christ,
he yet becomes n factor, and money mul-
tiplies immensely his importance as a
factor, in parochial administration. Ab-
selutely honest, and often very earnest,
he is nevertheless incapablo of any intelli-
gent discharge of his trust. I count it
an unkindness to such a man, not to teach
him—plainly, positively—authoritative-
ly. You do not want to take men by
guile. You want to make them know
“the certainty of things.” They should
bo fed with ik until -they are strong
onough to be fed with meat—and then
they should he fed with strong meat.

And the honest, uncontroversial, plain
statemonts of what- the Church 73, and
what the Church /olds, are due to men
like these ; not merely of morality, not
merely of;religious life, but of the differ-
ences and distinctions between the old
and the new ; between the deposit, and
the accretions to it, or: departures from it.
I am amazed sometimes te find the sur-
prise of people, when they discover that
tho unbroken succession of our authority
to ministor in holy things can be proved,
not as Catholic doctrine ‘merely, but as
historical fact. It startles me to realizo,
how far away the great - majority of mod-
ern congregatiens are from-any apprecia-
tion of the historical: position of the
Church.. And their utter confusion of
ideas about regeneration, conversion; fast-
ing, frequent communions, -the condition
of the departed, the eternal life- of heaven,
is a serious condemnation of our unfaith-
fulness in delivering “the whole counsel
of -Gon.” . Of course,  the elevation of
human character, the training of souls for
Heaven, - the - strengthening -of people
against terptation, the warnings against
sin; the “reasoning. -about righteousness;
temperance and judment-_to - come,”: the
proaching of repentancs, of. ‘parden, of
salvation," the .preaching: “Jesus: Christ
and.: Him - erucified”. ‘must .occapy and

membors of the Christisn Church. To
hope to asseciate large bodies even of
Christian men, and -bring.them- to think
exactly alike. on all peints, is perfectly
idle. 'We would remind our neighbors,
