These reflections, together with the unsettied
state of the world, which suggested them, are appli-
cable now na well xs then and equally instractive.
Besides that our Redecmer bimself has foretold how
the world would war against His boly religion, and
that St. Peter desires the faithful, not to wonder at
the hest of persecution which they already felt ; the
entire history of the Chureh, is one continued record
of the combats it has had to sustain from the com-
bined enmity of fraud and violence, and of the glo-
rious trivmphs with which these severe trinls have
been crowned. Let those, then who have paid no
attention to the predictions of cur Divine Redeemer
or 1o the records of history in which they are fulfilled
and who are panting for the downfall of the Catho
lic religion, rejoice, if they choose, in the present
distracted state of Italy, and proclaim that it roust
end, as they term 11, with the destruction of Pu-
pacy. In the fall of its thrones, in the flight of its
princes, aud in its popular heavings, now more fear-
ful than the carthgquukes by which those regious are
so often shaken, let the rnin of the Papal power be
boastfully abnounced by those false prophets, who
seem to fancy that by plundering the patrimony of
St. Peter, they annibilate for ever the spiritual antho-
rity of his successor. Little do those men, whose
range of vision seldom stretches beyond their own
epoch, imagine that they hnve been only exalting
that personage, whow of all others they were anx-
ious to cast down, and consolidating that power
which they have so furionsly labored to desiroy.

They bave succeeded, perbaps, for o year or two,
in forceably abstracting two or three provinces from
the Dope's territories — cacrilegs sometimes per-
petruted before, and they have belped to open a
vista of his dominions, often but little attended to,
having no bounduries but those of the world. Like
the early despoilers of our own Church, they bave
squandered in riot and luxury, the equitable trilute
of those provinces, with which the Huly Father en-
dowed the temples of God, aud fed bis pvor children,
and in return they have assisted in vendering tribu-
tary to Liu, the remotest kingdoms of the ewrth. -
Some of the poientates in his owa vicinity, jealous
of the august majesty with which le overshadows
them, affect to show rhem an hypocritical homage,
whilst their acts display the sincerity of their hatred
of his reign. And in the mean time, the men of the
East bring their gold and the frankincense of their
faith, laying then nt the feet of the Vicar of Christ,
whilst the intabitants of the vast centineuts of the
Westlern u! Southern Seas prove that the bound-
less domivwu of the worid is neither a fancifu! nor
barren obe, recognising the claims ef the Pope,

ishable world, to fix them on that lasting inheritance
whicl no casualty could take awsy. In the striking
contrasts which be exhibits between the fleeing pur-
suits of this hife, and the fixed enjoyment of the other
this Luly Pontiff i3 3o moving and persuasive, that
the Church has embodied a large portior of those
eloquent passages with the divine office, to furnish
a subject of continual meditation to the clergy, and
of solid wstruction to the people.

treasury. Truly has iniguity lied nntoitself; truly bas
the Almighty destroyed the wisdom of the wisc, and
brought 1o nought the couesels of the wicked.—
Those men now find, 10 their confusion, that they
have been oniy opening aew veins of wealth to sus-
tain the Pope, nod to repder more visible to the
world the loftiness of the mountain, as well as the
firmness of the rock, oo which his kiogdom is
erected ; und ere long, the baffled projectors of the
ruin of thot kingdom, will be amongst the foremost
to insist on the fuil restoraiion of every sod of his
rightful territories,

We have dwelt on this subject, at any time nog !l
out of place, but purticularly seasouable at a tire, |
wheun it becomes our grateful duty to return our sin-
cerest tharks to the clergy and people of this diocese,
for the truly nobly generusity with which you all
responded to our appeal for the Holy Father in the
course of last year. You heard bis own touching
acknowledgments of your liberal piety, in his owa
eloguent language, accompanied by his repeated
Apostolic benediction to the entire of our flock; a
blessing which, hike wisdom, the devont prize far
beyond gold and silver, and » grace, like other pre-
cions gitts, which bas never been under-vniucd by
any, but those who feel conscious that they have no
claim to it. For ®the father's blessing establisheth
the houses of his children. When we cease to nc-
knowledge the cIEims of our Holy Father, our right

hand must be forfotten.

We beg likewise to- acknowledge, with similar
thankfalness, the Lenten offerings sent from every
portion of this diocese, in aid of the remoter and
poorer missions, ag well as to assist in the erection
of purety Catholic schools, becoming dnily more and
lote necessaryg, in consequence of the untiring ex-
ertions of our enemies, to flood the country with an
impure mixed education, and to withdraw, as fac as
they feel it yet sale to attemptit, the rising genera-
tion from the protecting control of the Catholic
priesthood. We trust, therefore, that your offerings,
on the approaching first Sunday of Lent, in support
of our diocesan fund, will be still larger than those
of the preceding years, in consequence of its grow-
ing necessity, and of the manifest blessings of which
it has been nlready so productive. You are aware
that in dispensing, in the times of abstinence, from
flesh meat in Lent, a8 Apostolic Delepate, we grant
the liberty ouniy on the principle of n substitution of
other goot! works. We have selected the Missionary
Diocesan F'und, as the specinl good wark which we
substitute for the abstinence from flesh meat; and
thierefure we require from all, clergy and laity, rich
and poor, that they contribute according to their
meang, to this holy charity, as a condition of the
pranted dispensation. We naturally expect that the
several districts will contribute to this good work in
such proportions, as they are found to do, at their
own local collections, and that the clergy will take
down the severul sums of the charitable contribu-
tors, for the purpese of recording them in the un-
nunl registers of the receipts aod disburaements of
this fund, all of which are first published, and then
regulacly preserved in the archives of their diocese.

The ready replies which yon have all sent, 10 the |
several questiops contained in our recent cirenlar,
require that we shonld not omit to direct your parti-
cular attention to that which should he more proper-
Iy termed Government Edueation. Those questions,
together with the infornmijon whith you huve sup-
plied upon thiz all-important topic, are 20 counected
not only with the religious faith of the prople, hut
algo with their dearest domestic nnd socinl interests,
in which they have an intimate nod inflnential bear-
ing, that a* present, we can but merely glanes at
them, The first and greatest anomaly of the sys-
tem, egpecially in this diocese, and over the entire |
provinee, ts that wearly in all the scliools, the chil- i
dren are entirely and exclusively Cutholie, a ciremn-
stance 8o far faverable for which we are not hebohl- |
en to the National Beard or to the Govermuent.
But our obligations to them consiats in thia, that ous
of an immense sum entrusted to the Natioval Board
oot a peony i3 expended on Catholic cduention, but
on the unrighteons condition of subjecting their chil-
dren to the discipline of 4 mixed edueation, nnd de-
priving them of that valunble instruction, which it
ia the wigh of the Catholic Church, #s it is our duty, :
to impart. Contrary, too, to the principles of the
Catholic Church, and the rights of the episcopacy
that board nssumes in theory, and exercise in prac-
tice, such a control over books and teachers, that '
several of their books utterly worihless, and others |
leavened with heresy, and oilensive to Catholic mo- ;
rality, have been circulated in those schools.

The authority of the Catholic Chureh, and of its
pastors over these agencies and instruments of edu. !
cation, is disowned by tbe commissioners, and their |
officials, encouraged by tbe prospect of increasing |
salaries, in proporiion ag they promote the viewg of *
an anti-Catholic Governmesnt, labhour to ront out of
the miods of the little children, the affectionate re-’
verence fur their pastora, which has beeu such a dis- -
ticguished feature in the character of our Catholic
people.

Let any dispassionate person compare the system,
43 now condueted, with any of those models, on
which alone the Bishops of Ireland, unanimously and .
repeatedly Geclured, they would consent to accept it

and sanction its operation: one could not recognise
between them any liketiees. The system was bad
from the begioniug, less so, perhaps, than itz prede-
cessors ; gooa it gradually became worae, s0. much
so, that the institutions of the Holy See for diminish-
ing its dangers have beon contumeliously set at
nuught by the Board, by its Catkolic as well as its
Protestant members; and at length the manifest
and acknowledged evils of the system, have elicited
a strong &nd unanimous memorinl from the Bishops
of Ireland, to the Government, for & denominational
education, and'excited a confident hope, that if that
memorial was not listened to, some practical, and
vigorous action should be tuken to obtain it. Should
it be found that the convictions of the hierarchy and
the nspirations ot the people, are to be thwarted by
the schemes of some few Catholics, who, to promote
their own ends, are never enguged in supporting the
pulicy of the enemies of our faith, the worst stage of
the history of the Board and its working, is yet to
be witnessed. The Government twkiug courage
from those exhibitions of verbal unanimity and prac-
ticul disagreement, and supporied, as it has been, by
law ndvisers, looking to the hench with a steadier
eye than to the altar; will no longer conceal their
hatred of our creed; nor thick it neceasary to use
those dizguises to whick they have hitherto resorted
Then unless the Almighty avert such a calamity,
will [reiand have to deplore her too casy credulity.
in the promises of statesmen, and what oeither the
sanguinary statutes of Elizabeth, nor the savage
burbarity of Cromwell, nor the more refined and pro-
secuting policy of Willinm could effect; the mora
destructive patronage of cunning ministers will have
achieved, and the wicked, but nburtive schemes of
Ussher and of Boulter, will be forgotten, in the more
disustrous trizmphs of Whately and the Marlbor-
ough-street Schools, over the stern and uncomprom-
iging principles of the Catholics of Ireland.

No doubt you would tremble nt the iden of such a
propbecy being realised. We kuow it, yei it will
assuredly come to pasg, if we entrust, as we have
been doing, to the ravenous wolves, the keeping of
the little innocents of our fold, already so contemp-
teous of our authority as te select Presbyterians,
and pupilsof the Infidel Colleges, in our Catholic
province, as dircctors nod controllers of the instrue-
tion, nay, the rehgivus instruction, of the young Ca-
tholic generation! What then is to be done? To
bestir ourselves, and to be girt with onr spiritual ar-
mour. You will not, lLeaceforwnrd, be writing o
those commissioners, for any scliools ns suppliznts
for & buon, receiving their arbitrary and penal con-

ditions, witltout inquiry or remonstrance, nnd with-
out, first, in every such case, consulting your ordi-
nary. And pext, you will not gend heanceforward
any master or mistress to be teained for any of the
schools, without similnr reference, and withous hay-
ing his written sanction, We -nay then state at maore
length cur reasons for those preliminary measures.
For highly qualified teachers to coaduct clementary
schouls, the young men already educaied hy the
Christian Brothers in Tunm can farnish a sufficient
sumber.  And as for female teachers they can e
supplied in abundance, from among the voung wo-
nen educated in the schools of the six eonvents of
this diocese, entirely unconnecteu with the National
Boaid, and free from the taint of its dnngerous
teaching.

Though every sinister scheme, long so familiar to

the coemics of our faith, has been resorted to, to se-
duce the rising generation to the infidei coileges,
their vforts have, thank God, most signally failed.
There were some, five or six, from the divcese who
went 1o the nollege of Galway, it is said, and their
plea waus that they did not think it harmful, tot hav-
ing heard any frequent denunciations of those infi-
del colleges, after their first condemnation. The
fnct may be true; the conclusion concerns their own
consciences and that of their parents. It was n mat-
ter of notoriety that the Queen's Colleges have been
solemnly condemned by his Holiness, which ought
to have been sufficient for all good Catholizs. To
have been repeating such prohibitions amidst a rural
population, who, urder the pressure of severe local
persecutions, thought but little of such Colleges or
their interdiction, would not be a prudent exercise
or geal, however ardent and well intentioned. It
would appear to us to resemble those denunciations
of unknown practices, against which we are caution-
ed by holy casuists, and on the same principle seve-
ral have refrained from denouncing those indecent
and dangerous frivolities, deserving a harsher name,
which require salutary cerrection wherever they pre-
vail.—Duot because they are unknown, and will, we
hope, continue so, to cur simple flocks, they are pag-
sed over, lest, on catchiug a glimpse of them, they
too should, from the folly of the age, be smitten with
n desire to make a trial of those fushionable, but for-
bidden amusements.

It is scarcely necessary to announce what the re-
gulations of the Lent wili be, having repeatedly sig-
nified that we would never extend the relaxations re-
gardiog the abstinence, beyond the limits to which
we broupght it some yearsago. To recede from a
relaxation or privilege once granted, however u:-
gent may be the grounds of the specinl indulgence,
we koow to be us inconvenient as might be the first
dispensation, and, therefore, we have resolved never
to carry the relaxation farther. [t is thersfore suf-
ficient to anmounce thnt the rules of the coming
Lent remain the sume, ns those of the last, which we
repeut for the snke of those by whom they may have
been forgotten.— On the three usual days, Ash-Wed-
uesday, Spy-Wednesday, nod Good Friday, all milk-
diet, us1t i3 called, i3 furbidden ; on all other days,
except the aforesnid, eggsare permitted, even on
Fridsys, if fish cannot be procared, and flesh meat is
allowed on all Sundaya, Mondays, Tuesdsys aud
Thursdays, fron: the firat Sunday in Lent, to Falm
Sundny, inclusive. Thongh the higher classes are
not wanting iu becoming devotion during Holy
Week, by no class are the sufferings of our Redeen:-
er more especially celobrated thaw the poor, whe
shure 10 Mis sofferings. They nare the most assidu-
ous assistunis nt the offices of the Tennbrie. Yun
wili, therefore, advert 1o the particulnr ingtruetion
which we gave last summer, that whilst on Holy
Thursday the instruction may be in English. on the
aext Good Priday, the sermon in every parish where
the offic: of the Tenubra: is celebrated, is to be in the
Ivish langunge, immediately after the Gospel, to be
prenched by cither of the varochint clergy, or by one
of the many clergyioen of the diocess, so qualifiet 10
instenet the faithful in their native language, whom
the Purish Priest way chonse wo invite for that pur-
pose.

In thie vaidst of the perils with which our holy faith |
is mensced, we canvot have an wlvoeate in ;vhom,
next to Metker of God, we should have more conéi-
dence thon in 5t Bridget thie revered patroness of
Irelsnd.

rorts OF THE Mavor.—No doubt can be entertained
of the grievous distress of the working classes of
Limerick, We aro agsured of it. The demonstra-
tions of Monday were no mockery whatever ; they
were dictated by sheer destitution. Demonstrations
of this nature are dangerous, since the dissolute and
migchievous, who would not work honestly, but
would labour to plunder & store or a shop, mingle
with the quiot nnd weil disposed, and involve them in
deeds that no charity couid sanction, and no Magis-
trate tolerata. The laws of order and property must
he observed, for the sake of the destitute, and main-
tained for the sake of those who are willing to af-
ford tbem relief. If nothing else can be done for
the working class, sure we are that the Limerick
Guardians will extend relief outside the Workhouse.
But to obviate that measure, prejudical as it may be,
our kind-hearted nod truly vigilant Mayor is using
every cffort in his power, to open and ensure the
better resource of remunerative employment: As
the urgan of the Town Council he cowpleted the ar-
rangement with the Woods and Forests, for the
right to the land which the Embankment would
enclose. Fer this purpose the Mayor guaranteed the
required sum out of his own funds. Buot ar impedi-
ment was then raised by the Board of Works in
Dublin—where red-tapeism, doubtless, is less flexi-
ble than at the other side of the water; and to try
and move that Boatd to prompt action, the Mayor,
accompanied by Mr. Murphy, the Law-agent of the
Corporation, weat yesterday to Dublin, where neither
of those gentlemen will waste time or spare influence
in nccomplishing their task, If they fail, the fault
will ot be theirs, but thut of the Board of Works, ar
other officials to whom certain rules are more bind-
ing than holy writ, and certain forms more saered
then man's life or God's charity. If the Mayor and
Law-agent succeed—all well; then the sufiering
working class will have employment; but in xoy
event the cmbankiuent cancot be long delayed ; nud
meanwhile, some e¢ight or nine lsrge ships are ar-
riving at this Port, in the discharge of which seme
scotes of idle hands will be engaged. We give clse-
where details of the events of yesterday, and the
consequent proceedings in the Police Courta. Large
numbers of Police bave been brought in from out-
stations, and the Military force in the garrison is
prepaced to iatervane if necessary.

The rumaur obtains great credit in England that
the Galway line of steamera will Lereafter leave
Limerick instead of the former port.

Meraxciory CATASTROPHE AT Kixastows, — In-
telligence reached town this afternoon that Captain
Boyd, of her Majesty's ship Ajax, and fourteen men
of his crew, were unforinnately drewned about 12
o'clock to-day outside Kingstown Harbour, A tele-
gram received states that—* Captain Boyd with his
men were stending on the Eastern Pier, endeavour-
ing to eave the crew of & vessel which had gone
ashore at ke back of the pier, when a wave swept
them all into the sea. AMr. Jobn Mulvany, architect,
was with them, but was saved.” As far as can be
ascertagined, 16 vessels have gone ashore in or about
Kingatown Harbour. Many lives have been lost in
addition to Captain Boyd and bont's crew. Last
night, about 9 o'clock, one of the severest pales re-
membered in Dublin for many years set in from
the south-east, and coontinued to rage up to an «o-
vanced hour to-day, accompanied by heavy rain anid
sleet. In addition to the sad disasters at Kingstown
already detailed, numercus shipwrecks have occur-
red nlong the eastern coast, in the neighlisrhood of
Dublin, and it is much fesred that the destruction of
life and property has been considerable. The re-
porter of the Fieeman's Journal gives some detnils
in reference to this event, which I subjoin :—*Ttis
too true about the fute of poor Captair Doyd, of He:

that was run out some time ago. Cupicin Bogd at
once observed their perilens sitnation, sand, with tie
true gpirit of a sailor, immediately enmmoned his
men to man boats for the pier.  They landed, and at
once proceeded to the other side of the pier, where
the vessels were drifting. The vessels came on and
were smashed oo the rocks. The shricks of tlose on
board were leard far above the tempest. Lnges |
were thrown towards them, bnt they were driven
back by the force of the storm. A mortar wag used
to throw a line, but it wu: utterly uselees, the wind
being too strong. The poor sailor were then seen to
throw themaelves overboard, and met wiih instan-
tnneous death, Some of Captain Boyd's men pro-
cured ropes, lashed themselves with them and plung-
ed into the surf, to endeavour to get on board either
of the ill-fated vessels, but the sea wag tao powerful.
At this time a large number of people collected, all
williog and able to assist, but their good intentions
were powerless. Their fellow-creatures were drown-
ing before their eyes at afew yords dietance, and
nothing could Le done to save them. Captain Hoyd
saved a few of his own men from death, by pulling
them out of the surf. 1t was at this time, 12 ¢'clock
noon, blowing fearfully., At last there was a
treacherous lull, and an epormous wave came round
the point of the breakwater on which he and his
brave crew were Stand ing, and, as it receded, swept
ull that were there into the sea—the gallant captain
and bis courageous crew were seen no more, Gthers
who were standing a3 spectators narrowly escaped
death ; fortunately they wereextricated in time from
their perilous situntion by others, A man named
Anderson, who was standing within a few yards of
Captain Boyd, got his thumb jammed between tke
rocks, snd thus was miraculously preserved to his
tnmily. Those who escaped were bruised and other-
wise wounded by the rocks. The doctors of the town
dressed the wounds, and those sailors who were in-
jured were immediately taken on board the Ajax,
and attended to 2y Dr. Buchanan, the aurgeon of the
ship. This gentleman broke the sad intelligence of
the fate of poor Captain Boyd to his wife, who re-
sides on board.”

Narpes, Fes. 12.—The firing from Gaeta conti-
nues, and is replied to by the Sardinirng.

M. Depennes, at{uche to the French Empassy at
Rowe, has deianded permission of General Cialdini
to convey a letter from the Emperor of the French
to the young Queen at Gaetu. This permission has
been granted.

The Freoch steamer Muette is said to have re-
ceived orders to he in readiness to receive the family
of Francis I1, ut Gaets. The surrender of the place
capunot be delayed much longer.

Mora bt Gagta, Fer. 12.--General Gialdini and
the Commander of Gaeta have appointed n mised
commission for the discussion of and drawing up the
capitulation of the fortresses of Gaeta. Firing has
not, however, been suspended, but has orly slacken-
ed until the couditions of surrender shall have been
arranged.

Teuis, Fen. 12.—The garrison at Gaeta has de-
manded an armistice of fifteen days in order to ne-
gotiate for the surrender of the place. The demand
bas been rejected by General Cialdini, who has,
bowerver, declared himself ready to enter into nego-
tiations.

During the last two days the Sardinian batteries
have caused great devastation.

MarsziLuys, Fer. 12.~Letters from Naples to the
oth instant, state that there were 100 dead in Gaeta.
The Sardinian flcet bombarded the place with gaood
¢ffect on the night of the 8th instant. The frigate
Monercal, however, suffered some damage. The mail
trom Calabria had not arrived. Troops had been
sent to suppress a reactionary movement which had
brolen out at Regpio. The minister, Licoris Roma-
no, had ordered the drnwing of lots for the mobilisa-
iion of the National Guard, and for the office of cap-
tains. Letters from Rome to the Oth instant, state
that the insurgents had withdrawn from Arcoli into
the kingdom of Naples.

The news of ihe capitulation of Gaets was tele-
graphed to the T%mes from Turin on the 13th instant,
appearing in that journal on the morning of the 14th
—the day tho steamer sailed.

AUSTRIA.

Since 1848 the imposaibility of Austria’s retaining
any of her Italinn dependencies hag been demon-
strated to the satisfaction not only of all Europe, but
of all practical men in Austria herself. Since 1859
Austria occupies Venetin without even attempting
to govern it. [tisrather with a view 10 obinin her
own terms as to indemnity, or with n vague hope to
secure o gunrantec for her other ponssessions, than
out of any expectation cver to establish a humane
and rational rule over her unfortunate subjects, that
Austria keeps her footing on her formidable Quad-
rilaternl. She js conceited and obstinate enongh to
strike a lagt blow for it ; but she knows better than
all the rest of the world, that her days iu Italy are
oumbered.

But now the question arises, — is the deliverance
of Venice, is the storming of the ramparts of Verona
a matter to be sottled belween the Italians and their
hard Austrian tnskmasters alone, or is it to be the
signal for one more of those mortal duels between
Germany and Italy; one meore of those senseless
conflicts, in which the 1wo nations engaged since the
days of Otho 1., and the issnes of which, no matter
on which side vietory declared, invarinbly inflicted
equal misery on both?

The Prussinn Chamber hLas declsared by a small
majority, that “itis not for the interest of Prassin
or Germany 10 ophpose the constitution of an united
Itely.” Indeed, [taly ha3 set Germany an example,
of which the latter will rot fail to avail herself be-
fore long. The interests of the two nations are
identical; and it is certainly not to the credit of
Germany, a big country at all times, free from for-
eign rule, aund for several yenrs bleszed with institu-

tions which allowed of & certain degree of free utter-
ance of religious and political opinion, and which

provided for. commercial and intelleétual ﬁuioh, that |-

poor trampled, dismembered, besotted, priest-ridden
Italy shonld haveled the way in the path of nation
unity. However, 8 German Empire, iz as likely to
be ghortly built up as ary Italian kingdom is on the
eve of being constructed ; and t!:»-~ i3 no shade of &
reason why the two nationaliics should clagh,—no
reason why they should not rather aid one another
iu upholding their own against the whole world,

Yet, melanzholy to say, the Italian dispute with

Austria can bardly be broutzht to a solution without
great danger of iovolving Prussia and atl Germany
in the collision. Baron Schleinitz deems it bis duty
 not to ndvise Austrin to part with Venetia,” and
thinks Germany bound to repel any invasion af Ger-
man territory on the part of tke Italians, and to re-
sist their claims to any part of the said territory.

Now, the position of the “ German" territory on
the Italian side of the Alps—i.e, the boundary of
the Italian Tyrol between the Lombard and the Ve-
netinn provinces—is such that it is perfectly idle to
dream of waging war upon Austria on the Mincio or
the Adige, idle to think of investing Verona, without
an immediate violation of those !* German” mountain
passes which since the days of Otho {, have consti-
tuted the - chiuse’! or key to Italy; it ig idle for the

Italians to dream of attacking Austria by land with-
out, at the same time, cumbatiing her forces nnd
blockading her coasts by sea. Now the coasts of
Austria on the Adriatic are said to be * German”
coasts, and, in short, it is hardly possible for @i
Ttalians to begin o campaign against Austria, either
by land or water, without givieg Germany a goud
pretext for that interference for which Baron Schle-
initz rather too glibly asserts there will be no abso-
lute necessity. (Although not bound to the non-in-
tervention principle, Prussin meddles not in Italian
matters.”)

. The Italinns meditate on all this, and they are
only too glad that the majority of & German Asssem-
bly, however feeble, may have, theoretically at least,
admitted the possibility of uniting Italy without pro-
voking German bostilities. Matters may be found
somewhat different it ever the doctrine is put to the
teat of actual experience ; but of one thing the Prus-
slan Minister and the German nation ought to be
guite sure—thal it is not in Italy that Germany has
eny willing enemies to apprehend, and ibat nothing*
but the sheerest necessity would ever array the
Italinng against the Germans if the latter are at any
time brought to make & stand againat an invader on
tbe left bank of the Rhine. It isonly by throwing
ltaly on the sid of France for the fulfilment of that
promise, * that the Austrians shonld be driven from
Italian lands a3 far as the Alps and the Adriatic,”
that Germans will drive the Italians to a subservient
and auxiliary polics. So long as Italy is tefl to set-
tle her differences with Austria alone, the rest of
Europe may be allowed to look on unconcerned. It
is only by any attempt, direct or indirect, to make
common cause with Austria that Germany will draw
upon herself the oo ready enwity of France. 1t will
be easy—but too easy—for Berlin or Frankfort to
seele a pretext for interference in the strategic moves
which must needs lead to the violation of that ffali-
an Tyro! which is vindicated as German territory.
But pretext fur pretext, Irance will be ag happy to
step forward for [taly as Germany may be rendy to
eater the field for Austria.

DENMAREK.

As to the Schbleswig-Holstein nffair, it seems to
promise & peaceable solution, The English Goveran-
ment, after examining the case, pronounces that the
King of Denmark did in 1851 engage not to incorpo-
rate Schleswig, and to treat the German inhabitants
of the province on an equality with the Danes. This
tordy concession of the use of the German language
at the last moment proves that be did not fulfll his
engagement, and that he knew it; and the German
Federal Diet, as the representative of & great nation,
far outoumbering France, it not so compact, could
not be expected to brook the breach of faith, espe-
cially when accompanied with nu attitude of insult
and mennace. The little cnldron of Denmark has
been boiling and bubblisg very vigorously, but the
Dapes themselves own that r small state can only
go to war upon the strength of an cnthusinsm, but
cannat keep up that eathusiasm long.— {Veekly Re-

gister.
CHINA.

The following curious letter from Kiachta appears
in the Abeille du Nord of 8t. Petersburg :—

“You caunot form an idea of ihe enthusiasmm with
which our merchants have received the new: of the
conclusion of the treaty of commerce with hina.
It opens n pew and brilliant perspec:ive for ii.:sian
trade, and it realizes our most sanguine expectatious.
Our merchants are about to t::vel i-wo Mongolia.
and to establish a factory in the enpita: of that pra-
vioce. Thence they will penetrate into Kalugnn,
the principal centre whence tea 13 scut to Kiach:a.
A great number of our mercha ut- hnve already given
orders to parchase houses and siores 1o denosit their
merchandise. General Iguatieff, who concluded this
advantageous treaty, i3 on his way to St. Petershu o
Ye was received here with onthusiusm. He was
only 15 days in travelling from Pekin te Kinchta —
This was the quickest journey ever nccomplished,
but is wust not be forgotien that the Chinese Go-
vernment, saved 1n & great measire by the Russian
Eunvoy, did all in their power to gratify hia slightest
wishes. General Ignatieff arrived at Kinchia ou the
Tth of Decemnber. Jmmediately after the evacuation
of Pekin by the allies, General Sen-Wan, who was
encamped &1 30 wres!s to the south of the ¢ity, mudo
his appenrance and commanded numerous discharges
of musketry. This was expleined to the Eurnpeans
ag the usual manceuvre practised every autumn, but I
have no doubt that it was done to induce tho Chinese
10 delieve that it was the firing which forced the
enemy to withdraw.

“ The Emperor of China ia still at Ge-he, whither
he fled after the battle loat under tbe walls of Pekin.
It is aaid that on his jonrney he was glad to be able
to procure some ground rice to eat—his arrival not
being expected. His wife refused to quit the capital.
Besides the Palace of Yuen-Ming-Yuen uther Imped
rial residences were pitlaged by the allied armies,—
Even private property was not spared. The Emperor
of China's brother apologised to the Russian Com-
missioners, saying that there was nothing lett in his
palace which he could offer them us presents. It is
to be remarked that during the negotiations with
the English and French Ambassadors this Prince did
not inhabit his usuel residence, but tvok up his
abode in a temple of idola (Koumirnia) at Pekin.
The resson was that, having been commaaded by
the Empercr to open negotintions with the nllies, he
was not permitted to visit his palace until the treaty
was concluded, and the Emperor informed of it. It
is difficult to imagive aoytling like the cowardice of
the Chinese. A Russian observed on the field of
battle objects like a number of crows. On approach-
ing them he fourd, to his amazement, thav they
were thousands of soldiers’ helmets thrown away.
Every time the braves thought it more prudent
to fly than to fight they divested themselves of
every mark of their rank, and disguised themselves
as soon a3 possible ag peasants. Their constant de-
feat is explnined by the fact that as soon ns they
perceive the enemy they begin to fire, without wait-
ing to ascertain whether their firc produces any
effect, After 20 shots the guuns become too hot for
service just at the moment that the enemy approaches
and opens fire on his side. They then run as fast ns
their legs can carry them. The Chinese attribute
their defeat to the fuct that the English .nd French
soldiers nre preceded by witches who are invulner-
able themselves, and who fire the guns for the men.
Notwithstarding the horrible barbarity which the
Chincse genorals practised towards the Eaglish and
French prisoners, the Europear Sovernments should
unanimonsly support the Empercr of Clina in his
struggle with the insurgents, because it is only after
the re-establishment of peace in the country that
they will be able to derive all the advantages pro-
mised by the treaty of peace.”
