THE BISHOP OF LWERPOOL ON THE IRISH
STATE CHCROH.

In the course of the Bishop's address his iordship
gaid he would take the opportunity of referriog to
scmethiog now laid before the British Parliament—
the Irish Cburch—and he did so for the reason that
the London Stendard had qnoted some words of his
which he uaed in a sermon he preached in the town
of Liverpool, in which he had said if it pleased Par-
lisment to disestablish and ditendow the Irish
Church, in cass any portion of that endowment was
offered to the Catholic Church in Ireland, it was for
the Pope and the Irish bishops to say whetheror not
such enfowreat should be received. But a newapaper
writer, in order to create a feeling aguainst yvhat he
calls ultramontanism—that was to say, ~gaiast any
man who was a true, deworight carnest Catholic—
wa3 pleased to represeat that be (Dr. Gos3) denied
the power of the legislature to deal with the re-
venues of the Irish Church, and that it was for the
Pope sug Irish bishops to say what was td become of
the revaoues in csse they were taken awvy from the
present Irish Cburch. YWhot he said wes that, in
cage tha Irieh Church was diseadowed, and Parlia~
men* offered any portion of the revenues tothe pre-
gent Catholic Obuich in Irsland, it wua3 pot for bim
to give his opinion, but for the Pope and tbe bisbops
who were governors of  tne Oharch to decide
whether sach endowments siould-be accepted. The
right of Parliament to deal with the endowmenta of
the Irish Oharch bad been denied, and in this coun-
try Protestants were in slarm for the safety of
their present Eatablishment. Now the two Oburches
were widely different, as in England the Establish-
ment was mainly the Ohurch of the upper mercantile
and middle classes. There were others who disputed
with them, and who urged that they shouid have
political rights and they had got them, but he be-
lievod that in Eogland the bulk of the population be-
longed te the Estzhlighed Church, and therefore it
was in 8 different position to the Establishment in Ire-
tand. There they had a Cbhurch with a clergy, bat
the Churches were without congregations; there
were endowments for clergymen to preach, and no
one for them to preach aod to teach umto. Now,
they must distinguish also that there were two
sources of revenue fcr the Established Cburch in
Ireland. At the time of the Reformation the King
and Patliament of their own act teansferced the en-
dowments of the Oatboliz Church deprived the Ca
tholics of them and gave them to the gentry. and
hand:d over the churches to the new religion. The
Church, theretore, was created and endowed entire-
ly by the State. The Times newspaper bad raid that
that endowment belonged to the State. No-such
thing. The property of the Catholic Ohurch at the
time of the Reformation was as much at tuat time
their own property as is the property of the Wesleyan
denominstion at this time, and if the Englsh Go-
veroment at‘empied to io'erfere with the pro-
perty of the Wesleyans it would be guilty of an
act of spoliation of their property. There is no more
reason that Wesleyans, or Norconformiste, or Roman
Oatholics should be deprived of the gifts of indivi.
daale, and the State had no more right over those
gifts, and it would be as unjnst to take possession of
them as to despoil the lawsers or doctors. The fact
wag that the Oburch was weak, and when the State
wag in waut it found it a very easy tking to supply
its wants by despoi.ing tbe Church. The Cathoiic
Chareh derived its revenue in the :sme way aa the
Wesleysn Methodiats did at the present day. They
were the gifts of individuale given to them as a body,
This money they preserved,they ectiblisked trusts,and
banded it down to those who succeeded them, and
they had as much right to the morey as any gentle
man had to bis estate, or a mercantile man to his
possessione. It waz, then, an act of mjustice, of
downright robbery, to take these revenues away from
the Oatholic Church, but baving taken them away,
they became the State’s own prorerty; ard, there-
fore, when the Church iz Ireland was endowed it
was endowed by the State, and what the State guve
the State could take away, observing certain rights
which those who were the present incumbents might
bave in these possessiona, It was therefore compe-
tent for the British Parliament to disendow the Irish
Cturck, and make what use it liked of the revenues.
It could not be the Church of the peop'e.for the pec-
ple would not bave it. It bad fajled to fulfil the ori-
ginal inten‘ions of the Church when it was first
created, and, therefore, the sooner it wesswept away
the better. Let tbtem bear in mind, however, that
there was s large revesue which the Church in Ire-
land bal acquired since the Reformation. Those
were the gifts of individuals—particular porsons,
who from motives of piety had built churches ard
endowed them. The State now had nn right to
interfere wita such endowments, for the Church had
as much right to that as the Catholics had to what
they held, or the Wesleyan Msthodis's had to their
property. If there was a disendowment, the State
had no right to that property wlich bad arisea from
the gif's of iodividuals—it wes the Oburch's own
property, and it wonld be an sct of spoliation ¢o take
it away. He thought he had justified himself with
regard to what he had said in enother place, and
that he bad shown tbat the Protestant Church in
Ireland might ke justly disendowed 8o far as regard-
ed thoge revenues which they received from the State.
But, at the eame time, Lis mind was unchanged that
the firat spoliation was an act of injastice to the Ca-
tholic Oburch. The property was never the vro-
perty of the nation. It was given by individuals for
one purpose, and a3 long as tbis purpose was fulfilled
the State had no more right to take it away than it
would have to take away the endowments of the
Wigan Grammar School, or the Ltepefactions to the
parigh church, and transfer them to Wes'minster or
Loodon. Let every man havehisown; what ke had
honestly ccme by let bim poasess, It was the duoly
of the law to preserve bim in thatright., He bardiy
dare address them on a subject which was croatiog
much disturbance in that neighbourhood. It was
not for him to give an cpinion upen that difficulty,
which geparated those emyloged eolliers and the eol-
liers themselves, He could pive them wo opision
upon the justice of the claima, but upon one thing he
beld that wag it his duty to epeak. And he spoke,
uot from any principles of the Oathelic Charch, but
upon what ail of them, and thore who differed from
them io religinua opinion would at all events reengs
niza ag tho principle of the sutlime oospel (f God,
there was one maxim whkich God had teught them
—ibey must do unto otbers as the wished to ba done
by. The rule given to them wse that, with what
mengure they measured uoto otbersit should be wea-
sored unto them again. It might be that those who
tad lowered their wages had done it suddenly, with-
out giving them notice, but he would not enter into
the justice of the case becausehe did not understand
it, and it had notbing to do with his poaition as a
bishop of tke Catholic Church, But as he wasslow
to allow anyoas to ioterfere with the government of
affairs in the Oatholic Oburch, so he did ot at any
time want to interfere with the goverament of others
A3 he kuew nothing of the merita of the question
bat this he did say—that, if they did not wish to
work, they had no right to interfers with othera to
prevent them from working, That was not measur-
ing out to others as they wighed to have measured to
them, or doing te others ss they wished to be dome
by. Would it not be much better for them to go to
work, and to send & deputation to argne the matter
with those that employed them, and not to keep their
wives and families out of bread? They might
carry on the stiike for weeks or months and what
wounld be the result? I+t wonld impoverish the town

of the wages thit wo:ll have boen estned,. and

gelves and theic wives and children, but at the same
time every shopkeeper, evesy dealer in food and cloth-
iog, and the inhe bitants of the town generslly, would
feel for years the effects of the strike, Would it nor,
bs better for them to go to work, and meanwhile
negotiato with their employers ; but. whilst things
were in an unsettled state st least to give their wives
and cbildren bread. Listen to their cry; let them
.ot starve, They were strong and able men. capa

The
proceedings terminated between 19 wod 11 o'clock,
aad when the * Murphyites’ lefithe balln diztuzhance
geemed lmmiaeat, but, with the excip'ion of ouneor
two hand-to-hend ervceouaters, nothiog eerious oe-
curred. Ou Sundsy worning, bowever there were
unmistakable sign. of approachieg mizchief. Groups
of people, displagiag the Orange colors, were ob-
garved to be congregating at various parta of the
town, and the Imeh goon cornmenced turning out
from their quarters, The Murphyites went on to
1he Moes, where tbey hsd an enccounter with about
100 Irish lads,.which resulted in cothing beyond &
few bruises and brcken heads, As the day ad-
vapced howcver. matiers began fo assume a more
alarming aspect, TI®- streets were thronged with
mea, women, end childrea, the msjority of whom
wore either orange or green rosetics or streamers.
The excitemeat became intense, and at about bha:f-
past 4 a party of Irishmen. numbering between 60
aod 70, headed by a man named Flyno (wha was
gubsequsnily apprebended), proceeded to the Moss,
where they had another sharp encounter with the
Murphyitea.

wi'h sticks and stoncs, and a desperate fight epaved,
resulting in the Trish being compelled to bevt 8 re.

The Marphyltes refoced to
leave Hanry square, and the inspector weut to the
Town Hall and reterped with additionsl resistance ;.

The man Ibhatsan is found
to be dangerously wounded, and seven or eight other
pezsoos are found to be siaffering from gunshaot
wounds.

A WOMAN TRaMPLED TO DEATH.

It was a mere fortress, a strong-
hold where u gavace chief concentrated his forces,
dieplayed hi3 power, and exercized his capricious
cruelties. It was the imoregonble position of the
King who, bowever barbarous, bad sway over the
vast territories which reach from the sea t0 thyan-
ciect Moutning of the Moan, That it wae formidable
inits natural difficult’es of access wo are well agsured
by many conenrren® teatimonies, aod it will be most
infereating and instructive to learn how they were
overceme, and in the face of the artifical additions
which Theadore had made {0 their strength., To
havs sceumalated mortars—some of the great calibre
of 29 inches- and to have put 50 pounder guns in
such n situntion proves that this gavaga Kipg bad
great desigos and vastenergy. We read in Sir R
Napier's tolegram that upwarda of thirty gups snd
mortars wore destroyed in Magdals, and ogly ten
of theso could bhave hean iasipoificint, inngmnch 23
fifteen of the gavs wers varions siz's, from 6-
oonader to 50 pounders, and five of the mortars were
from G inche3 to 20 inches in calibre.

KEWS OF THE WEZK.
"The Protestant riots at Ashton, of which an
-account will be find in anoiher place, though on
a smaller scale than,are a perfect copy of, those
great Protestant riots which under the auspices
at Lard George Gordon, disgraced Liondoan in
the latter part of the eightsenth century. The
devilish spirit that provoked the latter is evi-
dently at work, active as ever in the Protestant
-outbreak of to-day. All the old symptoms are
qresent. We have the same acts of brutality,
of savage cruelty, unbridled lust,and fiendish
aalignity. The properly and the persons of
Catholics, of their clergy and places of worship,
are attacked with the same fury in the one case,
as it the other; and again in presence of the
cioters, the arm of the law seems paralyzed.—
The immediate instigator of the late riots seems
4o have been an obscene fellow of the name of
Murphy : but whilst denouncing tbe outrages,
and their abettors, itis but just to add, that
they have provoked the strong censures of oum-
bers of Protestants, who feel tbemselves de-
graded, and foully msrepresented before the
world, by the wicked deeds of theiwr co-religion-
ists.
Yet we must remember that the so-called
Reformation m Europe was 1naugurated, snd
was brought to a successful issue in every coun-
try tn whwch it triumphed, by just such men as
the Ashton rioters, by just such deeds ot vio
Jense,and:belhsh cruelty, as those which bave
Gitely occarred i Eogland: and that if the
measures which Catholic Governments, 1 the
XVI1. century, took for the repression of those
cutrages, and for the punishment of the Reform-
ers, seem to us barsh, and cruelly sevece, those
messures of severity were provoked by the ag-

cution. It it was right to wreck Catholic
churches and chapels in the sixteenth century, it
caonot be wrong to do the same thumg mn the

Mr. Spurgeon the notorious dissenting preach-

er has written a letter to Mr. Bright the Libe-
ral leader, on the subiect of tke disendowment
of the Protestant State Cburch of Ireland.
This letter is an admirable commentary upon the
" Catholic Liberal alliance of which some men
dream : and should of itself suffice to convince
tl:e most obtuse stellect, that such an alliance
capnot be contracted wiihout loss of bonor to
Cathalics, and certan injury to thewr best inter-
ests.

Not from any abstract love of justice or farr
play do Enghsh Dissecters and Liberals support
the policy of Mr. Gladstone, but stmply out of
bate to tbe Anglican Establisbment: yet even
that passion of Date is not so strong asis their
batred of Popery and of Papists ; and if they
deemed that the disendowment of tbe Trish Pro-
testant Church in Ireland would be of any beoe-
fit to the Catholic Church, they would rather
masntain the institution which they hate, and
deoounce as an injustice to themselves, Thus
Mr. Spurgeon writes o Mr. Bright in the fol-
lowing strain :—

¢ The ooe point about which the Dissentera of
Eogland bave any fesr is one which [ trust you will
mention to-night. We Year leat any share of the
Ohurch property should be given to Papista. To s
man we dhou!ld deprecate this, Bad as the present
evil is, we would sooner Bee it let alone than aee
Popery endowed with the national property.”

Mr. Spurgeon lets the eecret out ; and if after
this any Catholic can still dream of an alliance
with English Liberals and Dissenters, he must
have a strong stemach indeed, and a great capa-
city for eating dirt,

The Continental news 18 of little interest.—

may be indeed, but which is certainly uniatelf1-
gible to ordinary mortals.

Unfortunately there are no reliable statisties
to show the actual numbers of Catholics in Eng-
land and Scotland : and as it is therefore an easy
matter to make statistics, 1t 13 easy for Peotest-
ants to prove whatever they like, as may be
seen by an article on this subject tbat appeared
a short time ago 1 the Montreal Witness.

"U'bere is this of truth n the statement with
regard to the decrease of Cathohcity in the
United Kiogdom, that the great decrease since
1841 in the Catholic population of Ireland, by
emigration and starvation—a decrease which of
course bas occurred chiefly amongst the poorer
and therefore the Catholic section of that popu-
lation—has been attended with a great numeri
cal loss to Cathohcity. In England and Scot-
land, on the contrary, there has been during the
same period a great merease 1 the numbers of
Catbolics, by births, and by conversions.

One proof that cannot be got over, is the won-
derful 1merease inthe numbers ot Bishops, priests,
churches, convents, and Catholic 10stitutions gen-
erally in England and Scotland~ all supported
by the voluntary contributions of the Catholic
laity of England and Scotland. 1t the latter
bad not increased i numbers, in wealth, acd

therefore in influence—this increase 1 the pum-—

bers of their Bishops, of thewr Clergy and Reh-
gious could not have taken place. Ths the
writer in the article in the FWzzness feels, and be
tries to evade its force in the foHowng silly para-
graph:—

the Missionary Societies in England: aod if
under these circumstances the numbers ot these
missioraries, acd of these churches were rapidly
and steadily mcrezuing in Indiz, we should then
have an infalible proof before our eyes of the
rapil_increase in pumbers aod in influence of
natwve Christisns in Lodia. Thus is 1t Eag-
land and Scotlacd. All that is done in these
countries, is done by Scotch and English Catbo-
lics themselves, upaided by funds frorz abroad:
whulst on the contrary,the mi-sians in Todia, derive
the greater part of their resources from the contri-
butioas, bot of native converts, but of Eaglish
subscribers to the funds of foreign missions. It is
this essential difference, which the writer of the
arlicle by us quoted above overlooks, which
gives to the wonderful and constant increase m
the numbers of Catholic Bishops, Priests,
churches and convents in England and Ssotland
its peculiar sigoificance. ~Whether this 1m

mense and rapid wcrease of Catholicity 1 Great
Britain, which 15 so plawly attested by the out-
ward and visible sigos of crease i all Cathalic
institutions, bas already counterbalanced the pu-
merical loszes which Catbolicity bas sustained in
1reland by the exodus of so many millions of the
Irch Catbolic population, is a point on which
from want of well attested statistics, we will not
at present offer an opinton.

We mamtaio however that of all Christian
denom’nations 10 the world— the Catholic Church
is the only one whose numbeis are anywhere
increasing : and that in the British Empure, as
in the Umted States, Christianity itself 1s fast
dying cut from amongst the Protestant, or non-
Catholic section of the population. At the pre
sent rate of progress, within a few years, all that
will remaio pomtively Christian in Eogland and
Scotland, will be distinetively Catkolic ; and all
that is non-Catholic will be simply non-Christiza,
This seews a bold assertion, yet we will support
1t by Protestant testimony.

Not only has Christiamty fost 1ts hold or in-
fluence over the lowest strata of society n Eag-
land, over that section from wheoce are recruited
the criminal or * dangerous classes” as they are
called—the ¢ roughs,” and Arabs of medern
civilisation ; but the great mass of the middle

clagses, of the artisans and working meun, of that
class on whom by the new franchise political omm
potence has been conferred, and to whom the
destinies of the Empire bave been entrusted,
bave thoroughly broken with Clristianity, and
accept it no longer as a rule of faith or morals.
This 15 our thesis : Lere are some of our proofs,
though from want of space, we are restricted in
the latter.

Tn the last number of the Westminster Re-
view, the leading Protestant periodical of the
British Empire, the subject of the growing con-
tempt and aversian amongst the mass of the peo-
ple, for the restraints vmposed by the old Chris-
tian superstition oo the intercourse of the sexes,
is treated ot 1 an article headed ¢ Spiritual
Wives.” In this article, the writer alludes in-
cidentally to the decay of Christianity amongst
the working classes of England, as a fact so well
known tbat no one can presume to call itin
question. Thus he says:—

 1f ones the mas of curartisans, who have already
broken with Christiaiity, break with the principle of
legal marriage, State and Ghureh will labor in vaio
to recover them.”

Our next witness it a Protestant mmister of
the Anglican seet, Archdeacon Sinclair, whose
vistation Address to the clergy of his own sect,
on % The Religion of the Workwz Classes” of
England, forms the subject of an editonal article
1 a late number of the London Times, from
which we copy :— '

€ Of the 1elations between tte workiog claseesand
the Cbureh, Archdeacoa Sioclair does not give a
very ealisfactory account. *A great mejority of
them,’ he confesses, ! notwithatandiog the recent
multiplication of churches, and OChurch sctools
throughout the land rarely jain in Qbristian worship,
and 51i!! more rarely partake of the Holy. Commu-
nion, o truth the ¢ wundeniuble fuc?’ for which be
endeavors %o &ccount apneard to be tte ‘irreligion of
the working classes."— Tunes.

From these quotations it 15 clear that, except
in so far as it is dwstinctively Romish, Christian-
ity is fast dying out, nay is nearly extinet, in the
Britisk Empire.  Indeed the Protestant Bishaps
themselves admit that, if left to itself, to strug—
gle without belp from the State, sgamst Popery,
Protestantism as a religious system is doomed in
Ireland. Thue in thewr address to the Queen
agamnst the disestablishment of the Trish State
Churcl, these gentlemen admit that, in case
Protestantism and Catbolicity be placed on
terms of perfect legal equality in Ireland, many
of their people * wou!d almost nevitably be ab.
sorbed 10 the masses of the followers of Rome by
whomr they are eurrounded.” This does pot:
look as if the Protestant Bishops of Ireland be-

- Lastly we call 1nto Court anotber Protestant
minister, the Reverend Mr. Brigham, a Unita-
rian, to prove that not ouly in the supernatural
order, but in tbe natural order as well, Chris
tismity is virtually dead amongst Protestants.
He says:

u ANl kinds of crime—murder, forgeries, frauds
in bigh places amd low, crimes of children, aod
women, and men, mean c¢rimes aod’ violent~have
increased in & fearful ratio, have becsme g0 common
that the public miod is not even shocked by them.

The most disguating crimes sro uot the least com-
mon."—See Montraal Witness, 27th ult.

In this sense, but io oo other is Protestani-
ism or oon-Catholiety on the racrease. The
vumbers of infidels, of those wha reject all reve-

lation, who spurn the restraints of the old Chris-
tiao morahty, are fast increasing every where:
in Englazd and in Fraoce: m Italy wiib its new
Reforimation, aod in the Uoited States. Al
that is positively Christian in fact, is fast tending
towirds Romanism ; all that is decidedly Pro
testant, towa rds i.fidelity and ant: nomiavism :
that is to say the rejection of all moral law.—
For io the words of the Westminster Review:
“in a country where no church 13 recogmised as
infalhible, no code of morality can claim to be of
diviae authority” p. 219, '

Thus then from these facts furnished to us by
Protestant writers of all sects and shades of
opwion , we may infallibly conclude to this: —

That, whatever may be the actual status of
Catholicity, immorality 13 on the wcrease io the
British 1slands: that infidelity 1s on the increase ;
that Christianity is on the decrease ; and that mo-
rally and religiously the great mass of the non—
Catbolic people of England and Scotland are
fast relapsing into the condition of thew pagan
ancestors, ere Rome first sent mussionaries to
convert them.

They wander about the bhighways,
picking up the filth and excremenlitious matter
there to be found, hoping fondly thence to ex-
tract some faint nourishment: they dispute with
the dogs and jacka's, the carrion on which these
unclean animals feed : they dig up aod eat the
flesh of ammals that bave died of disease : and
most bornble of all, mothers have killed and
greedily devoured their own children, the fruit
of their wombs, Never, sioce the siege of Jeru-
salem, have so many horrors been cencentrated
within so hmited a space, and withiz so short a
period of time.

Appailled by the calamity, and lis resources -
exbhausted, the Archbishop of Algiers appeals to
the charity of the entire world, n beball of tkese
poor Arabs who are dear to bim as bis own
cbildren, theugh alas! they koow oot Christ.—
He has commissioned ms clergy to visit the dil-
ferent countries where our holy religion obtains,
to take up alms for the relief of the starving
multitude : and in consequence, {wo priests, the
Reverend MM. Lemauff aod Rion, bave ar-
rived in Capada on this mission of mercy, which
is commended io the favorable notice of the
charitable by Monseigneur de Montreal.

The great mortality amoagst the Arabs of
Algeria has lelt maoy thouzands of orphafig; whe
are thus thrown on the care of the Sisters of
Charity, whose hearts are brave and willing -
deed, but whose pecupiary means are not ade-
 quate to the emergency. TIn order that they
tiay be enabled to receive, feed and shelter these
outéasts, and bring them, it is to be boped,
within the fold of the One Shepherd, they sppeal
to the compassionate, to the charitable of all de-
nominations,; t6 all who call themselves Christ-
‘1ans, and who believe that God has made of one
ftesh all, His creaturés, In the pame of suffermg
bumanity they appéal to men to aid them in this
season of ‘errible calamity.

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‘A correspondent of the Montreal Herald, a
victim ‘apparently to the once popular delusion
that there 13, or should be a close and immediate
conpection betwixt the price of bread and the
price of flour, complains that the recent great
fall 1n the cost of the latter, amounting to about
12§ per cent since the beginnng of the month,
has-as yet mn no wise teaded to bring down the
price of the loaf. The Herald pretends to ac-
count for this by the fact that ¢ bakers keep at
{east a week’s supply of flour on hand,” pur.
chased at the old high rates, * which would of
course prevent them from 1mmediately reducing
the price of bread.” But this explanation does
not cover all the facts of the case, siace we no-
tice that the most trifling increase, or prospect
even of an increase, in the price of flour, causes
a0 tmmeduate large increase in the price of bread
—though the bakers have then, as now, on band
a large stock of flour bought at the previous low
rates. We do not deny, as many do, that there
is a connection betwixt the cost of bread and the

Desilets and Prendergast, who were on duty on
the Pontifical Frontier. Oan ope side of the
aword, presented to Mr. Murray, were engraved
these words:  To the first Cacadian Officer ot
the Pootifical Zouaves, by s countrymen, P.
Z.3' and on the olher side the device ¢ Love
God and go thy way.” Corporal Taillefer read
the following address. which bore the siguature
of all the Canadian Zovares :—

Mr. H. G. Murray, Sub Lieutenant of the
Pontifical Zouaves, Kaight of the Order of
Pius 1X.

Sir, — The news of your promotiof {6 the
rank of officer 1n the Pontifical Army has taen
bailed bere by all your countrymen, Pootifical
Zauaves; with Joy and pride ; it will be received
with joy and bappwess in our country, for the
bonor that you receive to-day reflects upon our-
selves and our couniry., Iuo sending her children
to defend the sacred cause of the Church, Can-
ada aspired to po other ambition thap to see
them terve as simple soldiers 1o the ranks of this
army of Chrishian heroes: it seemed to our Ca-
tholic country and to us, that it was already a
great deal. But since our august Pontiff, whose
pety equals his greatoess, after having decorated
with the Cross of h1s Order the two first Cana~
dians who have shed their blood in bis cause, has
wished to recompense your merit, in elevating
you to the rank of an officer in his army, allow
us to share your joy by exnressing to you, Sir,
our most siocere and most cordial congratulation.
Moreover please to accept this sword offered to
you from your countrymen, as a feeble bomage
to your merit, and as a proot of their sympathy ;
1t bears the device  Love God and go thy way.”
This maxim has been the summary of your mili-
tary career under the Daoner of the immortal
Pius IX. Mav we all, in following your foot—
steps, be ever faithful to this maxim which we
bave brought from our counlry.

Mr. Murray received with emotion this mark
of esteem, and made the followiog reply, replete
with sentrments of honor which bave always dis-
tisguished him:—

My countrymen,~—1I thaok all my countrymen,
those who are cn the borders of the St, Law-
rence, as well as those who are here with me on
ihe bauks of ihe Tiber,for the honor which they
bave conferred upon me. This is a new debt of
gratitude I contract towards my couotry to which
I already owe so mnch. How sweet the re.
membrance of this far-oft 1and, aod how i1ts name
enchants us. Oh! although already separated
from it since many Years, its recollection is al-
ways vinid 1o my soul.  Child of the Church and
Daughter of France, she ‘has reared us 160 well
and loved us too tendecly, that we should ever
cease to cherish her. Here we show her our
love and (fulfil her desmres 1w defending
the Church - which has' made Cacada what
it s. '1 am Lappy fo’ receive from the
#ands of mv countrymen the sword -which
‘Our Holy Father has confided to.me. 'T'his
-sword suspended from my side will be a

powerful inducement that will unceasiogly urge
ma oo to follow the noble device that you have
brovght from Canada, % Love God and go thy
way.”: May tiis path be against the enemies of
the Church ; may this sword soon bail the Pon-
tifical Banner raised once more at Bulogua, at
Lioretto, and at Ferrara ; with the protection of
Our Lady may it usefully serve our beloved
Sovereign and August Pontiff Prus IX !

The expression of these sentiments of chivalry
was loudly applauded by our young Zouaves, who
seemed to enjoy the fate of their older brother
and to be thoroughly determined to make their
way agaiost the enemies of the Church; in fact
one of the desires that our biave conscripts have
frequently expressed is to have an engagement i
which they might gain a badge of honor or a
medal. The greater part ot the Zouaves are on
the pomnt of leaviag Rome for Monte Rstondo,
a place ever glorious and celebrated in the annals
of the struggles of Holy Church ; most probably
they will leave on Mondey pext. It is oot likely
that they will be much longer togetber, for it 18
expected that after some days of garrson at
Monte Rotundo, they will be dinided iato
different companies. I am offizially informed
that the officers are just now thinking of
this. Muach gratitude 15 due to  the
Directors, who are kind enough to send our
youag Canadians to the country, away from the
beat; it is certain that they will be far betler
there, as far as their bealth 15 concerned. We
shall still retain our ward where al) the trunks are
kept, and which will be the rendezvous for all
the TCanadians who come to Rome. The jour-
nals of the conatry which are kindly seat to us
will be kept there also. As Moate Rotuado 15
not more thzn 20 miles f-om Bome, I can easily
go there every week.

- (To
the Editor of the Daily Wilness,)—Sir,—~ At the re-
quest of the Sanitary Association, the ladies of the
Hospital Geneisl bave kindly fornished ra with the
following statistics for the past year 1887:~The
total number of children received was 652, against
624 in 1866, and 729 iz 1865. Of these, 237 were
barn in other places ; 42 coming from the nsighbor-
hood, 98 from Quebec, 20 from Ottawa, 21 from St.
Hyac nthe, 15 from Upper Canada, and 29 from the
United States, This number is against 175 in 1866,
and 286 in 1865 The number received from the
city is lamentably uniform, indicating not eceasional
but systematic licentionsvess. It amouata to 413
last year, againat 448 in 1°66, and 443 in 1365.

The proportion of deaths i3, a3 usaal, frightfully
great. They amoust to 619 ; of whom 36 were an ler
8 week ; 368 under a month, being much more than
half the total of all ages s 583 under one year; 617
(only 34 additionsl for four years of life) under fves
years; leaving otly two death? among ail the found-
lings in the establishment between the ages of 5 and
12, The balacce of life resulting from the labors of
the good aiaters amounts to only 33 infants on the
years’ operations, or pinetean infan‘a dead to one
liviog The destraction Tof life caused by war is
therefore nothing compared with what is constantly
going on amongstus ; proving most literally that
¢ the wages ofsin is death’

As we stated last year, we bave abundant resson
to belicva that thestataca do their very beat to pregerve
ths lives of these nufortanate beinga, who have atrag-
gled into the world against the will of their unnataral
pireats. It would appear that the mothers, although
nominslly showing their willingaess that their cff-
spring should live by sending them to the care of the
kind ladies, are practically taking the course which
must leai to their early death. For we find no fewer
than 424 infants were receivei last year on'y half-
clothed ; 8 ware absolutely naked ; 18 had not even
been waabed, and 13 were bleeding for want of the
necessary attentionsat birth ; 456 were tainted with
the special digesse of infamy ; 8 had been wounded
by instruments ; 7 wete more ot leas frozen, and a
large number covered wnh vermio. One was gent
from the Uoited States in B carpet bag; another at
the bottom of s bagket, another of & water-bucket ;
two came squecz:d and broised ; anotber strongly
nailed up io a box ; another ith a pinatack throngh
the flash. The aufferiogs of 8 iufants, as well as
their chance of life, had been lessened by doses of
oplom. It is no wonder therefors that 3 were dead
when received, 23 dying, and 157 in actosl disease.
Most of the remninder perished (with the conutry
nurges, be it remembered, not in tus city) throngh
the wratched coustitotion isflicted oo them ty their
parents.

. Whether more or leza than the 33 .ive3 out of 652
wou'd bave been saved without the exietence of the
fiogpital, we eannitaay; but we must express oue
high sense of the Ubristian charity of the ladies, who
forzake the comfor's of refized soeiety to petform
almoat the most loathgome of womuuly work, and to
bear the barden ot tha frightfol corraplion which is
thus shown to be working its bitter fruitain our very
midat ; and who Joubtless. by their Christian exer:
tions, greatly lesgen that [fearful scourge ot infanti-
cida, which bas to be eo much deplored in other
citios.

CHiLpREN. —A melancholy acoident occurred on
Monday, by which a little girl nine yeara of age,
daughter of Mr. Inonis, of tha Crown Lands Depart.

* fidepce of the imhabitants m the discreteon and
.. good wtentions of their sovereign. The Mayor
.. put rather an economical complexion on Ius  sen-
.. timents.> He said, * Qur walls, which were in
the:middle ages the palladium of ‘be kingdom of
France, have since disappeared, and therr re-
. ‘maips have served for the construction of our
. vicial roads, for whick you bave, Sire, so happy
and frmtful a predilection. Orleans, formerly a
place of war, but now an wndustrial and commer-
cial city, loves peace and appreciates its bese-
fits.) Haring delivered this, the Mnyor assured
the Emperor that Orleans would be always at the
.gide of the empire m the event of a struggle
with aay foreign foe. The people of Orleans,
he declared, would show themselves worthy of
their past listory ; f for eur ancestors, i leaving
to us the inhentance of thewr glory, bave also
trapsmitted to us their love of independence and
of their country’s grandeur.” In reply fo this
address bis DMajesty made a remarkably short
Bpeech, the pith of which was that he had come
1o Orleans to see what strides the inhabitants
had mademn commercial progress. According
to his 1dJea commercial progress ought to keep
pace with the general tranqulity of Europe.—
The Paris correspondent of the Trmes says that
the Emperor’s words were recerved ¢ with the
most enthusiastic acclamations.) The Emperor
next passed to the Cathedral, where be was re-
ceived by the Bishop. His lordship, surround:d
by his clergy, made a most touchmng and elo-
quent sddress. Turning to the Empress, he
said, ¢ May you see the young Prince, your love
and bope, grow up 10 that stronz piety which 1s,
a9 Bossuet said to the son of T.ouis X1IV.,¢7e
tout de Phomme et du Prince !’ May s first
comwunioa remain the deep and indelible recol-
lection of Ins life! This was asked for him of
God by the venerated Head of the Church,
when from the Apostolic throne, still s¢ valiantly
supported by our arms, Pwus IX, gave to him
his benediction at the moment in which be
received flor the first tune the wisit of
God!" The reply of the Emperor was exces-
sively complimentary to Orieans. His allusion
to Joan d’Are was 1 Ins happeest style. ¢In
this city (he said) occurred one of the most
marvellous feats of history, and the river which
flows beneath your walls was formerly one of the
ramparts of our independence, as it prolected in
more recent times the heroic remnan:s of
the Grand Army.)— Tablet.

If the ' weather permits bhe
glights and walks in the monat retired parts of
tha elty ; pevertheless, be is followed by upwarda of
twa thongard persons,who walk after him in silence.
When it raing His Holines: procesds to tha gallesies
of the Vatican when the visitors bave retired. He
is o perat lovar of antiques, as proved by the re-
rearches and restorations he iz continually making.
On bis retuen home at 6 o'clock, the audiences re-
commence =nd last till 10 at night, whea be retires
to sup. He giestob:d at 11, and the .next dry
goes through the game roatine. Though advanced
io years, be ¢inga very well, and whatis quite tn
kaown even t6 many Romans, plaga well on. the
violoncello.
