The easiest way to make big money for themselves is to sell
as much as they can in Ontario at a high price and to export the rest into
the United States! This program involves no more trouble, no more capi-
tal expenditure, no peddling, no working up business, than
their franchise contract calls for. All they have to do
8 to hand out and take - the dividends. Some features
of this easy and inimical way of handling Niagara energy by private owner-
ship we will discuss a little further on.

For a while there was a
steady improvement in the millionaire’s
condition, but there was a relapse and
he commenced to grow worse daily, his
death resulting late last week.

Communicates With Roosevelt, Thru
Witte--Russian Favor to u.s.
Exporters.

Oyster Bay, Sept. 10.—At the confer-
ence last night between President
Rooseveit and the Russian peace éen-
voys, Mr. Witte, by direction of the
Emperor of Russia, presented to the
president the following communication:

“Some years ago in consequence of
a misunderstanding in the preparation
of the most favored nation clause, there
were established in Russia on several
articles of American production cus-
toms duties on a higher sgcale than
those levied on the same articles when
imported from other countries.

“His majesty, the Emperor of Rus-
sta, has commanded me to inform the
president of the United States that he
bas been pleased to order the discon-
tinuance of the levying of such high-
or duties on American products in order
that henceforth the American maniu-
facturers should pay the same duties
as importers from other countries.”

CANADA AND AUSTRALIAN TRADE,

From the statément made by the Do
minion commissioner for Australia; the
action takén by the governmént here
in turhing down the Commonwealth’s
request for assistance in ascertaining
the full valué of goods shipped from
Canada, bécomes still moré incompre:
hensible and Teprehensible. From Mr.
Larke's explanation, it appears that
the Customs Act of Australia provided
that the value for duty should be taken
as the fair value of the goods in the
principal markets -of thé coun'ry
whence they were éxported, and free
on board at the port of export, plus &
further 10 per cent. on such markeét
value.

On Mr. Larke'g represéntation thot
the effect of this provision would be to
differéntiate in favor of Unitéd States
ports, and almost prohibit shipménts
by wiy of Vancouver, the then Aus
tralian minister of customs was good
¢nough to order that duty should be
colléctéd upon the fair value at the
place of manufactufe. His courtesy in
this matter stands out in marked con
trast to the curt treatment accorded
by the Dominion governmént to the
reasonable request made by the Austra-
llan mintstér. It appears that an uw
fair advantage was taken of the con-
in fdver of Canadian
shippers, goods béing invoiced under
deduction of excesgsive charges for
packing, casing and intérnal fréight,
thus materially decréasing thé net vaiue
for duty. :

The ' difficulty expérienced by the
Australian “customs authoritieg in se-
curing .a, coirect statément of the cost
of land carriage and packing has led,
Mr. Larke éxplaing, to Sir William
Lyné, the presént minister of customs,
reverting t6 the provisions of thé Cus-
toms Act in valuing gocds for duty.
Shipments from Vancouver will, as a
consequence, be sériously aftected, and
United States ports will be correspond-
ingly benefited. Thig is an untoward
result, which, Mr. Larke hopes, may Ve
removed when the Australian govern-
ment realizes the effect of the act as
now enforced. It is all the more un-
fortunate, therefore, that the Domin-
fon government should have refused to
assist the Australian customg depart-
ment in ascertaining the fair market
value of goods shipped, and its discour-
teous action will not. make a modifica-
tion in favor of Canada any the éasier.

DECEIVING THE GOVERNMENT.

Chicago Record-Heérald: In all the

revelationg concerning the Equitabl:
Life Assurance Soclety it is doubtful
whether * there was anything more
shameful than the action of the New
York Lifé Insurance Company in *de-
likerately falsifying its own books in
order to deceive the Prussian govern-
ment.
The company owned certain securi-
ties, including steel bomds and raflway
stocks, which the Prussian government
regarded as unsafe investments for an
insurance company. Unless these se-
curities were disposed of, the New
York Life would be barred out of Prus-
gian, territcry.

Accordiig to the admission of Ed-
mund D. Randolph, the treasurer of the
company, the books of the company
were made to show that these securi-
ties had been sold. Actually, however,
the securities were merely put up as
collatera] for a loan to the New ork
Trust Company. And to cover the
transaction, the notes were signed, not
by the life insurance company, but by
a bond clerk and a messenger, the
latter of whom was on a salary of $600
a year, The amount involved was
above $3,000,000.

To make the mattér worse, the trust
company was itself under the control,
ar.d ultimately the property, of the New.
York Life Company, but in order to
hide the ownership the stock had been
transferred to trustees,

pany deceivedq the Prussian govern-
ment in this manner. to what extent
hae it decelved our own State govern-
ménts and their inspectors?

The sournal and The Star have joined
'ihe World in denouncing the grab. Taey
call for delay until there is a definite
understanding as to what the munici-
palities' commiséion have to report re-
specting their power investigations,

On Saturday The Journal had the fol-
lowing to say:

“The Journal understands that the
Lincoln Power Company paid theCa-
taract Power Company 510 of a cent.
per hour per light for the power sup-
plied them to do the city lighting. This
is at the rate of six centg per light for
a night of twelve hours; or $21.90 vper
light per year. The city pays $72.50
per light per year, leaving a surplug of
$50.60 for interest on capital and ccst
of supplying the power., This $20 should
cover, go that somewhére about a net
profit of $30 per light is made by the
company. Yet in this proposed agree-

“ment the Cataract people were good

enough to promise not to charge any
more for lighting for the next ten
years.'

In another article The Journal says:

‘“Does anybody suppose that the Ca-
taract people are doing all this wire
pulling and lobbying for nothing? If
you do, study out the problem why
gome aldermen, who loudly denounced
the scheme at first,are now as strongly
in faver of it. The Toronto World puts
the change of attitude down to ‘bun-
féed” and recalls the “seductive influ-
ence of lemonade and sandwiches” un-
der the civic regime of The Standard
editor, when the Cataract people got
control of the city’s water supply, To
us it looks as if something stronger
than lemonade is being used now.

The police were informed, but
when Sergt. Geddes went down to in-
vestigate it was all .over. All  was
hustle late at night as  tents were
struck, scenery and properties packed
up, and till 2 o'clock in the morning
the midway presented a sight of circus
life that wos as interesting as it was
energetic. Most of the shows got away
to Ottawa or London.

Many Disagreements,

‘ Phere was much hustle and bustle at
the closing of the restaurants. Dis-
agreements were numerous over wages,
There were minor accusations of thefts
between employes. In some cases the
police were appealed to, but nothing
serious happened. The police did oot
find it necessary to make an arrest at
all on the last day, and Inspector Hall
refers with pride as a citizen to the
fact that the arrests, including oniy
three drunks and a couple of vags, aid
not average more than one a day, which
is remarkable when it is considered
that nearly three-quarters of a million
of people were on the grounds,

In several of the establishments at
the fair after all was closed up there
were presentations to popular employes
and a little joviality. Some of the
directors and the staff had a sociable
spread, and spent an hour or so in
exchanging bouquets. After that some
of them went down to the midway,
which became quiet soon afterwards,
the most interesting feature being a
rather uncomfortable sheriff’s officer in
charge of the  Fighting the . Flames
show, which started out as the premier
attraction on the midway, but is now
in a pretty bad way.

This morning the manufacturers’ ex~
hibits wil] be got away, and at 7 o’clock
there will be a great rush of wagons
for the closest position-to the entrances
of the building. How long it will take
to get all the stuff away cannot be
estimated, but it will be well cleared
up by night.

Sunday on the Grounds,

On Sunday morning the King-strest
cars ran along their ordinary route, and
a stub service was established %o the
grounds. THe gatekeeper carried the
keys and strictly observed his orders
to keep out everybody who had not ur-
gent business on the grounds. It was
a grand day, the sun beating down
warmly on the deserted grounds, which
for the past two weeks had been sucn
a mass of life, The echoes of the occa-
sional hammer on the packing case and
the clatter of dishes being put away
were substituted for the music of the
Irish Guards Band of the day before.
The lawns were a mass of rubbisa,
which a quiet gang of men was picking
up. It will be long before the park re-
ccvers. Here and there was a small
boy with a kean eye seeking what he
might find, and from some of the tent
kitchens came laughing banter of the
cooks. It was possible to buy a bottle
of ginger ale on the grounds if nobody
was looking. The booths that were 80
busy looked very dirtyj} and every-
thing was upside down. All the live
stock was away with the exception >f
some of the saddle horses and jumpers.
The firemen and the police were still on
the grounds, and will be there until
cleaning up is completed. P. C. Cathers
was talking confidentially to the ambu-
lance horse, Punch, who has luckily
had sd litfle to do during the fair.

The laying of the corner stone yes-
terday afternoon of the ‘splendid uew
edifice in course of erection ‘on Mc-
Caul-street  to replace St. Patrick’'s
Church was an impressive and im-
portant event in the history of Roman
Catholicism in_Toronto. The ceremon-
fes were witnessed by nearly a thou-
sand people, and were conducted by
Bishop O'Connor, attended by the lo-

cal clergy and visiting fathers. The
church will be one of the largest in
Canada when completed about a year
hence. The sermon of the day vas
preached by Rev. Father Henning of
St. Patrick’'s parish, Quebec.

The whole space of the new build-
ing was especially floored for the oc=
casion, and seats for several hundred
people were provided. The place for
the new altar was decorated with
palms and a large cross. Promptly at
4 o'clock the ceremonies began.

The bishop was attended by Rev.
Father McCann, vicar-general, acting
as deacon, and Rev. Father Barrett,
director of the McCaulstreet monastery,
as sub-deacon. Rev. Father Urban of
St. Patrick’s parish directed the musi-
cal service, and among present
were Rev. Fathers Coyle of the Holy
Family parish, McGrann of St. Helen's
Murray of St. Basil’s, Cushing of St.
Michael’s College, Chancellor Rohleder
of St. Michael’s Cathedral, Stuhl Dar-
ling and Doyle of the monastery. Mayor| belting
Urquhart and Hon. J. J. Foy occupied | Lighting
prominent seats. Tools ..

The services were read in Latin by
the bishop and the relics were placed
by -him in the stone. They consist2d
of names of contributors, coins and
newspapers of the date, and the names
of officials of government, such as the
governor-general, mayor, etc,
| The principal function being performe
ed and the stone blessed, the procession
of clergy passed to the site of the altar
and around the grounds, which were
also blessed in turn.

Bishop Delivers Message.

Bishop O’Connor mounted the impro-

vised pulpit and delivered a short
message, in which he expressed the
great pleasure of taking part in the
laying of the corner stone of a new
church. “I am delighted,” he said, “to
see the progress of my church, and the
sacrifices of my people in providing this
splendid new edifice.”” An appeal was
made for an offering towardls the €x-
pense of the new bullding, to which a
response of several hundred dollars
was mq;le.
Rev. Father Henning, formerly of
Toronto, now stationed in Quebec, de-
livered the instruction of the occasion,
dealing with the necessity of the church
edifice as a place of worship.

Three reasons for the Catholic’s de-
sire and zeal for a church edifice were
dealt with. It was provided as a
place for the word of God to be preach-
ed, for the celebration of the sacrement,
and a place wherein gacrifices might be
offered up.

Plans of New Church.

The designs of the new St, Patrick's
Church. have been prepared by Archi-
teot A. W. Holmes. It will be a mag-
nificent structure of grey stone thruour,
extending from McCaul-street on the
west back to Willlam-street, and when
completed will cost in the neighborhood
of $100,000. It is 186 feet long, and 106
feet wide at the trancepts, and will
have two towers 200 and 100 feet in
| height. There will be five altars, and
| reating capacity for 1000 worshippers.
| Tt = situated on the next lot to the
south of the McCaul-street monastery.

The old St. Patrick’s Church stands
directly behind the monastery, and will
| be converted -into a hall for the use
of Catholic societies.

The corner stone of the new church
is on the northwest corner of the build-
ing, and hears thiz inscription: *St.
Patrick’s Church, Sept. 10, 1905.”

In thig round Britt reached the most
vulnerable spot on Nelson's muscled
bedy, the stomach, with two terrific
right-hand blows, that carried punish-
ment. Nelson faltered for a momens,
and doubled over. Quickly turning his
attention to Nelson's face, Britt sent
a terrific right cross that dropped the
Dane to his knee. There was a shonut
from Britt's friends, but elation was
short. Nelson ‘got up before the time~
could reach the count of two, and
fought aggressively for a few seconds,
when the sounded a cheerful noté
to Nelson’s supporters. The call ‘of
time for the succeeding round founi
Nelson fresh and ready. :

Nelson Always Aggressor.

Nelson was always the first to begin
the rounds, tho not always the frst
to 1and a blow. Time after time, he
would glide along after Britt, mucn
after the style of Fitzsimmons, never
clevér on his feet, but always seeking
to shorten the distance between his
opponent and himself, Tireless per
sistence and disregard of physicak pun-
iskment charucterized Nelson's fighting
thruout. Britt fought gamely at ail
times, but after his spurt in the third
round, the Californian fighter weak-
ened perceptibly to those seated clcse
to the ringside. Britt had used all his |
strength, all his cleverness and all his
bléws in the third, and he had failed 0
achieve a knockout.

Britt appeared to realize as he took '
bis corner aftér the fourth round that
he was unable to hurt his oppongnt. !
Nelson also seemed to reach the same
Gecision at the same time, and subse-
quently took Britt’s blows with more
confidence and without flinching: Ex
cept in spots, the rounds were all
pretty much alike. Nelson always
forcing, Britt always giving ground;
Britt trying to, keep Nelson at the end |
of hig snappy left hand, and the Dane |
using every means to get ingide the
circumference of the Californian’s
hands. Whenever Nelson broke down
the defence or accepted the blows aim-
ed at him. he would hammer away at;
the body, always coming out of a
clinch swinging at the jaw. !

The agreement of the two men 10|
break at the call of the referee, and
the referee’s interpretation of the rules
and their strict enforcement seemed to
be in Nelson’s favor. Graney told the
men before the fight commenced that
they must break at his command, and
he carried out his intention. The ref-
ereeing was successful, according to
popular opinion.

in the fifth round Britt held a mo-
mentary advantage, staggering Nelson
with -a series of blows and making a
desperate effort to win. This was the
first round in which both threw asids
all knowledge of boxing and slugged
viciously, each hoping to end the fight
with ong blindly delivered, lucky blow.
Both were bleeding at the.close of this
round, but Nelson was the stronger.

- Fiercest of Battles.

It did not seem possible that .a fight
could be fiercer than the fifth round,
but the succeeding period of three
minutes brought the vast crowd to jis
feet and kept it there thruout the
round. The fighters slugged each other
ceaselessly, Both were bleeding and
weary, but always game. In the last
minute of the sixth Nelson sudd:nly
took the lead, and, getting Britt in a
corner, beat him about the body and
face unti] he went weaving about the
ring, vainly trying to protect himself.
face until he went wobbling about the
body, unable for a time to block Nel-
son’s blows, but, in a flash, Britt took
a brace. He set himself in the middle
of the ring and met Nelson with two
punishing swings to the face. Nelson
‘halted and Britt leaped forward. H2
slugged and swung in one last desper
ate effort, but again the gong ended
the round, like the previous critical
one, at an opportune time for Nelson.

In the eighth Nelson had Britt in
trouble, staggering the Califor-
nian with a left and driving him to the
ropes. Britt’s seconds were in a frenzy,
ghouting all sorts of orders. Above all
was the voice of “Spider” Kelly, who
shouted, “Cover up, Jimmy!” Jimmy
obeyed, and probably saved himseif
from going down in this round.

After the eighth Britt appeared 19
tire fast. The pace was slower, and
in Nelson’s favor,

In the tenth and eleventh, Nelson
continued to wear out Britt. In ihe
twelfth, Britt rallied suddenly, and bat-
tered Nelson for two minutes.. Nelson
covered his jaw and took most of the
blows on his nose, ear or stomach.
Britt wore himself out and rfinished
the round tired. It became evident 10
Britt's seconds, after the twelfth, that
their man was being beaten. They
sought to bolster his wavering confi-
dence with cheerful remarks, but Britt
arpeared to realize that he was beaten.
in the thirteenth, Britt took a beating
with zameness.

The fourteenth round was the most
exciting one of thbe fight. Nealson,
knewing “Britt was tiring fast, had be-
fore him the determination to eénd the
battle, In five seconds he had Britt
staggering about, his guard lowered
and all but ‘out. Time and again Nel-
son planted left hand blows on Britt's
face, driving him against the ropes.
Over eagerness on Nelson's part y10-
longed the fight beyond this round.
Seeing his brother beaten down, Willie
Britt shouted “Swing, Jimmy. swing.”

Britt’s Right Landed.

Settling himself to meet Nelson, Britt
swung his right hand with all the
strength ‘in his body. The blow land-
ed, and Nelson was not only gtopped,
but seemed to give ground. Britt pregs-
ed the advantage. With his feet #¢t
apart to steady himself, once more
he met Nelson with full _arm swings,
finally forcing the Dane to clinch. The
gong sounded while they were standig
head to head, slashing at each other
with both hands. Ten trousand men
arose and cheered the boxers.

It was a Hlow
in the pit of the stomach, followed iy
a left hook to the jaw that gave ritt
his quietus. He did not have me in dis-
tress at any stage of 'the bame, even
if some of my friends, thought 1 was
going once or twice. On the other hand
I knew early in the fight, that 1 would

But I 'must give my adver-
sary credit for having fought squarely.

Contrary to expectations, the Tow
of 9000 men and ‘4 score of women at
the ringside was orderly. The stub-
born action of Nelson's manager preb-
ably was responsible for the crowds fall-
ing below expectations and made the
total receipts about $60,000 instead of
$70.000. Referee Graney caused much
surprise after he had been chosen to
act, by declaring 'all bets off. Hubse-
quently about 2.35 o’clock, he told news-
paper men that bets made after his
acceptance 'as referee would stand.

Britt came into the ring at 153 ac-
companied by his geconds, “Spidor”
Kelly, Sam Berger and “Mm” Kreling.
Britt selected the southwest 'corner.
He was fully dressed, wearing a !Ong
overcoat ower a thick sweater and
trousers. As soon as Britt got into the
ring Manager Coffroth sent word to
Nelson that Britt was on hand and
ordered Nelson to appear immediately.
There fas no sign of him, however, and
after a while Willle Britt demanded
that Nelson be produced at once, add~
ing: :

Wwerangling Over Referee.

“1 am not going to keep my man
here all day. That fellow Néison was
to be here at 1.3Q._It is now after 2
o'clock and he had better show up here
soon if there is to be'a fight.” 5

“It's pretty tough” said Coffrath,

At 2.15 p. 'm. Jim Jeffries came into
the ring. It was said at that time that
Nelson absolutely refused to appear.
Billy Jordan then made this an-

nouncement:

“Gentlemen,  Mr. Nelson refuses to
come into the ring unless they select a
man other than Jim Jeffries for re~
feree.”

A great chorus of jeers and cries here
interrupted him-

“\r, Britt,” continued Jordan, “will
not stand for any one other than Jef~
fries.”

“Now gentlemen, three rousing cheers
for the undefeated and retired cham-
pion of the world, Jim Jeffries.” Three
cheers were given.

After a long wrangle it was an-
nounced that Jeffries had retired from
the field, and that Eddie Graney had
been selected as referee. The announce-
ment that the referee question had been
settled caused a change in the betting
situation, and many wagers were made,
Britt being the favorite at 10 to 6.

Af 2.33 Nelson appeared. On his way
down he was greeted with jeering and
hooting. He was accompanied by Harry
Foley, Martin Murphy, Billy Nolan and
Fred Landers. Nelson was introduced
as “the hardest nut to crack in the
lightweight class—Battling Nelgon,”
This introduction was coolly received.

Britt was then introduced as “The
pride of California,” and he wasg loud-
)y cheered. Challenges flew thick and
fast. “Fddie Hanlon, Jimmy Gardner,
Aurelio Herrera, and Willie Fitzger-
ald were gome of those who want to
meet the winner,

The moving picture machines were
etarted as soon as Nelson entered the
ring.

Graney explained with reference to
his declaring bets off that it only ap-
plied to betg made previous to his we-
lection and acceptance as referes—that
all others could stand.

Graney called the men to the centre
and gave them instructions.

“¥ou bovs are going to fight under
the Marquis of Queensberry rules,” he
eaid, “my interpretation of thess rules
iz that there must be no holding. I
don’t want to put my hands on you.
When T say break, T want vou to hreak
without any unnecessary delav.

The men shook hands, stripped quick-
ly and the ring was cleared. Britt
wore red trunks, trimmed with the na-
tional colors.

Round 1—Britt swung left for face
and missed. Nelson clouted him with
left on ear.

Round 3—Britt stabbed in a light left
on the face and followed with another,
Two or three times Britt repeated, and
he tried a right for the jaw.

Britt
feinted with left and smashed right
and left to the heart. Then they be-
gan trading right and left blows for
the head. Britt then backed away. but
came back with right and left blows to
the body.

n his professional career Jitnmy Brit
has fought 14 contests, In this ymutﬂo:
fights he has lost but twice, and each of
these times on a foul—once to Jack
O'Keefe at _Portland, Ore., and once to Joe
Guns in 'Frisco, His first fight out of
Olyrspie Club circles was with i'oby Irwin
early in the year 1902, In his next three
buttles, with Tim Hagerty, Kid Lavigne
and Frank Erne, he scoréd the only three
real knockouts on his recor?

After the fight he lost to Jack O'Keefe
at Pertiand, he won the decision over Willle
Fitagerald in San Fraceisco. In a return
fight with Jack O'Keefe at Butte he got
4 draw, and several months later took the
decision from Charlie Sieger, also in San
Frai eisco.

Probably the hardest battle of his career
was when he met Martin Canole at Colma,
and in the 25th, after an extra five rounds
ordered by the referee, was given the de-
:-!s!nn, He won the decisjon from Youn
Cortett and, by defeating the Denver lad,
esrned his titlé as champlon lightweight «f
the world,

After the wild fight with Joe Gans he
was g.ven the decision bver Battling Nel-
son, and then defeated Jabez White. His
last fight was with Kid Svllivan, whom
he outclassed in 20 rounds,

What Nelson Has Done.

_Since entering the #ing, in 1806, Battling
Neison Las fought 70 battles. Of these he
has been returned the vietor on 41 ocra-
sions, having an enviable record of knock-
outs in his earlier fights, Nine times he
has taken the short end of the purse, and
has fought 11 draws. It was in his fight
with Spider Weleh at Sait Lake City, when
he beat that lad in 16 rounds, that bis as-
pirations for champlionship honors first took
a scrious turn. his was in April of 1904,
He next won from Martin Canole in 'Fris-o
in 1% rorvds, ‘This was In May, 1904, and
two months later he weat Eddle Hanlon
down in 19 rounds. Then he fought Aurelio
Herrera i{n Butte and won the decision,
reterning to San Francisco and defeating
Young Corbett in 10 rounds,

In December of last year, after a gruel-
ing fight, the Dane went down to defeat
at the hands of Jimmy Britt, who was
given the.decision. Nelson then tried his
hand in the six-round bouts on the other
gide of the Rockies, were heé battled first
with Jack O'Nefl, who managed to last
the six rounds.

Sudden Ending of War Has Put Back
Clock of Civilization and Forced
Caucasus Revolution

- Chieago, Sept. 10.—A London ¢able to
The Tribune, says: It is becoming evia
dént that the advent ‘of peace at the
present moment is not an unmixed
blessing for the fortunes of Russia in
their 'broadest aspect. Lovers of
peace in their bumanijtarian desire 10
stop the far eastern conflict lost sight

of the emancipation Of ‘the Mlussian
people. As a result, the clock of civili-
zation in Russia has been turned huck
for a century.

The war was creating an opporiun
ity which nmght have enablels the
oppfessed millions of Russia to throw
off the tyranny which for generaiions
bad crippied nationat -life. Organiz-
ation tothis end, necessarily was Bi¢W.
but much had “been accomplish2d in
the 'last féw months.

The reform leaders had got the bur-
eaucracy nearly down, they had forced
their way past it, and told the crar
in plain terms the kind of rotten mis-
govérnment he was ‘giving his 7 le.
They will not soon be able to do that
again. i

Peace has set the bureaucracy on its
feet again, With no foreign war to
shake its nerves ‘and the réstoration
of financial credit to strengthen its
great and only weapon of oppression
it is not afraid of the independént re-
formers just yet. A St. Petersbwrg
corresporident writes:

Plans Upset.

“The active reformers are still in con-
fusion. All their plans have been Ub-
sét by unexpected peace. They are
agréed on only one point; that the
Portsmouth treaty has put the clock
back in Russia. It must not be in-
ferred that the catse of liberty is lost
or abandoned. 'It! means only that
while liberty miight have beéen won by
constitutional’ methods if the war had
been allowed to continue a little lon-
‘ger, it must now be fought for. The
struggle must be far bloodier fhan &
more civilized war.”

Sudden peace has distinctly forced the
hands of the revolutionary party in
the Caucasus. The awful conflict there
this 'week is no spontaneous, racial
war, but a thoroly organized insurrec-
tion directéd against Russian author-
fty. The plans of fhe revolutionaries
were fully ‘explained to the writer in
confidence in June last by one of the
leaders who came to London to arrange
for & further shipment of arms. Their
first move, he said, would be to com-
pletély . destroy the oil industry. Ask-
ed the reason for this wanton des-
truction, he said the object was 10 par-
alyze transportation in the Caucasus
and 'southern Russia. where oil is the
sole fuel of the railroads and steamers.
He added thdt not only the bulk of
the population ‘were in favér of revo-
lutién, but a large section of the gov-
ernment employes also. The latter fact
enabled them to 'ship’arms thru the
custom houses with impunity.

Better Outlook in Europe.

It becomes more evident daily that
the effect of the treaty of Portsimouth
will be to pacify several threatening
conditions in international affaips in
Europe. The Morocco dispute, 'which
might have become acute again be-
tween France and Germany in ~onnéc-
tion with French demands upon the
8ultan, has completely subsided. The
friction between Germany and Great
Britain promises again to become latent.
Ther are some péssimists, however.
The' Spectator to-day has an interest-
‘“9’ article on the subject.

HERORAUTFGHTSFRURE
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Crowd at Park Watches His Struggle
2000 Feet in Air—Lands
in a Tree.

New York, Sept. 10.~-Fifty thousand
ns in Paterson, N«J., and sur-

rounding towns and 15,000 at Fairyland’

Amusement Park saw an airship as-
cension yesterday which every moment
they expécted to result in the death of
the aeronaut.

Professor George Hamilton, succes-
sor to Professor Baldwin, who was
blown to pleces at a fair in Ohio last
week, made the ascension at 5 o'clock
in a car known as the ‘“‘California Ar-
row.” Thére were practically no wind
currents, and the airship rose above
the amusement park with perfect ease,
riding gracefully under its eight horse
power motor. When it had reachel a
height of 1000 féet the propeller was
seen to stop and the car wavered in
the air,

Beveral times it almost turned tur-
tlee. Hamilton was seen climbing in
the rigging as the airship shot upward
until a height of not less than two
thousand feet was reached. Then it
began to descend, the crowd watching
its uncontrolled course with misgivings.
Slowly it drifted toward the east and
over the Cedarlawn Cemetery.

At the height of one hundred feet
a current of air caught it and drove
it toward the east and downward.
landed on the Buckley Hotel, in River-
side’ Drive, and, bounding off, struck
in a large tree and was wrecked.

Hamilton, exhaustéd by the fight he
made for his life, fell from the car be-
fore it reached the tree and was had-
ly bruised. He explained that after
reaching a height of one thousand feet
his motor refused to work. He tried
vainly to fix it, risking a fall several
times. He then decided to descend and
pulled the string that opened the bal-
166n’s gas valve, The string broke and
fell about his neck.

When the car ascended to its great-
est height he climbed into the rigging
and punctured a4 hole in the bag to
allow the gas to escape. The honle
caused the bag to tear apart and to
prevent the gas from escaping too fast
fie had to ¢ling to the rigging and hold
the flaps of the tear against each other,
leaving the car to drift at will.

Corpse at Buffalo is Twice Claimed
and Rejected—Thought to Be
Former Torontonian.

Sept. 10.—(Special,)—The
body that was nigh to peing buried as
that of James E. Woodward, a flre-
man, was again positively jdentified
yesterday, this time as that of Freder-
ick Wingrove, a waiter, who lived at
47 Bast Mohawk=-street Mrs. Win-
grove and the waiters’ union arranged
with Undertaker Charles E. McDon-
ald to bury the body, but before the
arrangements were fairly begun, sonie
of Wingrove's most intimate assoclates
looked at the body and said they didn’t
believe it was his, Apd once more the
hopes of the morguekeepers were dash-

ed.
Wingrove had lived in Chicago, Io-
Toronto before he came to

chester and
Buffalo, seven years ago. He was one

of the most active members of the walt-
ers' union here, was one of its cleverest
speakers and was but recently a can-
didate for business ngent. He was de-
feated, and, it 1s said, took his de-
feat somewhat to heart, In addition
wm&.hohadmcboonwormtor
some time, his last employment being
at Athletic Park. Also, he had lost
gome money, These various things are
supposed to have -contributed to a de-
spondency which led him to talk of
suicide.

He teft home on Sunday, Aug. 21,
and that is the last scen of him. Hie
wife, who is left with an eighteen-
month-old baby, has been much dis-
tressed. When she read of the body
being found at the Maid of the Mist
landing, she thought it was her hus-
pand’s. She notified the waiters' union,
which defrays the expenses of the bur-
jal of its dead members. The union
was about to act when Mrs, Woodward
positively 1dentified the body as -that
of her husband,

Identisied the Clothing.

But when Mrs, Woodward’'s identifi-
cation was upset, Mrs. Wingrove .nd
the walters’ tinion resumed their in-
quiry. Mrs. Wingrove viewed the body
and was inclined to believe it was her
husband’s, To make certain she, with
a delegate from the walters’ union.
went to Drummondville, Ont.,, to ex-

Buffalo,

which was .ii the possessioh of Cor~
oner Morse, at that town,

Mrs, Wingrove took along a suit of
her husband’s underweéar to compare
it with that found on the body. After
making the comparison, and looking at
the socks and the shoes, which were
the only other things on the body
when it was taken from the water, rle
declared positivély that the body was
that of her husband. Initials markad
on the underwear and socks were C. W.
X., but that didn’'t make her any less
certain.

So positive was she it was her hus-
band’s body that Coroner Morse un-
hesitatingly gave her an order on Med-
fcal Examiner Danser for the body.

Friends Don’t Recognize,

Yesterday afternoon half a dozen
members of the waliters’ union, in-
cluding the delegate who had gone to
Drummondville, visited the morgue.
Atit:r looking at the body, this delegate
said:

“If that's Freddie Wingrove, you
can’'t prove it by me. The hands and
the feet look like his, but there ain’'t
enough breadth of forehead, and the
hair is too dark for Freddie’s and the
chest is too big and—"’

“l can’'t ®ee any resemblance to
Freddie,” said another,

‘When they left the morgue after an
hour’'s discuseion and two separate and
oritical examinations of all parts of
the body, they were still in doubt.
They all spoke as if they liked Win-
grove and would be only too glad to
do the honors for his body if thevy
could only be sure it was his.

ROCKEFELLER PREDICTS HARD TIMES

Says America’s Greéatést Industrial
COrisis is Due 1907-8,

Chicago, Sept, 10,—Col. W. H. Moore,
president of the National Good Roads
Association, who, in June, was quoted
as saying that John D. Rockefeller had
told him that America’s greatest panic
was coming in 1907 and 1908, to-day

‘again quotes Mr, Rockefeller as p:e-

dicting a “‘hard-times crisis” for thogs
years, Mr, Rockefeller said, he adds,
“that where there were 8,000,000 of men
out of work in 1803 there will be from
7,000,000 to 10,000,000 in idleness when
the next siege of hard times {s upon

us,

‘““The statement was made to me in
conversation with the oil king some
time ago,” said Col. Moore, “and he
declared that the government should
not wait till the hour of peril arises, but,
should legislate to provide work for tha
idle and prepared to care for them
when the ‘crisis arrives,

“Mr, Rockefeller bases his statement
on the fact that overproduction in nll
lines will bring the crisis. We were
talking ‘gsood roads’ at the time, and
it was hig idea that proper legislation
ghould be enacted so that idle m#n
could be put to work building roads
when the time comes.”
