The Hague, Aug. 29.-The Official 
Journal to-day publishes a despatch re­
garding the disaster to the Dutch forces 
operating against the Rajah of the Is­
land of Lombok, near Java, 
patch says Gen. Vetter, the commander 
of the expedition, wae surprised at 11 
o’clock at night, near Tjakra Negara. 
The firing was continuous until morning, 
and the Dutch in this Engagement lost 
14 killed and 86 wounded. As the water 
supply of the column failed, and as for­
aging was impossible, the Dutch troops 

compelled to retreat towards Mat- 
fa. ram, the capital of the island. During 
the retreat the Dutch lost heavily, be­
ing continually harassed by the natives, 
and at one place in the route they found 
barricades had been raised. These ob­
structions were so stoutly defended by 
the native warriors that the troops were 
unable to force another passage, and 
were compelled to make a long detour 
to avoid the blockaded route, and in so 
doing they lost more men.

The Dutch succeeded in reaching Am* 
penan on Aug. 27, with a total of cas­
ualties far in excess of the number at 
first reported. The killed included four 
officers and 63 men. There were 12 of­
ficers and 153 men wounded and six 
officers and 148 men missing. In ad­
dition the Vetter column lost four field

Carcans Sallying Bound the Chinese Flag 
—Jape Driven From the Ping Yang 
Passes—Three of the Mikado’s Warships 
Damaged By Artillery While Aground 
In the Talnng Hirer.

Shanghai, Aug. 29.—The native «press 
has received confirmation of the reports 
of the battle fought detween the Chinese 
and Japanese troops on Aug. 13. Ac­
cording to them 5000 Chinese troope of 
all arms attacked the Japanese forces, 
xyhich had been detailed to guard the 
Ping-Yang liasses in the northwest of 
Corea, and eventually succeeded in driv­
ing the Japanese from the positions which 
they held. A~4arge number of Coreans 
flocked to the Chinese standard, begging 
for arms and asking for permission to 
form the advance guard of the Chinese 
force moving against the Japanese.

Jap* Lost 4000 Men.
On Aug*. 14, according to reports, the 

Chinese were reinforced by 4000 troops 
from Yi-Chow and on the day following 
they attacked the Japanese lines at Cong- 
Ho, with the result that the Japanese 
retreated. On Aug. 16 the Chinese army 
was further reinforced by 13,000 troops, 
and on Aug. 17 attacked the Japs, who 
are, said to have lost 4000 men and their 
heavy baggage.

Fired on Jap Warship* Aground.
The Chinese on Aug. 18 advanced to 

Huang Chow, and, passing too near the 
Talnng River, where 13 Japanese war­
ships were moored, they were attacked 
by the Japanese, who opened fire upon 
them with the ships’ guns and inflicted 
a lose of several hundred men upon the 
Chinese. At ebb tide on the same day, the 
native reports odd, three of the Japanese 
warships found themselves aground and 
were afterwards severely damaged by 
the fire of the Chinese artillery, which 
was handled fioin ambush.

The bulk of the Japanese forces, it is 
asserted, retreated southwards, pur­
sued by the Chinese cavalry until night 
stopped the latter’s advance.
Gen. Yeb, the Chinese commander, made 
a detour and attacked the Japanese in 
the rear, completely routing them and 
capturing Huang Chow.

The general news received here does not 
confirm the reports of these Chinese suc­
cesses received, by the native press.

There is an uneasy feeling in Tien-Tsin 
owing to the attitude of the native 
troops. Foreigners' are arming thèm- 
lelves, as they fear an attack.

Japan Has Long Hungered After Corea.
Berlin, Aug. 29.—The National Zeitung 

publishes advanced sheets of an article 
to apear in the September Pundschau by 
Herr Brandt, formerly German Minister 
to Pekin.

The fire started on the third floor in 
Fabricus Levine’s tailor shop, at 2.20 
o’clock, and in less than ten minutes .the 
flames had darted up the stairway to 
the roof. In 16 minutes the entire inter­
ior of the building from the third floor 
up was a veritable cauldron of fire.

When the‘tire was discovered Herman 
Ezeman, Levine’s watchman,escaped down 
the iron ladder with nothing but an un­
dershirt. He was followed by two men 
who emerged from windows on the sec­
ond floor, which was used as a Jewish 
synagogue.

Landed on the Fireman’s Helmet.
The firemen put up ladders against the

How Howard Counselled the Railroad 
Strikers to Violence.

Chicago, Aug. 29.—The National Labor 
Commission expects to complete its 
work by the end of this week. The prin­
cipal business of the commission to-day 
was the examination of 23 witnesses, 
most of whom testified that at the meet­
ing at Blue Island, at which the Rock 
Island men decided to strike, Vice-Presi­
dent Howard had counselled violence and 
used profane language. The gist of the 
testimony was that only about one-half 
of the men who had voted to strike were 
railway men. Besides this, many of the 
railroad men present were opposed to 
striking. President Debs was not as ra­
dical in his speech as Howard.

G. G. Grueley ascribed to President 
Debs the statement, “After the strike the 
scabs will have to walk the plank.’’

Wfc.t Japan b Trying lo Do at Tplra mad 

on the Yalu.
Taku, to the north oi which Japan ie 

reported in yesterday’s despatches to be 
landing troops in force, is the key to 
Pekin. Its position is one of great im­
portance. It lies at the month of the 
Pei-Ho River, and is only about 100 miles 
from the capital of the empire. The forts 
guard the entrance to the Pei-Ho River 
and the approach to Tien-Tsin, and thence 
to Pekin. The reduction of the forts 
would provide Japan with an admirable 
base from which to strike a deadly blow 
at the sacred city itself.

The forts, however, are of exceptional 
Strength, and their position is such as to 
render them practically impregnable from 
the sea. The Japanese therefore appear 
to he following the example of the allied 
English and French forces in 1860, who 
landed their forces at Peh-Tang, a vil­
lage lying a few miles north of Taku, 
and thus were able to capture the strong­
hold which had been attacked in vain 
with gunboats th eyear before. If the 
news of the landing of troops near Taku 
is correct, the Japanese evidently intend 
to do, if they can, what the Anglo- 
French allies did 34 years before—reduce 
the forts by assailing them in the rear, 
and then march victoriously on Pekin.

Iu landing a large force at the Yalu 
River, Japan is executing a very clever 
and daring maneuvre. Her object clear­
ly is to cut off the Chinese army now in 
Corea from its base in Manchuria. Not 
only will the Chinese be thus caught be­
tween two fires, but they will suffer from 
the lack of supplies. Corea, «Id especi­
ally Northern Corea, affords very scanty 
resources for the maintenance of an army. 
At the best of times it is a poor country, 
but at present it is in particular distress. 
For the last two seasons the harvest has 
been a failure and the peasants are in 
dire want. ....

Atlantic League Re-Organlxed-A Salary 
Limit of *800

New York, Aug. 29,-It was late last 
night when the organisation of the new 
baseball league was completed at New­
ark. It will be known as the Atlantic 
League. Newark, Tçenton, Jersey City, 
Paterson and Wilmington, Del., were re­
presented by delegates. Those five cities 
will be represented in the circuit, which 
will contain eight clubs. Three more 
cities, to fill the complement, will be se­
lected from Atlantic City, New Bruns­
wick, Camden, Asbnry Park, Plainfield 
and Orange, whence applications for mem­
bership have been received.

The League was organised by electing 
Sam Crane of New York, president, secre­
tary and treasurer; Melvin D. Compton 
of Newark, vice-president, and S. Crane, 
P. H. Genslinger and T. D. Sullivan an 
executive committee.

A salary limit of $800 a player was 
adopted, and will be rigidly enforced. 
With the short circuit and limited expen­
ses ,the backers of the new league are 
confident of success. There has been no 
club in Newark or Jersey City since the 
disastrous year of 1890. The league will 
apply for admission under the national 
b.agreement in class B.

The Runt ThU Year Ho» Been a Failure —
The Animal lia* Sever Been Bronchi 

'Alive Inin Civilization.
Edmonton, Alberta, Bulletin.

The mnak ox hunt this year has been 
» failure. The animal is getting scarce, 
which, coupled with the difficulties ex­
perienced in it» capture, is not at all 
surprising. Living as it does in the barren 
lands, where food and fuel have to be 
taken in by hunters, where there in no 
habitation and no timber, where rocks, 
lakes and deserts intercept the hunter, 
it is a spot fcr adventure and explora­
tion only and is a dangerous country to 
travel in. The musk ox, unlike the ele­
phant, polar bear, the rhinoceros and 
other rare animals, has never been 
brought alive into civilisation. The 
zoological societies and menageries of 
the world know it not. Very soon it will 
be- an extinct animal and the lew slutted 
specimens found in museums will aj[one 
give to the world an idea of this animal's 
lifelike appearance. Very few hides were 
taken this, winter, not half as many as 
last season, which may be due to the 
fact that the animale are getting thin­
ned out or else that hunters have had 
to go further into the barren lands to 
find them. Among the Chipwyam the 
soul of the musk ox Is deemed a god, and 
for this superstitious reason the Indians 
would not assist, nor would they permit 
a solitary animal to leave the country 
alive.

The catch of other furs has not been 
equal to last year or preceding years. 
Only nine wood buffalos were killed and 
the band, which is now the only band on 
the continent, is dwindling down to small 
proportions, perhaps 160 all told. They 
are eo wild that when shot at they are 
said to run for two or three days with­
out stopping, breaking everything down 
before them. To follow them up is im­
possible. The eatch of beaver, too, has 
not been up to the average; so with other 
furs, while the black and silver foxes are 
scarcer,' than ever.
