cording to these (treaties, China 1s
limited to the imposition or an ad
valorem rate, not to exceed five per
cent. The fiscal system of the Fiow-
ery Kingdom is a most pernicious and
suicidal one. . Merchandise is sybject
to innumerable duties and exactions.
Chinese traders are blackmailea at
every turn by the legalizea rovbers
who infest the custom houses. Here 1s
a sample of the way taxes are collect- '
ed in China:

In Foochow there are four estabiisn-
n:aentl for the collection or taxes: (1)
The tustoms houses of the Maritime .
‘Customs Oftice, where the five per
cent. duties are levied, in accordance
with  the. treaties upon all goods ex<:
ported or imperted in foreign bottoms
or in Chinese steamers. (2) The naiive
custom ~houses, which ievy tolis-on
junk-borne commerce. . {3), Tae Likin
Office, which: levies: a universai excise
duty, from which = nothing escapes,
whether produced at home or tmporied
from abroad or in transit througa the |

troi Office, which collects telis on gooas

brought for sale into the citles by road.
Each of these offices competes with |
the others and looks upon the reven-
ues collected by its competitors as a
loss to itself. :»The Maritime Customs
Office is under European management,
and its tax of 6 per cent. &its lightly
upon commerce, except on tea. in ihe |
native offices the sysiem prevails of
practically farming the taxes by max-
ing the pfficials in cha of them re-
mit a tain sum every year, thus en-
couraging the tax-gainerers o
squeeze as much as possible out of
their victims, and, after satisfying the
demands of their :uperiors, to put the
rest of the money collected into their
own' pockets. The result is that the

|largest possible cmount is collected at

the greatest pessible cost with the
least possible benefit to the Govern-
ment. The cost of collecting likin is
said to be ovér 70 per cent. of the sum
realized. The Tartar-General of Fun-
kien, the province of which Foochow
is the chief port, who is the head of
the native custom house, said to
make 150,000 taels annuaiiy for him-
self, and each of his subordinates
helps himself proportionately. The
likin tax, originally a temporary’ wgr
tax, produces in Foochow alone 700,000
taels per annum, and in tae 'whole
province 1,200,000; representing an ex-
tortion .from the people of probably
five times that amount. The likin on
téa is nearly 280 taels per pfcud, ana
thus, by adding thHe export duty of
2.50 taels per picwd, the actual duty
collected from this much-taxed pro-
duct is brought up to. about 35 per
cent. ad valorem. India and Ceyion
teas pay no export duties and these
imposts are a terrible handicap to the
Chinese trade. It is not surprising
that seven " long-suffering - Chinese
should be occasionally driven to riot-
ing by these large and, what is worst,
capriciously levied burdens.

NON-JURY SITTINGS,

Sir 'William Meredith disposed of
three out of the thirteen cases thus
far set down on the list for the non-
Jury sittings. In Stark v. McArthur
the plaintiits seek to recover .certain
moneys alleged to be in the hands of
a firm of solicitors in Winnipeg. The
Chief Justice reserved judgment upon
the question of jurisdiction.

In Briggs v. Wilson, the plaintift
sought judgment for about $600 against
& married woman, who, in & moment
of weakness, had endorsed her hus-
band's promissory note. The learned
Chief Justice held that a contract with
regard to her separate estate was suf-
ficlently shown by the plaintiffs prov-
ing that the wif2 had received cer-
tain furniture 83 years ago from . her
father, which was now worth about
five dollars, and that the proceeds of
certain property sold by her twenty-
five years ago had been received by
her husband and never repaid to her,
and directed judgment to be entered
accordingly.

Precisely at 10.30 Armour, C.J., and
Falconbridge, J., took their seats in
the Queen’s Bench Divisional Court
room, The lesmrned Chief Justice sfat-
ed that his brother Street had been
summoned to sit in the Court of Ap-
peal upon the question, which trans-
cended all others in importance to
litigants, as to the precdende at the
Ontario bar of the counsel appointed
by the Governor-General-in-council.
and by the Lieut.-Governor-in-council,
andj that: his absence. no: being fromn
“ilhdess or other unavoidable 'cause,”
within 69 Vie. (0.), ch. 18, sec. 10, two
judges could not sit. He accordingly
declared the Divisional Court adjourn-
ed until the conclusion of tlie Queen’s
counsel case before the Court of Ap-
peal, when the missing link would be
restored and the cases on the list taken
up.

The case of Bell v. Moffatt, in which
the plaintiff seeks to set aside a lease
of certain property in the township of
Etobhicoke, was then proceeded with,
and was not concluded when the court
adjourned.
