MOVE TO WIDEN DIVORCE
House of Lords to Open Enquiry- 

Opponents Cite America.
LONDON, July 16.—Lord Gorrell, 

who, as dir John Gorrell Barnes, was 
president of the divorce court, moved 
In the house of lords that county courts 
should have the power to grant di­
vorces, thus bringing the law within 
the reach of those whose circumstances 
prevented their proceeding in the high 
court, the only tribunal tn England 
empowered to deal with divorces.

Prof, Dicey, in Survey of Florence 
Mining Co. Litigation, Admits 

the Power of Province-

the

In the cases of The Florence Mining 
Company versus the Cobalt Lake Min­
ing Company and Smith versus City of 
London, opinions were sought on the 
legal .-merits of the questions raised 
from'A. V. Dicey, K.C., LL.D., Vlner- 
lan professor of English Law, Oxford, 
honorary LL.D., Cambridge, Glasgow, 
and Edinburgh, and author of several 
standard works on legal subjects.

Mr. Dicey was retained by the Elec­
tric Power Corporation Interests of 
Ontario with a view of attacking the 
present Ontario Government,. Mr. 
Dicey's opinion was evidently not so 
favorable for the power interests as 
was hoped, and on the legal aspects of 
the case he admits that the law la with 
Sir Jtimes Whitney. The matter » 
dealt with editorially elsewhere.

The opinions following have not been 
glveri general circulation, but there Is 
nothmg to be gained by concealment.

The two cases, namely, the Cobalt 
caife and Smith v. City of London 
(London power case) appear to raise 
the following questions:

First question—.Does the B.N.A. Act, 
1867, a. 92 as. 13, confer upon a provin­
cial legislature (In this instance the 
Legislature, of Ontario) power to de­
prive individual»- of substantive rights, 
and especially qf property rights with­
out compensation?

(flee Mr. Labatt’s opinion In Canada 
Law Journal, April 16, 1909, p. 267.)

Hie Answers.
Answer to first question—The B.N.A. 

Act, 1867, e. 92, ss. 13, confers upon a 
provincial legislature power to make 
any law In relation to “property and 
civil rights In the province." and thus 
appears to confer upon auch legislature 
power to deprive (If It sees fit) Indi­
viduals of substantive rights, and, 
even tho they be property rights, with­
out compensation. There le nothing In 
the act, as far as I can see, which pro­
vides that a law passed by a provin­
cial legislature shall not be palpably 
unjust; nor Is there anything In the 
act, as there Is In the constitution of 
the United States, prohibiting the pass­
ing of a "law Impairing the obligation 
of contracts/ (Constitution of U. 8., 
article 1, set. 10). The guarantee pro­
vided by the B.N.A. Act, 1867. against 
possible Injustice resulting from the 
legislation of a provincial legislature is 
to be found. If anywhere. In the gov­
ernor-general’s power under the B. N. 
A. Act, 1867, ss. 66, 90, to disallow any 
law passed by a provincial legislature.
• Second question—Does the B. N. A. 
Act, 1867, 8. 92, s». 13, give power to a 
provincial legislature to enact a law 
staying actions for the enforcement of 
t’1®^substantive and actually acquired 
rights of Individual»?

Answer to third questlon-The act 
does, in my opinion, confer such 'power.
I do not-think It possible to draw In 
principle a distinction between a law 
which without compensation deprives 
an Individual of hie property rights 
a.nd ,a „iew ,whlch deprives him of his 
rights to enforce such righto by action 
Jt is, of course, true that 
Plainest language be used', any court 
would be unwilling to presume that a 
law was intended to have a retrospec- 
V,V^p.eratlon whlch deprived an In-fet nnfl °f ^l8„ rlght to maintain an 
action, especially if it were already 
commenced for Interference with an ac­
tually acquired right.
