12 our intentionis have been known, We

Despatches from Denmark say that Von Hindemburg is Mliﬁng
every available man in Germany for a supreme effort to win the war this
year. He is draining German manhood do its dregs in order to raise his
ermies up to their maximum possible efficiency. His chief reservoir for
recruits comprises men over 45, a class of small fighting value. Ger-
many, however, has not yet called out men of 65, as Austria has done, and
she has therefore not reached Austria’s stage of exhaustion. Since Polish
recruitment has failed the enemy, he has to plunge deeper into his own
hitherto rejected human material. Germany is massing a large force for a
future offersive; but owing to a stricter censorship, neutrals cannot learn
where the great general staff intends to launch it.

The most serious fhing about the German preparations is not the
impressment of old men into the Germany army, but the expansion of
the munitions industry.

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PACIFISTS' RALLY
ENDS IN CONFLICT

Patriotic Citizens Invade Bal-
timore Theatre—Police Use
Batons Freely.

Baltimore, April 1.—A mass meeting
held here tonight under the auspices
of the American League Against Mili-
tarism ended in a riot. A counter-
demonstration was organized on the
pavement of the Academy of Music, in
which Dr. David Starr Jordan, the
ardent pacifist, was speaking. Finally
the crowd took the matter into its
own hands, and led by some militia-
men broke into the theatre and
marched down the aisles waving an
American flag:. Men socially prom-
inent led the throng of 4000 whfch
broke into the theatre. College profes-
sors, students, bankers and lawyers
were there. ' Carter G. Osborn, jr, a
banker, was at the, head waving a
flag. A policeman clubbed him into
unconsciousness, and the crowd which
saw the flag disappear from his hand
leaped forward, swept the police aside
and got into the theatre. Twenty
men were clubbed and four of them
were taken to a hospital. A dozen
otherg were arrested.

The meeting was broken up just as
Dr. Jordan was reaching an impas-
sioned climax in his address.

BANNED AT PHILADELPHIA.

Philadelphia, April 1.—The police
refused to allow the holding of a
peace meeting under the auspices of
the  Emergency Peace Federation,
which was advertised for a local
theatre tonight.

In letter to the manager of
the theatre, James Robinson, super-
intendent of police, said: *“I desire
to notify you that we will not permit
the proposed meeting to take place,
and I have notified the police to see
that this order is carried out.”

SUBMARINE LOSSES
HIT GERMANY HARD

|Many Large and Costly Craft
Gone in Past Two

Months.
f TRUTH NOT REVEALED

| Von Capelle Would S'taggel’

' German People If He
Were Candid.

London, April 1.—In discussing the
German submarine warfare with the
Assoclated Press today, Archibald 8.
Hurd, well known writer on naval sub-
jects, said: .

“Admiral von Capelle (German naval
minister), struggling against adversity
and aware of the contempt in which the
new methods of warfare have brought
the service to which he beldngs, has
endeavored to cheer his fellow country-
men and mjslead and terrorize neu-
trals, What would the world have
thought had he mentioned the number
of submarines-which have been lost in
the matter of only two months, stated
the capital they represented and given

~ the casualties? ’

“There is still a tendency to speak of
German submarines as boats and some-
times they are referred to as little
boats. Tn fact, the larger of them’ are
as big as the men or war which the
Giermane themselves have been in the
habit of describing as cruisers. Their

. displacement>ranges from over 800 to
1200 tons, and the otutlay for construc-
tion runs from 200,000 to 300,000 pounds
each.

EMPIRE FISHERIES
MAY PAY FOR WAR

Resources Development Com-
mittee Hatches Scheme for
State Exploitation.

SUPPLY WHOLE WORLD

!

Projectors Would Use Vessels
Released From Mine
Sweeping,.

London, March 29.——A plan to make
the fishing resources of Hudson Bay,
the whale oil of the South Seas and
the jute trade of India help pay of{
the huge debt with which the British
Empire will find Itself burdened at
the close of the war had been launch-
ed here thru the formation of the
empire resources development com-
mittee, with Sir Starr Jameson, the
organizer of the Jameson rald, as
chairman.

The plan is to put the work in the
hands of captains of industry, whose
bukiness would be the development of
potential wealth. The state would
back the enterprise, would enlist the
work of expertsy who would seek oul
the most valuable resources of the
empire and exploit.them for the bene-
fit of the people.

Use for the state, after the war, of
the fishing fleet now engaged in
mine-sweeping 18 one of the novel
suggestions of Alred Bigland, mem-
ber of the house of commons, and a
jeading business man, who has trav-
eled extensively in the United States.

“We should tap,” said Mr, Bigland,
“the fisheries in the Pacific Ocean
bordering on British Columbiz in the
mouth of the St. Lawrence and in
the waters around Newfoundland and
Labrador., W ould become the pur-
veyors of tislﬁx all forms, almost to
the whole world,

No Limit to Fisheries.

“Already Newfoundland is sending
on an average of 300,000 toms of cod
tc the Mediterranean and neutral
countries. There is practically no
limit to the. quantity, and the Grand
Trunk Pacific Railway has already of -
fered us refrigerating plants to bring
fish from Prince Rupert Island to
TLiverpool at two cents a ton, which
would be reduced still further on
go\'ernment contracts,

“After the war, if the government
aliowed it, all vessels now used in the
Morth Sea for mine-sweeping and
other purposes, could he used to form
the nucleus of an empire fishing fleet

“Cold storage houses should be
built in towns all over the land, and
profits from the sale of fish caught
by the state fleet should go into the
state treasury. The fishermen would
be paid according to the size of the
catch, with a guaranteed minimum.”

Mr. ‘Bigland said that he believed
that four times as much fish might
be sold in this country as was sold
before the war, and that the state
might make u gross profit of $180,-

MORE MEN OFFERING
NOW FOR ENLISTMENT

Five Hundred and Forty Volunteer
for Overseas in One
Week.

Increases in recruiting, both as regards
the number of men offering and those
accepted, arec shown by the Toronto en-
listment figures foer the week just ended.
The total of men volunteering, 540, was
an increase of 47 as compared with the
preceding week. There were 153 accept-
ed, being an advance of 28 over the week

Of the 1563 recruits accepted in Toronto
last week about two-thirds were enrolled
for service with combatant units, 33 of
them going to the infantry, 35 to the

MONEY URGENTLY NEEDED
BY BAKERS’ HEIRS’ SOCIETY

Great Secrecy Maintained at
Meeting Saturday Afterroon
—Press Excluded.

A meeting of the Baker's Heirs As-
sociation was held Saturday after-
noon in St. George’s Hall, but the
grestest secrecy was maintained, and
the press was rigidly excluded.

Against foul means and falsehood
the entente allies have pitted their
strength, and at this moment it is at
fte maximum. Soldiers of-experience
pave declared that if ‘the western
ront is not broken this summer it will
never be broken. The Germans have
mide a clever retreat 0 a new line of
defence and they may be able to with-
stend another season’s cannonading.

Germany is taking the desperate
chances of war, and hoping to outlast
her enemies in endurance.

This thought should make every

British government, and every British
citizen redouble all’the efforts that

have yet been made.

ANOTHER GERMAN LIE

H.M.S. Dwarf Never Opened Fire
On German

The bill applies to only three German
noblemen, who happen to be possessors
of English 'titles, technically giving them
the right to seats in the house of lords.
They are the Dukes of Cumberland apd
ﬁg:gn‘and ‘Prince Albert of Schleswig-
/ The title of the Duke of Cumberland
was awarded over a century ago to the
fifth son of King George III. He became
King of Hanover in 1837, That of the
Duke of Albany was awarded by Queen
Victoria in 1881 to’ the father of the pres-
ent holder, who is also Duke of Saxe-
Coburg-Gotha, and a reigning prince of
& German state. Prince Albert of Schles-
wig-Holstein is a grandson of ,Queen
Victoria. His title is merely a nominal
dignity, and when the present holder's
father was born Schleswig-Holstein be-
longed to6 Denmark.

The Duke of Cumberland has been an
invalid for more than two years, and has
taken no part in the war. Moreover, he
is known as a hater of the Prussian Gov-
ernment and all its doings. His son was
in the German army at the beginning of
the war, but after a short time his health
broke down and nothing has been heard
of him for a long time. The Duke of
Albany, however, has been active ser-
vice with the German army ever since
the war commenced. Prince Albert of
Schleswig-Holstein is also an officer in
the German army. ‘His brother was kill-
ed, fighting for Britain, in the Boer war.
His mother lives in England.

The bill, ag presented to the house of
lords, does mnot affect succession to es-
tates or property, and can scarcely be
held up as a gerious punishment to the
three princes, none of whom has ever
shown the slightest inclination to exer-
cise his right to vote ‘in the British
House of Lords..

Hitherto, when the
state has deprived a peer of his title and
dignities, it has been for something in
the nature of a crime. Nothi in th'e_;
nature of a crime is alleged in this case.

Lord Lansdowne declared the bill afl
wrong. ‘‘The real object,” he said, ‘‘is
to satisfy a public clamor outdoors. But
1 feel pretty sure that if we are to satisfy
pubile clamor we shall have to go a
good deal farther. There is, for in-
stance, a good deal of disgust at the idea
that persons fighting against us should
be wearing British orders and decorations
of all kinds. There are sixteen Goﬂn-ﬂn"
dukes wearing the Order of the Bath.

The government’s position in support
of the bill was explained by Lord Cur-
zon. “We must remember,” he said,
“what is the opinion of the man in the
street. He cannot see why anyone serv-
ing with the enemy should retain the
titles and dignities of a British peer. He
feels it an ouirage upon hl:“sentlments
of patriotism and nationality.””

The bill, after having passed its second
reading, was placed in the hands of a
special committee, appointed at the sug-
gestion of Lord Bryce, to examine the
whole subject and recommend action,

Up to the outbreak of the war,
only the rock marl was .used, being
quarried for building’ material. Since
the beginning of the war jt has been
found that the loose marl*is valuable
as a fertilizer and useful in the card-
board industry, the manufacture of
glass, and in the sugar and cement
industries. Then the hitherto despised
marl suddenly took on the guise of
potential g0 and * exploitation
soon assumed large p rtions.

TO CRUSH MILITARISM

o

Ally's Parliament Wants Law
Enforced Against Germans
for lllegal Acts.

Paris, April 1.—The senate yesterday
showed its wrath at the devastations
in northern France, by voting a resolu-
tion denouncing to the civilized world
the acts of the Germans and demanding
that the authors be punished and re-
solving to continue the war until Ger-
man imperialism and militarism are
definitely crushed, The resolution was
prepared by Senator Henri Cheron,
member of the committee on war dam-
ages, which visited the evacuated re-
gion in the Somme, after the recent
retreat. His speech on the resolution,
as well as one by Rene Viviani, min-
ister of justice, brought repeated and
prolonged applause and the senate
voted that the two addresses be posted
in all public places in France. ,

Ministér Viviani, in the name of
government, associated himself with
the conclusions of Senator Cheron, say-
ing:

S'I‘heft.e. incendiaries, and assassina-
tions constitute mot only attacks on
international honor, but are crimes of
common law which must be the object
‘of enforcement. They are derived from
the mediocre psychelogy of the Ger-
mans.”

PROPOSE BIG WATERWAY'
ANTWERP TO COLOGNE

Germans Start Forming of Asso-
ciation for New
Canal.

Berlin, March 24.—A movement |is
under way to form an association to
build a canal from Antwerp to Aix-la-
Chapelle and Cologne, to link .up Bel-
gium with the great German industrial
districts. The project is based on | the
ground that “after the war Antwerp
will be a port of vast political and
economic importance to Germany.”

The plans now outlined provide for
a waterway suitable for large vessels
between the great harbor on the
Scheldt and the Rhine. The Rhenish
Canal Association, now organizing, will
bé on the lines of the Rhine-Danube
Association, founded in 1916, It is ex-
pected that the new association. will
have official recognition and support,
and the great industrial rTegions
thru which the canal will pass will be
called upon to pay most of the ex-
pense of construction.

“The completion of the Antwerp-Col-
ogne canal,” says The Cologne Volks-
geitung, “will be the erowning work of
the great nNetwork of German inland
waterways. It will be the concluding
section of the vast enterprise which is
opening ¥p a seaway from south to
north, from the Occident to the Orient,
from the Atlantic right thru central
Iurope to the Black Seca, to the Levant,
and to the golden horn of the present
and future.”

INVISIBLE HORSES.

Color of Coats Changed So A® to
Match Color of the Ground.

Useful experiments are being car-
ried out in the United States with
the object of determining whether
horses can be so colored as to render
them less conspicuous and reduce the
chances of their being made a target
for the fire of an enemy. - Some. of
the tests have been conducted in Ari-
zona, with animals of the 1st Cavalry,
and apparently have been ~attended
with considerable success. .

According to the Army and Navy
Register, a solution was applied to an
animal with an ordinary grooming
brush or sponge after the coat had
been damped with water to prevent
the coloring stuff from running down
over, the dry hair,

It changed the horse from a dark
chestnut to a yellow dun, according
to the strength, This dye lasts about
four or five weeks, a longer or short-
er time depending upon whether the
animal is shedding or not,.and it does
not take as long to color a horse as
ordinary grooming takes, as it is only
necessary to go over the animal once
in the same direction as the hair lies.

It neither injures nor alters the
texture or feel of the coat. At four
to five hundred paces, the animal was
almost invisible. In Arizona or Mexi-
co, it is stated, the color can be put
on 80 as to dry the exact color of
the ground, and no natural-colored
animal is as nearly invisible at a dis-
tance as animals that have been
treated with a coat of “war paint” in
the desert country.

A certain
number of British Columbia voters, Lib-
erals and Conservatives, will follow Sir
Richard McBride no matter Wwhere he
leads, and . it wvould not be surprising
to see BSir Richard enter the Borden
cabinet and contest a British Columbia
riding ‘at the. next election. There are
many Socialists in British Columbia, al-
ways 4 more or less disturbing force.
The Liberals think they will sweep the
Pacific province, but we would not be
‘surprigsed to see the Borden government
carry six out of thirteen seats.

Box the compass and we always come
back to the same point, namely, the
election will be decided by the farmers
of Manitoba, Saskatchewan and Alberta,
The Liberals think they will get them
all, but we belleve they will find that,
unfriendly as the farmers are to the
Borden government, they are little more
friendly to the Laurler opposition. The
government cannot carry many seats in
the west, but that does not mean that
the majority of the western members
will be thick and thin/supporters of Sir
Wilfrid. Laurier. On the contrary, we
expect to see 26 or 80 members from
the prairie provinces in the next*house
who will be opposed to both the old po-
litical parties and hold the balance of
power.

The Liberals are in possession of all
three oprovincial governments. Their
candidates for the Dominion Parliament,
being opposition candidafies, can promise
almost anything on the tariff question.
What can the Conservatives do?

They will not be able to run many
candidates, as out and out supportBrs of
the Borden government, but they may
none the less clect a certain number of
members. The league of English-speak-
ing voters now being formed in the west
looks, like a cover for some political
move. - The government might in many
ridings put up no candidate, but quietly
support the candidate of the league.

‘Washington, March 29.—(8pecial)—An

It was stated that éuring the last three
years the comumnissioner purchased
from Indian funds, for the improvemen{
of their herds thruout ‘the country, more
than_ $2,000,000 worth of heifers, bulls,

ception, the policy of putti the Indians
into the live stock businesse been suc-
cessful.
