pay his own taxes, but help to pay the
$700,000 bank charges which the milNon.
aire’'s delay in putting up his taxes loads
upon the city? The ordinary citizen has
10 pay this extra.mill and a half, because,
chiefly, the city council is not composed
of business men, and, secondly, because
the big interests take advantage of this
fact,

We hope 1o see the principle laid down
wventually that taxes are due and pay-
able on Jan. 1 of each year, on the as-
sessment made the previous year, and
that the city council of the year in which
the essessment is made shall strike the
tax rate before it goes out for election
again on the day on which the taxes falj
due. An honest, non-partisan city council
could have no objection to such a course,
and the citizens would be able to render
swift judgment on its work. The present
system {is devised to permit as long an
nterval as possible to elapse between the
punishment and the crime, The system
we propose would-remedy many prevail-
ing evils, and it would help the tax situa-
tion wonderfully,

He anticipated editorial
comment in the newspapers, and altho
it 8 embarrassing he considered he
was apoting properly in making it pub-
He ledge,

He atfacked the motion on the
grounds that it was prompted by po-
litical motives, and declared that the
citizens affected had been sihgled out
because they foliowed the line of least
resistance, t was opposed to all
principles of British justice. To take
away the vote from a man because he
preached disloyalty was ridiculous, If
they were afraid that he would de-
stroy life or property or act in a man-
ner dangerqus to the cause of the
allies, there wag the internment camp.
Besides, naturalized citizens did not
monopolize disloyal sentiment. There
were men like Bourassa, Canadian-
born, who had ‘agitated in a disioyal
manner; and Sir Roger Casement,
British-born, had paid the same pen-
alty as would a naturalized Britisher
who proved traitor to Britain.

That there were many naturalized
citizens still heartily in sympathy with
the fatherland was the opinion of
Ald, Graham, who spoke in favor of
the motion which, according to Ald.
Risk, had nothing to commend it. They
surely would not take away . their
liberty without femoving the responsi-
bility. Ald, Risk'thought it poor policy
to do that just because the Germans
might do it. It was not British,

“The German character is an intense
fanaticism, and in disfranchising thess
people we are only looking after our
own interests,” sald Ald. Ball, who
thought the motion did not go far
enough. He went down thriz history
to prove the machinations of the Ger-
mah influence and feared that the na-
tives of alien enemy countries scat-
tered in all parts of the empire would
prove a strong factor in government
administration., He even thought that
Britain should have fought at Water-
loo with Napoleon instead of giving
sypport to Blucher.

Ald. Ramsden replied to criticism of
The Telegram and thought that the
action of some of the members was
taken under pressure of the fifteen-
inch howitzer which belched forth from
the corner of Bay and Melinda streets.
He doubted if it had given them a
brighter vision, but he believed it had
given them shell shock and a weaker
heart. The Telegram ‘had drawn a
herring across the trafl by stating that
he had introduced politics, and the
reporters knew that he had been mis-
represented. To take the wvote - from
naturalized Canadians was un-British
and he was just as British as any of
them. Ald. Maguire said that “once
a German, always a German,” and
that they owed to the boys overseas
to say that thosé in sympathy with
the fatherland should not have a vote.
He denied the stateinent of the mayor
that he had lobbied when the matter
was recently before the council. He
had never cast a political vete in the
council.

“T will resign my seat,” he chal-
lenged the mayor, “if you can produce
a member whom I haye lobbied in this
matter.”

Despite the fact that the gallery of
the Jyal memibers of the council had
been published, Controller Cameron
declared that he was still as loyal as
any of them. Before the war broke
out there had been a very strong Ger-,

There was no doubt there was Ger-
man influence at work in the country at
present, and there were men who would
aid the ememy if given the chance,
but he wished to deal intelligently and
fairly with the matter. In Canada
there were men working in munition
plants earning from $4 to $6 a day
who considered theéy were doing their
bit. But he wanted to tell them that
they were not doing their bit even if
they did work in mumition plants, if
they were fit and able to igo overseas.
There 'was only one way of meeting
the conditions which had’ arisen in
Canada, and that was not only to con-
script men, but industries, .

Controller Shaw . could not bring
himself to harmonize with the resolu-
tion. Those men he said could be in-
vited to come to” Canada to make it
a great country, had become natur-
alized citizens 'and had sworn al-
legiance to the country. ,Were they
going to treat the documientary evi-
dence of their loyalty - as.scraps of
paper?

such naturalized natives of alien en-
emy countries as are on active ser-
vice themselves or hawve sons or
daughters on active service in
the Canadian Expeditiomary Force
or other of his majesty’s’ forces.”

The mayor withdrew his meotion
favoring disenfranchising alien éne-
mies not resident in Canada for 25
vears, and said he preferred that pre-
scnted by Ald. MacGregor,

Ad. Gibbons hed a motion passed
that natives of enemy countries who
had used seditiouslanguage be deport-
ed after the war and that no more
natives of enemy countries be_allow-
ed into Canada. He thought that
they should act in a manner that
would protect the people against any
danger.

Council passed a bill increasing the
cost of water to the citizens from
10.897 cents per 1,000 gallons- to 11
cents. Ald. McBrien stated that the
city wae losing $500,000 a year thru
the small charge for water to the
manufacturers. Ald. Ball asked the
council ‘to wait for the report from
the works department on the matter,
but Ald.
