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HORDES OF DISEASE GERMS
HOVERING OVER LANSING

Epidemic of Str,ahge Malady in Michigan Town

Ascribed to “Flight of

Bacilli Over the City ”’---

Serious Conditions Were Prevalent Yesterday.

DETROIT, Mich,, Jan. 9—2 special to
the Free Press from Lansiug, Mich.,
says: Whether from the flight of bacilli
o7r the city, from deletericve matter in
the city water, or from somc other un-
known cause, Lansing was ecized by a
wirange raalsdy zome time during Tues-
dny night, thousands being suddenly
stricken with extreme nausea, adcompan-
ied by acute intesti troubles. From
midnight until morning and all during
the.forenoon calls for physicians were in-
cessant. Whole families were stricken.
Two boys were found lying in the street,
too ill to make further progress. The dis-

atmospherical conditions, yielded readily
to treatment. Fifteen city teachers and
hundreds of pupils were absent from
school. All the stores werc short of help.
Secretary Schumway, of the state board
of health, enepecting that something was
wrong with the city water supply, took
steps to have it analyzed, but it was not
completed today. It was learned later
that outside of the water works zone the
disease was Quite as prevalent. Among
several old and feeblec or very young per-
sons serious conditions have developed,
but no fatalities have so far resulted in
consequence of the strange epidemic.

Rapid Progress Made This Morning and Solicitor-General
Jones Rested His Case At Noon, With Permission To
Call One Witness Later. |

FREDERICTON, N. B. Jan. 9—(Speci-
al)—Rapid progress was made with the
crown’s case in the David murder trial
here this morning. Three witnesses for the
crown were examined and at twelve
o’clock Solicitor General Jones announced
that he would rest his case reserving the
right to call Dr. Griffin of Woodstock
later. !

Mr. Hazen in outlining the case for the
prisoner intimated that he would press for
his ‘acquittal on the ground that David
was suffering from acute transitory mania
brought on by matrimonial infelicities at
the time he shot his wife and was there-
fore not responmsible for his action. He
he]t.i that the worst that could be proved
against him was manslaughter. He pro-
posed to show by witnesses that there
was incanity in the prisoner’s family and
that he himself had frequently suffered
from brain trouble.

How Rockefeller, Carnegie and
Other Muiti-Millionaires Dis-
posed of Their Wealth for
the General Good.

(The Public”’Ledger)

In the year just passed John D. Rockefeller
gave away a total of $44,419,500. Since Janu-
ary 1 he has added to this $2,191,000 fof the
University of Chicago, bringing his entire
contribytions to that imstitution up to the
astonishing sum .of $29,800,661.98, Mrs. Sage,
second on the list, ‘turnmed $13,489,700 over to
various worthy causes. The aggregate of
Carnegie donations wns 3,148,770. Only a
small portion, as recorded, went from each
for charity, the expenditures being in hehalf
of some phase of educational advancement.

That large amounts in addition may have
been devoted to alms, the incidents not being
heralded, is an easy supposition. The grand
total, as reckoned by statisticians, including
the contributions of the munificent trio men-
tioned, and a long list of others, was $148,-
902,130, probably s
tion, a8 it embraéesihe tentative offér of P.
A. B. Widener for a museum, rating this at

0,000,000, and has lumped at. $5,000,000 the
ames bequests, of which the value is un-
known. ;

Notwithstanding ‘possible - inaccuracies, the
figures must be viewed as amazing. Not on-
ly do they indicate existence of such fortunes
as the world a short time ago had not known,
but they indicate a epirit of liberality for
which no precedent is: to be found. e

Mr. Carnegie alone has given away $170,~
000,000. Probably he has more now than when
he began his futile essay to die poor. As to
the wisdom of the methods that result in pil-
ing up such vast hoards that the inroads,
made by liberal hand, cannot outrun accre-
tion, question has often been rafed. The
particular channels{into which Mr. Carnegie
has elected to pour in golden floods may not
always make appeal to the judgment of his
contemporaries. His library scheme has ex-
cited opposition—even derision.

On the other hand the Rockefeller benfac-
tions have been, to the common tatste, far
more in accord.with human needs, and lend
themselves ‘more directly:{o the promotion of
human knowledge and the uglitt of intelli-
gence. It is a pleasure to observe that the
Sage millions are being loosed, and to note
that Mrs. Sage in apportioning them hae dis-
played a fine discretion. What is known as
the Sage foundation, equipped with an ini~
tial $10,000,000, may do as much for advance-
ment along scholastic line as any similar sum
ever dedicated to the work.

These generous’donors demonstrate- the re-
sources of the country where conditions make
possible largess on a scale of magnificence.
They show, moreover, that even the people
who have the faculty for ‘“making money’’
have in view some higher purpose than to ex-
perience the emotion of possessing more than
their neighbors. These people evince a will-
ingness to share, and that this idea does not
mean equal division with the profligate and
incompetent is a circumstance that presents
no basis for adverse criticism,

RESIGNED

FROM THE BENCH

As To His Successor.

His Resignation~Was Forwarded To Ottawa Yes-
terday and Will Be Accepted--Much Speculation

Ottawa, Jan. 8—The resignation of Chief
Justice Tuck of New Brunswick was re-
ceived by the minister of justice today
and will no doubt be accepted as soon as
Mr. Aylésworth has had an opportunity
of advising his colleagues.

Chief Justice Tuck is seventy-six years
of age. He was active in politics béfore
being appointed to the supreme. court
bench of his native province in 1885. In
1896 he was promoted to be chief justice,
a position which he has held ever since.

.

The resignation of the chief justice
comes as a surprise and there will be re-
newal of the speculation, which was in-
dulged in some time ago, as to who will
be his successor as chief justice and who
will be the new judge.

It is considered as not unlikely that
Hon. A. 8. White, of Sussex, formerly a
member of the New Brunswick govern-
ment, will be elevated to the supreme
court bench and that Hon. F. E. Barker,
now a prominent judge of the supreme
bcourt, will be promoted to be chief jus-
tice.

It is said, however, that Hon. H. A.
McKeown, at ‘present attorney-general of
New Brunswick, would not be unwilling
to take the judgeship and also the names
of F. B. Carvell, M. P., of Carleton county,
and Hon. R. J. Ritchie, police magistrate
of St. John, are heard in connection with
likely applicants. But it is added that
Hon. Mr. White will be found to have
the inside track and that he has already
been promised the judgeship.

Hon. W. H. Tuck, retiring chief justice
of New Brunswick, is a son.of the late
Moses Tuck and was born in the then
parish of Portland on February 27, 1831
The Tuck family came to America from
Gorleston (Eng.), in' 1636, and ancestors
of the retiring chief justice played import-

colonies. His grandfather, Samuel Tuck,
was a member of the first legislature of
the State of Maine. The father of Judge
Tuck coming from that state, was a resi-
dent ‘here for upwards ‘of -half ‘a eentury,
and died in 1868. Judge ‘Tuck was edu-
cated in the local schools and at the Uni-
versity of Mt. Allison and in 1874 received
the honorary degree of D. C. L. from that
institution. He was called to ‘the bar in
1855. In 1867 he became clerk of the
crown and Queen’s Council, and in 1874
suceeeded the late Hon. R. L. Hazen as
recorder of the city. He was, previous
to confederation; an active worker in
the old Liberal party, but at the second
confederation election vigorously espoused
that cause and fell in to the Comservative
lines.

In 1882 he was an unsuccessful candidate
for Ottawa. On March 17, 1885, "he was
appointed a judge of the supreme court,
and in October, ‘1891, was made judge
in admiralty. Five years later, on the
death of Hon. John C. Allen, he was pro-
moted to the dignity of chief justide, and
80 has served twenty-two years as a judge
and eleven years as chief justice. He hag
been recognized as one of the best judges
of the court, as he possesses a mind that
readily grasps great principles, and he
has a good knowledge of law, a capacity
for hard work and a guickness of appre-
hension and clearness of expression and
strong common eense, which have peculiar-
ly fitted him for judicial duty.

During his long experience as a judge
of the supreme court Judge Tuck has
pever had a leave of absence granted to
him, and he has missed only ome court
and that was when he was confined to his
home by an attaclt of sciatica.

In the Michaelmas term of 1903, the
lawyers of New Brunswick tendered his
honor, in Fredericton, a banquet in honor
of his fiftieth anniversary as an attorney
of the .court of New Brunswick.

A short time ago Chief Justice Tuck
fell on leaving a street car near Centen-
ary church and he has mot enjoyed his
usual’ vigorous health since.

SOME THOUGHTS FOR

ST. JOHN PEOPLE

No. 8.
“The Liverpool of Americal” Wha!

| an inspiriting hope for the great growth

and development of this city and port
must these words have created in the
hearts and minds of the easy citizens of
the period when the prediction referved
to in this connection was made! To give
them - credit for si , no - doubt,
many of the politicians of that day them-
gelves firmly believed what they said.
What an opportunity for the expansion
of each individual’s imagination was thus
afforded! What a splendid vista, so to
speak, was opened up!

Nearly every resident adult at deast had
a more or less correct idea of the great-
ness of Liverpool proper, and its enorm-
ous shipping interests, its accommodations
for the traveller from all parts of the civ-
ilized world, its trade of immense propor-

ions, its docks and its facilities of all
kinds. What a glorious destiny, therefore,
for this city of St. John, to be .able to
compare with that great port and that
great hive of industry, to the extent that
its name as a designation distinctive,
could be fittingly and rightfully applied
to her Canadian relative! -

It is not more than forty years ago
since this prediction was made. How far
it, might he queried, have we gone in the
direction of its fulfillment? Not eo much
a matter of wonderment after all that
the people of Saint John have grown
apathetic. i

Forty years ago! And, until some twelve
years ago there was nothing done in the
direction of harbor development or bring-
ing this people in touch and communica-
tion with the rest of the world in the
‘winter season. And this, too, despite
the fact that the world knew that the
harbor of St. John was always free from
ice, was open the year round and easy
of access. Even at that somewhat~re-
cent date, there were hostiles, who with
less regard for truth than for eel-inter-
est, said the approach to, the navigation
of the Bay of Fundy, made it a matter of
serious risk to take their vessels to the
port of St. John. All the facts and the
records of reliable information falsified
these statements. A subsidy is quite an
important factor in convincing some per-
sons that it is just possible they may have
been mistaken. :

The C. P, R., during these more recent
years have acquired some steamers, which
are now happily our regular winter vis-
itors and whose actual coming is a matter
of no little local rejoicing These vessels
are about fourteen in number, and their
value to this port is something well recog-
nized. Is it necessary then to ask at this
day, as to the disposition, in relation to
St. John, of those who would take such
attitude as might make it desirable in
the interests of their owners to have these
ships transferred to some other port?

There is no doubt the local public senti-
ment has been correctly diagnosed as gen-
erally apathetic and lethargic. They are
now accustomed to conditions as they are.
They are about the best they have known
and they have lost the old time enjoy-
ment experienced in the hope of living
until the predicted greatness of our city
had materialized, if not in its entirety, at
least, in a substantial degree. They know
their material interests have been delayed
because of the alleged necessity of build-
ing up Western Canada, but some hope
is with the people yet. Only recently has
the federal government come to the aid of
the port of St. John"in providing for an-
other wharf. Another ground for hopeful-
ness, is found in the belief that since the
world’s limit of life or duration is not de-
clared—though doubtless definitely fixed—
there is no reason why all hope of civic
greatness and development should be ab-
andoned.

It has been observed that the city of
St. John gave cordial welcome to the C.
P. R. when that company’s rails reached
here, and that the city is well disposed
towards them. It always has been so and is
the case now. Our people, however; are
admittedly and openly indifferent to a
number of seubjects which, with many
another people would stimulate to activity.
But as a matter of fact, are the people
of Saint John, after all, the only ones
responsible for existing conditions?

The C. P. R is friendly in turn but—

indifferent or inactive friends are almost
as harmful as hostiles. That the C. P.
R. has received not a few favors and not
a little consideration from St. John and
ite people is a well known fact. The ques-

| tion may then be asked: -Has the C. P.

R. as yet reciprocated in any way and
if so to what extent? It is accepted as a
proverb that “corporations have no soul,”
but one corporation we all think is an
exception, viz. the C. P. R. The local feel-
ing of friendliness for the C. P. R. is
such that they would forget agreements
once made and forfeited, and would deny
them nothing except control of Canada.

ASSOCIATED |
CHARITIES

The monthly meeting of the Associated
Charities was held yesterday, when the
secretary, Mrme, Hall, stated that there is
a large number of umemployed strangers
in the city. There seems to be a larger
number of these men than usual. Most
of them are respectable in appearance and
seem anxious to get work. BSome are im-
migrants who have just arrived in the
city, while others have been here for some
time, but none longer than a year. Some
have come from country distrivts, and all
tell of having heard glowing reports of
there being plenty of work for them
here. Mms, Hall suggests that temporary
employment be provided for them, but
the board seems to think that nothing can
be done in that direction.
~¥or eome of the more needy, Mrs. Hall
has been able to secure employment and
would be glad if those requiring perman-
ent or temporary help would communi-
cate with her, ~

The Christmas season of 1907, Mrs. Hall
said, was the best in the city for years.
Some of the churches undertook to look
after the wants of as many as thirteen
families, and in many of these cases act-
ing on Mrs. Hall’s advice, instead of the
usual dinner materials, warm clothing and
shoes for the children, and fuel were do-
nated.

Mrs. Hall’s report for December con-
| tained the following figures: Applications
| for employment, twenty-five men, sixty-
five women; seeking relief, fifty-seven; re-
commended to employers, fifty-seven;
ladies requesting - maids, thirty-seven;
ladies wanting women to work by the
day, sixty-five; requests from outside the
city for women or girls, twenty-five, and
for men or boys, 14; requests for experi-
enced nurses, outside the city, four; in the
city, three; men wanting night’s lodgings,
i twenty; ladies requesting nurse girls in
' the city, ten; ladies requesting boys, seven;
employment found for seventy-nine.

i  During the month a total of 583 appli-
cations were received. Of the balance re-
{liei was secured for twenty-six; twelve
{ were referred to other sources; four were
sent to the alms house; eight were re-
| fused because unworthy, and eight be-
; cause they were under the influence of
‘liquor. Advice was given forty-eight;
i twenty-four cases were investigated, ome
| was sent to Boston; forty-one records were
| supplied to clergymen or their workers,
iand of eight asking for means of trans-
| portation, two were dssisted with loans.
‘ The addresses of forty-two families were
given to church societies and individuals
at Christmas, which would represent
about 210 persons all of whom were recipi-
ents of substantial Christmas cheer, be-
sides which in a number of cases cloth-
' ing, flour and fuel were supplied. Thirty-
onedletters were written and fifty-six visits
made.

Rev. Thos. Marshall of Prohi-
bition Commission Reports
to Temperance Federation
Advising It's Adoption.

At the meeting of the New Brunswick
Temperance Federation yesterday after-

report on the work of the government
commission to enquire into the workings
of the P. E. 1. Liquor Act with a view of
ascertaining if such act was applicable to
New Brunswick. The report gave a resume
of the evidence submitted to the commis-
sion and in conclusion Mr. Marshall said:

In closing this report I wish to give a per-
sonal testimony. I have lived since last July
in Charlottetown, and I know of no city or
town in the maritime provinces so law abid-
{ng and with so little known drinking or
drunkenness, and whilst the prohibitory law
is not perfect, I believe as the premier stat-
ed, “It is ahead of the Scott act and a long
way, a very long way ahead of a license
law.” There is no more practical teaching of
the evils of liquor drinking than the prohi-
bition of its sale as a beverage. It is a signi~
flcant fact that among those who complain
most of the violations of the Scott dct ver
few indeed recommended the substitution o
a license law for it, and of the very few who
did, nearly all admitted that it would be im-
possible to get a majority of electors to favor
their view, and if a vote were taken the law
would be sustained; and there would be no
chance of repeal except in favor of a better
and more stringent law.

A careful and as far as possible a dispas-
slonate review of the facts and evidence
gathered by the commission, leads me to the
conclusion that the findings of th mmis-
slon and the evidence appended woul amply
justify the New Brunswick government in en-
acting a provinclal act as asked for by the
federation, and that in so doing they would
be promoting the moral and material well be-
ng of the province,

' THE DAVID TRIAL

Good Progress Made in the
Fredericton Murder Case
| Yesterday Afternoon.

Fredericton, Jan. 8—Very satisfactory
progress was made by the crown this after-
noon with the David murder trial, begun
Tuesday before Judge McLeod in York
circuit court.

Ensign Martin sworz
that they were also passengers on the
train from Woodstock and noticed David
and his wife. They were afterwards in
the ladies’ waiting room at McAdam and
saw David shoot his wife. Two shois
were fired from a revolver, one of whizh
struck Mrs. David and the other the wall
of the room. Ensign Martin accompanizd
the injured woman upstairs, assisted in
removing her clothing and remained with
her until Dr, Butler arrived.

J. F. Gardiner, the C. P. R. policeman
who arrested David, swore that he heard

He al-
8o saw David with a revolver in his hand
and running over at once took it away
from him. He judged that only four feet
separated David from his wife when the
first shot was fired. The revolver used,
which was 32 calibre self-cocking, was
shown in court and identified by the wit-
ness.

The judge, counsel,
witness and jury all examined it in turn.
A box of cartridges found on David was
also produced and identified by the wit-
ness.
