Corx.—Cork is nothing mare nor less than
the bark of an evergreen g1k growing prineipally
in Spuin and in other countries bordering on the
Mediterranean ; English garders it is only a
curiosity.  When the cork trve is about fifteen
years old the bark has attained a thickness and
quality suitable for manufucturing purposes ; after
siripping, a further growth of elrit yenrs, to the
extent of even ten or twelve crops. The bark is
stripped from the tree, in' pieces of two or three
inches in thickness, of considerable length, and
of such width as to retain the curved form of the
trunk whence it has been stripped. ‘I he bark
peeler, or cutter, makes a slit in the bark with a
knife, perpendicularly froin the top of the trunk to
the bottom ; he mukes another incision parallel to,
and at some distance from the former; and two
shorter horizontal cuts ut the top and bottom For
stipping off the piece thus insolated, he uses a

kind of knife with two handles and a curved blade.
Sometimes, after the cats have been made, he
leaves the tree to throw off the bark by the spon-
taneous action of the vegetation within the trunk.
The detached pieces are soaked in water, and are
placed over a fire when nearly dry; they are in
fact scorched a little on Uoth sides, and acquire a
somewhat more compact texture by this scorch-
ing.
