““Messines R has been the van-
tage point from which the Germans
have poured torrents of shells into the
stricken city. The British also wiped
oft an old score against the Germans,
for they held the ridge in October, 1914,
and with very thin forces and practical-
lysno artillery fought bloodily, but vain-
ly, to hold it when the Prussian troops
massed their modern and overpowering
weapons of war against it.

Shecks Werse Than Earthquakes
And Then Came The Fire of
a Thousand Guns—Correspen-
dents Agree in Anticipating
Desperate Counter Attacks ]

London, June 8-—All the special cor-
respondents. at the front in their de~

scriptions of the Messines battle, fea-
ture the tremendous explosions of mines
which preceded the British advance.

“The earth opened and the German
line disappeared,” is one terse descrip-
tion. Every writer likens the effect on
the surrounding terrain to an earth-
quake. One says that the hill on which
he stood shook like jelly. Another who
says the explosive used was aminoly
writes:

“We saw what might have been the
doors thrown open in front of a num-
ber of colossal blast furnaces. They
appeared in pairs, in threes and succes-
sive singles ‘and with each blast the
earth shook and shivered beneath our
feet. ‘It is worse than an earthquake,
said somebody who had known one of
the worst earthquakes. Thunder clouds
of smoke rose in solid f6rm to immense
heights from Hill 60, from Wytschaete
wood and other places and while our
eyes were full of the spectacle, a thou-
sand guns opened fire. The air shook
as the earth shook and where earth and
air met incredible explosions seemed to
rend the world until we appeared part
of some cosmic revolution. ™ e

“We saw familiar landscapes, already
ploughed and harrowed by the war,
vanish or assume grotesque shapes. Hill
60 went up in fine dust.”

The correspondents agree in antici-
pating desperate counter-attacks. They
say the Germans are massing vast forces
and intimate that the battle has only
begun.

THE KILTIES
IN BANGOR, ME.

‘ (Bangor Commercial)

War is stripped of most of its glory
#in this materialistic modern age, but
[ there is a little left, and Bangor, or that
portion of it-represented by several hun-
dred people at the Union station at
1.80 o’clock on Wednesday afternoon,
saw a little of its picturesque side when
the kilted bagpipe band of the 236th
Canadian Kilties passed through here en
route for Boston. 'T'was a breath of the
heather for fair—a wge bit of Scotch
one might say, and it stirred the listen-
ers as only the martial skirl of the pipes
can. A treat to both eye and ear, for
the boys in kilties are a mass of gay
color and the other extreme from the
prosaic khaki costume that most soldiers
of the great war affect. ;

The kilties were onlv here from 1.25
to 1.45, they were on their way to Bos-
ton to boost recruiting among the Scotch
und Canadians in the New England me-
tropolis.

But Lieut.-Col, Guthrie, who was met
by Col. F. H. Parkhurst and Sabine Ww.
Wood of the public safety committee
at the station, promised the Bangor men
that he and his band will stop in Ban-
gor for an all day stay either next Mon-
day or Tuesday, and will march through
the streets, give concerts in front of
the public safety recruiting headquart-
o8, and play for a recruiting meeting
to be held in Bangor in the evening.

Colonel Guthrie, who is a fine looking,
upstanding Canadian of military appear-
ance, but nothing of a martinet, in fact
most democratic and approachable, has
had a thrilling time in the war. He
received nine wounds and was tempor-
arily blinded. While living in No. 2
Canadian stationary hospital in France
he was nursed. by a Red Cross lady who
afterwards became the wife of Capt. P.
F. Godenrath. of the Kilties.

Now this lady is a very able speaker
and has been touring Canada from coast
to coast in the interests of the Red
‘Cross.

She is to be in Bangor next Monday
or Tuesday when the band is here and
will speak at a big meeting for the Red
(Cross. She has been in the trenches,
knows the needs of the soldiers and will
stir all hearts with her appeal.

The band has about 40 members, and
as mascots, the two young sons of Col.
Guthrie, Ronald and Douglas Guthrie,
both in kilties, captured the eyes of all
the ladies, who exclaimed in delight at
the cuteness of the little fellows. They
were five and seven years old respec-
tively. .

William Wilson of Bangor and Claude
Johnson of South Brewer are members
of this regiment, which is now ‘at Fred-
ericton and will go overseas shortly.

FOR THE AMATEUR FARMER

(New York Sun)

Every back yard and vacant lot that
can be utilized to produce food should
be utilized. It may not seem so im-
portant now, but before long the wis-
dom of making every square foot of
ground produce will be better under-
stood.

It would be a good plan for cities or
countries to have experienced men sup-
crvise the work, telling beginners exact-
ly what to do. 7

Land worked this year for the first
time will be in better shape another
year, providing it is ¢ultivated the en-
tire scason, keeping the weeds out and
the ground as mellow as possible.

If your soil is fertile and sunny grow
both vegetables and fruits. Don’t let
good land loaf. It is not too late to sow
seeds and put in vegetable plants. In
late summer radishes, lettuce, spinach
and kale can be sown and will mature in
time for use.

Toward autumn have the garden full
of beets, turnips, cabbage, lettuce and
other foods that sean be kept through
the winter.

Dry fruits and sweet corn and other
vegetables that may be preserved in
this way.

In my opinion to have taken the view of the people by a referendum wouid
have been infinitely the better course and one which should commend itself to
every patriotic advocate of compulsory service who would desire to see it suc-
cessfully carried out, and to have a united Canada rather than have the people
torn asunder by political and racial differences, In Sir Wilfrid’s statement to the
prime minister he, Sir Wilfrid, uses this language: o

‘:Many Have Been Expelled—

Stockholm, June 7.—In reply to verbal
‘interpellations in parliament touching
on the activities of spies in Sweden, O.
F. von Sydow, minister of the interior,
said today that the government was ful-
ly alive to the dangers threatening the

country from this source. Many sus-
pected persons already had been expel-
led from Sweden, he said.

There is no doubt the government is
_doing all in its power to put a stop to
the espionage from which Sweden, in
common with the other Scandinavian
countries, has suffered greatly. All of
these lands are infested with spies.
Great importance is attached to the op-
erations of these agents, numbers of
whom are at work here.

A typical example has just come to
light with the expulsion from Sweden of
a man calling himself Joseph Klein, who
passed as a Russian patriot. He made
| the mistake of confiding in men whom
he believed to be Russian anarchists.
| They led him on to disclose his plans,

which are said to have includes, among
éother things, the murder of Sir George
{ Buchanan, British ambassador to Rus-
| sia -and the destruction of the presses of
i the Petrograd newspaper Rech, Klein
exhibited to printers a matrix for the
printing of the following circular in
Russian:

“Englishmen are dragging our father-

The British
casualties were slight. Three out of
four of the casualties were reported to
be walking cases, who would return to
duty in a few days.

Today’s victory was a tribute to the
British commanded by Gen. Sir Herbert
C. O. Plumer. This army has had the
defence of the famous Ypres salient
ever since the salient was created. The
army has sat ip the shadow during the
brilliant phases of the Somme and Arras
offensives but at last has come into its
own.

GERMANS
WERE DAZED

At many places the advancing men
found German troops utterly dazed by
the mine explosions and the ordeal of
the artillery fire. Many of these troops
had but recently come from Russia,
where they had- spent eightcen months,
and knew nothing of what actual war-
fare was like on the western front. They
had bolted at the first mine explosion,
and had only been gathered together in
groups by their non-commissioned offi-
cers, when the British appeared out of
the smoke and shells and made them
prisoners. Their surprise at what a
modern battle is like was no greater,
some of the prisoners said to the corres-
pondent, than the fact that they were
not immediately killed. by their captors.
"T'hey said they had been given to under-
stand by their officers that the British
always killed their prisoners. It was
really pitiful in some instances to see
the manner in which these prisoners
cringed to their captors. As a matter
of fact the British soldier, when the
fighting is done, is inclined almost too
strongly to treat the German prisoners
as pals.

Some of the prisoners taken had only
gone into the German lines the night
before and had made their way forward
under a galling fire and had lost heav-
ily. But the troops alrcady in the line
were calling for relief in such a man-
ner that their appeals could not be de-
nied. In view of the fact that the at-
tack had been expected the German
commanders were endeavoring to get
their best units actually into the fight-
ing front, but had underestimated when
the British would strike. The troops
in a strange line were utterly bewilder-

ey

ed when the attack began and fell easy
prey to the advancing British.
