Paris, Dec. 7.—The news of the fall of 

Bucharest was received here with sor­
row, although it had been regarded as 
inevitable since the battle of Argechu 
was lost.

“We understand perfectly,” says the 
Petit Journal, “what the Roumanians are 
suffering, for we, too, have suffered the 
sorrows of invasion, 
selves all the’ more with'their grief since 
we realize with bitterness of spirit that 
we are partly responsible for the catas­
trophe, which was not due entirely to 
the military abilities of the enemy’s 
leaders."

All the newspapers say that the event 
must be a lesson to the allies which 
ought to spur them on to more rapid 
and energetic action and above all to the 
organized and effective use of their com­
mon resources.

The commentators, while generally 
gloomy, make the point that the Rou­
manians having abandoned Bucharest, 
have now a much shorter line, which 
their armies, having emerged intact from 
the claws of the German enveloping 
movement, have a good chance of hold­
ing until the allies come to their relief. 
But it is agreed that with the fall of 
Ploechti there appears no probability of 
saving the oilfields, which is considered 
the worst feature of the situation.

If laid without the cement com­
ing to the surface of the joints, or bond­
ed with pitch and broken stone a good 
foothold was secured for homes. The 
only other form which would give prop­
er foothold was macadam paving which 
always would he dirty and dusty. On 

this account he regarded his recom­
mendation for resurfacing King street 
only as a temporary expedient. ;

London, Dec. 7.—Since the hostilities 
against Roumania began, 100,000 Rou­
manians have been brought to German 
prison camps, according to a Copenhagen 
despatch to the Exchange Telegraph 
Company quoting the Berliner Lokal An- 
zedger. The paper attributes to German 
military authorities the belief that the 
Roumanians intend to withdraw to 
Moldavia, abandoning the whole of Wal- 
lachia. By this step they would have 
only a one hundred mile front to defend. 
The Lokal Anzeiger reports that prior 
to its capture, Bucharest was nearly de­
serted and the city was uninjured.

Few, if any, of .lie Liberal members 
of Asquith’s cabinet, are likely to accept 
office under Lloyd George and some of 
the Unionist members like J. Ajisten 
Chamberlain and Lord Robert Cecil, are 
likely to stand aside. However, it is 
assumed that at the conference in Buck­
ingham Palace they assured the new 
premier of their ben-rvoleiit neutrality, 
thus making his task much simpler.

That Lloyd- 
Georgc' has perhaps the stiffest task of 
his political career before him is gener­
ally admitted and even some of his 
staunchest supporters, which include all 
the Tory press, abstain from prophesy­
ing successes while some indicate doubt 
us to whether he will triumph over the 
great obstacles confronting him.

The Times, which hails Lloyd 
George’s nomination to the premiership 
as “the only practical and straightfor­
ward way to end the crisis,” says 

“The outcome cannot be foretold. 
This, however, can be said, that Lloyd 
George has a far better chance of form- 

ling a government than Bonar Law. 
Whether he will succeed will depend 
largely on himself and his often tried 
power of rallying men of talent and 
enthusiasm to his side.”

Encouraged and applauded by Princess 
Ypsilanti and other women Royalists, 
regular troops have thrown Athens into 
a state of terror. Officers, under orders 
of a general wearing the Grand Cordon 
of the Redeemer, are imitating the Prus­
sians in an effort to strike fear into the 
hearts of the sympathizers of Venizeloe.

Elderly men are being driven from 
their homes and tortured as they are 
marched through thoroughfares. Two 
Greek Red Cross nurses were locked up 
and attacked by their guards. Homes 
of prominent .men known to have openly 
criticized the king’s policy have been 
lotted. Women were made to suffer 
gross indignities as they ran to refuge. 
On orders from a general high in the 
king’s favor, Venizelist prisoners have 
been led through the streets in pairs to 
be shot.

Patrick. This might be needed as he 
might find it desirable to pave St. Pat­
rick and Erin streets before Brussels, 
as he could not recommend paving Brus­
sels street while the present agreement 
with the street railway company con­
tinued-.

j To many of the temperance workers, 
especially the ladies, the decision came 
with startling suddenness. It was only 
yesterday afternoon that a large dele­
gation Of Montreal ladles presented their 
views to 8|r Lomer, and while they 
were returning last night, the wires were 
carrying the news of the government's 
decision to Montreal ahead of them.

It is well known that the temperance 
forces had built high Hopes on securing 
either prohibition until the end of the 
war or a referendum. Accordingly they 
are not elated at the news from Quebec. 
They feel, however, at least most of 
them do, that abolition of the bar is 
Something gained.

John H. Roberts said this morning 
that if the government offered to abol­
ish the bar, the united temperance forces 
of the province would reject the plan.

“We will reject everything but a pro­
hibition bill or a referendum,” said Mr. 
Roberts. “If the government attempts 
to enact such legislation, we will rouse 
the whole province in opposition. 1 have 
led our people consistently to believe 
that we should get either a prohibition 
bill or a referendum, and I am absolute­
ly confident that I am right.

“The demand for provincial prohibi­
tion is more widespread and intense than 
any demand for legislation ever made 
before in this province. The best inter­
ests in the province are demanding what 
the other provinces have got, and will 
not be happy until they get it. I am 
confident, however, that the government 
will be true to the united temperance 
forces.”

The wagons cross and 
recross each other’s routes and there 
will sometimes be seen about as many 
milkmen as there are houses on a street. 
The whole system is about as foolish, 
wasteful and inefficient as could be im­
agined.”

And here is the remedy the Belleville 
paper suggests!

“There is here^a fine opportunity for 
municipal enterprise. Milk-dealers will 
scoff at ally effort along this line as 
an Impractical dream. It may be as yet 
a dream, but it is not by any means im­
practical. If at least fifty per cent, of 
the present unnecessary cost and useless 
reduplication pf service could not be ex­
tinguished it would he for lack of the 
simplest rudiments of organization the 
same as must be practiced every day by 
the ordinary business man if he would 
survive. Our city council should take 
this matter up forthwith. The establish­
ment of a central supply-depot where 
customers could obtain milk at coàt 
price would be a boon to many families 
who are being grievously pinched the 
present winter.”

It would only be by municipal control 
of such a system that it could be expect­
ed to give relief. If the element of com­
petition were removed by a combine the 
people would practically be compelled 
to pay whatever price was asked. A 
municipal milk depot would be a radical 
departure from present n^tthods. but it 
certainly offers an opportunity to reduce 
very materially the cost of distribution.

But, of course, milk is only one of a 
great number of articles for which the 
people are asked to pay prices that 
pinch. Municipal action alone cannot 
relieve the situation. Tariff reduction 
in many lines would help. ‘In some cases 
direct government action to eliminate 
speculation is necessary. But no such 
action is anticipated.

Assuming that these statements are 

correct, they in the first place prove 
that milk could be sold much cheaper 
and yet yield a greater profit than if 
converted into cheese or butter. That 
fact is perhaps not generally known, 
but the Weekly Ontario says it can 
ily be verified by any dairyman. It is 
worth keeping in mind in the present 
controversy.

But the last statement made, of the 
relative cost of carrying milk one mile 
and of carrying wheat from Calgary to 
Ixmdon, Is still more Impressive. The 
journal from which we have quoted de­
clares that there is ’the most crazy 
kind of extravagant wastefulness in our 
present system of getting milk from the 
producer to the consumer.” It adds that 
“if our railroads and steamship com­
panies were managed In the same reck­
less manner, the Alberta wheat would 
be selling In England for about five thou­
sand dollars a bushel, and bread would 
cost the Londoner something like two 
hundred dollars a loaf.”

The Weekly Ontario does not charge 
that the milkmen is getting rich as a re­
sult of the system In vogue, but that 
the consumer is a victim of an inde­
fensible system. We quote again.

“The whole trouble lies in the pres­
ort method of milk collection and dis- 6

stead, of the University of New Bruns­
wick, a member of the commission which 
framed the new act, at a meeting in the 
High School assembly ball last evening. 
Despite the experience with the previous 
meeting, the occasion had not been wide­
ly advertised and the attendance was less 
than 100. The gathering was a represen­
tative one, however, and the discussion 
which followed Dr. Keirstead’s address 
was interesting and proved valuable in 
bringing out some of the features of the 
new act which are not generally under­
stood.

Before taking up the subject of the 
] imposed changes in the assessment, Dr.
Keirstead spoke of an investigation 

which he and Magistrate Limerick, of 
Fredericton, had conducted into some of 
the public institutions in St. .1- u and 
complimented the city on their number 
and equipment.

principles of taxation which the commis­
sion had endeavored to follow. He said 
that they believed that real estate should 
be taxed where it is located; that tangible 
personal property should be taxed in the 
same way and that income from trades, 
business or professions should be taxed 
where earned.

St. John might be regarded, he said, 
not as à place to which people come to 
live because of its attractions as a place 
of residence, but as a place where people 
come to make money. In consequence of 
this it is only fair to tax the earnings to 
support the city which makes the earn­
ings possible.

On the other hand, income from stocks, 
bonds and other intangible personal pro­
perty should be taxed at the place of 
residence. For instance, a man living in 
Rothesay and earning an income in St. 
John should pay taxes in St. John on that 
income, but should pay taxes on other in­
come from securities only in Rothesay.

Under the present system a man earn­
ing an income of $800 a year probably 
Would pay a poll tax of $2, a tax of $6 
on bis household effects and $12 on his 
income, or a total of $20. Under the 
new act his tax bill would be only $8.

butter seems to be getting worse as 
prices ascend, is a general one. To get 
a quality at all in keeping with the but­
ter of a year ago (winter price, 38c.) a 
householder has today to give up a half 
dollar per pound. All other qualities are 
“ragtime.” There is no even grade, no 
safe bet in buying, no standards ; every­
thing is risky and hit or miss. But the 
public continues to pay the long price! 
Classification by legal appointment, a 
competent food official, could raise the 
standard of butter quality as if by 
magic and then the surviving manufac­
turers might be justified in their 46c. 
prices, while bad butter makers would 
go into the discard, deliver the proper 
goods or sell at lower prices.

The same kind of classification might 
be applied to eggs. There are very few 
quotations on these precious items of 
food nowadays. They all masquerade ns 
“fresh,” until the housewife finds three 
or four ancient ones in her dozen. Ar­
guments are seldom availing, the grocer 
blames the wholesaler and he in turn 
blames that mysterious Somebody Else 
—likely the storage king. Besides eggs 
and butter there may be other household 
food essentials that could very well be 
regulated. So far the dealers have the 
bit in their teeth with the reins dangl­
ing over the dashboard. A food inspect­
or would take the reins in firm hand, 1 
believe.

I think we townfolk put too much 
faith in our country cousins and their 
influence on market prices.

With a duly authorized food inspector, 
butter could be classified and graded in 
qualities and prices the same as they 
do it in tile States. Go into any big 
dairy store in large cities and the pub­
lic can buy its butter at a variety of 
prices and qualities. There is cooking 
butter and table butter of several grades, 
allowing the householder to buy, witli 
eyes wide open, at prices in keeping witli 
the quality.

y If - Gross earnings of United States rail­

roads making weekly returns to Dun’s 
Review continue to make a very satis­
factory exhibit, the total of all roads that 
have so far reported for three weeks 
in November amounting to $25.888,122, 
a gain of 8.1 per cent, as compared with 
the same weeks last year, when railroad 
traffic was the greatest ever reported for 
this period up to that time.

Although the gains on some roads are 
not so large as formerly, almost every 
important system reports more or less 
improvement, and in numerous instances 
it is evident that the transportation facil­
ities are Being operated to capacity.

Notable examples of the expansion in 
earnings are the increases shown by 
Louisville and Nashville and Southern, 
which reflect the prosperous conditions 
reported to be prevailing throughout the 
South, while generally active business in 
the south-west and west is indicated by 
substantial improvement on Missouri, 
Kansas and Texas; St. Louis South­
western ; Texas and Pacific and other 
leading lines.

Two vacancies on the board of direc­
tors of the Bank of Montreal were filled 
at the annual meeting of the sharehold­
ers on Monday, while at a subsequent 
meeting of the directors the office of vice- 
president of the bank, which has been 
vacant for several years, was also filled- 
The new directors are Captailn Herbert 
Molson of Montreal and Harold Kennedy 
of Quebec. C. B. Gordon becomes vice- 
president of the bank.

All three elections will be viewed with 
satisfaction, not only by the sharehold­
ers and customers of the hank, but by 
the larger public, to whom the policy 
pursued by an institution of national 
ramifications like the Bank of Montreal 
becomes a matter of general interest. 
Capt. Molson is well known here. Mr. 
Kennedy is the head of a large lumber 
enterprise and is an authority on the in­
dustry. Both are representative of large 
commercial interests ; the bank in due 
course will benefit by the ability and the 
vigor with which they have applied 
themselves to their own enterprises.

C. B. Gordon’s advancement in finan­
cial as well as commercial affairs has 
been extremely rapid. It ir only within 
the past few years that he became a choice 
for seat on the hoard of directors of the 
Bank of Montreal. How well he must 
have fulfilled his duties is clearly enough 
indicated by the action of his fellow 
members of the board in electing him to 
tlie vice-presidency. The successful con­
solidation of cotton manufacturing inter­
ests known as the Dominion Textile Co, 
of which Mr. Gordon was and is the ac­
tive head, dates back only eleven years. 
In the interval Mr. Gordon has been 
called to the directorates of many im­
portant concerns, financial and commer­
cial, and recently, at the request of the 
government, he has been assisting in the 
organization and direction of the vast 
munitions business of Canada as a mem­
ber of the Imperial Munitions Board-

The addresses of the president and 
vice-president present analyses of condi­
tions as they exist today, with discus­
sions of problems that lie in the future, 
which will command thoughtful atten­
tion throughout the country. Conditions 
created by war demands which have re­
sulted in the conversion of an unfavor­
able trade balance, with u rapid rise in 
bank deposits in Canada, are likely to 
continue for some months at least.

“Trade conditions at the moment in 
Canada are buoyant in nearly all lines 
of business,” remarked Sir Vincent Mere­
dith. And later, “It seems probable that 
for some months to come orders for 
munitions and war supplies will continue 
to keep our industrial plants actively em­
ployed. ,

“A temporary check in business gener­
ally may be looked for when peace is in 
sight, but I do not anticipate that any 
lengthened cessation of our commercial 
and industrial activities will immediate­
ly ensue. The period of reconstruction 
will probably not be accomplished for 
several months and, during this time 
Europe should provide a market for all 
we can produce, and new markets, per- 

: Naps, will be opened to us, which we 
have never yet been able to reach.”

at any time.

The answers to these interrogatories 
must be such as to satisfy the suspicious 
. . jnicipality, or the latter will rush off 
to tlie minister of labor with a resolu­
tion demanding that the labor depart­
ment do some more investigating, which 
it may do by entering and examining the 
premises and taking evidence under oath 
from anybody who looks as if he might 
know something.

This little performance, be it remem­
bered, may be indulged in by any muni­
cipality. It costs nothing—to the muni­
cipality—except a postage, stamp and a 
war tax stamp. The probabilities are 
that it will be indulged in by about one- 
third or one-half of the municipalities 
of this fair dominion. They will not get 
after the small local dealers; people of 
that kind have local political influence, 
and there is nothing to be gained by bait­
ing them.

They 
will then, being large and therefore ob­
jects of suspicion, be subjected to fur­
ther investigation by the department of 
labor; and the amount of trouble and 
expense which is going to be caused by 
these various investigations is beyond 
calculation. •

We are far from asserting that no food 
dealers are in need of investigation, pro­
vided that such investigation were likely 
to result in action, but in the present 
case the federal authorities, after care­
fully remitting to the municipalities 
the responsibility for starting the hare, 
have in turn remitted to the provincial 
authorities the responsibility of catching 
it Nothing is to be done by the federal 
authorities in the way of prosecution or 
regulation of prices ; O, good gracious 
no. When the minister of labor dis­
covers lomething really dreadful in the 
way of extortion, he shall “remit to the 
attorney-general of any province within 
which such offence shall have been com­
mitted” a nice certified copy of the re­
turns, resolutions and evidence. The only 
governmental body which seems to have 
been overlooked is the imperial parlia­
ment; it seems a pity that they also 
could not have been given some chance 
to delay or block any tangible action in 
the direction of suppressing combines!

Mr. Curtin describes today the rutli- 
lessnes of German rule in Alsace-Lor­
raine.

It was decided, however, to 
support any government pledged vigor­
ously to prosecute the war and in which 
labor was adequately represented.

The opinion is expressed that not 
fewer than three labor members will be 
included in the cabinet. The labor mem­
bers have been invited to meet Mr. 
Lloyd George at the war office to dis­
cuss the matter.
