BRYAN AGAIN

Heimosa Beach, Cal., July 18—Wil­
liam J. Bryan issued a statement today, 
in explanation of what he meant by 
“unnecessary risk,” contained in his 
comment in connection with the last 
German note. He said:—

“Any traveler takes an unnecessary 
rjsk when he goes into the war zone, on 
a belligerent ship, knowihg that it is 
subject to attack by submarine. A trav­
eler also takes unnecessary risks when 
he rides on a neutral ship carrying am­
munition.

“I believe that our government would 
be justified in separating passengers 
from ammunition, but until this is done, 
American travelers will be justified in 
refusing to take passage on belligerent 
ships or a neutral ship carrying am­
munition.

“If patriotism requires a man to risk 
his life for his country, when his coun­
try is engaged in ivar, it would seem to 
be patriotic for a citizen to avoid risks 
that might involve his country.”

BECKER WRIT REFUSED
Justice Hughes Demies Application Of 

W. Bourke Coclnren

Rangeley, Me., July 18—Justice Char­
les E. Hughes has refused the applica­
tion for a writ of error to the United 
States Supreme Court made by W.

SASKATOON DOCTORS TO
SEND OUT HOSPITAL

Saskatoon, Sask., July 18—The govern­
ment of Saskatchewan yesterday prom­
ised a delegation of doctors representing 
the College of Physicians and Surgeons 
of Saskatchewan, $10,000 to help defray 
the cost of a stationary field hospital for 
war service.

This 
conspiracy, like a similar attempt in New 
Brunswick, was Intended to show that 
both parties in Manitoba, leaders and 
followers alike, were guilty of corrupt 
and dishonest practices. The result of 
the investigation in Manitoba has been 
to exonerate Mr. Norris fully, and to 
throw further discredit upon the Con­
servative machine.

So it was in New Brunswick. When 
the Royal Commission which investigat­
ed the Dugal charges was at the most 
interesting point of Its remarkable ses­
sion, the Attorney-General attempted to 
create a diversion by accusing his op­
ponents of having attempted to traffic 
ever hush money.
