Moscow, July 33—(via Berlin to Amsterdam) Aug. J—At a plenary
session of the executive main committee, the Moscow council and the fabor or-
ganizations, in which two thousand members participated, Premier Lenine and
War Minister Trotzky spoke, and the following resolutions were passed:—

“First—The Socialist fatherland is in danger,

“Second—The chief tasks at the present moment are the repulse of the
Czecho-Slovaks and the obtaining of grains. .

“Thisd—The most powerful agitation must be started amongst the labos
ing classes to explain the gravity of the situation.

“Fousth—Vigilance must be increased against the Bourgeoisie, who every-
where are joining the counter-revolutionists, The Soviet government must pro-

- tect itself and to that end the Bourgoisemust be placed under control and mass
terror put into practice against them.

“Firth—The general watchword must be Death or Victory, with mass ex-
peditions for bread, mass military organization, the arming of workmen and the
exertion of all strength to fight against the counter-revolutionary Bourgeoisie.”

The meeting at which these resolutions were passed were held on July 30.

“For two months past Premier Hughes
of Australia, who is here nominally as
a member of the imperial conference, has
been conducting a whirlwind campaign
with the object of stampeding the coun-
try into tariff reform and an economic
war after the war. It has been difficult,
without seeming to be discourteous to
Australia to deal faithfully with Pre-
mier Hughes, and it is for this reason,
among others, that we welcome the
speech which Sir Robert Borden made,
and which so emphatically reasserts the
doctrine of non-interference by the do-
minions in the fiscal policy of this coun-
try, and repudiates in the name of the
Canadian people any desire of imperial
preference at the expense of the people
of the United Kingdom.”

THRILLING WORK
BY THE AIRMEN

Invade Germany and Bomb Im-
portant Military Objectives—
Several Machines Lost in Fierce
Fights

London, July 81—The air ministry’s
communication on aerial activities, is-
sued tonight, follows:

“In addition to the attacks already
reported on the 29th inst., the station
at Lahr (Baden) was bombed.

“On the night of J our air-
planes again proceeded to Stuttgart and
dropped nearly two tons of bombs on
the Boseh magneto works, the Daimier
works
broke out in the station. /

“Several bombs were dropped on the
Hagnau station and barfacks, causing a
heavy explosion. The Remilly Junction
and two airdromes were ‘attacked with
bombs and machine gun fire.

“On the morning of July 81 one ot
our squadrons attacked the Coblenz sta-
tion. Owing to clouds observation was
impossible. The station and factories at
Saarbrucken were subjected to two at-
tacks. e

“The first formation encountered large
numbers of hostile scouts before reach-
ing their objectives. Bitter fighting en-
sued, in the course of which four of our
machines were shot down. The re-
mainder bombed their objective and on
their return journey again were heavily
attacked, losing three more machines.
One hostile machine was disabled.

“The second attack, delivered later,
was completely successful. Bursts were
observed in the factory. In spite of at-
tacks by hostile scouts all our machines
returned . safely.”

X KILLED IN
 FAGTORY FIRE

Peekskill, N. Y., Aug. 1—Six men
were killed in a fire which destroyed a
warehouse of the Fleischmann Yeast
Company here this morning. -Five fire-
men and a workman were caught -under
a falling wall and all are believed to be
dead.

This is the second fire within a week
at the plant. Officials expressed a sus-
picion that incendiaries may have been
at work on the premises. The loss is
about $60,000.

LIEUT. CARTER DOWNS
SECOND HUN MAGHINE

Fredericton, Aug. 1—Dr. W. S. Car-
ter, chief superintendent of education,
has received a letter from his son, Flight
Lieut. Weldon Carter, R. A. F, stating
that he had brought down his second
Hun machine. Lieut, Carter has been
on the western front for three months
and in that period has seen consider-
able service. He qualified originally as
an artillery subaltern and later enlisted
as a gunner at Winnipeg. After his
arrival in England he transferred into
the royal air force and took a training
course and early this summer was sent
to France on service.

In his letter Lieut. Carter refers to
the fact that on Dominion Day, July 1,

London Newspapers Condemn Let-
ter Advocating Discussion of
Peace Terms—"Can Only Do
Mischief *

London, Aug. 1—Lord Lansdowne re-.

ceived little encouragement from the
morning newspapers. Some of the im-
portant papers, including the Daily Tele-
graph,which launched his first letter and
gave it warm support, do not comment,
while a majority of the others condemn
his latest letter.

The Times calls the letter weak and
mischievous and says that Lansdowne
represents nobody but himself. The
Daily: Express says no time is opportune
for negotiations with any enemy who
remains unashamed and unrepentent for
bis manifold crimes. The Daily Chron-
icle thinks the letter was issued at ar
inopportune time, and declares the Al-
lies should stand by the offer of Jan. 7.

T'he Daily Mail says the letter can only
do mischief, adding that the Allies are
not going to leave their work half done
to please “a few rich and tired old gen-
tlemen.”

The Daily News alone gives Lans-
downe countenance. It describes the let-
ter as admirable and says Lansdowne’s
views command increasingly wide con-
sent.

New York Comment,

New York, Aug. 1—Lord Lansdowne’s
letter is not generally commented upon
by the New York morning papers. The
Herald ,however, under the caption
“Another Wail from the Junkerthum,”
says:

“In another letter—worthy of consid-
eration only because the press associa-
tions have seen fit to pay cable tolls on
it—the Marquis of Lansdowne, spokes-
man for Englapd’s junkers, does his lit-
tle bit toward the promotion of & de-
featist programme.

Gallant Work by Scots.

Sheer Hard Fighting,

London, Aug. 1—Yesterday was a day
of sheer, hard in-and-out fighting on the
American front telegraphs Reuter’s cor-
respondent on the front north of the
Marne. He says the final capture of
Seringes by the Americans was an es-
pecially creditable achievement. i

Since the Americans took the village
on Monday the Germans made no in-
fentry attack on the place, but kept
up a constant artillery and machine gun
fire to drive them out. This continued
all day on Tuesday and toward evening
the enemy seemed to think that the
spirit of the defenders might pessibly be
broken and then they began to emerge
from the Nesles Forest in a way that
seemed to forecast a fresh attempt to
take the village. Of the fighting which
ensued the correspondent writes:—

“The Americans after three days of
to-and-fro fighting through villages, had
learned subtlety and were determined
to have a real fight to a finish. They
consequently withdrew as if retiring
from Seringes and the Germans crept.
dcwn from the high ground convinced
they had their opponents beaten. Ad-
ditional German troops came pouring in
uutil the town was occupied as it never
had been before.

“But as the new occupants began to
organize their defences they found that
bullets appeared to be coming in from
three sides of the village, and it was
not long before thev discovered that the
Americans, while withdrawing from the
front of the fown, had commenced an
encircling movement on both sides, thus
forming a ring almost completely around
it

“Then came tragic fighting. The Prus-
sian Guard had voted not to surrender,
and their opponents were just as anxious
to see the thing through. It was an
affair of small arms, but the Americans
proved to be the better shots and slowly
picked off men here and there.

“Then the Americans began to ad-
vance and at the same time silenced the
fire from the village while slowly their
encircling ring closed about it. As the
ring drew closer and the defenders saw
their doom approaching, they redoubled
their fire, but still the Americans came
on unfalteringly like a storm or the un-
avoidable stroke of fate.

The limitations of the service confine
the cable correspondents to the concise
essentials of war. There is little elbow
space to them for the lightness of those
hours which jostle the seconds of hard-
ship and danger into an eagerly forgot-
ten back-ground. As the soldier is in
France to win the war, the cable corre-
spondent is here to tell how he goes
about it. The soldier who holds up for
ten minutes a hungry German attack,
the battalion that drives into the teeth
of spitting machine guns—these are the
provender of the men who serve the
news hot on the little wires that con=
nect continents. They may be mine, too,
but from a slightly. different standpoint.
More absorbing to me is that ®oldier
when he laughs and sings and chats, that
battalion when it is unconsciously but
avidly taking to itself the. morale and
stamina @nd muscle and good-will that
carried it on over those whipping bul-
lets with a cheer. A laugh and a song
and a cheer do not travel well by soul-
less cable.

And the soldier who wears his Maple
Leaf as he does his clean brown skin, his
shining eye, his Canadian shoulders and
gait—he would have his mothers and
fathers, his sweethearts and friends
know back there where the maple leaf
grows and sheds its indigenous sap—
and much farther west—that only the
tear of love should be shed for, him
when he leaves the home shores for the
unkrown life of a human barrier to Ger-
man aggression. The shudder of fear
does not help him; it does mnot help
those left at home. More than that, it
does not do justice to his coming career.

Hear him, with me, as he laughs. Look
on this big new life through his won-
dering eyes. Listen to the notes that
brighten his days and carry him through
France’s worst. He may not be able to
write of it, for his pen may be slf)w
and his impressions too ‘overpowering
to be analyzed in his free moments. May
1 pen it for him, though in the incom-
plete manner of a proxy The “color”
that bathes him is intense enongh for
any brush—if I can only mix it.

| Germany. That country wants these
' Baltic provinces, and the Soveit govern-
| mfent of Russia is playing into its hands.
' It is the task of the Allies to strengthen
! the hands of the Czecho-Slovaks to the
' extent that they may be able to over-
' throw the pro-German leaders in Rus-
| sia and checkmate the Kaiser. The out-
;look grows more encouraging, for Prus-
{ sian methods are arousing among masses
‘| of the Russian people a growing spirit

{ of reseatment. .

Word comes from Roumania that the
i German high command has asked how
many divisions could be spared fl:om
Roumania to strengthen the western
front, and the answer is that owing to
the excited condition of the Roumanian
pﬁople it would be unsafe to withdraw
-apy of the German troops.

The situation on the western front
shows no important change. The French
agd Americans delivered an attack on
the centre of the Marne front yesterday
and straightened a portion of the line.
An enemy attack on a French positien
southwest of Rheims was repulsed. Ger-

. man official reports are greatly exagger-
ating the American losses, in order to
keep up the courage of their own men
and to =oothe the German people. Pris-
oners taken by the Americans say that

_ German orders were to hold the line at
_all costs, and that the German people
are thoroughly tire@ of the war.

M. Millerand, former French minister
of war, in a published article, reasserts
that Prussian militarism must be de-
stroyed; that Alsace-Lorraine must be
restored to France, the Irredenta to
Ttaly, Belgium and Serbia restored, and
Poland reconstituted as a nation. In

> contrast to this is Lord Lansdowne’s

. feeble letter pleading for a movement
lbbking toward peace, which meets with
vigorous condemnation from most of the
ondon press.

THE KAISER’'S GOD.

“His Majesty informs his troops that
he has arrived behind the front of the
@attack and shall watch the battle from
a tower. His Majesty’s good wishes ac-
company his troops. His Majesty’s word
to his troops is ‘With God for the Em-
peror and the Empire’” -

" This was the Kaiser'’s message to his
troops on July 15. Qust what he thinks
today of what his troops, “with God,”
did for him and the Empire would in-
terest us greatly. Was the Germaa God
sleeping or gone on a journey? How
swould the Kaiser explain it? Time after
time the German troops have been
Jaunched toward Paris and the Channel
ports, always with a regular time-table
showing where they were to dine, sup
and sleep, as they “with God” moved
forward to their objectives, FEach time,
however, someéhing intervened. A French
army, or a, British army, or a combina-
tion of French, British, American or
other armies rose, up in the path and
the triumphal march was brought to a
full stop. The last one was turned into
‘a  humiliating retreat. The Kaiser
should do a little heart-searching to
learn, as Lincoln is reported once to have
said, not whether God is on his side,
but whether he is on God’s side.

Hindenburg is once more in the news.
He is still alive, and is said to have been
present at a conference with the Kaiser
at which the Crown Prince was severely
criticized and his removal from the com-
mand of the army suggested. The re-
port comes from a German paper, the
Tages Zeitung of Essen. We are told
“that the Kaiser saw the force of the
criticism but pleaded dynastic rgasons
for refusing to assent to the removal of
the Crown Prince. The newspaper
which printed the report will probably
hear from the Kaiser, and it is regarded
as remarkable that any German paper
would take the risk of publishing such a
report.

HERE'S A CHARMING FELLOW.

The Statesman, “a national weekly
Journal of progressive thought,” edited
by Lindsay Crawford, has made its ap-
pearance in Toronto. On the first page
of the first issue is a portrait of Sir Wil-
frid Laurier. The editor announces that
“it will be the chief aim of The States-
man to mitigate as far as possible the
ugly spirit of factionism and to bring
all classes together for the discussion of
the problems of reconstruction that call
for solution.” He calls for “an atmos-
phere of unity and toleration.” Having
given expression to these lofty aims The
Statesman proceeds to assert that “Lib-
eral-Unionism is a half-way house to
Toryism,” criticises “party organs,” de-
nounces ‘“Liberal betrayers of Laurier,”
asserts that “no Liberal could conscien-
tiously give assent to the War Times
Elections Act or seek to profit by that
and other immoral weapons by which
Union government rode to -power over
the violaird guarantees of constitutional
liberty,” and that Liberals can never
again “trust those who perpetuated Bor-
den rule Ly one of the most nefarious as-
saults upoa democratic liberty that éver
degraded a free people.” There is much
more of the same tenor, including a sav-
age attack upon Hon. N. W. Rowell
These evidences of sweet reasonableness,
of “unity and toleration,” amd of a de-
sire to keep away from “the ugly spirit
of factionalism” may appeal to the peo-
ple; but it will perhaps take some time
for hedted controversialists of the par-
tisan type to get used to such loving-
kindness as is manifested in some of the
sentences quoted.

Lenine and Trotzky and their follow-
ers have determined to use “mass ter-
ror” against Bourgeoise, or middle
classes of Russia, who are declared to
be in sympathy with the Czecho-Slo-
vaks.

COAL RATIONS N
GREAT BRTA

Shortage of Fifteen Million Ton
Creates Grave Problem—Strict
Economy Necessary

London, July 81—In a discussion of
the coal situation in the house of com-

mons today Sir Albert Stanley, presid-
ent of the Board of Trade, said the Ger-
man advance since March had resulted
in a decrease of eight million tons an-
nually in the French output of coal
which Great Britain would have to sup-
ply. In exchange for the use of ships
of other countries, Sir Albert added,
‘Great Britain had had to provide these
countries with more coal; four hundred
thousand men had heen withdrawn from
the mines for military services and an
additional 75,000 had been requisitioned
by the war cabinet since March.

The food supply, Sir Albert continued,
now seemed secure, but the coal prob-
lem was most grave and could be solved
only by everybody concerned—owners,
miners, masters of industry, and con-
sumers—pulling together to economize in
use of their supplies.

Sir Albert estimated the coal deficit,
as compared with last year’s supply,
would amount to fifteen million tong,
which, he said, wounld be met by a sys-
tem of rationing under which the con-
sumption by industries would be re-
duced by seven million tons and that of
households by eight million tons. This
rationing, he added, would allow house-
holders much more coal than is allotted
to householders in Germany.
