London, Dec. 26—From Athens comes an incomplete report of the refusal 
of Turkish officials to permit the departure of the British and French consuls 
and several British and French citizens on American merchant ships from Tri­
poli, in Syria, under convoy of an American cruiser. This refusal is said to 
have resulted in an attack by a Turkish crowd on the crew of the merchant­
man while the sailors were embarking some Frenchmen. This attack ceased, 
however, when the warship threatened a bombardment

The cruiser subsequently escorted the vessel to Dedeagatch, north of the 
Dardanelles in Turkey.

After a lengthy and distinguished 
career extending over more than forty )
years in the priesthood of the Catholic 
church, Very Rev. Monsignor William 
Francis Chapman, V.G, died suddenly 
this morning in Roxbury, Mass., in a 
private hospital, where he had gone 
about a fortnight ago to undergo treat­
ment, The news was received In a 
telegram by Bishop LeBlanc this morn­
ing, and the sad tidings soon spread 
about the city, and was received with 
expressions of deep regret among a large 
circle of friends.

Father Chapman had been jn failing 
health for some time. He had suffered 
much from stomach trouble, and his 
eyes had given him considerable anxiety 
and pain.

Although quite well advanced along 
life’s
years of age, the reverend monsignor 
was remarkably active and energetic, 
and took a keen interest in affairs about 
him. He gave strict attention, when his 
health would allow it, to his duties as 
pastor of St John the Baptist church, 
by which congregation he was loved and 
revered, for to know the gentle, kindly 
priest was to love him. He was of a 
sympathetic, charitable nature, and was 
active in the different Catholic good-will 
societies in the city. Fatter Chapman 
had held the office of chaplain of St. 
John Council, 937, Knights of Columbus 
for many years, and enjoyed the popu­
lar esteem of the members, who were 
grieved today to leant of his death.

No word has yet been received as to 
when the body will be brought home 
for. burial, but the expectation is that 
it will reach St. John on the Boston 
train at noon on Monday. The vener­
able priest Is survived by one sister, 
Miss Mary A. Chapman, of this city, 
and a nephew, W. P. Chapman, of Los 
Angeles, Cal.

man advance. The Belgians were so 
busy in fighting that they had not the 
time, if they had the desire, to keep 
the reporters many miles behind the fir­
ing line, as the British and French have 
done. Moreover, the firing line in Bel­
gium appears to have been pretty nearly 
everywhere, changing its position many 
long miles a day, and to have kept the 
daring reporters from seeing some of 
the fighting would have been impossible 
unless they had been shipped out of the 
country.

No correspondent made better use of 
his opportunities than E- Alexander 
Powell, whose recently published book, 
“Fighting in Flanders,” is a graphic re­
cord of one complete phase of the 
Mr. Powell admits that he is strongly 
pro-Belgian after what he has seen, ^ al­
though he went to Belgium as the im­
partial correspondent of the New York 
World.
TJie Sack of Aerschot

He and his photographer were the 
first foreigners to see Aerschot after it 
had been sacked by the Germans. It 
had been a fine city of 10,000 inhabit­
ants. When he saw it first it was a 
heap of smoking ruins, garrisoned by a 
battalion of German soldiers, its other 
inhabitants being half a hundred white­
faced women. Two-thirds of the houses 
had been burned, and the city gave un­
mistakable signs of having been sacked 
before set on fire.

“Everywhere,” he- says, 
ghastly evidences. Doors had been 
smashed in with rifle butts and boot 
heels; furniture had been wantonly de­
stroyed ; pictures had been tom from the 
walls; mattresses had been ripped open 
with bayonets in search of valuables; 
the outer walls of houses were spattered 
with blood and pock-marked with bul­
lets; the sidewalks were slippery with 
broken wine bottles ; the streets were 
strewn with women’s clothing. It needed 
no ope to tell us the details of that orgy 
of blood and lust. The story was so 
plainly written that anyone could read

A Terrible Indictment
There are two accounts of slaughter 

at Aerschot. It is admitted by both

the forestry branch of the Conservation 
Commission, told the Amherst confer­
ence that “at the present time the lum­
ber business in the maritime provinces 
stands in possibly the best position of 
any industry in Canada.” He added, 
however, that “It is to be hoped that the 
lumbermen will guard this position by 
not making too large a production, but' 
so control it as to continue the pros­
perity that has come to them.”

Mr. Snowball said that the people on 
the North Shore had not felt the ' de­
pression very much, although there was 
manifest a1 desire for greater economy, 
which was a good thing. As a matter 
of fact it had been found necessary this 
year to import labor from Montreal for 
some work that was being carried on. 
Mr. Snowball said he regarded the Am­
herst Conference as one of the most im­
portant gatherings in his recollection. 
Opportunities were now before us, and 
if we realized and used them we could 
make great progress. A great inspira­
tion should go out from this conference. 
The provinces by the sea are not only 
as good as any other part of the Domin­
ion but better. Mr. Snowball said that 
forest products are worth to Canada 
$185,000,000 annually, including local 
consumption. The exportation of for­
est products from New Brunswick brings 
in about $7,300,000 annually, and that 
of Nova Scotia $4,620,000. Dealing with 
the decline in exports Mr. Snowball 
pointed out that in 1878 the export of 
lumber from New Brunswick to Great 
Britain and the continent was 368,000,- 
000 sup. feet, and in 1880 was 488,000,- 
000 sup. feet; while in 1918 it dropped 
to 271,000,000 feet. From the Mirami- 
ctii the export in 1880 was 160,000,000 
sup. feet, and in 1918, 74,000,000 feet. 
Nova Scotia in 1884 exported 69,000,000 
feet, but in 1897 it rose to 185,000,000 
sup. feet. In 1908 ft did not exceed over 
50,000,000 sup. feet.

Cleveland, O., Dec. 24—Having built 

with his own hands two speedy little 
automobiles, Phillips Taylor, 17, now 
plans to take up aeroplane building.

Young Taylor’s parents are wealthy.
They live in a beautiful home directly 
opposite John D. Rockefeller’s great es­
tate of Forest Hill. Phillips would nev­
er have to do a stroke of manual labor 
in his life if he wished not to.

But he simply can’t help making 
things with his hands. It is fascinating 
fun to him, and he has been known to 
work as late as 2 a. m., alone in the 
garage over some trouble with engine or 
gears.

Phillips Isn't the first boy automobile 
builder to be produced by Cleveland.
Eleven years ago Merle France, a boy 
of thirteen, caused a great deal of 
imusement to the neighbors when he 
drove out of his yard one morning in 
liis first home-made automobile, six feet 
long.

Automobiles themselves were still 
young then. Merle grew up with them.
The neighbors, who laughed then, are 
proud today to be able to shout “Hello" 
to Merle as he drives in his big six- 
cylinder seven-passenger car—also home­
made, but a beauty.

Merle France has had several offers of 
excellent positions in big automobile 
factories because of the skill he ljas ac" 
quired through playing at making things, 
but he still prefers to work—fifteen hours 
a day is his schedule—in his old work­
shop, where he and his brother are turn­
ing out a shock-absorber and a mechan­
ical starter, both of which are selling 
well on the market.

Young Phillips Taylor is following 
fast in the steps of Merle France.

He built his first machine when he 
was fifteen years old and still in gram­
mar school. Then he sold the machine 
for more than it cost.

His second machine, Just completed, 
makes thirty miles an hour. He and a 
friend have taken long country trips-in 
it. Phillips, “just to show ’em, has car­
ried seven passengers in “the car."

The engine is a single-cylinder, two- 
cycle marine. It gives seven horsepower 
in the machine. Phillips decided to use 
a friction drive, and himself built the 
shafting, clutch and “V” belts. In fact 
with the exception of the engine, the 
entire machine is of his own construc­
tion. The gasoline tank Is composed 
of two ordinary gasoline cans, soldered 
together. The axles and belt rims for 
the small wire wheels are also home­
made.

Phillips made friends witli men in a 
nearby garage who allowed him .to do 
his machine work there.

As an example of the ingenuity the 
boy has shown in constructing his ma­
chine, the running boards are so built 
that the weight of any load, placed on 
the side, is evenly distributed on both 
sides of the car.

“Aeroplanes? Yes. I’ll probably be 
trying them next," says Phillips.
