Tax Statistics Show Nearly Tbir- 
tewr BiKiQr» Invwled AWo*i— 
4,571 MDIioomsv ,

London, Oct.' 29—England's assessed 
income from abroâd, as sit forth in the 
income tax statistics of last year, reach­
ed the immense total of $820,000,000, 
which represents capital of nearly $13,- 
000,000,000. These Incomes are derived 
from - foreign mines, gas works, water 
wotks, tramways, breweries, tea and 
coffee plantations, mtr 
fields, land, financial,- telegraph, cable, 
shipping and IhsuFadce. companies, 
branch and bank^ toeRSetOfc companies, 
mortgages on property y loans and de­
posits abroad ahd profits of all kinds 
arising from business done abroad by 
manufacturers, merchants and commis­
sion agents.

When it is realised how great is the 
capital Invested by Englishmen abroad 
in these varied enterprises the immense 
aggregate income, outside that included 
in tiie income tax-statistics, can, be im­
agined.

According to the same statistics there 
are 214 persons in the United Kingdom 
with an income of - $278,000, which* 
means that there are that many per­
rons possessing a capital of about $6,- 
000,000 each. • But these are not the 
richest Englishmen. There are sixty- 
six with an income of $800,000 and more, 
fifty-five with an income of from $375,- 
000 to $500,000, thirty-seven with In­
comes of $325,000 to $878,000, and fifty- 
Mx with incomes of from $278,000 to 
$828,000. Furthermore, there are 4,143 
persons with incomes of $50,000 and 
more, which means the possession of a - 
capital of $1,000,000 or more. Conse­
quently the total of persons in the coun­
try who possess at least $1,000,000 does 
not fal lshort of 4,571.

State Bryan said today that a formal 
note had been sent to all the European 
governments asking them to suspend the 
formulation of a policy towards Mexico 
until the United States had defined its 
attitude. While Great Britain, France 
and Germany, he said, had already been 
heard from it is expected that the other 
governments will follow the three great 
powers in awaiting the decision of the 
United States as to the next step in 
bringing peace in Mexico.
The Probable Course

President Wilson had an early con­
ference with Secretary Bryan today and 
the secretary said afterward that they 
were at work on the next step in the 
policy that will be pursued. It is ex­
pected that the United States will first 
make formal demand for the elimination 
of Huerta and the conduct of fair and 
free elections, possibly with some safe­
guards to systematize the election ma­
chinery. There was absolutely no com­
ment forthcoming however, from execu­
tive quarters as to just wiiat was in­
tended by the United States, but it was 
generally agreed in official circles that 
some positive action looking towards a 
solution of tiie problem would be in line 
with the expectations of the powers.

RESULT OF ACCIOENT IN TRURO YARD TODAY

Truro, N. S., Oct. 29—Elias Nelson, one of the oldest employes of tiie I. 

C. R., while oil duty in the I. C. R. yard this morning, slipped as he jumped 
from a car, which was -being shunted. The train ran over his foot. He was 
conveyed to the Truro Hospital, where doctors McLean and Dunbar found 
that amputation of the foot was necessary. The operation was performed at 
eleven o’clock.

Her Ideals

Mrs. Lees, Mavor of Oldham, Eng-
<3land, has done a wonderful work in 

what has been called the ugliest city in 
Great Britain. The Literary Digest says 
that the faith that industrial communi­
ties need not be ugly, and that the 
homes of unskilled workers need not he 
slums in the germ, is impressed by her 
notable example. The tenure of Mrs. 
Lees inaugurated a new impulse toward 
civic improvement. “Beautiful Oldham” 

the motto she gave to young and 
old alike in her efforts to change the 
outward aspect of physical conditions. 
As Mary E. McDowell pictures her in 
The Continent (Chicago), Mrs. Lees 

to be endowed with religious zeal, 
a reformer’s energy, and a saving sense 
of humor. She had three strikes on her 
hands at one time, yet did not call out 
the militia. She settled the strike of the 
municipal street railways after, as she 
said, “we had talked thirteen hours, then 
laughed together.” Her story as Miss 
McDowell gives it, runs in this way :

“Oldham Is monotonously ugly, and 
hopelessly ugly than is the Chicago

Jewellers, too, keep all their old cru­
cibles, which are eventually broken up 
anti put through a process which re­
claims the very considerable amount of 
precious metal which has worked into 
their substance.

A great deal of silver is wasted in fac­
tories where silver plate is made. The 
hammering process turns the silver into

The 
Glace Bay Gazette says that some of the 
local gardeners and workmen of the 
Dominion Coal Company, who have 
plots of land about their homes, would 
like the provincial government to send 
an instructor to give them lessons in 
scientific farming and poultry raising. 
There are now night schools in the min­
ing towns, and additional classes might 
be formed to take up these special sub­
jects.

At the gathering of the provincial 

premiers in Ottawa yesterday a request 
was made for ten per cent of the rev­
enue from customs and excise of all Can­
ada.

Hearts of Metropolis Thieves

Wednesday, Oct. 29. T3 Seem to Take it For Granted That The 
Empresses Witt Not Come to St John 
This Season

(London Detective in Tit-Bits)
■ There is joy in the camp of the 
London criminal. Their “shadow,” ex- 
Detective-Sergeant J. Tupper, familiarly 
known in the force as “Tomipy,” has 
after twenty-five years’ service fn the 
Metropolitan Police, retired, and they 
have no longer to fear, officially at any 
rate, the sleuth-hound who has been a 
nightmare to many of them.

Some years ago the writer, during 
some Investigations among the criminal 
classes in the north of London, had oc­
casion to mix with the members of a 
notorious gang of burglars, pickpockets, 
and street robbers, and well remembers 

of them remarking, “The game ain’t 
worth touch since the ‘Flying Squad’ got 
on the job-” The remark came to mind 
during the course of an interview which 
ex-Detective-Sergeant Tupper granted 
for the purpose of thia article ; for Mr- 
Tupper formed one of the ‘squad,’ which 
consisted of four detectives, whose sole 
duty it was to keep a'watch on the light 
fingered gentry of the metropolis, who 
made a living by relieving people of 
their valuables. The ‘squad’ was so suc­
cessful that a great number of thieves 
were brought to justice in a short time.
“The Parson’s’* Progress

“Of course," said Mr. Tupper, as we 
chatted of London’s underworld, “pick­
pockets are not very big game from a 
police point of view. At the same time, 
however, my duties in connection with thp 
‘flying squad’ brought me in contact with 
one of the most hardened sinners I have 
ever met. He was a born criminal and a 
born actor. His game was to masquer­
ade as a clergyman, and consequently 
we dubbed him ‘The Parson.’

“A grey-whiskered, venerable-looking 
‘gentleman,’ he was first sentenced in 
1865 to two months’ imprisonment. Af­
ter that he went from bad to worse, and 
the last time I came into contact with 
him he could boast of forty-one years 
of persistent crime. Battersby, Car­
penter, Hopkinson, Nash, Day, Griffiths, 
Gibbert, Clayton, Bailey, Webb, Miller 
and Briggs—these are a few of the 
names he adopted at various times. The 
last.tlme I had him through my hands 
was when I arrested him outside His 
Majesty’s Theatre in the Haymarket, 
where he was trying to rob ladies. The 
sentence for that offence was the maxi­
mum—twelve months.”

74% 74%Our buyer flies high when 31% 31% List of Exhibitors A party of prominent C P. It. officials 
arrived in St. John this morning after a 
visit to Halifax and spent the /day look­
ing over the local terminal facilities.

The party included Alfred Price, as­
sistant general manager; R- H. Blenner- 
hassett, dock superintendent; F. G- 
Freiser, export freight agent; W. T. 
Marlow, import freight agent; H. Mc- 
D. Duff, assistant manager of steam­
ships, and George Wood, of the foreign 
freight department and Frank J. 
Corr. They were accompanied to 
and from Halifax by H. C. Grout, 
acting general superintendent of 
the Atlantic division. C. B. Foster, as­
sistant general passenger agent, and W. 
B. Howard, district passengèr agent, 
went through to Halifax with them, but 
stayed there for another day.

While in Halifax they had a confer­
ence with Superintendent J. T. Halisey, 
Chief Engineer Brown, and Mr. Rich­
ardson of the I. C. R. staff, to complete 
their arrangements for railway termin­
als, and while there also discussed ar­
rangements with the ’longshoremen, and 
for docks and office facilities.

On tjjeir arrival in St. John this 
morning the private ear In which the 
party traveled was shunted to West St. 
John, and the morning was spent in an 
inspection of the wharves and ware­
houses, the new government pier, the 
new grain elevator and conveyors, new 
sidings and tracks, and other facilities

for the accommodation of rail and 
steamer traffic.

Lunch was served at the Union Club, 
and this afternoon is being devoted to 
an inspection of the facilities on this 
side of the harbor.

Mr. Price, the assistant general 
ager, said this morning that they had 
found the arrangements at Halifax sat­
isfactory and expected to be able to 
handle the Empress steamers there this 
winter without much difficulty. This 
was his first visit to Halifax and he could 
not compare their present facilities with 
what they had had in past years, but the 
present accommodation seemed to be 
sufficient for their needs.

Speaking of the situation at St. John, 
Mr. Price expressed satisfaction with 
the work of development that has been 
going on here, and said that they would 
tw better equipped than ever to handle 
“>c business which comes to St, John. 
Whether the improvement in facilities 
here would be sufficient to allow them 
to bring the Empress steamers here next 
winter he could not state, saying that 
the steamer arrangements were not in 
his hands.

Mr. Price said that he expected that 
the company would do a large business 
through St. John this year and that the 
grain shipments would be especially 
heavy. In preparation for this they are 
already bringing grain to St. John and 
now have about 200,000 bushels on hand 
m the elevator.

Teeswater, Ont, Oct. 28—At a meet­
ing in support of R. E. Traux, Liberal 
candidate in South Bruce, held in this 
town last night, Sir Wilfrid Laurier 
was given a hearty reception in an able 
speech in which he fired many hot 
charges at the Borden administration, 
calling the government the most reac­
tionary ever held in Canada.

Many curious old court appointments 
have been abolished, but there are still 
very quaint posts about the throne.

There is, for instance, a Marshal of 
the Gentle Archers. He is the 
mander of a company of Scottish archers 
who have the right of acting as the 
king’s bodyguard when he is in Scot­
land. Their uniform is the" ancient ar­
cher’s color—Lincoln green. They prac­
tise in an Edinburgh public park.

There is a king’s verderer tor the "For­
est of Dean. This is probably the most 
ancient of all court appointments. A 
“verderer” is à sort of gamekeeper in 
charge of deer, and the office dates from 
early Norman times, when the hunting 
of deer was the favorite royal sport. The 
holder of this office is elected at a speci­
al court presided over by the Lord High 
Sheriff of Gloucester.

It is only a few years since King Ed­
ward VII. abolished the offices of King’s 
Ale-taster and Royal Rat-catcher. The 
Royal Rat-catcher had a handsome sal­
ary of £250 a year, with allowances for 
the upkeep of his dogs and ferrets. This 
latter office dated from the time# of 
Charles II.

There is still a Steward of the Chil- 
tem Hundreds. Any M. P, can have 
the post for the asking. In fact, he is 
compelled to ask for it if he wants to 
resign his office, aS in theory no M. P. 
can resign except on accepting “an of­
fice of profit” under the crown. The 
profit is exactly £1 a year, and, as far 
as is known, no M. P. has ever touched 
that sovereign, as the first thing a re­
tiring M. P. does after obtaining the of­
fice is to resign it. The office dates from 
the days when the Chiltem district (in 
Bucks) swarmed with outlaws.

It is not many years since the high- 
sounding post of Uncorker of Ocean 
Bottles was abolished. News traveled 
slowly in Queen Elizabeth’s time, and the 
first news she had of the taking of Nova 
Zembla by the Dutch was found in a 
bottle picked up by a Deal fisherman 
named Tonfield, who forwarded the mes­
sage to the lord high admiral.

Queen Elizabeth was struck with the 
idea, and decreed that all bottles with 
inclosures found on the coast should be 
forwarded to the lord high admiral, Ton- 
field being appointed uncorker. The post 
survived for centuries.

Youthful royalties must at times re­
gret the abolition of the post of royal 
whipping-boy, whose duties were to act 
as deputy for naughty princes when cor­
poral punishment became advisable.
