Students seeking admissjon to the standing of the Second and
Third Years who have not passed the previous examinations must
take, in addition to the subjects of the year, those of the previous
year or years., No student will, be admitted to & higher standing
than that of the First Year whe does not give satisfactory evidence

of having thoroughly mastered the subjects in which he has been
examined.

. While it is desirable that Literary Stadents should devote their
whole_time, during the; College Session to the work of their i res-
pestiye years,under the supervision of the Senate, they may, nnder
peculiar dircumstances, with permission of Presbyteries, pursue
their studies apart from the College, appearing only for examina~
tion at the close of each session, and receiving their appropriate
standing. Thi# ‘rule does not apply in any case to stadents who
have entered upon their Theological course.

Applications by, or on behalf of Students desiring to be admited
to "Literary Examinations and Classes, must Qe sent to. the
Registrar of the College on or before the first day, of October, and
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such Students must! appear. to: pass their eximinations '6b the
Thursday following the first Wednésday of the sathe month.

The College provides Tutors in the Departmentd of Classics snd
Mathematics for Students who pursue the above special course:snd
do not intend to graduate in Arts ; but su¢h Btudents are required
to take the Hebrew, English, History, Natural Seciencé; and
Philosophy of the respective years at MoGill College, and  fo
present to the Senate certificates from the University professors
of their having passed examinations in these subjects. To those
whoin ‘Presbyteries may permit to pursue their studies apart from |
the College appropriate text books will be prescribed, on apphcatlon,
to the Senate through the Principal or Registrar,

AFFILIATION WITH MoGILL UNIVERSITY,

The attention of Students is directed ‘to the special advantages
afforded them in virtue of the affiliation of the Collége “with
MoGill University, They have thereby ‘acéess to'theé’ Library,
Muaséum and Lectures of that Tnstitution. By Soholurshipa which
are inthe gift of benefactors they may enjoy exemption 4fom Col-
lege Fees. In addition to these there are sixteen Exhibitions and
Soholarships of fom $100 to $126 eaeh 'adnually offered for

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Prizes oR OERTIFIOATES, to those Matriculated Studénts
who may have distinguished themselves in the studies of a parti-
oular class, and have attended all the other classes proper to their
year.

The extent to which studies in Arts and Theology may be
united is indicated by the following extract from the Calendar of
the University : —

STUDENTS OF AFFILIATED THEOLOGIOAL OOLLEGES.

Such Students, whether entered as Matriculated or ocoa-
sional, are subject to the regulations of the Faculty of Arts in the
same manner as other Students.

The Faculty will make formal reports to the governing body
of the Theological College to which any such Students may belong,
88 to :—[1] their conduet and attendance on the olasses of the
Fuleulty;" and [2] their standing in the several examinations ;
such, reports to be furnished after the Christmas and Sessional
Examinations, severally, if called for.

Matriculated Students are allowed no exemptions in the
course for the degree of B, A, till they have passed the Interme-
diate Exzamination ; but they may take Hebrew in the First and

" 8econd years, instead of Modern Languages.

In the Third and Fourth Years they are allowed exemptions
from the following subjeots : —

In the Third Year they may omit Astropomy and . Optios,
Experimental Physics, and Rhetorio.

In the Fourth, Year they may omit Experimental Physios
and English Literature.

Certificates of attendance on the full course of lectures in the
Theological College - during the year for which the exemptions
are claimed must be produced by Students who ayail themselves
of these exemptions before presenting themselves for Examination.

MATRIOULATION AND ADMISSION.

The Benate of the Presbyterian College, having a full know-
ledge of the nature of the training given, and the religious infiu-
ence exerted on Students in the MoGill University, confidently
recommend parents to send their sons to it, whether they are
designed ‘for the Christian Ministry or for any of the léarned
Professions; and for the guidsnoe of young men who may desire to
enter the course in Arts the following extraot is made from the
Calendar of the University :—
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The next -Sessian ‘of the Faculty of Arts will commetice on
September 15th, 1876, and will extend to April 30th, 1877.

Candidates for Matriculation as Pndergraduates are required
‘%o present themselves to the Dean of the Faculty, on the 16th of
September, for Examination ; they may, however, enter after the .
commencement of the Session, if, on examination, found qualified
to join the classes, k.

The subjeots of examination for entrance in the First Year
are Clagsics, Mathematics, and’ English.

Students of other Upiversities may be admitted, on the pro-
duction of certificates, to a like standing in this University, after

PRESBYTERIAL AND OTHER CERTIFICATES.

All regular Students, whether in the Literary or Theological
course must be certified to the College Senate by the Presbytery
within the bounds of which they have been labouring or residing
during the vacation. '

Intending Students who seek admission to either of the above
courses must be certified to the Board of Examiners by the Pres-
bytery within the bounds of whioh-they reside.

The Board of Examiners will certify Students to the Pres-
bytery to which they may belong or to which they may be trans-
ferred, after the annual examination at the close of the session.

[

The Senate gives a certificate of Academio standing to every
Student in Divinity at the close of each academic year, and a di-
ploma on parchment at the termination of the Theological Curri-
culum. Other certificates may be given by individual professors.

RESIDENCE.

" The College building is a stone edifice, elegant and commo-
dious, pleasantly situated on the rising ground above the City,
commanding a view of the University grounds, the City and the
scenery of the St. Lawrence. ‘As immediately adjoining MeGill
College it affords Students the greatest facilities for attending lec-
tures in that Institution, and obtaining constant access to its val-
uable Library and Museum,

In addition to its Library, Lecture Rooms and Offices, it con-
tains studies and dormitories’ for resident Students, together with
bath rooms and other modern conveniences. The rooms are com-
fortably furnished, and the whole building, including the individual
rooms, is well ventilated, heated with hot water pipes and lighted
with gas, (

Resident Students are furnished with rooms, heating and
light, free of expense; but the Refectory and attendance of servants
are in the hands of the Steward, whose fee will in ho case exceed
three dollars per week, and ' who' is responsible to the Board of
Management for the efficiency of his service. ‘

Application for rooms must be made to the Principal, and
these will be granted in the order in which applications sre re-
ceived, But in the ohoice of apartments Students having academio
seniority will be entitled to a preference
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The Officers of the College, non-resident Btudents and friends *
of the Residents may bd’ prebont &t any méal"in'the Refootory,
when they shall pay to the Steward the charge fixed for!the sime.

LIBRARY AND READING ROOM.

All Students are expected to be connected with the Sogiety
which meets weekly for prayer, general business, and conference

on Home and Foreign Mission matters. It directs the efforts of

Students in the city and vicinity, and employs during College re-
cess, seven missioparies. Its income is derived from Students apd
their friends. The members 'of the Society preach, distribute
tracts, visit among the destitute, the negleoted, and in the Hospi-
tal, conduct prayer meetings, and fake part in the exercides of
Bible Classes and Sabbath Schools, whilé at the same time they
have ample opportunities for observation of pastoral life and of
becoming practically acquainted with the best methods of Christian
work as carried’ on in large and’ aetive congregations.

During the summer vacation Students may engage, and all
Divinity Students are expected to engage, in missionary work, in
the numerous and extensive fields of labour provided by the thirty-
three Presbyteries of the Church,

Students in Theology are also permitted to preach a limited
number of Sabbaths during the session.

Students are. thus early made aoquainted with the practical
work of the ministry and enabled to gratify their desire to preach
the Gospel, while providing at lesst in part for their maintenance
during the period of study. '
