1 than others.

When I was a boy it was the belief that some 
great injury would result if a cow or heifer 
was milked before calving, but I am satisfied 
that many cases of milk fever and caked bag 
might be avoided if more attention was 
given to a cow before coming in 
and some milking done if her condition de­
manded it. A neighbor lost a cow valued at 
<60, with milk fever, and I have no dooht 
that daily milking her for a week would have 
saved her. She wee turned ont into rank 
pasture two weeks before calving and her 
milk flow was increased too suddenly. Some 
farmers half starve their cows previous to 
calving to avoid too much milk, but tbk 
seems to me a very foolish policy, as the cow 
needs at that time all she will eat, and it k a 
question whether she will do as well after­
ward if her milk flow k reduced at a period 
when nature naturally increases it There 
was another superstition in my boyhood days 
and half the dairymen believe in it yet. end 
that is, if yon dry off a heifet with her first 
calf, early, she will follow that precedent and 
give milk- for no longer period ever after. 
With a view to prolonging the milking sea­
son men will strip a heifer for weeks, getting 
a teacnpfnl at a milking. It k probable that 
a short milking period oould be formed by un­
timely drying off for two or three successive 
yean, bnt the idea that -g long habit can be 
produced Vy 
The case cited of qgy own cows shows that 
heredity has much more to do with it, and if 
the producers of dairy cows would only breed 
from stock of long milking records, the milk­
ing period coaid be made, in » few yean, to 
average eleven months or mote instead of leas 
than nine, as it now does.

It will pay people who have ducke to 
grow turaipe for them. The turnips 
should be cooked and mixed with a 
small proportion of ground grain.

There is considerable discussion over 
the value of corn (and we may also in­
clude wheat) as food for poultry. The 
advocates of com claim that as long as It 
can be had at a low cost it is the best of 
all foods, while others contend that it haa 
a tendency to create too nfuch fat, and. 
really retards egg production.. The mat­
ter is one that may be disenpsed from 
several standpoints. If a ben is laying, 
she necessarily usee a large proportion of 
carbonaceous material in producing the 
egg, the yolk requiring quite a large 
quantity; but if she is not laying she is 
liable to become too frit if com or wheat is 
fed exclusively. The fact is that no 
grain is suitable as an exclusive food for 
laying hens. The production of eggs de­
mands a variety, and corn is no exception 
to the rale.

Eggs, meat, bones or any kind of food 
intended to be stored away for winter nae 
may be preserved by subjecting it to tb» 
fames of burning sulphur tor fifteen rain­
âtes. The method is as follows : Have a 
box with a top that raises like a lid—an 
old trank will answer admirably; place 
the eggs or other articles in the box 6r 
trunk, and bom a tableepoonfol or more 
of sulphur in the box on a chip on top of 
the articles to be preserved; as sulphur 
fumes are heavy and fall to the bottom 
A little alcohol will make the sulphur 
burn more easily. As soon as it begins 
to born, close the lid and keep it closed 
for at least fifteen minutes. The eulphnr 
fames destroy all fermentation, disease 
and life. The preserved goods may then 
be exposed to the air without danger of 
decay fur from three to six months. Fresh 
meat, fish and other perishable articles 
will keep for months, and will become 
dry before they will decay. When the 
meat is cooked the sulphur in it is dissi­
pated, and no injurious effepts result 
Tliis is the receipt for preserying articles 
which is often offered for sale. Fruits 
are preserved by immersing ” in water, 
but they lose their fresh appearance.

111 L. B. Pierce of Ohio has the following 
in the Ohio Farmer : We all know that llier^ 
are . cnees in cows just as the stars differ 
in ! ig'utuesa. I have a grade cow with con­
sul i ra’i’e Jersey blood and one cross of Hol­
stein that has missed but two milkings in 
eight years. She has had six healthy calves 
ami is due to drop the seventh in a few weeks. 
There uever has been a time when she give 
little enough milk to warrant drying her off, 
so against repeated advice from those who 
thought they knew more than I did, she has 
lieeu milked from tine year's end to another. 
Long arguments have been made to me claim­
ing that she would give just ss much milk 
with less wear and tear if she went dry a few 
weeks hut in the face of the fact that she 
wouldn't go dry, these arguments had but 
little weight. Her oldest daughter became a 
cow on
second calf on the 20th of April 1893. and like 
her mother did not at any time give little 
enough milk to warrant attempting to dry her 
off. It was necessary to milk her for six days 
liefore she had her first calf, her bag being so 
full aud hard that,she would have had a caked 
bag and perhaps milk fever if we had not 
taken the precaution to milk her and rub and 
work at her l»g a half an honr or mpre daily.

STEAMER AXD BARER

Wrecked Tear Halifax,—Twenty-faer Per­
sons Drowned.

Halifax, Àug 23—The news of the loss 
of the stmr. Dorcas and the tow Etta Ste­
wart is confirmed. All hands on both 
steamer and barge are lost. James Mor­
row, of S. Cnnard fe Co., went to the scene 
of the disaster this afternoon. Ten coffins 
were sent down to bring up the bodies of 
those who will be interred at the homes. 
Twenty-four lives are lost. Capt Fergu- 
Bon’a body will be sent to Louisburg for 
burial on Friday morning. Capt Fergu­
son has been at sea since his fifteenth 
year and he had never lost a life till about 
a year ago, when one of the Dorcas crew 
was washed overboard and drowned. He 
was formerly mate of the Edgar Stuart 
and then captain of 'the M. A- Starr, and 
was one of the most careful navigators on 
the coast. The wreck occurred at Shet­
land about fifteen miles east of Halifax* 
Captain Ferguson remained in port for 
two days at Sydney on account of threat­
ening weather and then sailed for Hali­
fax, thinking the gales were over Mon­
day’s terrible storm came and he was 
unable to make the hour and a halfs sail 
to bring him in to Halifax harbor.

But that is not the 
only one. The issue of the Reporter for 
the present week contained a little leader 
about the Farmer and the Herald and 
Rev A F Thompson, in which the two 
newspapers cited are condemned for their 
alleged dreadful distortion of the facts, 
and Rev Mr. Thompson's sermon in the 
Kirk extolled as the paragon of judicious 
moderation in matters of religion.

duties on all goods, or if there were no 
duties at all, the volume of importation 
would increase by leape and bounds.

, some of the luminous falsehoods which 
have decorated the firent page of that 
moat brilliant of modern literary and 
journalistic failures, the New Brunswick 
Reporter, during the last two weeks of 
its publication. He will tho pardon ns 
if v e do not attempt to analyze and ex­
pose all of those falsehoods such a task 
wc- do not care about Bnt in the inter­
esta of the general public we think that 
one or two little prevarications ought to 
be set right; For instance, in the issue 
of that paper, dated August 16th, 1893, in 
the course of an extremely diverting 
editorial intituled, “Legislation under 
Mr. .Blair,’: the writer takes occasion to 
make the bold assertion that such legis­
lation tends to “establish monoply;” sup­
porting this assertion by the statement 
that the crown lands of the province 
would, in a few days, be sold for a quarter 
of a century, at a fixed rate of stumpage. 
The allusion is, of course, to the sale of 
the expiring timber licenses on the 
crown lands of the province, which will 
commence on the 29th instant at the 
Crown Land Office. Now,1f this otate- 

• ment were truth, or any where near the 
truth, we would not hare a word to say. 
We would, in that case, agree with the 
Reporter in denouncing such monoply- 
creating legislation. Bat the statement 
happens to be false iq a very essential 
particular, namely in regard to the re­
gulating of the stumpage does. It is 
true that the licensee which the govern­
ment contemplate issuing on the 29th 
instant are to be renewable every year 
for a term of twenty-five years to the 
original licensee, if they require it This 
provision the government (very ^wisely 
in our opinion) adopted, for the purpose 
of encouraging responsible parties to in­
vest in crown land lumber, by guarantee­
ing them a reasonably long period of 
possession, at the same tim  ̂guarding 
against the possibility of lands being 
licensed solely for purposes of’ specula­
tion, by establishing a provision requir­
ing licenses to cut a certain quantity ol 
lumber per square mile for every year of 
their holding. But the government do 
not purpose binding themselves to re­
new the licenses every year at the same 
rate of stumpage. Such a provision 
would be absolute monopoly, and here is 
where the incomparable, ignoramus of 
the Reporter’s editorial department has 
made hia grand mistake. If he desires 
to know the full enormity of the false­
hood he has told, let him beg, borrow or 
steal a copy of the “Crown Land timber 
regulations relating to licenses to cut all 
classes of timber,” and direct his atten­
tion to section 16, which says that all 
timber licenses shall be subject to the 
right of the Lieutenant Governor in 
Council to increase the mileage on 
licenses and the stumpage on any class 
of tomber, by giving the required notice 
to the licensees. We believe a perusal of 
this section will convince the aforesaid 
ignoramus that he has, either ignorantly 
or maliciously, told a lie, and that his 
assertion about the crown land legisla­
tion creating a monopoly, being based 
upon that lie, must consequently fall to 
the ground. The present rate of stump­
age upon spruce, pine and hardwood logs 
is $1.00 per thousand superficial feet (not 
“per long thousand” as the Reporter puts 
it).

Dominion statistician has been induced 
to furnish some interesting information, 
drawn from the recent census of 1891 
regarding the increase daring the past 
decade in the number of women entering 
induetrial caliingA Owing to the defects 
to the census of 1881 the comparisons 
drawn must necessarily be to some ex­
tent imperfect, but as far as there is any 
contrast at all, it shows a decided increase 
to the number of industrial females over 
1888. The census takers of that year did 
not prepare any statistics showing the 
number of females as distinct from males 
except in font callings namely farmers, 
medicines and nurses, servants and 
teachers. The number of females en­
gaged in these callings in that year was 
69,198. In 1891 the number was 105,898, 
an increase of over 60 per cent. Outside 
of these four calling, the census of 1891 
shows that 89,992 wemen were engaged 
in other methods of earning livelihoods, 
which number Mr. Johnston conjectures 
to be 60 per eent more than in 1881.

PLIMMER DEFEATS DIXON,

Full Particulars of the Fight, The English 
Bantam's Showing a Kevelallon.

A j New York despatch says : Plimmer’s 
showing was a revelation. He was so quick 
on his feet that Dixon failed again and again 
to land that terrible swing that has put so 
many ambitious feather-weights to sleep.

Then, too, in ’addition to his agility, Plim- 
mer displayed wonderful science and general, 
ship. His ring tactics surprised everybody— 
even Dixon, who, after two rounds had been 
fought, concluded that his task was by no 
means an easy one.

The men weighed close to 11$ pounds, 
Plimmer being a trifle lighter. They ap­
peared to be in the pink of condition when 
they entered the ripg a’ 10.80 o’clock.

While they we-e. putting on the gloves,’ 
master of ceremonies Burns introduced Solly 
Smithmf California, who is matched to fight 
Dixon at Coney Island in September. Smith 
bowed in answer to the crowd’s applause, and 
then everything was ready. Steve O’Donnell 
was referee, and Bob Stoll held the watch.

First round—Dixon feinted with his left, 
but Plimmer jumped away, only to come back 
in a second, landing a stiff left on the neck. 
George rushed viciously, but Bitty.ducked out 
of the way with great cleverness. Dixon tried 
to get in a left uppercut, but again the Bug- 
man avoided the blow. George tried rushing 
again, but William was sway in less time than 
it takes to tell it. Dixon landed a straight 
left on the face. They mixed it.and s clinch 
followed, after which Plimmer landed his left 
on the chest. There was a sharp exchange of 
lefts, and then Dixon swung a heavy right, 
but missed, Plimmer dodging the blow in 
masterly fashion. They exchanged blows, 
Dixon getting home a hot one on the neck. 
Billy ripped his left into the wind with great 
force and drove his right into George’s neck 
just as the bell rang, It was PUmmer’s 
round.

Second round—Dixon led with his left, tint 
the Briton was not there. Then Plimmer 
planted a stiff left on the breast and got away 
in time to avoid a heavy left hand swing. 
Dixbn seemed a bit nettled as he followed the 
little fellow around the ring, and cast several 
anxious looks in the direction of O’Rourke. 
Then he swung both left and right with ter­
rific propulsion, but neither landed. Plim­
mer tried swinging, but with no effect. The 
Englishman now rushed strongly, and got 
home both hands on the colored boy’s head. 
As they came out of a clinch, Plimmer punch­
ed his left on tne neck twice in succession. 
Dixon tried to upper-cut him on the jaw, but 
it was no use, Billy wasn’t within range. 
Dixon then rushed desperately, In he could 
not touch the Englishman, who jumped light­
ly out of the way and laughed. Billy got in 
a straight left on the face, and George swung 
a heavy left on the jaw just as time was call­
ed. Like the first round, this was apparently 
in Plimmer’s favor, and the cheering was ter­
rific.

Third round—Dixon now began to rush 
matters.

Dixon rushed, swung both hands in succes­
sion for the jaw, but didn’t land either as 
Plimmer skipped away. Plimmer turned 
suddenly and jabbed his left into George’s 
face, forcing the Boston boy’s head back.

Honors were about even, although Plimmer 
had a strong lead on points.

Fourth round—Dixon led, as usual, with 
his left, but landed very lightly on the chest 
Plimmer put a straight left on the breast, and 
ran away when George swung a wicked left 
for the jaw.

Dixon finally cornered the English­
man and delivered a hot left on the month, 
but Plimmer uppercut him fiercely, the blow 
landing on Dixon’s ohm and forcing his head 
back. George swung a vicious left on the 
jaw, and Plimmer fought him to the ropes, 
where heavy exchanges were followed by a 
clinch. They were separated with difficulty 
by the referee, and Dixon rushed, but Plim- 

dliqked nnder his arm and swung a right­
hander that landed on George’s neck.

Time was called while they were fighting 
desperately near the ropes in Dixon’s corner. |

A tremendous cheer went np, and it took 
fully five minutes to bring the crowd to order 
so that an announcement could be made. 
When "the words, “The referee awards the 
bout to Plimmer,” were heard, the house 
wasn’t big enough to hold the frenzied men, 
who rushed into the streets to talk the battle 
over again.

of the House of Commons on Friday 
night. In consequence of Mr. Leveson 
Giwer attempting to prevent Mr. Storey 
from voting against the government, 
and an irate member from Sun­
derland has since complained in forcible 
terms to the junior whips, his official 
superiors, at the samp time warning 
them that they may expect very serious 
trouble if the present system of intimida­
tion is continued. It is notorious in the 
house that a certain cabinet minister has 
been very active in bullying donbtful 
members, but it is only by the most 
severe pressure that the government ma­
jority can now be kept together. I hear 
that Mr, O’Connor Don has repeatedly 
expressed himself of late as utterly 
against the Home Rule Bill and the 
policy of the present government, and he 
persists in declining to have anything to 
do with either section of the Irish Na­
tionalist Party at Westminster. He re­
mains a Home Ruler it is true, in prin­
ciple, but a Nationalist of the respectable 
type of Mr. Burtt. Mr. O’Connor Don 
was, not unwilling to take part 
in the great gathering at Albert Hall, but 
would only have done so on condition 
that he would be allowed to declare 
ihimseif a Hqme Ruler on principle, and 
as this was deemed scarcely advisable on 
snch an occasion, the scheme fell through. 
As a speaker, by the way, he is still pro­
bably without a rival in Ireland, 
i It has be6n for some time reported in 
the Edinburgh Parliament house that in 
October Lord Young will resign his place 
in the Court of Session which he has held 
foy nearly twenty years, having been 
appointed by Mr. Gladstone in January, 
1874. The vacancy will Of course be 
offered to' the Lord Advocate, who, hbw. 
ever, ie supposed to be expecting pre­
sently to receive a judicial office in the 
House of Lords. Therefore, it is proba­
ble that Lord Young will W succeeded 
by ' Mr. Asher, thé Solicitor General of 
Scotland, who will be replaced both in 
office and on bis seat for Elgin Burghs by 
Mr. Ure, who was rejected, of West 
Lothian.

Delphi, Ind.,—No defalcation ever occur­
red in Indiana that has attracted the atten­
tion given that of James K. Armstrong, trea­
surer of Tipton county.
