Hints For Those Who Lie Awake Nlgnts In 
Misery.

The activity of the brain is in direct 
proportion to the amount of blood con­
tained in the vessels of the brain, and 
anything that lessens the amount of blood 
in these vessels will induce sleepiness, 
while the greater the flow of blood the 
greater will be the flow of ideas. This is 
comparatively a flew discovery, for it 
used to be held that much blood in the 
brain caused sleep. Dr. William Ham­
mond has, however, demonstrated the 
fallacy of this latter idea by a description 
of the results obtained by several experi­
ments with instruments of precision, one 
of which was hie own invention, which 
showed that the flow of blood to the brain 
was coincident with the degree of mental 
activity displayed in the subject.

If a person lies down, thus allowing the 
blood to flow more readily to the brain 
and cannot sleep, let him get up, sit in a 
rocking chair and throw his head hack 
and he will probably go to sleep very 
quickly. Some people have found by ex­
perience that they can sleep better after­
eating, and the doctor explained this by 
saying that the blood not being able to 
be in two places at the same time and 
having to go to the stomach to digest the 
food has to leave the brain, and therefore 
sleep follows.

Some people are more active mentally 
when lying down than when sitting up 
because of the greater flow of blood to the 
brain. Dr. Hammond described a ma 
chine which would produce sleep when 
ever desired. It is something like a pair 
of carpenter’s pinchers with rubber balls 
at the end. All one has to do is to screw 
it to one’s neck, thus stopping the flow 
blood, and one can goto sleep at will or 
shut off one’s train of thought.

Discuss ing the relative merits of the 
female and male brain, Dr. Hammond 
says that so long as there is such a thing 
as a pair of scales the ladies will have to 
admit that the average weight of a 
woman’s brain is eight ounces less than 
that of a man. Nevertheless a woman is 
far more than able to hold her own. The 
amount of mentality does not depend on 
the size of the brain. Although smaller 
in quantity than that of a man, the brain 
of a w oman is often composed of thicker 
grayjmatter, making it quicker and per­
haps more subtle.

For Ascertaining the Cable Contents of 
Cylindrical Vessels.

A correspondent has sent us a very use­
ful formula which is thought to be quite 
new.

Greenways accession to power he has 
had charge of the finances of the pro­
vince. Colonel McMillan therefore speaks 
of Manitoba as an expert 

After discussing the difficulties of yonth 
in Manitobian growth, and the immigra­
tion movement from the States, Colonel 
McMillan speaks as follows about the 
tariff question :—

What about the tariff?
That of course is a political question 

on which there are many differences of 
opinion. Personally I should like to see 
a revenue tariff throughout Canada, and 
[ believe it will come before long. The 
people of the Canadian Northwest gener­
ally would, I think, welcome such a step, 
though old political attachments lead 
them to send to Ottawa, supporters of the 
National policy. You have seen that the 
Winnipeg Board of Trade sent delegates 
to the St. Paul convention to advocate 
closer trade relations with the United 
States. The same board sent delegates 
tothe Congress of Chambers of Commerce 
of the empire to advocate a preferential 
tariff throughout the empire.

Colonel McMillan states what everyone 
believes to be true, and the very same 
feeling exists in other provinces of the

present exhibits are the best Canada pan 
show.

The conclusion to which the intelligent 
reader is forced upon pernsing these 
extracts, is that the people of Great 
Britain have been-deceiyed as the aliieg- 
ed anxiety of the Canadian people to pro­
mote Anglo-Canadian trade a preference 
o trade with the neighboring republic. 

The Government of Canada is responsible 
for this deception; and the fact that the 
governments of the several provinces 
have wilfully and in face of the despair­
ing exhortations of the ministers and the 
ministerial organs chosen to patronize 
the great fair at Chicago in preference to 
the Imperial Institute at London only 
emphasizes the contention of the Liberal 
party that the dominant feeling among 
the Canadian people is a longing for 
freer trade relations with the great re­
public at our doors. That is our natural 
market To that our people look. And 
no matter how much the plausible but 
artificial reasoning of the tory party may 
have temporarily thrown this feeling out 
of its course it will still return again and 
point, like the needle to the pole, in the 
direction towards which the eternal law 
of natural attraction ordained that it 
should always turn.
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THOSE CITY LEASES.

Last Tuesday evening, the City Council 
met for the first time since the expir­
ation of the city leases, and passed a vote 
to renew them for the same length of 
time, at the same yearly rentals, and upon 
the same covenants and conditions as the 
old ones. The property covered by the 
leases consists of the ground upon which 
the Queen street business block from 
Wilmot’s ^Avenue up to York street, is 
built; certain lots on the east side of 
Queen street above Phoenix Square and 
certain others on Campbell and on King 
street. The rental paid for the Queen 
street lots below York street is one hun­
dred dollars and for those above York 
Street thirty-two dollars per lot. On King 
street the rental is twenty dollars per lot.
As far as these latter and those on Camp- 
bell street are concerned it w ill be ad­
mitted that the previous rental is 
light as corporation lots of the same size Dominion- 
in any of the rear portions of the city

The hope held of Canadian cattle deal­
ers that the quarantine placed by the 
British Government upon Canadian live 
cattle imported into England would be 
raised, has been shattered during the 
last week by the receipt of a telegram 
from Sir Charles Tupper informing the 
government here that the British In­
spectors had found unmistakable evi­
dences of the existence of pluno-pneu- 
monia among certain Canadian cattle 
which they had been recently examin­
ing. When the restrictions operating 
against the importation of Canadian cat­
tle into Great Britain were first imposed 
by the British Government, there was (Lately the Geo. I. Gunter Stable.) 
almost a feeling of indignation on the 
part of the Canadian shippers, at what 
they termed the injustice of the regula­
tions; and they insisted that the Cana­
dian cattle were entirely unlike Ameri­
can cattle, free from the obnoxious dis­
ease. But the latest news vindicates the 
act of British Government, and will very 
seriousfÿ injure the trade with Great 
Britain in live cattle, which was fast be­
coming one of the most important and 
lucrative branches of commerce in that 
direction. The whole trouble is to be 
traced indirectly to the United States. As 
is well known, during the last three years 
large numbers of American settlers from 
the Dakotas, Montana, Minnesota, and 
other North Western States have been 
migrating across the border into the 
large and fertile wheat and grazing dis­
tricts of the Canadian Northwest. Their 
number was especially great daring the 
last year. These people brought all their 
agricultural implements and persona; 
effects with them—in fact everything but 
the land; and as a matter of course large 
herds of cattle were included. The 
regulations respecting quarantining 
of cattle along the international 
border, provided for the establish­
ment of regular quarantine poets at 
considerable distances apart, and 
for the appointment of quarantine offi­
cers. But the difficulty is that the 
migrating farmers spoken of can enter 
Canada at almost any point along the 
border, taking their cattle with them; 
and very many of them have in this way 
evaded the quarantine altogether. In 
this way also Canadian cattle, which it 
mast be admitted have heretofore been 
exceptionally healthy, have been sub­
jected to contagion with diseased cattle 
from the United States, and have been 
contaminated with the result above 
elated. The injury already done will 
have a serious effect for the immediate 
future upon the Canadian cattle trade 
with the mother country, and this effect 
cannot be very well avoided. Bat it is 
in the hands of the Canadian govern­
ment to prevent the re-occurrence of any 
such dangerous contagion, by the es­
tablishment and maintenance of numer­
ous quarantine ports, at short distances 
apart, so as to form a continuous barrier 
along the international boundary; and 
the enforcement of a rigid system of 
quarantine examinations upon all cattle 
thus coming into the country. These 
measures aided by our intelligent and de­
termined effort to stamp ont the disease 
already established, will very soon bring 
about a better condition of health, and 
will place the cattle trade once more upon 
a profitable basis.
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Cor. Queen and Regent Sts.KEEPING UP BRITISH CONNEX­
ION.reasonably be expected from the leasees. 

There may also be no disposition to 
grumble at the renewing of the Queen 
street leases above York street at the 
former rental of thirty two dollars per year. 
They are in a comparatively unfrequented 
section of the city, and are probably 
worl h no more than that sum in themarket 
But the Queen street lots below York 
are in a very different position, and 
apparently worth a great deal more. We 
say a; patently, fero l.tordinary cit­
izen, who hâs merely a superficial know­
ledge of the conditions of business in the 
city, the block of business houses standing 
upon these lots appears to be situate in 
the busy centre of the mercantile section 
of the town, and to absorb a very large 
proportion of the business. The whole 
stream of traffic tends from the highway 
bridge at Carleton street, np to the market 
square, and this block stands directly in 
the line of the traffic, and loan ordinary 
observer,appears to collect thé very cream 
of it all. But there is another side to the 
question, which appeals to those having 
more intimate knowledge of the ins and 
outs of the city business. Alderman Far­
rell, before the city council, stated that 
nearly all the business houses established 
upon the lots in question are in the retail 
trade, and could not afford to pay any in­
crease in the rentals. In former times, he 
said, the retail trade of the city, was suf­
ficiently remunerative to allow of large 
expenses. But latterly, the establishment 
of general stores in every section of the 
outlying country districts, had cat up the 
retail-trade, and diverted a large propor­
tion of it from the city. On the other 
hand, he continued, the wholesale trade 
of the city is almost as good as ever, yet 
it was not proposed to increase the rental 
of the lot occupied by Mr. Hodge, who does 
an extensive and lucrative wliolsale busi­
ness, and could easily afford an increase. 
There is no doubt considerable force in

The provinces 
in whose hands the matter lies most 
awake to its importance, and recognize 
that such an exhibition—permanent in 
its character, appealing especially to a 
vast and sympathetic market—as of 
greater import than even the desirable 
display of our products at the great but 
transient fair at Chicago.

SEVEN WOMEN MET DEATH.Child Cot In Two—The Mother’s leg Sever­
ed.

Astonishing Story of the Worli of Mashed 
Assassins.

A letter from Louisville containing 
startling information, which has at least 
perplexed the police authorities, has been 
received by John Wanner, a batcher- 
shop keeper, of Louisville, from his sister, 
Mrs. Magdalene Wende, of Bluff Springs, 
a small town near Austin, Tex. In­
fluenced by letters from his brother-in- 
law, Panl Wende, about the ease and 
rapidity with which money could be 
made in Texas, Wanner sold out his busi­
ness here and intended to go to Texas in 
a few days, taking with him an unmar­
ried sister, who possessed a neat sum in 
ready money. One morning, however, a 
letter came from his sister that chilled 
the blood in his veins.

Mrs. Wende begged that her brother 
would never show the letter, as her hus­
band would ‘kill her if he found ont that 
she had written to him. She stated that 
her husband was the leader .of a band of 
assassins called the Bladf Agents, who 
operated in Travis county, and had long 
been a terror to the peaceful residents 
They had made several trips to Austin 
and had chloroformed seven women and 
murdered (hem. Then they robbed the 
houses, and at this time some of the booty 
was stored in their home. These were

Ottawa, July 3. A child was cut in 
two at the C. P. R. depot this morning 
and the mother had lier right leg cut off 
at the thigh.

The victims are Mrs. Jeàne 5 artin and 
her six-year-old daughter, who with the 
father and three other children, were on 
their way from the north of France to 
settle in Manitoba. The party of emi­
grants were on the station platform wait­
ing for a change of cars. The train was 
being shunted, and the mother seeing it 
leave the platform, and supposing it was 
going away, made a rush, with the little 
girl by the hand, to get on.

She threw the child on the platform of 
the second-class car and grabbed the rail­
ing with one hand. She was unable to 
get on and was dragged about one hun­
dred feet; then her foot caught in a frog 
The child whom she had dragged with 
one hand was pulled dow« and fell across 
the rail under the wheels of the first-class 
car in the rear, being cut clear in two. 
The mother’s right limb also fell across 
the rail and was cut of. The woman was 
able to speak and told the story of the 
accident. She can hardly live.

An Did. Decrepit Woman, With a Deed to 
land Worlli $100,000 Found tn a Miser­
able Hovel.
A discovery was made by several mem

Godfrey L. Carden, Lieutenant United 
States Revenue Marine, writes to Har­
per’s Weekly :—The revolution in Nicar­
agua just ended has witnessed in the 
short period which marked its existence 
the performance of a deed of daring the 
like of which has probably never been 
excelled since the storming of Bakajoz. 
All the more interest is centred in the 
event since it is known that the central 
figure is a boy only sixteen years|of age 
—a mere child in years, but a giant in 
courage and ability. This lad, a repre­
sentative of one of Spain’s oldest families 
in Nicaragua, captured, with the assist­
ance of but thirty men, the fortress of 
Gorilla, which is the strongest post in 
Central America. The account of the 
capture preached New York during the 
present week. It was participated in by 
Mr Frederick Rockwood formerly a lieu­
tenant in the United States Revenue 
Marine. Mr. Rockwood is at present a 
wealthy planter in central Nicaragua. 
Prior to bis departure for Nicaragua, 
more than six years ago, he was a pro­
minent member of the New York Seventh 
Regiment. Mr. Rockwood reached New 
York after forty-five days of travel from 
his plantation. Thq story he tells runs 
as follows ; “I left my plantation some 
two weeks before the revolution broke 
out I knew as indeed we all did, that 
trouble was coming. I was importuned 
by my fellow-planters to take sides with 
the Liberal party. Had it not been for 
those interests which demanded that I 
immediately set out for New York, I am 
inclined to believe that I would have 
followed the bent of my inclination. I 
promised however, that I would return to 
Nicaragua as soon as my business affairs 
were settled. With this promise given,
I bade a lot of my neighbors, one bright 
morning, a farewell, and set out on horse­

To reach the head of the lake required a 
ride of two hundred and fifty miles. This 
portion of the journey I traversed with­
out incident, and one bright evening not 
many weeks ago I reined npat a little 
station situated at the head of the White 
Lake. Here, for the first time, I learned 
that the revelation had broken out in 
force, that skirmishing was going on to 
the eastward and westward of the station 
and, worse yet, that every form of water 
craft on Lake Nicaragua had been seized 
by government forces. My chagrin was 
great. I debated whether I should work 
through to the east coast or back to the 
west coast.
