Strikers Defy Police.
Paris, Oct. 13.—Blood flowed in the 

streets of Paris to-day when the first 
real fight between strikers and sol­
diers was waged for more than two 
hours. At least six men and two 
women were seriously hurt. One sol- 
died was reported killed.

The battle began , when 300 police dis­
covered a meeting of strike leaders in 
progress in the office of the La Hu­
manité, a Socialistic newspaper, and 
demanded that they submit to arrest. 
The leaders, ref used and barricaded the 
doors of the building.

Under Premier Briand’s instructions, 
that they were enemies of the repub­
lic and plotters against it, the police 
ordered them to surrender, threatening 
to fire through the windows if the or­
der was not obeyed.

Instructive Lecture Delivered Last 
Evening to Large Audience in 

Institute Hall

(From Wednesday’s pally.)
Perhaps the most Interesting feature 

of the lecture on House Files and their 
relation to health, given at the Broad 
Street hall last night by Dr. a Gordon 
Hewitt, was the danger to the com­
munity In having fruit and candles 
posed in shop windows and on the 
street. These were almost bound to be­
come infected with millions of microbes 
through the visits of files, and 
liable to carry contagion to the people 
who used them. As this is a common 
thing in Victoria the pronouncement of 
Dr. Hewitt in this respect is extremely 
interesting.

The Broad Street hall was" crowded 
when a few minutes after 8 o’clock 
President, McCurdy, of the Natural 
History Society, introduced the lec­
turer of the evening, and when the 
lights were turned on at the close it 
was seen that numbers had been un­
able to obtain seats and were standing 
at the rear of the hall. A great many 
Interesting pictures and diagrams were 
projected on a screen for the

purpose
of making more clear thè arguments of 
the speaker.

Telling of thè rate of increase of files 
the speaker showed that a .fly would 
deposit at one time from 120 to 150 eggs. 
As each of the eggs produced another 
fly within fourteen days which In Its 
turn was ready to take up the work of 
propogatlng the species, the rate of 
increase was immense. So great was it 
that the progeny of a single fly In a 
season If placed end to end would make 
a chain which would reach across the 
Atlantic ocean. ,

The breeding places of files is in filth 
of any kind, particularly In manure, 
garbage and offal of any kind. If 
places were kept properly cleaned there 
would be no breeding places and the 
Increase would to a very large extent 
be checked.

The lecturer gave the results 6f In­
vestigations to show that every fly car­
ried germs on Its body. The number 
Of varieties varied according to the 
places visited, but so far every fly 
amlned had been found to have these 
death dealing microbes on its body, at­
tached to the hairs, on its legs, and 
often in its system. The chief dis­
eases carried were typhoid fever, 
cholera,. Infantile diarrhoea, , anthrax, 
and tuberculosis. Typhoid qp* often 
carried in milk which had been infect­
ed by flies.

In order that hereafter the citizens of 
Victoria might not wholly abstain from 
food for fear of infection, Dr» Hewitt 
explained that the chief danger was 
from having large nùmbere of flies In a 
house. There are in the bodies of all 
people certain beneficent bacteria 
which prey upon the disease germs 
when they enter the system and de­
stroy them. If, however, the number 
of germs taken Into the system is very 
large there is danger of some of them 
developing and causing disease.

In conclusion the lecturer said that 
there was a tendency in this ebuntry 
to pay too much attention to the at­
tainment of wealth and not enough to 
the health and well being of the com- 
'munities. He urged the necessity/ of 
backing up the health officers In the 
performance of their duties especially 
in seeing that the waterfront was kept 
clean and that garbage was properly 
Incinerated.

His appeal was heartily applauded 
and at the conclusion a hearty vote of 
thanks was passed to the lecturer and 
to the Natural History Society for mak­
ing the arrangements.

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Trains Abandoned on Tracks 
When Orders to Strike Are 

Received r
i

(Times Leased Wire.)
Paris, Oct. 12.—Employees of the 

Eastern railroad, numbering 40,000, and 
of the Western, numbering 2,000 more, 
Joined the strikers on the Northern 
railroad to-day. Eighty thousand 
workers of the Paris, Lyons & Mediter­
ranean, the largest railroad In France, 
planned to walk 
night; the Orleans line employees are 
expected momentarily to quit, and the 
Central railroad workers will strike to­
morrow. By Friday not a wheel In 
Paris, it Is expected, will be moving, 
and even the Paris underground and 
the omnibus tramway may be tied up.

Clashes between\strikers and troops 
began early to-day. The strikers set 
about disarranging the telegraph and 
telephone lines. Switches were tamper­
ed with and two serious wrecks were 
reported.

Practically the entire French army 
Is under arms awaiting orders to dis­
perse the workers whenever they grow 
turbulent.

The employees of the Western line 
quit this morning without warning. 
Trains were abandoned on the tracks 
when the strike orders were received. 
Boats were' left in the slips and at 
any convenient landing place. The en­
tire system was paralyzed. Passengers 
sat about In the trains a few minutes; 
then when the strikers formed around 
the trains sought refuge as best they 
could.

Efforts on the part of the Northern 
Railway Company to man their trains 
with government engineers are meet­
ing with but poor success. The men are 
inexperienced, entering Into the work 
in a half-heartedsway, and their num­
ber Is inadequate to carry out any 
systematic schedule.

Thousands of strikers and their sym­
pathizers surrounded the Porte Mailot 
station at Neullly avenue and hurled 
rocks through the windows of several 
tarins left stranded there. Switch 
stands were pried from position and 
frogs and fish plates torn up. A detach­
ment of troops left to guard the sta­
tion remained discretly in the back 
ground until reinforcements arrived. A 
few bricks were thrown and the sltu- 
ation was tense for a few moments, 
but the soldiefs cleared the depot 
grounds. ,

Automatic switches have been tam­
pered with and made useless. At Javel 
station a serious wreck Is reported to 
have occurred when an engine plunged 
into a string of cars on a siding 
through an open switch on which the 
light nu» been reversed. Reports of 
the wreck are meager.

Another serious disturbance is said 
to have occurred near Grenelle station 
since the employees of the Western 
walked out. Fully 5,000 men employed 
on the Seine ferries and in the yards 
congregated there. Half a dozen en­
gines with steam up stood In the yards 
deserted by their crews. Troops In 
sufficient numbers to control the rap­
idly swelling mobs, had not yet ar­
rived, and a movement to run the en­
gines into the Seine was started. Loyal 
employees, station police and such re­
inforcements as could be obtained, 
fought pluckily, and with the assist­
ance of half a dozen men who refused 
to strike, placed the rolling stock in 
a position where it could be protected. 
The arrival of a half regiment of 
troops relieved a highly dangerous 
situation.

Employees of the Parts, Lyons * 
Mediterreanean road, which operates 
nearly 10,000 kilometers of road, and 
which has 82,000 general employees, re­
ceived cards distributed by their lead­
ers early to-day bearing the simple in­
scription “six o’clock.” The card was 
taken to Indicate that they Would quit 
at that hour. The roads ryns directly 
into the heart of Paris.

Operatives on the Metropolitan rail­
way, which Is the Parts underground, 
at a meeting to-day favored a general 
strike. If they quit they will be follow­
ed by the omnibus tramway employees, 
and the city Will not only be cut off 
from the provinces, but will be de­
pendent sdlely on Its street railways 
for transportation.

Workers on the Orleans road held a. 
meeting to-day and decided to strike, 
but withheld the date on which the 
walkout will take place.

The strikers are Ignoring the orders 
of the government to join the reserves 
It the government classes them as de­
serters and order arrests to be made, 
conflicts are predicted.

The National Confederation of rail­
way unions met last night and ordered 
a vote to be taken on all lines In 
France on the question of a general 
strike.

The food supply In Paris Is diminish­
ing with the cutting off of all approach 
by train.

The strikers at Colombes stopped two 
food trains bound for Paris, released 
all the live stock In the cars and de­
stroyed all tbs foodstuffs.

Labor leaders declâred this afternoon 
that If the strikers are forced to join 
the reserves they would retaliate by 
shooting their own officers and com­
mandants.

Troops have been called to guard the 
Bordeaux express train on the Orleans 
line, tiie crew of which struck, block­
ing up traffic on the line.

It goes without saying that an event 
of such supreme importance in the 
history of the development of the Do­
minion of Canada—the furnishing of 
the first concrete evidence that the 
country has embarked upon the policy 
of creating a navy for the defence of 
Its shores—shall not be allowed to pass 
without there being a great popular 
demonstration In recognition of the 
same; and the prompt manner in which 
preparations £o this end have been 
taken in hand by local committees In­

dicate* that the welcome accorded the 
Ralnbqw, her officers and crew will be 
of the most enthusiastic and notable 
description.

It is also suggested that a 
subscription dinner be tendered to the 
officers of H. M. C. S. Rainbow at the 
Empress hotel.

definite date as to the starting up of 
the small zinc smelter which is to 
demonstrate the success of my method 
of reducing low grade zinc ores, but 
unless something unforseen occurs we 
will be in full running order by Christ­
mas,” said A. Gordon French, the 
prominent old country metallurgical 
chemist, who has just returned from 
a business trip to Victoria.

“I am now engaged upon the ques­
tion of the necessary machinery for 
the smelter which will be installed, as 
has been already stated, in the old 
city power house upon which I have 
obtained a lease from the city council. 
Some part of the machinery and fittings 
I' can obtain herfe in Nelson and the 
rest will be purchased in other parts of 
'CaiMtfla. I shall not need to go to Eng­
land1 or to* the United States for any 
of ttie machinery necessary for th$ in­
stallation of the plant.”

MERRITT'S POPULATION. Relief Train Dispatched.
Washington, D. C„ Oct. II.—The first 

step in relief work undertaken by the 
newly established bureau, of mines, un­
der the direction of Chief Holmes, was 
taken to-day when the bureau ordered 
a special train to Starkville, Colo., 
Where nearly sixty miners, are believed 
fir be imprisoned in the mine. The 
train is already en route to Stakville, 
and carries full equipment for the work 
of rescue.

Sarkville, Col., Oct. II.—Tén bodies 

of miners were found to-day in the 
ill-fated Starkville" mine, near here, 
after the rescuers had worked inces­
santly since the explosion Saturday 
night which entombed approximately 
60 workers. The men were killed by the 
force of the explosion and the bodies 
buried and fearfully mangled by the 
falling rocks. The bodies were found 
in the main tunnel at a point two miles 
away from the entrance.

The first two bodies were brought to 
the surface at 10.30. They were taken 
in charge by the coroner.

The tunnel of the mine is filled with 
debris, and it will probably be long 
before the othe^ bodies can be brought 
to the surface for Identification by 
waiting friends and relatives. As the 
work of rescue proceeds the danger 
from after damp increases. As the de­
bris *s cleared a wav, little by little* and 
passageways are made, poisonous gases 
overcome the rescuers. Several work­
ers were overcome to-day and had to 
be rushed out of the mine to save their 
lives.

Shortly after finding the bodies to­
day, J. F. Wellborn, president of the1 
Colorado Fuel & Iron Company, ar­
rived on the scene. Wellborn will make 
a personal investigation of the catas­
trophe.

Following -Wellborn's arrival the 
mine officials decided on a policy of 
secrecy. It is expected that no details 
of the disaster will be given out until 
a thorough investigation has been 
made and reports placed in the hands 
of the proper authorities.

In spite of this order relatives and 
friends of the entombed miners main­
tained their sleepless vigil last night at 
the mouth of the mine. As each dust- 
begrimed miner appeared at the sur­
face, a rush was made for him- and he 
was tearfully importuned by men, 
women and children to tell what he 
knew of conditions under ground.

There have not been more deaths in- 
Victoria during the past summer than 
in any other city of the same size, but 
there have been far too many. A great 
many children have succumbed to dis­
ease who should to-day be alive and 
well, and in many cases their deaths 
have been due' to infection carried by 
the house fly.

Another feature of the lecture of last 
night was the warning given of the 
danger from using fruit’ or candies 
which have been exposed in store 
windows or In any part of the shops 
were flies are able to get near them. 
In Saskatchewan province there Is a 
law prohibiting the exposing of these 
without having them covered with net­
ting to keep them from pollution. The 
law would seem to be a most excellent 
one. Many dealers are very careless 
in this matter. If all were compelled 
to adopt the same methods tjiere would 
be no hardship to anyone. Fruits which 
have to be cooked are not harmed, but 
those which are to be eaten without 
cooking should not be exposed during 
the summer months when flies are 
everywhere. This is a matter which the 
civic and provincial authorities might 
well consider with a view to making 
suitable regulations. Mayor Morley and 
the health and sanitary officers were 
all at the lecture last evening, and 
doubtless they will have something to 
say in regard to this matter soon.

In the course of his lecture Dr.

LICENSE FEES.

South Vancouver, Oct. 11.—At the 
last meeting of the council the 
trades by-law was read a third time.

The Victoria School Board is taking 
the initiative once more in the matter 
of approaching the provincial govern­
ment with a view to the establishment 
of a Normal School centre. The City 
Council, Development League, Board 
of Trade, Trades and Labor Council 
and Women’s Council are to be asked 
to co-operate. The proposal is to pre­
pare a brief giving all the arguments 
In favor of the establishment of such 
"a school and to properly lay the mat­
ter before the provincial executive.

Outside of the argument that there 
should be a Normal School at the capi­
tal, there are a great many reasons 
why Victoria should have such an In­
stitution.
with the matter of the university del 
cided that Victoria was out of the 
question for that institution on account 
of the fact that the city was situated 
on an island. If we are so cut off from 
the rest of the province, would it not 
be just that as the chief city on -Van­
couver Island we should have a school 
which would be used by those living 
on the Island who wish to qualify for 
the teaching profession? In the other 
provinces of Canada there are Normal 
Schools in a number of cities. In Mani­
toba there ‘ was a Normal School at 
Brandon fifteen years ago, when that 
city had only three thousand inhabi­
tants. Here, however, we have a city 
of over forty thousand denied such an 
institution.

There Is at the present time a scarc­
ity of properly qualified teachers In 
British Columbia, and importations are 
being made from the Old Country and 
the Eastern provinces. At tli’e same 
time there are a number of Victoria 
boys and girls who would like to enter 
the profession, but who positively can­
not afford to go to ’Vancouver and live 
away from home while they take tke 
course required by the Department of 
Education. It would be much better 
to have our children educated by 
teachers having broad minds and 
western ideals than to have great 
stress laid on the non-essentials, and 
the things which are Important in those 
places emphasized. There is too much 
of that In our system already. Many of 
the teachers who come here try to 
adapt themselves to the new conditions 
and view things from the point of 
vantage of the west, but others never 
give up their narrow eastern views, 
and some of these are to be found In 
the seats of the mighty. Let us have 
a Normal School where we can train 
teachers from among our own sons and 
daughters. There is no legitimate rea­
son why Victorians should be handi­
capped, except the caprice of a govern­
ment boss.

In reply to the enquiry of' the board 
qf trajde as to when the Mill Bay road, 
which Is nbw in course’ or ’construction, 
would be completed and open to traffic, 
F. C. Gamble, of the pùblic works de­

•council on Tuesday that the govern­
ment hoped to have the work accom­
plished inside tif sixty days.

This road when completed will open 
up a great deal of land west of Saan­
ich Arm. It attains an altitude of 
about 1,700 feet above the seâ level, 
and traverses through some of the 
most magnificent scenery on this isl­
and.

The session of the council this morn­
ing wase somewhat prolonged owing to 
the large amount of business which 
had accumulated. Thomas A. Brydon, 
president of the Victoria Fruit Grow­
ers’ Association, and J. Drummond, 
secretary, attended the meeting for 
the purpose of interesting the board 
in the apple show to be held In Van­
couver shortly. Mr. Brydon informed 
the board that two carloads of Van­
couver Island apples will comprise the 
exhibit from this section. He, however, 
explained that the association was 
confronted with a serious problem, 
that of securing sufficient funds to de­
fray the expense of the enterprise.

After considerable discussion the 
members of tlie council decided on giv­
ing full support to the undertaking. 
Mr. Brydon consented to initiate pro­
ceedings, and the board promised that 
they would assist later by appointing 
a committee. The board thanked the 
association for responding to the re­
quest that Victoria be represented in 
the apple show.

The Seattle Chamber of Commerce 
wrote asking that they call attention 
to the trip of the Prince Rupert to 
Honolulu. The Portland Chamber of 
Commerce also made a request that 
the support of the local board be lent 
towards enabling the Rose City to se­
cure the national convention of the Y, 
Jij.lC.

Los Angeles, Cal., Oct. 13.—Two as­

sociates; Fuller and Stewart, less 
known in the world of adventure than 
himself, peached this city to-day with 
the personal effects of Dr. Charles P. 
Holt, of Santa Ana, the distinguished 
journalist, scientist and 'explorer, who 
died of fever alone In a far oft port of 
Colombia, South America, with wealth 
within his grasp.

The lure of gold had drawn Dr. Holt 
to every £>art of the globe where the 
precious metal is found. He was 
among the first that invaded Alaska, 
when rich strikes were reported, and’ 
after an adventurous career In the 
Klondike, Bought other fields. H/t was 
obsessed of finding the mother lode and 
believed he had located it in South 
America whither he wêht'at the age of 
75 years, strong and self reliant.

After Incredible hardships he reached 
the Rio Mata and almost his- last 
words written In a dairy are: “I am 
rich at last. I have found gold.” A 
month later consumed by fever, he 
died while making his way back to the 
United States to interest friends in 
financing his property.

Holt was a learned man, and long 
associate editor of the New Yoyk Sun.

ebrlety, the results have been all that 
could be desired whilst they were In 
prison. They become more cheerful 
and seem to think that their imprison­
ment was the best thing -which could 
have happened to them. Repeatedly 
they give evidence of having made, good 
resolutions for the futurs and of an in­
tention to change their methods of liv­
ing when released. Inebriates who 
have been addicted to alcoholic indul­
gence for years previous to their com­
mission of a crime and have been sent 
to prison have had very seldom any 
specific treatment recommended for 
their condition, and no case of delirium 
tremens has been recorded.

“The inebriate is a drunkard and 
drunkenness is alcoholism. When a 
man cannot stop drinking he is a 
drunkard, or when a person finds that 
he cannot conduct himself soberly 
under the social conditions which are 
normal to his time, then he is a 
drunkard. That drunkenness is at the 
bottom of most crimes, pauperism and 
lunacy requires no formal proof: 
Drunkenness is more a vice to be 
reformed than a disease to be treat- 

If the purpose of punishment is 
the ’prevention of crime, the reform­
ation of the criminal, and the pro­
tection of society, then the prison Is 
no place for the inebriate offender. 
An Inebriate reformatory is the pro­
per place for him, where his defects 
may be found out; a year being long 
enough in that institution, as the at­
mosphere' of an institution Is not cal­
culated to restore the positive side of 
character; a long residence is an in­
stitution oï the kind destroys Initiative 
and weakens the will.

An inebriate re­
formatory for criminal Inebriates, and 
others, Is necessary, to repair the per­
son’s physique In every way. There 
he should be free from the irritation 
of friends and could he employed in 
agricultural .pursuits which are very 
beneficial for him, and after his term 
had expired he could be discharged 
from the institution as a useful mem­
ber of society.”

The combined power of the engines 
wfll be but twenty-six miles per hour. 
It will, therefore, be more economical 
to run one engine at a time, using the 
other as a reserve In case of accident; 
or If it should be* necessary to avoid 
and ride out contrary winds, both en­
gines might be used together for a short 
time. Taking a speed of twenty miles 
an hour, It would require six days for 
the airship to -cross the ocean in a per­
fect calm, and without any assistance 
from the wind. It has been thought 
best to provide for ten days’ erav el at 
this rate.

Bach engine consumes 1,000 pounds 
of gaspline per day. which means that 
10,000 pounds, or five tons, of gasoline 
must be carried. About four tons can 
be stored In the steel tank forming the 
base of the car. The remaining ton will 
be carried in what is known as an 
“equilibrator."

The problem of navigating the air­
ship is one that will doubtless prove 
quite puzzling. To be sure, the sex­
tant and chronometer can be used In 
the ordinary way to determine the 
position of the balloon from time to 
time. However, since the winds are 
so changeable, It will be necessary to 
keep a practically constant watch on 
the motion of the airship with respect 
to the water, t

To determine the direction of travel 
of the airship It would be necessary 
to keep In touch with the water, and 
this will probably be done by. means 
of a log line thrown from the lifeboat. 
It will not be necessary to determine 
the course of the vessel with any great 
degree of accuracy, for It will not have 
any particular part for Its objective. 
The only aim Is to get across the ocean 
and land anywhere In Europe, or even 
In Africa.

The following article on the Wellman 

trans-Atlantic air voyage appeared in 
a recent number of the Scientific Am­
erican;

The start will be made from Atlantic 
City, and the very shortest distance 
across Is close to 3,000 miles, whereas no 
airship has as yet made a record of as 
much as 500 miles of uninterrupted 
travel, and even the record of a drifting 
balloon is much less than half that 
proposed by the Wellman expedition.

The airship is not the same as the 
one with which the polar expeditions 
were undertaken, 
been extended to an over-all length of 
281 feet, while its diameter Is 52 feet, 
giving a lifting capacity of nearly 12 
tons, or to be more exact, 23,650 pounds. 
The envelope itself weighs over two 
tons, and is made up of two layers of 
silk and one layer of cotton gummed 
together with rubber, so that leakage 
of hydrogen gas is reduced to a mini­
mum. Unlike the Zeppelin type, the 
balloon Itself is flexible, but the air­
ship is rendered rigid by attachment to 
a long car made up of steel tubing In 
the form of a truss of triangular cross 
section. This car has been entirely re­
built, and now measures 156 feet In 
length. The bottom chord of the struc­
turé is a steel tank 75 feet long, which 
is Used for storage of gasoline.

The airship Is provided with three 
gasoline engines, two of which ate used 
for power purposes, while the third 
serves as a donkey engine. The power 
engines are rated at 80 to 90 horse­
power, and are situated near the cen­
tre of the car.

The engine shafts are disposed at 
right angles to the car, and each shaft 
drives a pair of screws through the 
medium of bevel gearing. Unlike other 
airships of this type, no stabilizing 
planes are provided, and there is no 
sliding weight by which the airship 
may be directed upward or downward. 
Instead, the propellers of the after en­
gine are ingeniously mounted so as to 
be capable of angular motion In a plane 
parallel with the car, and thus drive it 
either upward or downward.

This mechanism Is made possible by 
the use of miter gears between the 
power shaft and the propeller shaft. 
The propeller shaft journal is carried 
by a conical support projecting lateral­
ly from the car, and this conical sup­
port is itself capable of being revolved 
upon Its axis by means of a worm 
gear operated by a hand wheel. As 
the propeller shaft Is turned through 
an angle, the gear it carries is free to 
travel on the gear keyed to the power 
shaft. The forward propellers are 11 
feet 8 Inches in diameter and the after 
pair 10 feet 4 Inches.

The donkey engine, which is rated at 
ten to twelve horse-power, is used fqr 
a variety of purpose. One of the most 
interesting of these is the office of 
cranking the power engines. The don­
key engine shaft is geared in the power 
engines by means of clutches which 
are automatically thrown but as soon 
as the power engines are started.

Tbe donkey engine also serves to 
drive a blower, by means of which the 
balloonets may be filled with air to 
keep the balloon inflated. There are 
four of them forward and two aft, all 
fed from a common duct. Each bal- 
loonet, however, is provided with its I 
own individual valve, so that the dis­
tribution of weight (for air in this case 
is ballast) can be controlled and the 
ship be kept on an even keel.

The rudder at the rear of the car 
consists of three vertical planes. The 
central plane is broader than the other 
two, which are set back a few feet so 
that when the rudder Is turned sharply 
the plane at the Inner side of the turn 
will not close against the car and cut 
off or screen the centre plane.

The sleeping quarters of the crew 
will probably be In a lifeboat swung 
beneath the car. This lifeboat, which 
is 27 feet long and of six-foot beam, 
weighs less than a thousand pounds, 
being constructed of layers of ma­
hogany veneer and canvas. It Is pro­
vided with two water-tight compart­
ments fore and aft, and Is a self-bail­
ing boat.

The boat will be plentifully stocked 
with provisions, so that In case cf ac­
cident to the airship the crew may 
take to it until picked up by a passing 
vessel. The boat is provided with a 
Jury mast and sail. If it be necessary 
to cut the balloon open for a sudden 
descent, it may be done by means of a 
rope which passes around the body of 
the balloon, and at one end carries an 
anchor-shaped knife.

When this rope Is pulled, either of 
the points of the anchor-shaped knife 
dig Into the envelope, ripping it open. 
As soon as one seam is cut the strain 
will be sufficient to part the other 
seams as well. The boat Is suspended 
on self-releasing hooks, so that by 
slashing a rope it may be released In­
stantly.

The wireless telegraph apparatus of 
the expedition will be located In the 
forward compartment of the life-boat. 
The current for this system will be 
taken from a storage battery charged 
by a small dynamo driven by the don­
key engine.

This same storage battery will serve 
to energize an' electric lighting system 
for the car and the boat. The radius 
of action of this system win be about 
100 miles.

“The criminal inebriate is either a 
criminal from Instinct, heredity, or 
training, and his drinking is more a 
symptom of his former degeneration, 
or he is a criminal because the con­
tinual use of spirits has destroyed bis 
ethical relations of right and wrong.

With the Increase of the population 
of the city of Yokohama, houses In the 
city and suburbs are gradually In­
creasing so much so that the suburbs 
and city are now nearly connected.

One very forcible argument was 
that à head tax of $200 was charged 
each Hindu, while, "a! Japanese was ad­
mitted for $25. This the Hindu thinks 
is not fair, and has ehtered an appeal 
before the Women’s Local Council that 
they lay his case before the proper au­
thorities. The matter was referred to a 
committee.

Mrs. R. S. Day gave a very full and 
interesting report of the national con­
ference of women whihh she attended 
at Halifax last summer. Special stress 
was laid on the necessity for technical 
education for girls and women, and 
Mrs. Daj; expressed the hope that a 
technical school might shortly be es­
tablished in Victoria. In this school 
dress making, millinery and many simi­
lar branches would be taught by ex­
perts, and when a girl graduated from 
the school she would be in a position 
to demand the wages of a skilled work 
woman.

That the city should secure expert 
advee and take steps to formulate a 
plan of civic beautification which will 
admit of continuous enlargement each 
year along lines which will be laid 
down at its inception was the sug­
gestion made to the city council at 
last night’s meeting by Mayor Morley-.

Vancouver, Wash., Oct. 12.—In his 
report Just issped fteneral 

Marion P. Maus, commander of the de­
partment of Columbia, U. S. A., has 
made recommendations that the Alas­
kan coal deposits be opened and that 
the government exert every effort to 
prevent stampedes of fortune hunters 
to Alaska on false reports of gold 
strikes.

The report was made following Gen­
eral Maus's return from Alaska, where 
he made a close inspection of condi­
tions. Shortly after his return recent­
ly General Maus asserted that many of 
the reports of gold strikes In Alaska 
had for their source persons in the 
United States who were benefited fin­
ancially by gold rushes.

The report also recommends the use 
of motor transportation for the army 
and the elimination from active service 
of a certain blass of officers, most of 
them of field rank, who, Maus declares, 
have no useful place in the military 
establishmest but are looked upon as 
an obstacle in the way of advancement 
of deserving officers.

In dealing with conditions in Alaska, 
the report states that business there 
has fallen off but is now more stable.

The deposits found in the Idttarod 
country, says the report, were greatly 
overestimated, large numbers of people 
flocking to the locality with no means 
of support and no employment to be 
had.

Concerning the proposition of open­
ing the Alaskan coal deposits, General 
Maus in his report says that such ac­
tion would rebound to the benefit of 
the country by lessening its stations 
and vessels In the north. At present 
the coal Is imported and Its cost Is 
excessive. ' ■ •

reg-M. J. HENEY DIES
In reference to the tariff Col. Roose­

velt said:
"As to the tariff, It seems to me 

that some people would have it. I 
fully admit that there was. a time 
when if our opponents had acted with 
reasonable wisdom, they could 
made ua trouble, but they let the op­
portunity slip by and they did not act 
with reasonable wisdom.

"The Republican party is united on 
the doctrine officially set forth in its 
platform two years ago. The tariff 
shall be such as to substantially equal­
ize the cost of production here and 
abroad. As the" cost of production ds 
mainly labor cost, this means primarily 
that the duty should be great enough 
to continue to give to oür laboring 
men that higher standard of wage 
without which there cannot be that 
higher standard of living which prim­
arily distinguishes the American wage­
worker from the wage-workers of all 
other countries.

"Now not only is it the doctrine of 
the Republican party, but I believe it 

«is the doctrine of the overwhelming 
majority of the American people. I do 
not believe that any section of the 
American people at present seriously 
advocate free trade or a tariff for 
revenue only. I most emphatically do 
believe that if any such issue is raised 
there will be an overwhelming decision 
for the policy of such measure of pro­
tection as that above outlined.

“Now the question is how to accom­
plish the purpose thus explicitly de­
clared. It seems to me, and I think 
that it seems to the people of this 
country, that the methods hitherto ob­
taining in making all tariffs for ' e, 
great many years p^st are ineffective, 
incorrect and not justly applying the 
protective principle as outlined above. 
We wish to give proper protection to 
each gjven business, and above all to 
the .workmen in each given business, 
as a matter of right and justice, and 
not as a matter of favor or preference 
obtained by log-rolling. Therefore, we 
feel that there should be a tariff com­
mission composed of impartial experts 
amply equipped for obtaining not 
merely from the statements of the? in­
terested parties, but by such Investlga- 
,tion as will satisfy them that the facts 
are accurate, information that will en­
able congress in each given business to 
establish the measure of protection ne­
cessary to carry out the principles 
above set forth.

"Moreover, these investigations 
should form a programme, each suc­
cessive report being treated on its 
merits, so that each schedule can be 
revised by itself in - accordance with 
the facts developed by this commission 
of impartial experts and without any 
heed being paid to any other consider­
ation than the Justice of that particu­
lar case. This will prevent log-rolling, 
and it will also prevent the far-reach­
ing disturbance of business which ne­
cessarily comes when all thé schedule* 
are revised in a lump.

“Finally, I feel that it should be the 
duty of some governmtnt body at any 
time to investigate conditions in any 
particular industry to see whether the 
working men do actually gét the bene­
fit that the tariff is primarily created 
to give—that is to see that the laborer 
gets’ his full share of the benefit of the 
protective tariff in accordance with 
what I firmly believe to be the purpose 
of the American people. By enacting 
into law such a policy as that I have 
outlined we shall on the other hand 
do away with the danger of injury to 
American industries which would fol­
low if they were left wholly without 
protection from foreign competition, 
and on the other hand would make It 
sure that the laboring mail gets the 
benefit of the tariff primarily enacted 
in his interest, do away with the fav­
oritism and log-rolling which under 
present conditions seem inevitable in 
the process of tariff-making, and fiiake 
it certain that the amount of protec­
tion granted in each case is the amount 
actually necessary to cover the differ­
ence in the cost of production here and 
abroad, and not so exclusively as to re­
present Improper favoritism to any 
special group of men."

IN SAN-FRANCISCO

Builder of White Pass and Yukon 
Railway Passes After Long 

Illness
have

y
Seattle, Wash., Oct 12.—From complica­

tions resulting from exposure and cold 
endured when he was wrecked in the 
steamship Ohio disaster in Northern 
waters in August,. 1909, Michael J. Heney, 
builder of the White Pass A Yukon rail­
road, system, and contractor on the near­
ly completed Copper River & Northwest­
ern road, died at an early hour yesterday 

.in San Francisco.
Mr. Heney had been ill more than a 

year, and had rallied at times, regaining 
his strength in so striking a manner that 
most of his friends and the thousands of 
Alaskans who knew him by name believed 
that his return to active business life was 
but a matter of a short time. -.

At Mr., Heney’s deathbed were his 
brother, P. A: Heney, and his clerk, Earl 
Siegler. These were summoned to San 
Francisco a few days ago, when a sudden 
sinking" spell foretold the coming end of 
the long fight which the contractor had 
made against the grim reaper.

A year ago Mr. Heney sojourned for 
several weeks In Seattle. It was then 
made known that he had never recovered 
from the" shock to his constitution received 
from the long exposure when the Ohio 
struck a rock and sank north of Millbank 
Sound, British Columbia. Mr. Heney was 
washed overboard when the ship took her 
final plunge, but he swam to saffery and 
then Worked with might and main to aid 
in the rescue of the women and children 
aboard.

Active work has been commenced at 
the concentrator of the Portland Canal 
Mining Company, its opening making a 
long step in advance in the mineral 
operations of the Portland Canal dis­
trict. The concentrator, he stdtes, has 
a capacity of from fifty to one hundred 
tons a day. With respect to the grade 
of ore which will be put through, Mr.

“At the meeting of the directors In 
August last It was decided to In­
crease the- dividend on the common 
stock to seven per cent, per annum, 
exclusive of the one per cent, paid 
from land revenue, making a total dis­
tribution of eight per cent. Your direc­
tor». are aware of the feeling amongst 
the shareholders that, taking Into ac­
count the income and financial posi­
tion of the company this is scarcely 
sufficient, and if last year’s returns 
be taken as a basis, that feeling is 
not without reasonable foundation, but 
we must not lose sight of the fact 
that conditions may not always be so 
favorable, that we may have ' lean 
years, and that In such a contingency 
a large cash reserve will be a source 
of convenience and strength.

“But then apart from your surplus 
earnings you have extraneous assets in 
deferred payments, or land mortgages, 
cash proceeds of land sales and other 
items of a like character in process of 
realization that may be roughly esti­
mated at fifty million dollars, without 
taking into account your unsold lands, 
and in ordinary course this amount 
should be substantially augmented 
within the next few years.

Big Steamship Traffic.
“There has been a very striking ex­

pansion in the passenger traffic be­
tween this continent and European 
ports since your two steamships, the 
Empress of Britain and the Empress 
of Ireland, were put into service, and 
the time has now arrived when steam­
ships of greater size and speed should 
be provided for the route in the interest 
of Canadian ports, the country gener­
ally- and the rail transportation lines.

“Among the measures that will come 
before you for approval at this meeting 
is a by-law amending the existing by- 
la wç so as to remove the necessity for 
closing the books in Montreal, London 
and New York before the payment of" 
each dividend on the common shares. 
This will make it practicable to deal 
with the dividend quarterly instead of 
half-yearly; and your directors propose 
to do this commencing with the first 
quarter of the current year."

Seattle, Wash., Oct. 12.—A decision by 
the United States circuit court of appeals, 
just received here, adds another chapter 
to the Swift-David litigation, which pre­
mises to continue to the end of the appel­
late route.

Recently in British Columbia Edward F. 
Swift, the Chicago pork packer.’ and his 
co-plaintiffs, several British Columbians, 
won at the trial of their case there 
against Lester W. David, the court declar­
ing them entitled to $170,000 on a claimed 
shortage in the timber limits transferred 
to them by David when he sold his inter­
ests In the Fraser river sawmills, now the 
Canadian Western Lumber Co.

In the suit on this side of the interna­
tional .boundary, arising out of ’he same 
transaction, the United ’ States circuit 
court of appeals has decided in favor of 
Mr. Dgvid. This decision confirms the 
judgment awarded to Mr. David by Judge 
Hanford" in Seattle nearly a year ago to 
the amount .of $77,500 arid costs.

Now appeals are promised on both sides 
of the line, Mr. David carrying toe ad­
verse Canadian decision higher, while Mr. 
Swift and his Canadian" associates will 
appeal against this latest decision in the 
involved and costly litigation in the United 
States.

Commandant at Amapola Refuses 
to Obey Orders of President 

®f Republic

(Times Leased Wire.) >d
San Francisco, Oct. 12.—The United 

States gunboat Princeton to-day pre­
pared to land marines at Amapala, 
Honduras, to liberate Americans held 
prisoners by the Amapala commandant, 
who ran amuck three days ago. The 
Princeton arrived at Amapala yester­
day and demanded of Valladares, the 
commandant, that he surrender.

"I am not subservent to American 
pigs” was the defiant reply of the offi­
cial, who prior to the arrival of the 
gunboat had been ordered by President 
Davllla of Honduras to meet the de­
mands of the United States.

Valladares’ reply to Davllla was an 
Insubordinate dispatch stating that the 
"commandant of Amapala, Senor Don 
Carlos Valladares, was running the 
port and refused to obey."

Valladares has the whip hand, ac­
cording to latest dispatches. He has 
notified the Honduran president and 
the commander of the Princeton that 
the first hostile act will mean the exe­
cution of every American and Briton 
Imprisoned by him, for alleged foment­
ing of a revolution, and that he will 
burn the city.

It is feared by American residents 
here that the commandant already has 
sent his prisoners to death.

Valladares during the night superin­
tended the mounting of guns on the 
customs house to resist attempts of 
American and British marines to force 
a landing.

The foreigners at Amapala have bar­
ricaded their homes. The British con­
sul,. who fled to Guatemala city, de­
clared that condition» at Amapala 
bordered on anarchy.

Very gratifying reports as to mining 
onditions i n Paris, Oct. 11—One by one the kings 

of the air are quitting the game. The 
strain on the nerves is too severe. No 
human being can stand it as a constant 
thing. Here is a pârtial list:

Following Is a report from J. C. Met- 
commissioner, relative to

(Times Leased Wire.)
Paris, Oct. 11.—Rioting on the north-, 

ern railway lines began to-day, al­
though no attempts were made by the 
railway officials to operate trains.

The workmen who struck suddenly 
last night gathered about the stations 
early to-dây and resented the efforts of 
troops to disperse them. Bricks were 
buried and windows smashed. Little 
knots of workmen gathered and lis­
tened to excited harangues from fellow 
workers and Socialistic leaders. When 
these gatherings grew to large propor­
tions the troops, who are guarding the 
railway property, crowded around them 
and ordered them to move on. Thé 
troops had orders to keep all unem­
ployed persons moving, but were in­
structed to use force only when neces­
sary.

Large numbers of women were among 
the gatherings and apparently were 
most bitter against the railroads. The 
strikers appeared to be more excited 
than ill-tempered, and disorders re­
sulted only when their gatherings were 
interfered with.

One hundred employees of the Paris, 
Lyons & Mediterranean and the state 
railroads are to-day. considering a 
strike in sympathy with the walkout 
of the Northern .lines, and the. labor 
situation in France is fraught with 
serious possibilities. Forty-five thous­
and men and women àre already out.

All attempts to resume traffic on the 
Northern road ha"9e proved fruitless. 
Empty trains stand idly on useless 
tracks. Soldiers are guarding the rail­
road property. Foot soldiers are 
housed in . the empty stations and 
mounted men are patrolling the tracks.

The strike on the Northern lines 
was precepitated by the demand ljy the 
coal Mpdiers for an increase in wages 
from 60 cents to $1 a day. When these 
dethands were refused all employées, 
including women ticket takers and 
even women crossing tenders went on 
strike.

The Northern railroad operates about 
3,767 kilometers of tracks. The Paris, 
Lyons & Mediterranean has nearly 9,500 
kilometers and employs approximately 
81,800' persons. The state railroad is 
the second smallest In France, having 
only 2,196 kilometers of track and 
13,200 employees.

are favorably inclined toward it ànd 
it is expected that they will act to­
gether during labor difficulties.

While the coal* workers’ demands 
were the immediate cause of the 
strike, the railroad employees long 
have been dissatisfied with working 
conditions. They want, among other 
things, a weekly rest day, a ten-hour 
maximum work day, a more liberal 
construction of the pension laws now 
in effect, a minimum of $1 a day and 
a general increase of 10 per cent for all 
employees.

The state railway employees have no 
grievances to speak of, the minimum 
wage scale and the ten-hour day al­
ready having been granted them. The 
Impression is general, however, that 
they will strike in sympathy with the 
workers of the other lines. There are 
five other large roads and meetings 
of the workers on all of them will be 
called within a few days to consider a 
general strike.

Aeroplanes will be used by the gov­
ernment for delivery of urgent mail if 
automobiles, now being used, fail. The 
automobiles are carrying the mail 
along the line of the Northern rail­
way.

Newspapers are demanding an extra 
session of parliament to consider the 
strike. A movement is on foot to pre­
vent the government from adopting a 
contemplated policy of ordering the 
strikers to return to work under the 
compulsory military act. If the men 
refuse to return to the places they may 
be punished as deserters. Serious 
trouble Is sure to follow the promulga­
tion of such orders.

For a considerable period Dr. G. A. 
B. Hall, medical health officer of the 
city, has been devoting careful study to 
ways and means to combat the recent 
alarming visitation to the city of the 
dread disease known as infantile par­
alysis. He has studied all the authori­
ties who deal with diseases of a simi­
lar .character, and has arrived at some 
important conclusions in the matter.

After a long and honorable career as 
pilot extending over twenty years, 
Çapt. S. W. Bucknam has resigned his 
position to take permanent command 
of Anemone IV„ the magnificent 
schooner power yacht owned by C. D. 
Taylor, a prominent local capitalist.

Capt. Bucknam is one ’ of the best 
known masters in British ’ Columbia, 
having been a resident of Victoria since 
the early ’80's. He was born in St. 
John, New Brunswick, in 1850, and 
commenced his career on the Atlantic 
coast running out of New York to the 
West Indies and South American ports. 
His first visit to the North Pacific was 
in 1883, when in command of the 
barque Ingleside, of which he was part 
gwner, he sailed into Victoria with 
cargo from the Atlantic coast. Becom­
ing impressed with the climate and 
apparent advantages of this city Capt. 
Bucknam decided to locate here, and 
as he had. brought out his wife and 
family, he became a resident.

He was given command rif the steam­
ship Sardonyx, running from this coast 
to Hongkong and Mexico, and remain» 
ed with her for a year. He then took 
charge of the histqric little sidewheeler 
Beaver for a few months, returning 
later to the Atlantic maritime pro­
vinces, where he purchased the sealing 
schooner Ariel. On this schooner he 
made a trip to the Behring sea and 
was ordered out of the sealing waters 
by the U. S. revenue cutter Richard 
RUsh. On returning to Victoria he 
took command of the dredge Pacific, 
and was her master for about eighteen 
months. In 1891 he was appointed a 
Victoria and Esquimalt pilot and has 
held that position until the present 
time, resigning to. take command of 
the Anemone.

The Anemone IV has just returned 
to Seattle from a month's cruise of 
northern waters and is awaiting the 
installation of a new 200-horsepower 
engine. She is moored St the foot of 
Denny way, Seattle, and will be taken 
on a long cruise to Honolulu and 
Mexico as soon as the neW equipment 
is in place.

Built eight years ago at Goosport, 
Ejngland, at a oost of older 875,000, the 
Anemone IV* is undoubtedly the finest 
yacht" owned in British ’Columbia with 
the exception of the Délaura, owned 
by James Dunsmuir.

Sacramento, Oct. 13.—Detective W. J. 

Burns arrived here yesterday morning 
to investigate the case of George Wal­
lace, suspected of connection with the 
dynamiting of the Los Angeles Times 
building.

Following his investigation, Wallace 
was released last night by order of 
Chief of Police Ahern. The chief stated 
that the man’s release was due to thé 
fact that he had investigated Wallace’s 
statements and found that the man 
knew nothing of the affair In the be­
lief of the police, Murray, Wallace’s 
Los Angeles -correspondent, wanted to 
make it appear to his friends that he 
knew about the dynamiting. Both are 
union men and sympathize with the dy­
namiters.

When asked as to the capture of men 
who dynamited the Times, Burns said. 
“I will land the perpetrators of the out­
rage, but it will take some time. They 
are shrewd crooks, the men who com­
mitted the job, and I am positive they 
are members of the gang who have 
committed like outrages in various 
parts of the country. I do not expect 
to catch them on file coast, but figure 
on landing them in the Middle West.”

The deceased man, Kawasaki, 
had had sôîïie* quarrel with Watakabi, 
and appeared to have been drinking 
also, for later on he came into the 
prisoner’s room with an axe and 
threatened to kill him as he lay in 
his bunk, 
house heard him and got him out of 
the room, but soon afterwards he re­
turned with a club and a knife and 
renewed the attack. Watakabi got out 
of his bunk and struggled with hlm; 
forcing the knife out of his hands. In 
the struggle that followed Kawasaki 
was stabbed twice in the back, and 
died a few days afterwards. It was 
plain that the prisoner had received a 
great deal of provocation, and, of 
coursé, the jury must consider that in 
any verdict they might arrive at.

Mr. J. W.'DeB. Farris, who appearèd 
for the accused, made a strong appeal 
to the jury on behalf of his client, 
showing that it was clearly a case of 
self-defence.

Mr. Justice Murphy summed up on 
the whole rather in favor of the prison­
er, and after a very short absence the 
jury returned with a verdict of “not 
guilty.

streets of New York City. This makes 
the total from January 1 ninety-three 
killed and 522 injured.

As might be supposed, children were 
the principal sufferers. Of the eighteen 
killed in July, three were about 
teen years old and thirteen were still 
younger. Of the ninety-three killed 
since January 1, flfty-one were minors.

As instruments of these fatalities, 
trolley care, automobiles and wagons 
figure about equally, and when one 
considers the congested condition ol 
many of New York’s streets the won­
der is not that there are so many 
cidents but that they are so few.

It Is simple truth that In crossing a 
street in some of New York’s busiest 
centres one takes bis life in his hands, 
and yet strangely enough, Brooklyn re. 
ports more than twice as many acci. 
dents as Manhattan. This is probably* 
due to the fact that where the dange* 
is the most apparent greater precau­
tions are observed by both pedestrians 
and drivers.

A large proportion of the accidents 
were to children playing In the streets, 
A law passed by the New York legis­
lature makes it unlawful for children! 
to play on railway tracks, and pro­
vides a fine of $25 to be paid by the 
parents of any children found "violating 
the law.

In charg­
ing the grand Jury, Recorder Sir F.
Fulton, said that there were >5 per­
sons to be tried at the sessions and 
amongst the cases to be disposed of 
was the charge of murder against 
Crippen, who was described as a den­
tist, and Miss Leneve, his typist, who 
was indicted for being an accessory 
after the fact, which, remarked 
corder, was one who, knowing 1 
to have been committed, received, re­
lieved, comforted or agisted the felon.
It was necessary, therefore, in Mtts 
Leneve’s case, that those who brought 
thé charge against her should establish 
the fact that she knew that Crippen 
had committed murder.

“Your duty happily is not to try the 
case,” he said, “but merely to see 
whether the evidence is such as ,to 
justify you in returning a true bill 
against either or both.”
