A man named
Ford placed his wife and two children
in a well; their bodies were found and
the head of Ford was completely burn-
ed off.

The wife of Chief McDougall, of the
fire department, had been taken to the
hospital a few days before the fire.
‘When the alarm was turned in the fire
chief left his three little children and
did not know where they could be found
during two whole days. His wife was
removed to a car which caught fire and
then to one of the coke ovens where
she remained until placed in a car and
taken to Cranbrook. Fathers took their
children to the river and kept them be-
neath the water for seconds, allowing
them but time- to breathe and shoving
them under again. Firemen turned
Wwater on the burning dresses of women
and children as they passed along to
safety.

MECHANICS GOT OUT
iN ORDERLY MANNER

Some of Men Replaced in Van-
couver Yards—Company
“is Silent.

Vancouvery, «-Aug.” 6.—Fiffy ~ special
constables, acting as ~pickets, ‘sur-
rounded the C. P. R. yards this morn-
ing and refuse admission to 2veryone.
The place is securely guarded. The
best information obtainable is that
about 10 or 12 men have .been started
to work in the shops to take the places
of the strikers.

6,010-Men Out.

Winnipeg, Aug. 6.—The climax ;of the
dispute between the C. P. R. mechan-
ics and the company culminated yes-
terday morning at 10 o'clock in a walk-
out of 6,010 men, eovering practically
every point on the gystem from ocean
to ocean, except Halifax, St. John and
Saskatoon, and at these three points it
is claimed at the headquarters of the
men in Winnipeg that the men will go
out at once. The heaviest movement is,
of course, in Winnipeg and Montreal,

The unanimity with which the me-
chanics throughout the system re-
sponded to the secret instructions of
the strike managers has elated the lo-
cal contingent. One of the most signi-
ficant features of the great movement
is the orderly manner in which the
strikers are reported to have left their
various shops. There was no boister-
ousness, and at every point the work-
men dispersed rapidly, to gather later
at central points in each place for a
mass meeting.

In Winnipeg the men assembled at
Trades hall at 2 o'clock yesterday af-
ternoon, and are still in- session discus-
sing the important question of picket-
ing the works and other questions re-
lating to preserving the unbroken ranks
of the strikers, The mass meeting is be-
ing held in secret, and all press repre-
sentatives have been excluded.

General Manager Bury, of the west-
ern lines, who is in control of the situ-
ation in the absence of Mr. Whyte,
would give out no statement yesterday,
and did not intimate when he would.
Mr, McVety, on the contrary, gave out
a lengthy statement, in which he
placed on the company the entire onus
of the strike.

An aspect of the situation which is
of considerable .interest is the center-
ing in, Winnipeg of the managers of
the various departments who will con-
duct the strike for the mechanics. Ap-
parently the whole administration of
the affair will be conducted from this
city. D. M. O’Dwyer, vice-chairman
of the C. P. R, Carmen’s Association of
the Dominion, arrived from Vancouver
last night and took up his headquart-
ers with Mr. McVety and other man-
agers for the mechanics. Rumors of
movements of strike-breakers from
St. Paul, Chicago and other
have disturbed the men, but in no case
have the reports been confirmed. Local
employment agents deny any knowl-
edge of the reports. Neither the civic
authorities nor the board of trade offi-
cials had heard anything of their ser-
vices being required to settle the strike.

NO DEAL WITH
ESQUIMALT

COUNCIL’S POLICY ON
THE WATER QUESTION

Work Now Under Way Will Be
-Pushed Rapidly Forward—
Mayor’s Advice to Critics.

(From Thursday’s Daily).

The city council: will continue to
carry out the improvements to the
present water works ‘system recom-
mended by Mr. Adams, and approved
of by the property owners of the city,
and will look to the proyincial govern-
ment for assistance in the securing-of
a permanent supply, such as must be
provided within the next few years.
This is in brief the declaration of policy
decided on by the members of the
council at a conference held last even-
ing for the purpose of letting the peo-
ple of the city. know exactly where
they stand on the water question. From
the statement given out-it is clear that
the council does not intend to be stam-
peded into any deal with the Esquimalt
company this year, but the government
will be asked to make good its promise
to put the city back into same posi-
tion, so far as the expropriation of
that company’s works are concerned,
as it was previous to the legislation of
1892, by which Goldstream was taken
from the city by the legislature and
handed over to the company.

‘When asked this morning what state-
ment he had to give eut. regarding last
night's conference; Mayor Hall wsaid:
“So far as tHe council is concerned. it
is going to carry out the policy recom-
mended by Arthur L. Adams, the ex-
pert who is advising . he city on .the

people of the City- Rt the "
municipal eléctions: when we took .of-
fice last 'January.. This ‘includes the
laying of new water mains’threughout
the city, the improvement of Elk lake
and the installation of new pumping
machinery there, laying of new piping
from Elk fake to ‘the North Dairy
‘Farm pumping statlon, and the eree-
tion 8f the high level tank to serve the
Rockland - avenue district. We - are
carrying ‘out this work as quickly as
possible, and will continue to push the
various undertakings forward as rapid-
ly as we can, We have Mr, Adams’ as-
surance that if we do this everything
will be in readiness before the hot
weather of 1909. As to a future supply
we intend to go the government for
relief.”

This was his worship’s pronounce-
ment on the council’s policy, but he
had a few words to address to the peo-
ple who spend their spare time in writ-
ing letters to the papers criticzing the
city council. He sald: ‘“There is one
difference I noticed while away ‘be-
tween the people of Victoria and those
of other cities, and also between a sec-
tion of the press here and in Eastern
Canada. The very moment that some
people in Victoria think there is any-
thing wrong in any civic ‘department,
and without attempting to find out the
facts, they write to the papers and in
other ways condemn the city council
and the clvic officials. These people-if
placed in the positions of those whom
they are criticizing could do no better,
and perhaps not as well as is being
done, Those pegple who are writing so
much about a water shortage, some of
whom are apparently trying to assist
the cause of the Esquimalt Water
Works Company, and the Colonist
newspaper in advertising, wherever it
is read, that there is a shortage of
water in Victoria for domestic and fire
fighting purposes, are doing more to
hurt the eity from a business stand-
point than all the work that the Tour-
ist Association and the city council can
do in the way of advertising the city’s
advantages can counteract,

“In the face of all this eriticism, I
challenge any one to point to any other
city in the Dominion of Canada with
the same amount of income as Victoria
that is doing’ work under the same
conditions as exist here and where the
local improvement system of street and
sidewalk construction has been in force
such a short time that is in any better
condition than this city, that is doing
as much municipal work as quickly or
as well with the same civic staff or that
has its work so well in hand as this
city. The city eouncil this year is do-
ing about double the amount of work
that has ever been attempted by any
council in the past.

“In view of thjs the continual] fault-
finding that one finds in Victoria ap-
rears to me ali the more marked after
coming home, In' the east you’ll hardly
find a letter in the papers complaining
of the mayor and council in the way
that is the fashion here. For instance,
in the city of Quebec when the largest
water main in thé city system broke on
Monday afternoon, July 20th, just at
the arisis of the tercentenary, when the
city was flooded with visitors, and the
water was not turned on ‘again in a
large section of the cty until the fol-
towing afternoon,.the city being with-
out a reservoir, there was not a sign of
the awful outcry’ that one often hears
here on much smaller grounds. While
the water was off the people of the dis-
triet affected, who did not happen to
have private réservoirs, were compelled
to carry water long distances ip

¢ by the

buckets, and cven Some of the hotels
had to put their staffs to work to do the
same. 1 asked citizens what would
happenif a fire should break out and
was told that the city would probably
burn down, but even with such a situa-
tion staring them in the face there did
not appear to be any disposition to un-
necessarily criticize the mayor or coun-
¢il in connection with the accident or
the time it took to effect repairs. '1T-did"
not notice a single letter in the English
press of the city on the subject, nor did
1 hear any criticism from any of the
citizens with whom I discussed the
matter. While all regretted the inci-
dent very much they tried to make the
best of it, instead of blaming the coun-
cil and civic officials,

“In Montreal the waterworks system
is so arranged that part of the water
is pumped to the reservoirs in various
parts of the city by steam and part by
water power. When the reservoirs are
beginning to get a little low the city
simply shuts off the water from a sec-
tion of the city for a while until the
reservoir supplying it is full again.
I asked if the citizens did not object to
having the water shut off. I was told
that they did not do so to any extent,
realizing the authorities were doing the
best ‘they could. Montreal is making
large. improvements to its system, in-
cluding'the construction of a large con-
crete conduit and the installation of ad-
ditional pumping facilities. At the pres-
ent tme the city. is using an average
of 37,500,000 gallons of  water daily,

“{ have come to the.eonclusion that
if we wish to make our city grow and
convince outsiders that ‘Victoria, A the
Beautiful’ is what we claim it is, the
knocking that has been going on for
years must stop and every one must
stand shoulder to shoulder for the up-
lfting an ‘advancement of the city’s
interests. A city is like a large joint’
stock company, its citizens being the
stockholders, and they ghould act as do
the stockholders of any big concern.
You don’t find: the stockholders of -any
big concern saying that the company
is no good and that those whom they
have by their votes-selected to manage
its affairs are not runaning the business
properly.

KANE TOWNSITE
MAY BE PASSED

ANOTHER ROUTE

.Engineers of Company May
Leave Prospective City
Without Connection.

Prince Rupert, Aug. 5—A sensation
has just been sprung on the. residents

of this district by the fact that a party
of some twenty surveyors of the Grand
Trunk Pacific railway, acting under
special instructions, have surveyed the
line of the railway some nine miles
south of Prince Rupert in such a man-
ner as to entirely avoid the famous
Kane townsite which is also called
Prince Rupert. According to the orig-
ina] survey of the. line the railway
would have passed over the full width
of the Kane townsite, but by the con-
templated change in the line the last
couple of days. instead of following the
beach from Stewart's camp (and thus
avoiding a big rock cut to the Kane
townsite), the line would cross a nar-
row neck of water near Stewart’s camp
to a natural chain of two islands from
which it wil] again reach the beach of
the main land about a mile south of
the Kane townsite, leaving that town-
site practically off the raijlway map.

Color is given to this report that the
railway company will adapt this lat-
est survey from the fact that Contrac-
tors Perry Bros. and McDonald have,
:t is stated, been notified to discontinue
all their work near the Kane townsite
and in consequence they have moved
their camps aleng the line of the new
survey.

The reasons for -this move on the
part of the G. T. P. looking to a change
in location so as to evade touching the
townsite referred to is not announced.
It will be remembered that the original
owners of the Kane townsite appropri-
ated the name of Prince. Rupert and
lhad it registered. Although the gov-
ornment and the G, T. P. both took
steps to inform the public as to the
facts the name was retained by the
townsite company.

The G. T. P. may be expected to have
no special love for the Kane site, how-
ever, and this may possibly account for
the proposed change in location,

IN ‘BURNED AREA

More Bodies Found at Fernie
—Summary Justice Dealt
to Looters\.

Vancouver, Aug. 5.—Pestilence is now
feared in Fernie and Cranbrook, fqr
there is an entire lack of sanitation in
both places, especially in Cranbrook.
The situation is very serjous, for two
thousand women and children refugees
arée crowded very closely and the
weather is exceedingly hot.

Two new cases of smallpex developed
in Fernie last night. The greatest
¢are is being taken 1o ‘{solate -them.
Passengers on all the trains coming to
Fernie are warned not to get off, but
every train brings some people who
wish to see the ruins.

Mechanics are not wanted, for there
will be nothing to do for weeks until
the insurance is adjusted. Very little
loofing is going on for there is hardly
anything to loot. Several men have
been caught rifling trunks. They were
immediately stripped, lashed on their
bare backs, and compelled to leave
town immediately. One Japanese was
sentenced to six months in jail

The first funerals were held yester-
day.
placed in one grave.

The remains of another victim were
found at the outskirts of the town to-
day. The bones fell apart, but were
gathered in a bucket and carried to the
cemetery. It was a gruesome sight,
but the people of Fernie have grown
accustomed to horrible gsights and
stories.

18 Bodies Recovered,

evening eighteen bodies had been found
in the ruins caused by the fire at Fer-
nie.

I
visited Hosmer, where fire destroyed
the new steel tipple of the Canadian
Pacific railway coal mines to be open-
ed in January, also four tons of dyna-
mite stored on the nearby hillsides
blew up, wrecking windows and doors.
Otherwise only a few houses are burn-
ed,

“Many men are still missing from
Fernie logging camps. Up to last night
twelve bodies had been found in the
town and thirty-three persons are still
missing. Logging Superintendent Fred
Waters, of the Elk company, fought his
way through the flames, Many of the
foreigners were panic-stricken and
some must have perished,

“R. Jaffray, a director of the Crow’s
Nest Coal Company, states that work
will start immediately at Coal Creek:
The coke ovens are uninjured and the
coal and coke industry will be on a
normal footing in a week.”

Losses in Fire.

Fernie, B. C., Aug. 5.—The Canadian
Pacific railway estimates its losses here
ag a result of the fire at fully $500,000.
The Great Northern loss is close to
700,000, ‘The Crow’s Nest Coal Com-
pany estimates its loss at $150,000.

There were no lights last night ex-
cept the forest fires. No liquor is here
and no disorder has arisen. Several
safes and vaults have been opened and
their contents found intact. The bank
vaults are still too hot to open.

It is certain that some persons were
drowned trying to swim the “Elk river
to the islands for safety, but a search
has not yet been made.

A vast quantity of supplies have been
received and more are coming in to the
stricken region by every train, Blank-
ets and clothing are most needed.

Considerable petty thievery has been
attempted. but a corps of special and
British Columbia police is doing effec-
tlve work and malefactors are punished
as soon as captured.

There is no jail, and so the officers
chastise the culprits.

The camp containing sixty men and
two women in the devastated region is
still silent, and it is feared that all have
perished,

Up to a late hour last night eighteen
bodies had been recovered from the
ruins. Rough estimates of the big
financial losses follow:

Crow’'s Nest Pass Coal Company and
Trites-Wood Company, $150.000 each;
Elk-Lumber Company, $185.000: Crow's
Nest Trading Company, $100,000; Fort
Steele Brewing Companv, $75,000: Fer-
nie Lumber Company and the McDoug-
ANl Lumber Company, $50.000 each.

Situation Brightening.

Nelson, B. C., Aug. 5.—The pros-
pects in the Crow’'s Nest Pass are
brightening a little, though much work
remains to be done yet before a fresh
start can be made at Fernie. Contribu-
tions and offerings of assistance con-
tinue to come in from every quarter.
The relief organization at Cranbrook,
headed by Mayor Fink, is doing splen-
did systematic work and all offers of
help should be directed there and not
to Fernie.

The sanitary and general hygenic
conditions at Cranbrook have been or-
ganized by Dr. J. H. King, M. L. A,
Dr. Mercer and Dr. Connelly. Patrols
of special constables are in charge of
the camps taking special care the rules
shall be exercised univgrsally. There
is not one case of sickness amongst the
refugees and the patients that were
taken from the Fernie hospital - are
having every possible attention in the
St. Eugene hospital in Cranbrook, in
charge of the sisters of charity. Bath
tents, washing tents and lavatories are
now in place for those in camp. The
arrangements are under the direc-
tion of Dr. King, under whom two
committees, one of the ladies and the
other .of men, are acting resolutely,
sinc® many of the campers are ignor-
ant of the most ordinary rules of san-
itation.

There are some 1,500 children, of from
a day old to two years and these are
being fed with fresh new milk and
other food to which many of them ap-
pear to have been utter strangers.
Many of them are now clothed com-
fortably and their parents are fully
prepared with blankets and bedding in
the tents, while those in the public
buildings are provided with spring
beds. There have been some eighteen
births during the past two: days, and
the little péople are doing excellent-
ly. Nothing is being left undone to
preserve the healthy conditions of the
town and every provision is made to
provide for possible contingencies that
may arise.

Cranbrook says that at the Elk River
Lumber Company camp No 4, where
62 were reported dead, all have been
accounted for but two. Authoritative
figures by the coroner at Fernie state
that 16 to 20 will cover the fatalitiés

Winnipeg Cattle Receipts Show
Shipments Are Good This
Season.

Winnipeg, Aug. 5.—Beyond a few
light and scattered showers, there
no sign of the much needed rains-to
break up the drought, which has beer
altogether too prolonged for the good
of the country. HIigh temperatures
prevailed on Monday, particularly in
Southern Alberta; where the ther-
mometer stood well over ninety t
Lethbridge and Medicine Hat, while in
Saskatchewan it was well over eighty,
with slightly lower temperatures
Manitoba.,

The great heat is accompanied by
heavy arying winds, bringing the grain
on - very rapidly, - but checking the
growth, and. preventing the heads
from filling evenly.

Cattle shipments have been very
good so far this season, and the ani-
mals have come through in fine con-
dition, showing the results of the mild
winter and early spring. Winnipeg re-
ceipts to date have been fifty-th
thousand head, as compared with
twenty-two- thousand for the corre-
sponding period last year, and of these
twenty-six thousand were for export,
as against only three thousands of ex-
port grade last year, August cattle
shipments promise to be a record both
in quantity and quality.

Bellingham, Aug. 4—A flood-tide of
sockeye salmon is on now and the traps
are ylelding thousands of fish ilaily.

Sixty thousand sockeyes were receiv-
ed .at the Pacific American fisheries,
and 15,000 at the Bellingham cannery.

It was known that a school of salmon
were playing off Flattery for the last
ten days, but it was not thought that
the run would amount to much. Sur-
prise was expressed upon lifting the
traps to see thousands of wriggling
sockeyes ready to dump into the scows.

All traps did a rushing business, as

Noted Inventor Proceeds _at
High Speed Over Valley
of Rhine.

Kinstaz, ~Germany, Aug. 4,—The
weather was excellent this morning
when at 6 o’clock Count Zeppelin's
great airship emerged from the swim-
ming dock at Frederichshave, The air-
ship immediately ascended about 100
feet above the water of the lake, and
after describirig one magnificent circle
over the lake, proceeded in a bee-line

for this city, arriving here at 6.55

o'clock. The ship continued on its way,
and within one hour had covered 45
kilometres and was over Schaffhausen.
From that point it continued along the
Rhine to Basel.

Oount Zeppelin’s plan is to continue
to Mayence along the Rhine, and from

there return to Metz, cross over to,

Stuttgart, and return if the weather
comtinues favorable to Frederichshaven
at about 7 o’clock to-morrow morning.

The day and the hour when the ascent
was to be made were kept secret until
1ate last night, and not even the im-
perial commission appointed to accom-
pany Count Zeppelin on the voyage
were present, The only official taking
part in the flight is Major Gradfritz,
who represents the government. b

Progress of Aeronaut.

Basel, Aug. 4.—Count Zeppelin’s air-
ship passed over this city this- morn-
ing, A message on a card dropped from
the airship reads: “In the heights over
Basel. All well. Course now lies towards
Strassburg. (Bigned) Zeppelin.”

Going Toward Mayence,

Muelhausen, - Germany, Aug. 4.—
Count Zeppelin’s airship passed over
this city at 10.16 this morning and is
going down the Rhine in the direction
of Mayence.

Forty-one-mile Speed.

Strassburg, Aug. 4.—Count Zeppe-
lin’s airship was sighted from Strass-
burg at fourteen minutes past one.

EYEWITNESS DESCRIBES
BURNING OF TOWN

Calgary, Alb., Aug. 4—There have
Jjust arrived here from devastated Fer-
nie two survivors, Mrs, Geo. Crossman

relate a thrilling story of the awful
sufferings through which the people of
the stricken town passed on Saturday
night last,

On Saturday afternoon Mrs, Cross-
man and her sister were engaged in the
ordinary work of the house when Mr.
Crossman came in to say that the fire
which had been raging in. the bush for
the last few days was threatening the
city itself. Hastily they collected the
few things that it was possible to take,
and with Mrs. Crossman ,

Carrying Her Little Baby,
they all took refuge in the Western
Canada Wholesale Company’s new fire-
proof building, where it was thought
they would be safe from the terrible
flames which were then rising from
every part of the doomed town.

Soon, however, the awful shower of
sparks and burning pieces of wood be-
gan to have effect on the building, and
it was decided to remove all the women
across to the freight sheds, where a
train was being made up to carry them
to a place of safety, if such could be
found. Mrs. Crossman waited until the
very last, as her husband thought that
they would be safer where they were
than anywhere else. At last the outlook

Became So -Threatening

that it became imperative for them to
seek 'another place of safety.

They therefore determined to cross
to the sheds which were a mass of
flames and board the train. Mrs, Cross-
man and her sister were both soaked
with water, and the baby was wrapped
up in a wet blanket that its clothes
might not catch fire on the way across.

The journey was made in safety, and
when they reached the train their
clothes were quite dry, and as the dis-
tance was only across the street it may
be imagined how great was the heat.
On the train were men, women and
children of all nationalities, all mixed
up together and sitting three and even
four on a seat. The babel of sounds

SURVIVOR’S THRILLING STO
OF GREAT FERNIE DISASTER

Showers of Sparks Rain Down on
Doomed Town Setting Houses Afire

KOOTENAY MINING INDUSTRY IS CRIPPLED

Women Frantic When They Lose Their Children-—Train Carry-
ing Refugees Dashes Through Blazing Brush Wood—Ten
Bodies Are Recovered From Debris—Report of

Camp Holocaust Is Repeated.

ger, for they had to pass for about a

on both sides. The windows of the
cars became so hot that it was im-
possible to touch them, and the heat
and smoke were absolutely stifling. All
this time the fureign women were
shrieking prayers at the top of their
voices, all adding to the terrible con-
fusion of the scene.

After passing through .this fire-belt,
the train reached a safe part, and
stopped there for the night. While
they lay there, condensed milk was
brought out from Fernie for the women
and children by volunteers. After
spending

of anxiety and misery the train re-
turned to Fernie oh Sunday morning
and found that the fire had burned {t-
self out there during,the night. They
found that the building where they had
been on the previous evening: had not
been burnt after all, thanks to the
heroic and untiring efforts of firemen
to whom sufficient praise cannot. be
given, for the desperate and success-
ful fight they put up against the
flames.

The ruins presented a most melan-
choly spectacle: In mearly every case
nothing was left except the .walls and
even these'"in most ' 'cases had dis-
appeared, The streets were full of de-
bris, trunks, beds and” other belong-
ings which had been; pulled on to the
streets in the hopé''of saving them,
were all charred masses of cinders.
The dead bodies of horses were also
lying here and there.

The dead bodies of

Severa] Little Girls

had been found in different parts of the
city and there are doubtless many that
have not been found. In one part of
the bush sixty men and two women
are said to have been suffocated to
death through attempting to save
themselves by backsetting the fire.

In the midst of all these scenes of
misery there were not wanting a few
amusing incidents. There was one
lady who had. been able to save noth-
ing but her little pet dog and who
went about petting it and saying: “I
saved my dog, my precious pet; thank
God I'saved him.”

Another who had carried away her
old Tom cat kept saying: “Do look at
my poor cat; why its quite worn out
poor dear.”

And there was one little girl who had
spent the night in the woods with an
old rooster as her companion which has
doubtless been put to a different use
by this time.

Mrs. Crossman speaks also of many
who had to ford the river to reach a
place of safety. There weére women,
too, who had to do this, and it is feared
that many who went down to the river
to escape the sgorching heat only

Went to Their Death,

for the brush was burnt right down
to the waters’ edge.

Altogether, the unhappy inhabitants
of Fernie have had such an experience
as may well last in their memory all
their lives, and they may be thankful
that the fire did not come upon them
as they slept, in which case the results
are frigtful to contemplate,

OV
TEN BODIES ARE
FOUND IN RUINS

Vancouver, Aug. 4.—The following
special was received from Fernie last
night: The scene of desolation to-day in
this city beggars description. Tottering
walls and smouldering ruins mark the
places where a few Hours ago 'com-
modious stores, handsome' bank and
hotel buildings  adorned the business
streets, and all that remains of the
comfortable homes in the residential
streets are heaps of charred and smok-
ing embers,

Already the casualty list has reached
distressing proportions, ten bodies hav-
ing been recovered from the ruins, and
some of them identified.

In West Fernie the dead bodies of
Walter Ford, with ‘those of his wife
and two small children, were found in
a well into which they had jumped for
safety, only to perish by suffocation.
In a nearby heuse an aged and crip-
pled woman named Turner lost her life.
a colored woman, perished
in her house at the north end of the
town, being unable to .escape owing to
sickness, and it is feared two other
women fell victims to the fire fiend in
the same house. The body of a small
unidentified boy was found in a resi-
dential street, while an unknown man
has been takem from the asheg in the
old town. It is rumored that seven
bodies are Ilying beside the Great
Northern tracks, between here - and
Hosmer. :

Outside towns 'have respm{ded nobly
to the appeal for assistance,.and pro-
visions, tents and absolute necessaries

are coming in steadily, and the home-
less are receiving food and shelter. Ex-
pressions of sympathy and offers of
money and provisions are being re-
ceived from towns far and wide, and
such kindness is keenly appreciated by
the afflicted citizens, Many undesirables
are arriving in town on the prospect of
free food and lodgings and no work.

When the most urgent work ig com-
pleted more general details will be at-
tended to in an efficient manner by the
police. A spirit of hopefulness in the
future: of Fernie is appearing every-
where, and despondency has no place
in anyone’s thoughts,

A train was made up last night of 15
cars and moved about 1,200 women and
children, together with hospital pa-
tients to Coleman and Frank. So far
Hosmer has suffered very little from
the fire.

BUILDINGS RAZED IN
FERNIE CATASTROPHE

Among the buildings which have been
destroyed in Fernie, the following are
the most prominent: The Fernie, a
large three-story structure, was the
leading commercial hotel, and its loss
would approach $75,000. The other
hotels, the Waldorf,  the Imperial, the
Napanee, are three other large frame
structures; the Royal, the Queens and
the Northern were brick structures. In
addition were the King Edward, the
Roma, the Central, the Great Northern
and one or two others.

The business section of Fernie was
built up with fine brick and' cement
structures as nearly fireproof as pos-
sible. The two newspapers, the Free
Press and the Ledger, with plants ag-
gregating $15,000, were destroyed. Some
of the other business blocks are the
Johnson & Falconer building, which
contained Blundell’s grocery and Bleas-
dell’s drug store; loss probably $30,000.
The Henderson block, containing the
Free Press and Whimster’s hardware;
loss probably $40,000. The Liphardt,
Thomson, Watson block, which with
Liphartdt’s jewelry stock and G. F.
Johnson’s gents’ furnishing store,
amounted to  $40,000. Muirhead’s boot
store and Suddaby’s drug store will be
a heavy loss. F. Stork’s block, where
the Bank of Hamilton was located,
was probably destroyed.

Other structures that fell a prey to
the flames were the Canadian Bank of
Commerce, P.:Burns’ corner, and the
Dominion Meat Company, the new de-
pot of the C. P. R., which cost in the
neighborhood -of $30,000; also the G. N.
R. depot.

The Elk Lumber Company’s plant on
the west side of the river was a heavy
loss, it being one of the most com-
plete mills in the interior. It was as
near fireproof as possible, being bulilt
of cement blocks. The loss will pro-
bably exceed $200,000, without consider-
ing the loss of lumber and timber.

'HEARTRENDING SCENES

AMONG FUGITIVES

~ Nelson, Aug. 4.—Members of the
Nelson relief committee whose efforts
were directed towards the relief of
the destitute and suffering people
from the Fernie fire district, and who
left. here on Sunday to meet the re-
fugees who were being brought to

Nelson for shelter, returned to this
city last evening accompanied by a
small handful of the fire sufferers. It
was at first reported by the Cran-
brook relief committee that five hun-
dred people would be sent on to Nel-
son and for their comfortable accom-
modations this city spared neither ef-
forts nor money and immediate steps
were taken to house and feed this
number of people but at a later hour
yesterday advices reached here that a
very small number of refugees were
now being sent to Nelson as it . was
found utterly impossible to get the
stricken families together in Cran-
brook and those who were there could
not be persuaded to leave that city un-
til they had found the other members
of their families and the heroic ef-
forts of the people of Cranbrook to
take care of the thousands of desti-
tute people now on their hands com-
mends {tself strongly to every other
town and city in Western Canada.

In Nelson when it was learned that
but a very few refugees were coming
the food which had been prepared
and the clothing that had been gath-
ered was . hurriedly dispatched to
Cranbrook, there to be used for the
sufferers. Relief measures were dili-
gently prosecuted in all parts of this
city.

Fraternal societies,
clubs contributed bountifully
relief fund, and the Ladies’ Aids of
the churches made houze to house
collections of articles of clothing for
the homeless and destitute women and
children. Relef is also béing hur-
ried' from all other points in  ‘this
part of the country. Spokane has
sent several carloads of supplies. The
Boundary country of Southern Brit-
ish Columbia has contributed liberal-
1y and the city of Rossland has of-
fered to house and take care of up
‘to" 500" people, bt it will be WQifficult
to get those'peéople away from the fire
district until the families have been
gotten together.

On every hand heartrending incxdents
are related by those who come from the
burned districts. One. woman's name,
as yet not ascertained, who was al-
most dying, had to be abandoned near
her home.” She wasg left on the ground
covered over and was burnéd to a crisp
when the flames passed. One woman
died of fright on the first refugee train
which carried the people out of Fernie
towards Michel, and which later had to
make its way back through a mile of
blazing forest. One man was seen lying
on the bank by the railroad track in the
midst of the flames. Nothing could be
done to. help him. One woman in the
crush on board the first refugee train
had her leg broken and lay on the
floor of the car all night long without
medical attendance. Children were
separated from parents, wives from
husbands, and scattered in every di-
rection, and it will take some time be-
fore the full list of casualties is known.

Doubtless many deaths and injuries
will never be made known. The most
startling explanation: as yet put forth
for the real origin of the terrible fire
comes' from Manager Hale, of Elk
Lumber Company of Fernie, who states
without hesitation that the catastrophe
is the work of “The Black Hand” sym-
pathizers in that city, the main_ pur-
pose in view' being to obtain the re-
lase of the five ‘‘Black Hand” prison-
ers then in Fernie jail, and ‘that these
prisoners, after the fire had spread to
terrible proportions, were to all appear-
ances elated and thrilled with the pros-
pect of release from #heir cells. But
mindful of the importance of these
prisoners being held in custody'the au-
thorities at Fernie immediately shackl-
ed and ironed' every ‘‘Black Hand”
prisoner and  hurried them to Cran-
brook jail. If this statement can be
taken as true, the whole plot is the
most diabolical ever conceived or at-
tempted in a civilized community, and
has resulted in the most terrible catas-
trophe in criminal records,

The outlook for the resumption of
coal.and coke production, while not be-
ing too bright, is still considered to be
only a matter of a few days, and the
huge mining and smelting industries
in the Boundary country are in strong
hopes that .it, will not be necessary for
them to shdt down their plants,

FOREST FIRE RAGES
NEAR HOQUIAM

Has Already Swept Over 10;-
000 Acres—41,000 Men
Are Fighting Flames.

Aberdeen, Wash., Aug. 4—A careléss
traveller, who threw a lighted match
into the underbrush, started a forest
fire twelve miles from Hoquiam on the
Hump, Tullips, Hoquiam road, 'yester-
day morning, which, getting beyond
control, has already swept over 10,000
acres of slashings on which were piled
15,000,000 feet of cut lumber, and row

BACK TO NATURE.

It is a remarkable fact that in Cana-
da, the United States and Great Britain

the people are every year becoming

more addicted to the habit of “living
in tents in the wilderness,” to use a
figure of speech. There are few wilder-
nesses in Canada worth speaking of, as
the abode of desolation is understood

by students of the sacred scriptures.
There are great stretches of practically
uninhabitable territory in the United
States and in Canada also, if you go
far enough towards the Nortkh Dpole.
As for the Islands of Great Britain,
which a facetious Yankee dared not
traverse too quickly for fear ‘of
striding into the “drink,” one would
think forty millions of people could
scarcely be collected there without be-
ing brought into daily communication
with each oth@r. Be these things as
they may, there is a marked tendency
in the 'thHree countries to ‘‘get back to
hature.” This desire is accomplished in
different ways in accordance with' the
special circumstances of the case. We
know something -about the movement
in British Columbia. The canvas vil-
lages alonig the sea beaches are ‘evi-
dences of it. The popular tendency is
not so easily accomplished in Great
Britain because of the density of the
population. Vacant spaces are not so
plentiful there. The consequence is that
the country roads and wayside places
are so thickly occupied with caravans
that legislators have thought it neces-
sary to make regulations for the bene-
fit of the travelling public and to con-
serve proprietory rights in land. So
many people have forsaken their regu-
iar habitations, notwithstanding ‘all
modern convenienees,” that a bill has
been introduced in the House of Lords
providing for certain. restrictions upon
all “movable dwellings.”

The measure defines as movable dwel-
lings all tents except those used by the
army; canoes, yachti, houseboats and
every +description of vehicle provided
with sleeping accommodations, from
the vans of the itinerant showman and
peddler to the saloon carriages in which
well-to-do Englishmen of roving proc-
livities go “land-yachting.” A]l owners
of vehicles v@thln this category are to
be required to register their name, age

The bill is not likely to become law
immediately, if it ever does. It has én-
countered vigorous opposition, and, as

of its having, been introduced at all
seemg to prove that the Gypsles are

‘Prairie schooners’ and
automobiles on tour would -alike come
within its scope. An Upton Sineclair car-
avan would be under the necessity of
‘securing a license and the ‘back to na-
ture’ colonists would be hampered in
their freedom.

“Federal regulation of this sort is in-
conceivable. Its consideration is merély
instructive as calling to mind the re-
markable vogue of tent life, an odd ill-
ustration of which was furnished by the
recent erection of a tent on a hotel roof
top for the accommodation of guests,
and the readiness of citizens to put
aside conventionality and go camping
or embark on caravan tours.”

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DRIFT TO DEATH
ON ICEFLOE

ERICKSHEN AND TWO
COMPANIONS PERISH

Danish Explorers Are Victims
in Tragedy of Far
Northland-

———

Copenhagen, Aug. 6.—Mylius Erick-
shen, the Danish explorer, has met his
death in the Far North. According to
information just received in a tele-
gram to the president of the Denmark-
Greenland expedition, Erickshen and !
two of his companion who sailed on
June 24th, 1906, to the unexplored re-
glons of the northeastern coast of
Greenland, perished in a snowstorm.

The three men were 6n an expedition
over the ice when disaster overtook
them. The exploring party had map-
ped out large tracts of unknown land
and charted the entire northeasteru
coast of Greenland.

Erickehen and hjs companions were
on an ice floe when they were over-
taken by the snowstorm. The floe
drifted out to sea. The provisions of the
explorers soon became exhausted and
they drifted for some days, growing
weaker and weaker, when the floe was
finally driven back ' to the land, the
three men did not have suffiicent
strength to return to the station. They
must have perished on the shore,

The Esquimaux who brought in the
news of the disaster arrived at the sta-
tion in a dying condition, and suc-
cumbed immediately after making his
report.

EIGHT HUNDRED

SUSPENDED BROKER _
'NOW FACES ARREST

Flees From 'Frisco When War-
rant for Embezzlement is
Issued.

San‘ Francisco,” ‘Aug. 6.—Frederick
Dorr, the well-known: stock ' broker,
who last week ceased operations on
the New York stock exchange and Chi=
cago board of trade, and ordered the
closing of his local office, is wanted on
a charge of embezzlement. A wa.rra‘.nt‘
was issued here yesterday for his ar-
rest and it was reported-to Chief Biggy
of the police department that he had
left yesterday afternoon' on a train
bound for Los Angeles.

The accusation against Dorr is made
by H. H. Norwood, a’ broker of this
city. In the complaint he "alleges that
Dorr embezzled 100 shares of the comi-
mon stock of the Chicago, ‘Milwaukee
& St. Paul railroad, valued at $14,000.

Norwood, in discussing the complaint,
said that the stock was given into the
care of Dorr about two months ‘dgo
at. his offices here. When it was an-
nounced that Dorr had suspended oper-
ations, Norwood started an inquiry re-
garding the stock. He was unable to'
see his fellow broker until yesterday.
Dorr returned on Tuesday night frém:
the East, having stopped over at Den-
ver en route. Norwood, who was
among his visitors, demanded the re-
turn of the stock. The explanation
made by Dorr was not  satisfactory,"
and, failing to recelve the securities,
Norwood. decided to take legal ' steps
and cause the arrest of the broker. It
is. understood Dorr left the city a few:
minutes before the warrant was issued.

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AGAIN DISCUSS
THE SPRINKLING

ALDERMEN COMPLAIN
OF WORK THIS YEAR

One of ‘Results May Be Adop-
tion of Frontage Tax for
This Wark.

[
(From Thursday’s Daily).

The question of street sprinkling,
which has given the city council many
opportunities for protest this year,
came up again last evening, when com-
plaint was made about the manner in
which the work is being done, and
Sitreet Superintendent Warwick will be
asked to look into the matter again. It
is quite likely that the result of the
trouble which the council is experi-
encing in regard to this matter this
year .will be that hereafter the work
will ‘be undertaken on the local im-
provement plan, as provided in the
Municipal Clause Act by an amend-
ment introduced by Ald. Cameron when
he was a member of the legislature.
The city has only so much money for
street sprinkling, and although the
eouncil is doing its best to spend it to
the best advantage it is not enough to
properly sprinkle the business sections
of the city, let alone the outlying sec-
tions. Under a local improvement sys-
tem the city would be divided into
small areas which would be much
easier'to look after, and the result, it is
felt, would be more satisfactory to all
concerned even if it should cost the
property owners a little more than at
present.

The matter was brought up by Ald.
Hall at a special meeting of the city
couneil held last evening, when he said
that every dollar tphat the city was
spending for street sprinkling was be-
ing thrown away. When there was no
wind the dust was not so much of a
nufsance, but when there was the
amount of street sprinkling being done
was absolutely unseless in keeping the
dust down. Another thing he would like
to draw attention to was the hours at
which the sprinklers went to work. The
other morning one of them had com-
menced at 11 o'clock, and he had been
fnformed that four days sometimes
passed without a sprinkler being seen
on Store street. Why should the people
of the city as a whole pay for sprink-
ling which, if it benefited any one, did
80 to only a very, very few, If Govern-
ment - street' property owners, for ex-
ample, desired that thoroughfare
sprinkled there was no reason why they
should not pay for having it done.

‘Mayor Hall sald he had looked into
this question while in the east, and had
found that in Ottawa the work is paid
for by frontage tax on the ‘proper?f'

efited. He had brought a copy ©
the by-law with him, and would Sub»
mit it te the couneil, 5

Ald. Cameron explained that Victeria
had power to have this work done in
the same way under an amendment to
the Municipal Clauses Act whieh, he
had introduced when he was in. the
legislature, This amendment had been
passed some years ago, but the city had
never -seen fit to take advantage of it.
_"The point to. be considered in regard to
this ‘year’s work, however, was as to
whether they were getting a proper re-
turn for their money, He believed the
city wes not getting value, There
should be someone to check up the work
of the contractor for; the work.

Ald. Henderson said that sometime

ago he had instructed Mr. Warwick,
superintendent of streets, to look into
the complaints that had been made and
to check up the work of the contrac-
tor. He presumed that Mr. Warwick
was attending to the matter, byt would
take it up with him again. The ‘con-
tractor, he might say, was given vari-
ous’ districts to cover, except on windy
days, when the sprinklers were called
in from the outlying sections and con-
centrated on the business section. As
a result of this there might be com-
plaint in some of the outlying dis-
tricts,
: AM, Fullerton drew attention to the
necessity for sprinkling North Park
street and Yates street. Gravel was' be-
ing drawn along the latter streets, and
a certain amount fell off every wagon,
making an unusual amount of dust, an
effort to allay which he thought should
bé made,

Mayor Hall explained that the work
of sprinkling in Ottawa cost about 4
cents per foot frontage. At the begin-
ning of the year the city was divided
into districts, and the cost of the wark
assessed dgainst the owners of prop-
erty along the streets that were sprink-
led. Any one had the right to petition
against doing the sprinkling on this
plan, and if a sufficient number did so
the work was not proceeded with.

The matter was left with Ald. Hen-
derson for the present,

Ald. Mable brought up the matter of
putting a drinking fountain of some
kind close to the Belleville street whart.
There was no place where visitars
coming in could get a drink. This was
a hardship, especially on youngsters,
quite a number of whom came in on
Sundays.

Ald. Cameron instanced a few Sun-
days ago when people who were taking
things easy on the parliament build-
ings lawn had had to beg a drink at
the private houses in the neighborhood.

Ald. Hall's dog by-law was recon-
sidered, adopted and finally passed, and
is now law. When it was being con-
sidered Mayor Hall said that while
away he had not seen a dog running at
large on the business streets of any of
the cities he had visited, although
there were a few to be seen in the out-
skirts, Any dogs seen up town were on
leash,

The city engineer reported that the
total cost of repaving Goyvernment
street had been $16,736.18, of which the
eity’s shdre was $8,326.38, and the pro-
perty. owners, $8,367,80. The report was
adopted, and the city . solicitors in-
structed to prepare the necessary as-
sessment by-law.

The city engineer’'s reports on the
following local improvements were re-
ceived and adopted, and the work will
be advertised:

Permanent sidewalk on the both
sides of King’'s road, between Rose
street and Quadra street. The total
cost is placed at $1,407, the property
owners’ proportion being $782.30 and the
city’s $624,80, the latter being charged
with the entire cost of the portion in
front of the King's road school.

Grading, macademizing and draining
Ladysmith street, from St. Lawrence
street to Montreal street. The total
cost of the work is $1,561, of which the
property owners’ portion is $1,040.20 and
the city’s $520.80.

Permanent sidewalk on the north
side of Queen’s avenue, between Blan-
chard avenue and Quadra street, The
total cost-is $845, of which the property
owners’ portion is $563.40 and the city’s
$281.60.

Permenent sidewalk on the north side
of Michigan street, between Oswego
and Menzies street, .of grading, ma-
cadamizing and draining and of con-
structing curbs, gutters and boule-
vards (including maintenance) on both
sides of sald stréet, between Oswego
and Menzies streets. The total cost is
$7,739, of which the property owners’
portion is $5,159.80 and the city’s
$2,579.20.

ITALIAN CRUISER
PUGLIA HERE

TRIM WARSHIP IS
LYING AT ESQUIMALT

Entered Harbor to Accompani-
ment of Salutes—Will
Stay a Week.

(From Wednesday's Daily,)

Making her first call at a Canadian
port, the Italian fourth class cruiser
Puglia sailed into Esquimalt harbor this
morning, after lying at anchor during the
night in the Royal Roads, and saluted the
port with twenty-one guns. She is on her
way around the world and has been seven
months away from Italy; coming to San
Francisco by way of Rio Janeiro, the
Strait of Magellan and South American
ports, and thence to Esquimalt. = The
cruiser, which is a smart craft command-
ed by Viscount Lorenzo Cusani and man-
ned by 270 men, will remain seven days
here, during which time her crew will be
allowed considerable shore leave, and will
then proceed to Vancouver.

Upon arrival in Esquimalt harbor this
morning the Puglia was met by L. J.
Quagliotti and Hector Romano Quagli-
otti, who extended a welcome to the
eruiser on behalf of the local Italians.
Dr. Watt, quarantine officer, and other
local officlals were also received on the
war vessel during the morning.

A Times reporter visited the Puglia to-
day and elicited some information regard-
ing the vessel and its cruise up te the
present. Leaving Italy the Puglia crossed
the Atlantic to Rio- Janeiro, where the
United States battleship fleet was met.
From this port the cruiser had an un-
eventful voyage to the Strait of Magellan,
where drifting ice was encountered neces-
sitating anchoring at night and careful
navigation. Steaming easily under two
of her four bolle\fnthe Puglia averaged
eleven knots up the Pacific Coast of the
continent, making a number of calls.
Callao a stay of sixty days was made in
consequence of a dispute between the

At

INCREASING ANXIETY
FOR THE GOOD NEWS

Nothing Heard: of .the Barque
for - Six
Months.

Increasing anxiety is felt in Coast ship-
ping circles for the little barque Good
News, Capt. Erickson, which left Wil-
mington, Delaware, over six months ago
for Tacoma, and has since not been heard
of. Already the rate for re-Insurance on
the vessel has reached 50 per cent., with
indications of another rapid advance.

Whether overwhelmed by storm, sunk
by ecollision with some unknown object,
or lost in one of the many ways that
sailing ships are lost, or whether delayed
by adverse circumstances, but still safe,
the Good News, which is loaded with  a
dangerous cargo of explosives, should
reach port soon—or never.

The Good News, after loading. about 900
tons of powder at Wilmingtor, reached
the Delaware breakwater on January 18th,
where she lay for four days waiting for
a favorable wind before putting out to
sea. About a week afterward a terrific
gale swept the Atlantic coast, and there
is a possibility that she may have been
driven far out to sea or battered to de-
struction.

Although built seventeen.years ago, the
Good News was considered as good a ves-
sel as one a year old, and was insured at
that rate. The Good News is now posted
on the overdue list at 50 per cent., and is
201 days out.

Before starting the Good News was
thoroughly examined, and the timbers
were pronounced sound in every respect.
In her equipment nothing was amitted
that would be an aid in case of trouble
or delay. Sufficient provisions were put
on board for a period of fourteen months,
and thirty tons of fresh water were car-
ried. The water was placed in tanks be-
low, and was not carried above board, as
is usually done.

Captain Erickson, who had charge of a
sister ship of the Good News for eleven
years, was in command of the barque for
the first time, and this Is her first visit
to the Pacific Cogst. There is a crew of
thirteen meén on the vessel, and this lat-
ter fact causes old sea dogs to nod their
heads mysteriously and reverently.

ITALIAN CRUISER PUGLIA.

Trim warship which entered Esquimalt harbor this:morning, and. will
stay here for a week. She is commanded by Viscount Casani,
and carries 13 officers and 207 men, '

various nationalities represented in the
populace regarding the election of a pre-
sident. There was no open hostility, but
the war vessel remained until the excite-
ment had died out and the Italian colony
was no longer in danger. At Panama the
Puglia met the U. 8. cruiser Albany. In
California calls were made at San Diego
and San Pedro. At San Francisco the
Puglia stayed six days, and left on Mon-
day for Esquimalt, having a fairly rough
passage. At 7.20 p. m. yesterday the
cruiser passed Tatoosh and anchored at
a late hour in the roads.

Upon entering Esquimalt a Royal salute
of twenty-one guns was fired by the
Puglia, the Garrison replying with a simi-
lar number. The Puglia will remain a
week, afterwards proceeding to Vancou-
ver, and thence proceeding to the Sound
ports, Portland and Cdlumbia river ports,
San Francisco, and thence to Japan,
from which country the voyage will be
continued by way of the Gulf of Arabia
and the Suez to Italy. :

Like most warships, the Puglia has a
mascot. It is a cat bearing the name of
Ciceia, and has a reputation as a sailor,
having been with the vessel for some
years. At Callao the mascot of the ship
presented the crew of the Puglia with two
kittens, which were given away at San
Pedro and San Diego.

The Puglia is a trim, grey-painted
cruiser, 269 feet long, 41 feet beam and 16
feet draught. She has four boilers, which,
under forced draught, develop 7,000 horse
power, which will drive -her at a speed of
twenty-one knots. She was built at Taran-
to in 1898, and is in the fourth class of
Italian cruisers. Her crew, numbering
270 men, are trained in the use of the
rifle and make an efficiegt landing force.

The Puglia’s armament¥is large for her
tonnage of 2,498 register, It consists of
two six-ineh guns, eight four and seven
ten-inch guns, eight six-pounders and
eight one-pounders, with three torpedo
tubes.

Among her officers are many sons of
Italian noblemen. The full list is as fol-
lows: Commander, Viscount Lorenzo
Lusani; captain, Augusto De Brandis;
lieutenants, Euclide Culiolo, Massimo Ber-
naroli, Giuseppi Giavottg Eduardo Comi-
to, - Gabrielle Ratti; second lieutenant,
Gustavo Galdini; engineer, Italo Casola;
assistant engineers, Frederico Caldelli
and Vincenze Cecere; surgeon, Adolfo
Farese; comissary, Arturo Dionisi.

One death occurred on the warship on
her way to Callao.. Otherwise the cruise
was without accident. The Puglia -is
the second Italian cruiser to visit Esqui-
malt, and is making the cruise as part of
the Italian government's naval pro-
gramme, which provides that one of the
fleet will make a trip around the world
every two years.

UNCERTAINTY
- IN THE MARKET

TIRED- FEELING REPORTED
IN FINANCIAL CIRCLES

Henry Clews & Co.’s Latest |

Announcement Concerning
Trade.

New York, Aug. 1.—The market wears
a somewhat tired and uncertain ap-
pearance. Improving conditions have
already been so fully discounted and
prices have shown such a striking re-
covery, that discriminating buyers
stand off and wait for further develop-
ments. . It seems difficult to realize that
the market is now 20 or 25 points above
the low prices succeeding the panic,
but such is the case; and many stocks
areas high or higher than a year ago,
when" our railroads and industrials
were  doing a profitable business and
steadily increasing their dividends.
Now the same concerns are complain-
ing bitterly of a lack of employment
and are contemplating a reduction of
dividends if they have not already been
lowered. Plainly present prices of se-
curities do not represent current condi-
tions. They represent hopefulness or
expectations of conditions that may or
may not be realized. If they are real-
ized, it is a question whether or not the
good times coming have not been fully
discounted.

Since the market has become so
largely artificial, it is of importance to
closely watch its technical position. The
late advance, while largely based upon
improving tendencies, was mainly the
result of powerful manipulation, as is
usual in all important speculative
movements. The big operators who
bought stocks to check the panic had a
double purpose in advancing the mar-
ket; first to lighten their own burdens,
and second to aid the flnancing of rail-
roads in need of funds by creating a
stronger stock market. In the last
named respect they have been partly
successful. Several important new is-
sues have been floated and the immedi-
ate wants of roads unable to meet their
obligations have been at-least tempor-
arily provided for. The extraordinary
losses in gross and net earnings brought
many of the weaker systems near a
crisis as regards their maturing obliga-
tions, which was only averted by con-
fidence in business revival in banking
circles. One great advantage of the rise
is that it faeijiitated liquidation of im-
portant concerns injured by the panic,
and thus averted further disaster. As
for the stocks bought to stem the panic,
these have only partly been disposed of.
At times there have been very positive
evidences of inside selling, and this is
the weakest element in the market at
present. If the big insiders are quietly
unloading, as seems to be the case,
there is little inducement for buying
stocks; although it is quite ‘possible
that prices may be temporarily’ carried
to a higher level, especially in stocks
hitherto neglected. But, with such a
large amount of long stock awaiting
distribution, it is evident that prices
cannot be carried much higher; ' and
that the market is exposed to a setback
in event of important unfavorable news.
The situation would be bettered were
there a short interegt of some  conse-
quence; but the bear side of the market
is never a popular one, and operations
on short account have been‘extra haz-
ardous ever since the panic.

Outside of the stock market the out-
look is certainly improving. Of course
business is still restricted in volume,
and there are numerous instances of
depression. Many mills are restarting,
many also are still idle. The_iron trade
in accordance with tradition dropped
from prince to pauper, but has turned
the corner and is now on the upward
path, though it has a long journey be-
fore reaching the former stage of ac-
tivity. In the dry goods trade some
surprise was shown at the announce-
ment of two big auctions of cottons and
woolens, aggregating about $3,000,000.
That so large an accumulation was dis-
closed has given expectation that oth-
ers may be forthcoming, However,
these' sales and the competition
will provoke are expected to impart
more activity to the dry goods trade.

The political situation is becoming
less and less a factor in the stock mar-
ket. While Mr. Taft's letter of accept-
ance was not entirely relished in Wall
Street owing to its support of the
Roosevelt policies, still the expectation
that the latter would be enforced in a
less disturbing manner served to coun-
teract an otherwise sense of disappoint-
ment. In this connection the continued
agitation regarding an advance in rail-
road rates should not be lost sight of, as
the advance if enforced might easily
be made a very unpleasant political is-
sue and will certainly stimulate the
agitation for more government inter-
ference. Between loss of revenue on
the one hand and inability to further
reduce expenses on the other the rail-
roads are undoubtedly in a most awk-
ward dilemma. The only true course
for them appears to be to wait, as oth-
ers are doing, for business revival,
keéping down expenses as much as pos-
sible during the interval and cutting
dividends: temporarily if necessary.
‘When business recovers the railroads
will be certain of securing their share,
and in any event they will shestly 8nd

TRIBUTE TO LATE
ALBERNI RESIDENT

John R. McLaren, Who Died
From Gun Acident, Was
Popular in Scotland.

The Alyth Guardian (Scotland) / of
July 10th, contains the following in re-
gard to the life and character of the
‘late John R. McLaren:

“The death 'of this gentleman has
created a deal of excitement in Alyth.
The son of Mr. McLaren, farmer, Bush,
he succeeded the Rev. Robert  Murray
as minister of Alyth parish. The kirk

church; but he returned to - Scotland
after the death of the Rev. Robert
sMurray, and he carried the choice of
the congregation by a very considerable

“Mr. McLaren's voice suited the
church, and he made himself very ae-
ceptai)le to the members of the congre-
gation on the street and on the pave-
ment; and to the poor he was always
humble and even obsequious, conse-
quently he soon became popular,

“His scholarship was fair, as he had
worked himself up like men of the
stamp of Dr. Whyte, and his studies at
home prepared him for & successful
career at St. Andrews University.
There, tod, he was a recognized. athlete,
and in the art of golfing he handled
his clubs with the ease and grace of a
Tom Morris, who indeed was his pre-
ceptor, When latterly he had to resign
it was on condition of his receiving a
substantial subsidy for life; and Mr.
Japp, chiefly on behalf of his wife and
family, pled his cause with good suc-
cess at Meigle presbytery. Mr, Mc-
Taren went to: Alberni, B. C., in the
hope of meeting luck as an agricultural-
ist; and the fact is widely credited that
he acquired success as a government
officer at Alberni. He made a Il}cky
gpeculation in land investment, acquir-
ing valuable sites in one of our most
promising “colonies.

Prof. L. G. Carpenter, director and pro-
fessor of Irrigation, Colorado Agricul-
tural College, the expert who recently
prepared an exhaustive report on irri-
gation ' conditions in British Columbia
for the provincial government, will also
be present and wil] deliver an address
dealing, probably, with some local
phase of the subject.

SWELLING BARLEY IS
SALVATION OF ANUBIS

Wet Cargo Fills Holes and
Keeps Hull Water-
. tight.

The Kosmos steamer Anubis, which is
stranded off San Miguel Island, is one of
the most peculiar of the wrecks that
have occurred on the Pacific coast.
With forty-five feet of water under her
stern, and thirty feet under her bow,
the steamer rests solidly on a sand-
stone ledge for about 100 feet amidships
while around her are great masses of
kelp, which had to be dynamited before
divers could get down to make an ex-
amination.

The Anubis went on the reef, while
making eight knots an hour, and slid
twenty-five. feet along ‘the bottom,
raising herself about three feet above
the reef, which is of sandstone forma-
tion. The keel is so ground into this
that it makes an excellent bed, and
the wreck sits as easily as though
moored to a dock.

The only danger is bad weather. A
few heavy seas and the Anubis would
break her back, dropping from each
side of the reef into deep water. Al-
ready nearly 1,500 tons of freight have
been lightere® from fthe wreck, and
taken to San Francisco by the steamers
Westport, Fulton and Bee. Below the
upper 'tween decks the cargo is worth-
less, being water soaked.

A diver sent down found that hun-
dreds of sacks of barley had swelled
and pressed into the holes in the keel,
thus keeping .out the water, which has
not gained above seventeen feet in the
. jower hold since the Anubis went on the
ledge.

Two cables havé" been attached ta
the bow of the Anubis, and are
anchored several hundred feet toward
the shore line of Flea' island,

The wrecking schooner Greenwood,
of the Whitelaw Wrecking Company
has placed a boiler aboard the Anubis,
in which steam is generated to work
the winches in hoisting out the cargo.
When the proper times comes four big
pumps will be brought into play, operat-
ed by four bollers and steam -supplied
by vessels which will stand alongside.
As soon as all the undamaged cargo is
taken from the wreck, she will - be
patched up, and she will be towed off.
The officials of the company are confi-
dent that the big freighter wiil be
saved.

WORK ACHIEVED BY
BRITISH HOUSE

Out of Twelve Measures Fore-
shadowed in King’s Speech
Only Two Pass.

—

London, Aug. 3.—Of twelve important
measures foreshadowed in the King's
speech at the opening of parliament in
January, just two had.been passed up
to the adjournment on Saturday for the
summer vacation. These were the
Irish University bill and the Old Age
Pension bill, neither of which was
opposed in principle by the opposition
although the House of Lords amended
some clauses of the pension bill, only,
however, to have them rejected by the
House of Commons and to accept the
rejections when the bill was returned
in its original form.

The old age bill will become opera-
tive on January 1, 1909, so that only
three months will be chargeable to the
present financial year and no great in-
crease in the budget will be necessary.
For the first full year, however, the
ministers estimate that six million
pounds sterling, will have to be found.

'RUSSIAN MINES

PROMISE WELL

ARRIVAL FROM NOME
TELLS OF PROSPECTS

Operations Are Being Carried
on by Various Companies
in Siberia.

After nine years spent in Nome and
its vicinity Capt. John Sundback was
in the city yesterday on his way to at-
tend the grand lodge of Eagles at Se-
attle as delegate from the Alaskan
mining town. Capt. SundbacK is past
worthy president of the Nome Aerie,
the most northerly lodge in the world,
and in January he was presented with
a handsome heayy gold locket, mdde of
Nome gold by a Nome jeweller, and
containing a suitable inscription,

Great attention is being given to Si-
beria at the present time, .according to
Capt. Sundback, and the Pioneer Min-
ing Comapny, which is the chief con-
cern in Alaska, has a band of experts
working in Russian territory on a con-
cession secured from the Russian gov-
ernment. 8o far there have been excel-
lent indications, and the company has
increased its force. The Siberian Ex-
ploration Company is also operating in
Siberia, on the shores of the Behring
Strait,

Some time ago a party of the miners
and experts sent over by these com-
panies were brought to Nome on the
steamer Corwin, accompanied by* the
governor of Siberia, who was voted a
“jolly good fellow” by the men of
Nome and feted for three weeks.

Referring to conditions in Alaska,
Capt. Sundback said that mining had
been retarded this year by exception-

lly dry weather. However, there were
good prospects, and  the Pioneer Min-
ing Company anticipated a yield from
its workings of $8,000,000. ‘““Nome is
destined to be a mining camp for some
come,” said the captain.
‘There have been some fairly big
quartz discoveries lately, and there ap-
pears to be plenty of gold in Alaska
yet.”

With the exception of a few notable
mining concerns Capt Sundback says
that mining is being mainly carried on
by individuals. Speaking of the Gug-
genheims, he said that it was generally
known -in the north that this concern
owned the Daily Nugget, Nome’'s lead-
ing. newspaper, and -also the Seward
Peninsular railroad. . The' Nugget had
been purchased by Dr. Whitehead. dur-
ing the past year, Whitehead is head of
the Nome Safe Deposit & Banking Com-
pany, q_nd represented thesGuggenheims
in theddeal. S )2,

Capt. Spundback, who is heavily in-
terested in properties about Nome, has
had an eventful career.  He formerly
traded between South ‘Am@rican ports,
but later came north =t&«Seattle and
then made his way to Alaska by way
of Dawson in 1899, sincé which time
his present visit is thefirstifelease from
the country.

All went
well until a point two miles west of
Burlingame was reached. There the
upper of two roads is marked by a
steep grade.

Tries to Hit Bank.

Fearing that she could not guide the
hugh tonneau in safety to the bottom
of the grade because of the rapidly ac-
celerating speed and the sharp turns
in the road, Miss MsCormick endeavor-
ed to run close to the embankment on
the upper side, hoping that the friction
of the wheels would have the effect of
gradually forcing the car to slacken its
speed until she could again gain control
if it. Suddenly one of the front
wheels struck a large rock, causing the
car to turn sharply to the left despite
the young woman’s efforts on the steer-
ing gear and the next moment the ton-
neau dashed down . the steep declivity,
striking head on against a large tree
thirty-five feet below.

Plunging down the embankment at
a terrific speed and stopped with such
suddenness when the car struck the
tree, the occupants were hurled out as
if shot from a catapult, landing in the
hard road fifty feet below. Mrs. Mec-
Cormick, her daughter Clara, and the
infant son of Mrs. O’Brien were killed
instantly. All three struck on their
heads. - The body of Clara lay across
that of her“mother.

Mother and Baby Die.

Mrs. O'Brien. and her little son Ira
died at the Guild hospital, in San Ma-
teo, as a result of the injuries received.
The little boy passed away at 5.30 and
his mother an hour later. Miss Mc-
Cauley is at the same hespital, to which
the inhjured were rushed by a passing
automobile, with two broken arms and
many bruises. Ethel McCormick is at
her home, suffering from a sprained
ankle and shock.

Mrs. McCormick is the wife of
Thomas A, McCormick, president of the
McCormick Iron Works, in this ecity,
and Ira G. O’'Brien, the husband of Mrs,
O’Brien, is the proprietor of the Key-
stone Manufacturing Works, in San
Mateo. Both families are prominent in
society circles of this city and San
Mateo.

On Saturday afternoon Mrs, Freder-
jck Marriott, the wife of a well-known
San Francisco publisher, and James D.
Gilbert lost their lives in a similar acci-
dent near Los Gatos and three others

It was a story told by a whaler who
retired from the sea when the catch of
the deep sea game had so fallen off that
there was no longer any profit in a cap-
tain’s lay even with the added earnings
from the slop chest. But as it has been
confirmed by the zoologists of the fish
commission the truth of the story is
unassailable,

When the whales were stil] frequent
along the lanes of passenger travel
across the western ocean nothing was
more common thdn to see the great
beasts hurling their tons of bulk clean
out of the waves and after a flight
through the air, falling back into the
sea with an enormous splash and jets
of foam, a spectacle néver failing of in-
terest to the ocean tourist but not due
to any gleesome rtive disposition on
the part of the leviathan of the deep.

Quite the contrary, the breaching of
the whale is no fun for the beast, it is
a frantic effort to rid himself of the
torment of earache. ' There is a marine
crustacean whose aim in a maritime
career is to pester whales to the verge
of endurance, and there seems reason
to believe that some whaleg have been
driven insane by .these tiny parasites.
It is a crab of about the size of that
which is found in the oyster. = When
it lodges on the whale it infests the
inner surface of the\pvelids and the
ear. By swift rushes on the surface
the whale is able to clear his eyes, but
the crab in the inner ear cannot.be dis-
fodged. by ‘any such means. “One can
only imagine the ninety foot anguish of
a whale when one or more of these
tiny foes walk with needle pointed
elaws up and down the drum’ of his
ear. Hence in the effort to dislodge
the pest the .performance which seems
so picturesque to the voyager.—New
York Sun. o

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MORE PAVING T0
BE UNDERTAKEN

SALT WATER MAINS
TO BE LAID AT ONCE

Pipes May Be Borrowed From
Those Intended forihe New
Distribution Syster.

It is possible that the city may be
able to do a great deal more paving
this year than was expected, thanks to
the timely arrival of the pipes for the
new waterworks distribution system.
After the initial steps haa been taken
in connection with the paving of sev-
era] streets the council decided upen
the installation of a salt water system
of fire protection, the pipes of which
would traverse several of the thorough-
fares to be paved. At one timelit was
thought that owing to this fact the
paving work on these streets would
have to stand over until next year, but
the waterworks pipe having arrived
earlier than it was originally expected
it is being arranged that some of these
pipes -should be borrowed for.the =malt
system until the pipes for the latter
arrive.

The pipes for both have been pur-
chased from the same firm, the Staun-
ton Iron Works of Nottingham, Eng-
land, and are in every way identical
About half the waterworks pipes, ins-
cluding a quantity of 8 and 12-inch
pipes such as is required for thé salt
water system, as well as smaller sizés,
will be delivered here within a day or
so and the balance will arrive early in
September, while the pipes for.the salt -
water system are due the latter part of
that month. The borrowing of a few
thousand feet of pipe from the water-
works department for a month or so
would not' interfere with the progress
of the work on the new distribution.
system for there is a lot of pipe of
other sizes to be laid which can be
done first.

The streets on which it . was feared
that pavihg work would be interfered
with through -the laying of the salt
water mains- include Broughton from
Wharf to Douglas streets, Broad stréet:
from Fort to Broughton streets, and
Government street from Fisguard to
Johnson streets. In addition there ara
salt water- mains to be laid ‘on Store .
and Whart streets. the - paving of the
former of which is already passed
while that of the latter ig at present
being dealt with by the council. In ad.
dition to the 8-inch main for the salt
water: system to be laid in Store and
Wharf- streets there is alsp an S-inch
main for. the new distribution saystem
also to be laid in them. Nothing in the
way -0f paving will, therefore. be done
on either of these streets this‘year. I
present plans go ahead, however, the
work of laying the salt water mains in
the portions of Governmeni RBrough-
ton and Broad streets, already mien--
tioned, will be carried through with as
(little-delay as possible, and && soom A
this has been done the work wf paving
will be ‘proceeded with, ; 5

If this work goes ahead it wili make-
a record year for the city in fhe mat- -
ter of paving. ‘Already ths powtion of
Broad street between  Johnsom and
Yates streets has been paved #s well
as the portion of Fisguard !_tregtz',‘.,l_m-;
tween Government and ‘Store Streety;
Fort street between Government and '
Whart ‘streets, and Langley ‘strest,
while Government street has beén e~
paved from Humboldt 0 JohnAson
streets. Preparations are now undér
way for the paving of Courtney street
from Wharf to Douglas streets, the
grading being already done, while Fort
street is also to be re-paved bhetween
Government and Douglas streets. Mat-
ters in regard to the paving of Whart
street are.in statu quo for the time be-
ing. It wds at first proposed to pave
this with wooden blocks similar to.
those being used on other streets, but
a proposal was advanced to use vitri- .
fied brick instead.. The city engineer
thereupon prepared estimates - of the.
cost of vitrified brick and wooden block
pavements and also: of macadam and
tar macadam roadways and the prop-
erty owners along the street were ask- .
ed to say which they preferred but so
far they have not done so. :

The council has also declared the de-
sirability of paving Belleville street
from: Government to St. John street,
but as there is an 8-inch: water main.
for the new distribution system to be
18id ‘in that street from Government te -
‘Menzies nothing further in the matter /
‘ct paving will be done this year, dut
it will be taken up next year when the
causeway will also be done. This means
that next year’'s counci] will take office

-J'swith quite a list of paving works ahead

of it, for besides this poriion of Balie-
ville street, the Causeway and Store
‘and. Wharf streets it is quite likely
that some of the other work may mnot
'be completed. When the paving werk
‘which the council now has under con-.
sideration has been completed it will
mean that practically the entire bus-.
fness section of the city as well as the
‘road from the Belleville street wharf
to the heart of the city and most of
ithe way from the outer wharf will be
paved. The portion of the road te the
outer wharf which will not be paved
will be macadamized so that there will
be a first-class road from there to the
ceéntre of the city which should give
visitors & much more favorable im-
pression than they can have at present
after being bumped along over a rough
road from the wharf to whatever hotel
they may have chosen as their stopping
-place while here,

COUNCIL SENDS
HELP TO FERNIE

THOUSAND DOLLARS
\' _~_VOTED.FOR PURPOSE

Board of Trade Proferred Aid
—No Reply Re-
ceived.

(From Tuesday's Daily.)

. The city council at its meeting last
night passed an emergency grant of
$1,000 to the Fernie fire sufferers and
the money was wired to W. W. Tuttle,
mayor of the afflicted eity, through the
Bank of British North America the
first thing this morning.” It was the
first business taken up by the. coun-
cil last night and the vote was passed
unanimously.

As soon as the minutes had been
read, Ald. Pauline brought the subject
up, He’ said that the council should
not proceed “with its business before
taking some steps in regard to 'the
grievous’ calamity which had visited
East Kootenay, where forest fires had
swept ‘away the town of .Fernie and
neighboring communities, rendering
homeless ' hundreds, if not thousands,
and ‘causing the deaths of scores if the
present accounts were correct. At the
moment of speaking there were pro-
bably thousands of people camping.in
the opén on the blackened ground of
what was but:a day or so ago .a pros-
perous and ' fertile country. Nearby
towns and cities in British - Columbia
as well as in.the country to the south
had rushed food and clothing to the
sufferers for immediate use. Victoria
was Some distance away from ' the
scene of the -disaster and he felt that
any contribution from here should be
in ‘the shape of money which could be
forwarded by wire to-night if it were
thought ~advisable and certainly not
later than' the morning for in .such
cases he gave twice who gave quickly.
He would, therefore, move that $1,000
be forwarded with the least possible
delay, which amount could be in-
creased if later reports showed that
additional assistance were -necessary.
The money should be sent to the mayor
of Fernie, or some other responsible
party, who would see to it that . it
would be properly distributed.

Ald. Norman and.. McKeown both
seconded’ the resolution, . which was
unanimously -adopted.

This morning Acting Mayor Cameron
sent the money through the Bank of
British North Amefica to Mayér Tut-
tié of Fernfe; and ‘dispatched’the fol-
lowing wire:

GIRL DROWNS IN VIEW"
OF HER PLAYMATES

Twelve-year Old Ladysmith
Child Meets Tragic
End.

Ladysmith, Aug. 3.—A sad drowning ac-
cident occurred this morning by which
Mary, the twelve-year-old girl of Mr.
and Mrs.  Wm. Kesserich, met with a
tragic - end. Mary and “some smaller
brothers and sisters had -gone out to play
and took:the road 'to the Wellington Col-
liery Company’s dam, where the water of
a running creek is stored for the purpose
of driving the ‘“‘washer” at the bunkers.
Beneath the dam there is a narrow chan-
nel worn in the rocks to a depth of over
five feet, while all-around there is ideal
shade for a:picnic party.”

The young folk “were out for a picnic in
their way, and- some -of them got down
to the. rocky channel of _the . . creek.
Among these were Mary Kesserich and
Stephanie. Slogard. . The rocks .are. slip-
pery, and the first hint of danger came
‘when 1fttle Stephanie slipped and almost
slid into the¢ deep channel. Happily a big-
ger girl in the person of Agnes Burke had
happened along, and she, with Mary Kes-
serich, drew the little one out of the cut.

Undismayed by the dangers of the place,
the little ones continued to play around,
and a few minutes after Mary Kesserich
slipped right in. The chanenl is only
about 5 or 6 feet wide, but the edges are
slippery and none of the many children
around could or dared to reach out to the
struggling girl. - Mary cried out for ‘help
and struggled for life, but she was unable
to save herself and no help was forth-
coming, and in full view of her playmates
she sank to the bottom of the channel.

Meantime one of the children had run
off home to get help, and Mary’s distract-
ed father raced off to the scene of the
accident. He plunged right into the chan-
nel and brought his little girl out, but she
showed no-trace of life. "Quickly he bore
the body home, and Dr. Frost, who had
been summoned, tried every means of re-
suscitation, but without avail. The little
one had been too long in the water and
life was extinet. This is the first drown-
ing accident of the season here.

MINISTRY AND G. T. P.

Yesterday afternoon a settlement
was arrived at ‘between the provincial
government and D’Arcy Tate, repre~
senting the G. T. P. looking to the ap-
proving of the plans of Prince Rupert.
For eight weeks Mr, Tate has been in
the capital in; gonnection with his mis-
sion and many sittingg of the execu-
tive have been-held in which this sub-
ject has beem‘taken up. The question
which has been under consideration for
the most parg Tias been that of ‘the di-
vision of ‘the water front lots. ;

According to: the agreement made be-
tween  the' p nce and the company
and embodied in legislation passed
last session the water front lots are to
be laid off with.a frontage of not.less
then 1,000 feetoon: the ‘sea  fromt. “Of
these lots_the.province has one choice
and‘the comilliny thisd ind 5o 'on.

The negotigtipns which have been in
progress were for the purpose of ad-
justing the location of water front lots
so that on the part of both parties con-
cernéd the Holdings: should not be
Lroken up so as to be of little practical
use. ' The comipany, on its part,’ has
sought sufficienft to allow for necessary
terminals.- ‘The government, " on the
other- hand, has sought to provide for
sufficient watef frontage and have the
blocks so situated as to preserve the
public interests,; independent of the G.
T. -P.’s rights. '

In a harbdr like that of Princé Rup-
ert, where there fs a long stretch of
deep water suitable for wharfs, the
task should not be a difficult one,
While the exact distribution of lots is
not announced- by - the government
pendirig the final settlement being
reached, it isradmitted; that divisions
have been arranged for-which will give
the province water lots at °different
points .along the harbor front in some
cases exceeding ‘the 1,000 foot limit.
Reciprocally the'G. T. 'P. is to be
given its water front.in blocks which
it is thought will be sufficient to serve
that company's needs for terminals.

‘T0 DISCUSSION

BIDS FOR CARBONS
SUBJECT OF DEBATE

Council Refuses P.ermission to
Withdraw Offers and Sub-
mit Cthers.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

One of the chief subjects of discus-
sion at last night’s council meeting
was the question of what to do with
the tenders received for 50,000 carbons
for the electric light department. Al-
together three tenders had been re-
ceived, but, two of the tenderers,
Hutchison .Bros. & Co., Ltd., and Hay-
ward & Hawkins, of this city, yester-
day afternoon asked permission to
withdraw their tenders and substitute
others in their place. Thes€
tenders, it was explained, were due. to
the fact that both firms had received
wires from the manufacturers yester-
day afternoon which would necessitate
a change in their figures, These second
bids were not received . until after 4
o’clock yesterday, the time set for the
closing, and the question came up first
as to whether these second tenders
should be admitted. It was decided
that they should not and the next point
was as to whether all tenders should
be sent back and new offers asked for,
an intimation being given that Hutch-
ison Bros.’ and Hayward & Hawkins’
second figures were lower than their
first. This step, however, was alfo
decided against and Acting-Mayor
Cameron proceeded to open Hutchison
Bros., & Co.'s and Hayward & Haw-
kins’ first tenders as well as one from
the National Garbon Company, of
Cleveland, Ohio. The last was found
not to comply with the specifications
but it was referred with the other two
to the city electrician and the pur-
chasing agent for report.

The tenders of the three firms were
as follows: Hutchison Bros. & Co,,
Limited, $771.25; Hayward & Hawkins,
$745.50, and the National Carbon Com-
pany, $40,000 at $8.50 per thousand and
10,000 at $5 per thousand. This 'last
tender is f. o. b. at the factory in
Cleveland, Ohio, and does not- “come
within the specifications which require
delivery in- Victoria.

When the time for opening the ten-
ders arrived, Acting-Mayor Cameron
sald he would like to draw attention
to the fact that two of the tenderers
had asked permission to withdraw
their bids and to submit others, after
the hour for receiving them had ex-
pired. "The reason of this was that
both firms had received wires from the
manufacturers allowing them to modify
their figures.

Ald. Norman said he knew personally
that this was correct and he favored
leaving the matter over for a week.

Ald. McKeown did not. like hurting
any one but there hdad been frouble
in the past over tenders and he favored
going ahead with the consideration of
the tenders complying with. the speci-
fications.

Ald. Norman said that Hayward' &
Hawkins’ second tender was lower
than their first. )

Ald. Fullerton took umbrage at any
one talking to an alderman about a
tender put. If a tenderer wished to
change his figure ‘why did he not do
so in writing to the council.

Ald. Pauline seconded a motion by
Ald, McKeown that the council pro-
ceed to the consideration of the ten-
ders, which complied with the specifi-
cations.

Ald. Norman moved in amendment;
seconded ‘by Ald. Hall, that all ten-
ders be returned and that new tenders
be advertised for to be in in two
weeks’ time.

The amendment was voted down and
the motion to open the tenders was
carried and acted upon.

The request of J, E. Smart, secretary
of the Agrieultural Association, that
the council place at the disposal of
that .organization the $10,000 granted
toward erection of new buildings to re-
place those burned last winter, was
referred to the finance committee for
favorable consideration.

A communication from Dr. J. 8.
Helmcken, asking the eouncil to carry
out its agreement with him regarding
the extension of Vancouver street to
Wallace street and the providing . of
some permanent means of carrying off
the rain water from Beacon Hill park
by way of Park road to Vancouver
street ~was peferred to the streets,
bridges and sewers committee.

McPhillips & Heisterman wrote on
behalf of Thomas Plimley, asking $1,-
200 compensation for a strip of pro-
perty 150 feet long and ten feet wide
at the corner of Niagara and Douglas
sireets- belonging to him, on which the
city has laid a sidewalk. - Mr. Plim-
ley is about to erect a fence and he
desires to know where he shall place
it, intimating that if the city does not
pay him for this property he will fence
it in. The letter was referred to the
city engineer for report to the streets,
bridges and sewers committee.

A request from Richard Daverne
that the city pay him $200 due on his
contract with the city in 1906 for the
supply of sand, was referred to the
city engineer to report to the streets,
bridges and sewers committee.

William J. Beamish’s request for a
water supply at the corner of King’s
road and Prior street was referred to
the water commissioner.

Capt. W. E. Gardiner enclosed a bill
for $40 for removing the old scow from
the Gorge. It was referred to the
finance committee for favorable consid-
eration.

The sanitary inspector reported that
while there was some rubbish in the
rear of Odd Fellow’s block on Douglas
street, there was nothing unsanitary,
but he had ordered that the place be
cleaned up.

FRENCH STRIKE FAILS
TO MATERIALIZE

Only Typesetters Go Out at
Call of Federation of
Laborers.

Paris, Aug, 4—So far as could be
learned yesterday the 24-hours’ general
strike in Paris, which was called by the
General Federation of Labor as a pro-
test against the killing of strikers at
Vigneux last week, was not as ‘exten-
sive as the leaders had planned, No
violence so far has been. reported. The
infantry and troopers whici were mass-
ed at. the central points of. the city
found nothing to do, as everything was
orderly. ; :

Many- of the employees. called gut ab-
solutely refused to. join.the movement,
the  principal - success
found. in the tieing .up of the news-
papers, such journals as the Gil Blas,
the Siecle, the radica] Petit Republique
and the Libre Parole, failing to appear.
It was declared ' yesterday .that the
strker§ were centering their . efforts
upon. the newspapers and. electricans,
thereby hoping/ to .incommede the
public. The bakers and gas men report-
ed for work as usual. The under-ground
railway trains are running on time, and
the life of the city is apparently- nor-
mal,

Later in .the day more complete re-
ports indicate that the strike, except
in case of the typesetters, was prac-
tically a complete failure. The ‘electri-
cians did not strike and a great ma-
jority of men engaged in other trades,
and even the laborers who were large-
ly responsible for the Vigneux riot, re-
ported for work. _All the afternoon
newspapers yesterday announce that
they will appear as usual.

DOG BY-LAW PASSES
THROUGH COUNCIL

Ald. Hall’s Measure Receives
the Endorsation of the Al-
dermanic Board.

(From Tuesday’s Daily.)

Ald. Hall’s dog by-law at last passed
the city council, consideration of it hav-
ing been completed last night. The
measure as passed will, it is expected,
prove satisfactory to all. It has the ap-
proval of all the leading members of the
Kennel club and also of the business
men of the city, who have suffered
heavy loss through dogs being allowed
to run at large upon the streets of the
city. \

One of the most important provisions
of the by-law is the one prohibiting
dogs from running at large within the
fire limits. Hereafter all dogs must be
held on leash when in the fire limits and
any canines found running-‘ at large
there, whether or not they carry the tag
showing that the license has been paid
are liable to be impounded. The fire
limits which now constitute a’restricted
area for dogs starts at the corner of
Discovery street and the waterfront and
runs east along Discovery to Store
street, along Store to Pembroke, thence
easterly to 120 feet east of Douglas
street, along a line 120 feet east of
Douglas_street to Figuard, along Fis-
guard to Blanchard to Courtney, west
along Courtney to Humboldt, along
Humboldt to Blanchard and thence to
Bellevelle to the corner of the latter
street and the Causeway and from
there along the waterfront to the corner
of Discovery street.

The bylaw had been re-drafted before
being taken up last evening but one
more amendment was made, the age at
which puppies become liable for license
fees being raised from four to six
months, With this change the bylaw
was passed and will come up for recon-
sideration, adoption and final passing
next Mondy. g

Winnipeg, Aug, 4—What will be t
extent of damage wrought by the pro-
longed drought on the spring
¢crop can only be determined
threshing returns, but the - past
night of extreme and altogether
usual heat has played sad havoc with
estimates made in the middle of July
regarding the average yield and total
crop,

Much. of the spring wheat was
caught by the torrid wave in the milk
stage, and_although there was lots of
moisture in the ground to withstand
any ordinary drought, the intense and
prolonged heat has beyond question
checked the development of the grain,
tending to parch it and prevent the
fattening out of kernels such as
would have taken place under average
F‘onditions. What proportion of wheat
IS so affected remains to be seen, but
it is not likely more than 25 per cent.

On the other hand plentiful rains and
cool weather are urgently needed this
week to restart growth and give the
shrivelled shoots and straw a chance
to recuperate and perform their duty
by the ear.

Cases of black rust, well authenti-
cated, are reported from North Dakota,
but none so far have made their ap-
bearance north of the boundary, and
southern Manitoba is quite free from
this scourge, as is also the rest of the
Canadian prairie west.

‘With normal conditions from now on
the country should safely harvest a
good average crop, which with the big
area seeded should total well over a
round hundred million bushels, and the
prospects are that an unusually large
percentage of wheat will grade high.
The drought, although undoubtedly
deleterious, has so far not been suffi-
cient to compromise the general pros-
pects of a good crop, but there is of
course danger should it continue un-
broken for -another week.

St. Swithin proved a miserable hoo-
doo - for the people of the west, for
practically no rain has fallen since the
drenching of the defunct Saint’s anni-
versary.

In southern Alberta good progress is
being made gathering the winter
wheat crop, which is~*turning out
splendidly, being so far ripened as tg
be unaffected by drought. ¥

DEMANDS OF OAK BAY
-BEFORE CITY COUNCIL

Reeve Oliver Subrﬁits Agree-
ment Showing What Muni-
cipality Wants.

Oak Bay’s exact demands in regard to
a water supply were placed before the
city council in the form of a draft agree-
ment submitted by Reeve Oliver, follow-
ing a request made by some of the alder-
men last week that he should set forth
the municipaljty’s desires in writing.

Municipality “can practically . obtain a
supply, to the exclusion of -the Municipal-
ity from any rights therein, there should
be imposed on the- City a corresponding
obligation to supply the Municipality
with water; Witnesseth:

1. That the City hereby acknowledges
and assumes an obligafion to supply and
agrees to supply the Municipality with
water in reasonable quantities, at a rea-
sonable price, of the best quality that for
the time being the City may be in a posi-
tion to supply, and under reasonable con-
ditlons generally.

2. All differences between the parties
hereto arising hereunder shall be settled
by arbitration pursuant to the“provisions
of the Arbitration Act.

It is heéreby declared to hé the. intention
of this agreemernt to assure to the Muni-
cipality, its residents and ratepayers, the
same treatment by the City In the matter
of water supply as they would be entitled
to and would receive if the Municipality
were a part of the City.

Trail, Aug., 3.—Development is being
carried on throughout the different por-
tions of the Le Roi mine, and it is look-
ing well, The 1,660 and the 1,550-foot
levels are improving, and are develop-
ing in & satisfactory way.

Reginald Hanson Asks Council
for Consideration for His
Wire<haired Terrier.

Because his’ pedigreed dog Trewanta
‘Weaselle has killed one hundred rats this
year Reginald Hanson thinks she is en-
titled to a free licenge, and has written
to the city council asking for it, at the
same time intimafing that if such dogs
have to be led on strings, as required by
Ald. Hall's dog by-law, Trewanta will
not-be able to kill any more rats. In con-
cluding his letter Mr. Hanson asks that
the. sanitary inspector be requested to
replace a.rat trap taken by him from the
old Brown & Cooper store on Johnson
street, which is owned by him.

The council did not take kindly to any
of Mr. Hanson’s suggestions. The letter
rather non-plugséd some of the members,
and Ald. Pauline inquired: “Do I under-
stand that it is necessary to catoh the
rats in traps before Weaselle catches
them?”’

Acting Mayor Cameron—*No, as I un-
derstand it, Weaselle. catches them with-
out, the aid of traps.”

Following this the letter, which read as
follows, was filed:

Gentlemen:—I have to request that in
consideration of my wire-hair fox terrier,
“Trewanta Weaselle,”” having during this
year already killed one hundred rats
(withdut the assistance of traps, etc.),
she may be presented by the city with a
free license,

At the rate pald by the city for rats,
viz.,, 650 cents a dozen, this terrier has
earned, say, $4. As my licenses have
been taken out for this year I should be
glad of either a refund or another gratis
license for my ‘‘Trewanta Earth Stop-
per,’” at present under age.

affirm that the wire-hair fox terrier
“Trewanta Weaselle” has caught and de-
stroyed one hundred rats during the time
mentioned, and I make this declaration
conscientiously believing it to be true
and by virtue of an act entitled ‘“An Act
to dispense with wvoluntary Oaths and
Affidavits.”

I have furthermore to express my re-
gret that if the dog-lead section of the
new regulations becomes law rat killing
by my terriers will be prohibited and stop-
ped until they shall have mastered the
secret of successfully killing these vermin
whilst being led by a short dog chain.

Whilst addressing the council on the
subject of a free license for “T. W.,” I
may state that this celebrated wire-hair
terrier has added lustre to the already
dazsling renown.of Victoria by winning
in Vancouver, New Westminster and this
city no less than nine first, eight second
and two third priZes on the show bench,
thus entitling her to be distinguished
from the class of street curs against
which the council is so commendably di-
recting its efforts.

ASKS COUNCIL
10 STAND COST

ATTORNEY-GENERAL’S
PEGULIAR REQUEST

Asks City to Indemnify Gov-
ernment in Carroll Liquor
Case Appeal.

(From Tuesday's Daily,

One of the strangest requests that
the city has received for some time has
just come to it'from Hon, W. J. Bowser,
attorney-general of British Columbia.
The head of the law department in this
province, in" a letter to the city solici-
tors, asks that the city indemnify the
government against costs in the ap-
peal of the conviction secured against
Estelle Carroll under the Municipal
Clauses Act for selling liquor without
a license. A

In this case Estelle Carroll was con-
vieted by Magistrate Jay under the pro-
vincial statutes and fined $200, follow-
ing which her counsel, J. A. Aikman,
applied to Chief Justice Hunter for a
writ of certforari which- was refused.
Following an appeal by the city against
the order of Chief Justice Hunter,

quashing the conviction of his client on
a charge of keeping a disorderly house,
Mr, Aikman appealed the court’'s de-
cision in the liguor' case.

The attorney-general refused to ap-

a4l the disorderly house casé unless
the city indemnified the government
against costs, and now he asks the city
in the liquor case also to indemnify the
government before he will defend a
conviction secured under the provincial
statutes, If the city will do this Mr.
Bowser intimates he will allow the city
to nominate a lawyer to defend the ap-
peal.

Under the Municipal Clauses Act the
city’s part in-any . prosecution ends
with the conviction of committal for
trial. The province is supposed to be
responsible for any other legal pro-
ceedings which may be necessary.. In
both these . Carroll cases Mr, Bowser
has asked the city to step in and as-
sume the duties and liabilities of the
attorney-general's department. In the
case of the convicition on the charge of
keeping a disorderly house .the
civil authorities felt bound to ac-
cept the attorney-geperal's terms for
it is felt - that if the decision of the
chief justice in this matter is a cor-
rect interpretation of law it is practic-
ally impossible for the police te get
a conviction against any one on this
charge.. Coming on top of this the
request: that. the city make itself re-
sponsible for the defence of the liquor
conviction is taken, in circles where
the significance of the request is un-
derstood, as adding ‘insult to injury.
It is thought that the least that the
government can do is to defend a
conviction secured before its own
magistrate and under its own sta-
tutes.

'The city, solicitors in their letter to
the city council informing them of the
attorney-general’s request advised
that they could see no reason for com-
plying with it, -but .suggested that the
attorney-general be asked to brief W.
J. Taylor, K. C., city barrister, to con-
duct the defence. The matter was re-
ferred to the solicitors again.

GREAT AIRSHIP
IS IN RUINS

BLAZING MACHINE
FALLS TO PIECES

Zeppelin Craft Explodes, After
Being Torn From Its
Moorings.

Stuttgart, Aug. 5.—During a storm
to-day the Zeppelin airship broke away
from its moorings, took fire, and dis-
appeared in the air.: Several persons
weré ‘injured.” . Count® Zeppelin, ‘how-
ever is.safe. . a ¥ .

+The airship expleded- during a thun-
derstorm .at’ 3 o’clock’ this afternoon.
It had first burst ‘into flafnes and is
supposed to have been struck by light-
ning. The last report from Echterden-
ing says the balloon is ruined.

The storm blew up unexpectedly. ,A
balloon
from its anchorage and drgqve it in a
southwesterly direction for fifty yards.
Here the rear end of the great fabric
dropped and smoke and flames burst
out from one end to another. In a
second came the explosion. A great
column of fire shot upward into the
air, This was followed by the crash-
ing down to the earth of the motors
and frames that had been attached to

the under side of the airship. Several

bystanders were khocked down.
Work of a Lifetime.

Zeppelin’s airship had just completed

the most reniarkable voyage in the bhis-
tory eof aerial navigation. It left the
Lake of Constance yesterday morning for
a trip to Mayence and return. The ma-
chine responded absolutely to/the con-
trol of its pilots and was navigated over
the Lake of Constance, down the valley
of the Rhine, over Strassburg and several
other cities and was expected back at its
starting point this morning.
.#Count Zeppelin' has devoted his lifetime
and his personal fortune to the develop-
ment of airships. The vessel that was
lost to-day was the fourth he has con-
structed. When his own means had be-
come exhausted the German Reichstag
voted him $125,000 to conduct further ex-
periments, and number four was the re-
sult. The German government agreed to
purchase this .ship on condition that it
fulfilled - certain requirements, the prin-
cipal one being that it'remain in the air
24 *hours and land on terra firma. This
stipulation had not been fulfilled.

The airship was 443 feet long with a
diameter of about 54 feet. It tapered to
a blunt point at the bow, while at the
stern were various rudders and frames
used In steering.. It was fitted under-
neath with two independent platforms,
each carrying a motor capable of develop-
ing 140 horse power. Sixteen passengers
had been taken aboard at one time.
Sleeping accommodations were provided
for the crew, and an apparatus was in-
stalled for the dispatch and receipt of
wireless telegraph messages.

CITY DISPOSES
OF DEBENTURES

TORONTO FIRM TAKES
" UP OPTION ON THEM

Figure Secured is Understood
to Be Ninety-two—An-
nouncement To-night.

(From Wednesday’s Daily.)

The eity has disposed of its deben-
tures amounting to about $840,000 to
G. A. Stimson & Co. of Toronto, who
had an option on them at 92. This
option was first given to June 30th,
but owing to difficulties in the money
market Stimson & Co. were unable to
handle them and were given until July
31st to do so. They have taken up the
option and the debentures will likely
be delivered to them shortly. The op-
tion was at 92 and, it is understood,
that this
deal has been, closed.

The issue includes $619,000 for the new
waterworks distribution system and
the improvement of the Elk lake and
the pumping facilities there, $70,000 for
the salt water high pressure system,
$89,500 for school purposes, $25,000 for
fire protection purposes, including the
purchase of new equipment and the
erection of two new fire halls and in
the neighborhood of $25,000 for sewer
construction purposes. The school de-
bentures include the $70,000 voted in
April last for a new site and the erec-
tion thereon of a new school in the
northern portion of the city and the
purchase of a new site in the south-
eastern -section, and $19,500 of the $36,-
500 issued for the Victoria West school
which have remained unsold.

As the debentures are being sold at
92 it means that the .city will realize
about $65,000 less than their face value.
The sale of the debentures will likely
bring to a head the discussion between
the school board and the city council
as to whether the former is required
to pay- the latter the face value of all
debentures issued for school purposes.
The matter has been taken up by the
school board and a conference with the
finance committee of the city council
is to be held.

An official announcement regarding
the sale of the debentures will be made
by Mayor Hall at to-night’s council
meeting.

CANNOT COMPETE

HILL EXPLAINS LOSS
OF PACIFIC TRADE

——

Great Northern’s President
Says “We Are Not a Sea-
faring Nation.”

That the United States “‘has no flag
on the ‘high seas,” that it “is not a
sea-faring .nation,”” and- that' competi-
tion with the Japanese steamship lines
on the Pacific,.is. hopeless under pres-
ent conditions;sare among the explan-
ations given BgoJames J. Hill, of the
Great Northérh! for the coming with-
drawal of the steamship Minnesota and
the abandonmierit of the trade by the
HIill interdsts, ‘.

A dispatch from St. Paul, Minn,,
says: Annouhcement that the Hill
lines had. abandoned the marine por-
tion of their share in the frade with
Japan and China, while retaining af-
filiation with Japanese steamship.lines,
came-as a shock to many people of the
Northwest, but’it was not news at all,
according to James .J. Hill, chairman
of the board of, directors of the Great
Northern.

“Why,” exclaimed Mr. Hill, as he
paced up and down his office to-day,
“our Pacific trade has been gone for a
year. As long as fifteen months ago
I told them what was coming.”

Asked if the action of the American
transcontinental roads in withdrawing
from the Pacifi¢ - carrying trade was
due to resentmeént 'at the action of the
Interstate Commerce Commission, Mr.
Hill replied:

“Resentment? ‘Neo, the commission
can’'t be blamed for enforcing the law.
# “The Pacific trade was given up be-
cause it did not pay. America to-day
has no flag on the high seas, or might
as well not have, for we cannot com-
pete with any other country, and must
hand the load over to anybody who
asks for it.

“The only way for us to do in the
Pacific trade would be for the railroads
to own their own steamships and run
them at heavy loss, which they cdn-
not be expected to do.

“We are not a seafaring nation. We
have no sailors, though under the law
Americans must constitute two-thirds
or three-fourths of the crews. You
see how impossible competition is. We
must pay sailors $30 a month in gold
and the Japanese get them for $10 in
silver,” \

TWO NORWEGIANS ARE
BRINGING JAVA SUGAR

Thyra and Elsa, of Wilhelmsen
Fleet, Chartered for Van-
couver.

Bound for Vancouver with over 5,000
tons of sugar for the B. C. Sugar Re-
finery, the Norwegian steamship Thyra,
of the Withelmsen fleet, is reported
leaving a Java port. After discharging
the Thyra will load on the Sound for
Australia, The B. C. Sugar Refinery
Company has also chartered the steam-
ship Elsa, of the same fleet, which will
leave in October, arriving at Vancou-
ver in December, /

There are already three vessels of the
fleet owned by Wilhelmsen & Company,
Tonsberg, at Vancouver, The Transit
and Thordis, under charter to McKen-
zie Bros.; and the Tricolor, which is un-
loading sugar from Cheribon, Java.
With the arrival of the Thyra and Elsa
five of the Tonsberg line,  which con-
tains a total tonnage of over 260,000,
and includes thirty steamships, Wwill
have been seen on the British Columbia
side this year.

MAYOR HALL IS
AT WORK AGAIN

ARRIVES HOME FROM
THE TERCENTENARY

Speaks in Enthusiastic Terms
of Quebec Celebration—
Beautification of Victoria.

Mayor Hall was hard at work at the
city hall Wednesday getting in touch
with affairs there after his visit to Que-
bec to attend the tercentenary celebra-
tion there, having arrived home last
evening after an absence of three
weeks. He speaks, in the most enthu-
siastic terms of the celebration, every
detajl of which worked out to a nicety.

Mayor Hall made good. use of his |
time while away. Besides attending the [
tercentenary he looked into municipal
problems in Montreal, Ottawa and To-
ronto. One of ‘the matters he investi-
gated was that of street construction,
and in this connection had an interest-
ing talk with Newton J. Ker, city engi-
neer of Ottawa. Mr, Ker was engaged
as city engineer of Victoria previous to
Mr. Topp's appointment, but when
news of this reached Ottawa the coun-
cil of that city raised his salary, and
he remained there. He has paid several
visits to Victoria, and has looked into
street construction here, and told_‘
Mayor Hall that Victoria has as good
streets as any city of its size that he
knows. Hé also said that conditions
for the construction of roads were
particularly good in Victoria, and
strongly approved of the use of wooden
blocks, such as are being put down
here now, Where lumber is plentiful, he
thinks, no better roadway can be laid.

His worship saw great changes in the
east since he. was last there. Ottawa,
for example, where he lived 32 years
ago, he could not recognize. The coun-
try around it had been cleared and
placed under cultivation, while the city
itself was changed beyond semblance
in its former self. Much had been done
by the Dominion government toward
the beautification of that city, an an-
nual grant of a large sum being made
for that purpose, This brought home
to his mind, as nothing else could have
done, the claims of Victoria on -the
government of British Columbia for a
corresponding measure of assistance.
Saskatchewan and Alberta were mov-
ing in this direction in regard to their
respective capitals, Regina and Edmon-
ton, and a similar move was expected
from the Manitoba government in re-

gard to Winnipeg. As a result of the |

government’s assistance. ‘Ottawa had
beep made into a city of which the peo-
ple of the Dominion might well be
proud, and there was no reason why
the people of the provinces should not
have like cause to be proud of their re-
spective capitals, Victoria had the ad-
vantage over any other capital city in.
Canada In' " the matter of natural
beauty, and with a moderate assistance
from the government could “easily be
vastly improved. Even as things stood
he had seen no, place: while away that
he liked better, and was glad to be
back.

During his trip he had found that
Victoria was not by any means the
only city in the country that had a

water question on its hands. Toronto
and Montreal were both wrestling with
a like. problem, and the former was
spending $2,000,000 to secure the desired
relief. Victoria had one advantage,
however, it would be out of its difficul-
ty before either of these cities, and
when the new distribution system and
the salt water high pressure system
where in operation, this city would
have a water supply and fire protec-
tion second to none in.the country.

Of the tercentenary celebration May-
or Hall said words failed him to de-
seribe it. Every detail was well ar-
ranged and there was not a hitch from
start to finish. During the week the
celebration was in progress the city
was crowded’' with thousands upon
thousands from all parts of Canada,
the United States and even the Old
Country. From one end of the week to
the other it was a series of pageants
of one kind or another so that a person
was kept busy seeing it all, The prop-
er Imperia] touch was lent to the oc-
casion by the presence of H. R. H. the
Prince of Wales, Earl Roberts and oth-
er representatives of the Old Country
while its international character was
attested to by the representatives of
France and the United States.

The pageants were participated in by
over 2,000 men, women and children,
while upwards of 20,000 of Canada's
“Soldiers ‘of the King” were present.
The milltary review was a magnificent
spectacle and at the conclusion of it
Ear] Roberts warmly congratulated all
who took part in it on its success.

-The final event of the celebration,
and one that was singularly appropri-
ate, was the marching side by side- of
the armies of Wolfe and Montcalm,
with banners of England and old
France flying, to the monument erect-
ed to the joint memory of the two
heroes of the Plains of Abraham.

Mayor Hall speaks in the highest
terms of the manner in which the rep-
resentatives of the various cities were
looked after by the Quebec civic au-
thorities. He and Mayor Bethune, of
Vancouver, went east together and
stopped 'off at Ottawa, where they were
entertained by Hon. Willilam Temple-
man. They arrived at Quebec in com-
pany .with W, Ward, president of the
Union of Canadian Municipalitjes, and
were officially welcomed by the deputy
mayor. Mayor Hall visited H. M. S.
Exmouth, the flagship of the British
squadron at the celebration, the C. P.
R. Atlantic liner Empress of Ireland,
which report says may be transferred
to the Pacific coast, and the Dominion
government boat Arctic, where they
were welcomed by Capt. Bernier, of
north pole fame. He also attended the
state ball given in the parliament
buildings and this, with the other
scenes of the great celebration, will
live long in his memory.

‘While in Quebec Mayor Hall was a
guest at the Chateau Frontenac, while
in Montireal at the Place Vigier and the
Windsor, choosing a different hotel for
each stop there, at the Russell in Ot-
tawa  and at the King Edward in To-

He has returned,
however, better pleased than ever with
British Columbia, which he places far
above Europe as a place to live in.
Considerable disagreeable weather was
cncountered during the stay in the
British Isles which did not tend to
creatée a favorable impression in his
mind with respect to that part of the
world as a place of residence, and
when seen this morning the Lieut.-
Governor could not speak too highly
of the province.

Durjng his tour he visited Monte
Carlo where he enjoyed the climate
but as a business man he could not
understand the feverish disposition on
the part of so many visitors to indulge
in the games of chance. They be-
came insane in their gambling propen-
sitfes.

At the shipyards where his yacht
Solaura was built and elsewhere Mr.
Dunsmuir had an opportunity of seeing
the conditions of the laboring classes
in the old land. He could not fail to
contrast them ,with the happier condi-
tions which surrounded laborers in this
country. Mr. Dunsmuir has the repu-
tion of being most considerate to men
employed by him and he says that he
felt exceedingly. sorry to see the con-
ditions under which the old country
laborers did their work and lived.
Treated -with little consideration by
those who employed them and but
poorly fed the lot of many of these
workers was a deplorable one.

The yacht Dolaura is coming around
by Cape Horn. It will proceed under
slow steam and should reach here
about October. Speaking of the cruise
to the Baltic and his meeting with the
German Emperor, Mr. Dunsmauir re-
marked upon the wonderful interest
which the Kaiser took in all matters.
He inquired about  British Columbia
in all its aspects, giving attention to
the. hunting and ‘fishing -facilities - it
had. All these were enquired into by
him. As soon as the Dolaura appeared
in the Kiel canal in the next lock to
the Emperor’s yacht inquiries were
made by him as to whose vessel it was.

ABOVE WATER LINE

Beechley Tied Up by Libel at
Nome After
Salvage..

®rom Tuesday's Daily.

Twelve days from Nome, to which port
she went with 3,700 tons of coal from
Ladysmith, the Watts-Watts steamship
Greenwich, Capt. Robert M. - Horn,
reached William Head at 1330 o’clock last
night. The steamship is very foul, having
been in the water for eleven months, and
will be dry-docked for cleaning and paint-
fng. In.collision with ice off Nome, the
Greenwich sustained damage, having &

late near. the bow on the starboard side

oled, and three others dented. The
damage, however, is all above the water-
line and will be made good out of-dry
dock.

Capt. Horn to a Times reporter to-day
said that the Greenwich did not encoun-
ter any ice until within 30 miles of Nome,
mithough she was hampered by heavy
fogs. Leaving Ladysmith on June 22nd
the Greenwich was off the Alaskan port
on July 3rd, when, in a heavy fog, she
collided with some heavy ice sustaining
the damage as described above. The ofil-
xcers of the seamship spent an anxious
night. . They could not see the ice and
had little opportunity of judging its ex-
jtent.

On the 4th several hours were spent in
fruitless attempts to break through the
pack, but several hours saw the Green-
‘wich hardly advance her own length. On
the 5th the pack began to break away,
and the steamship reached Nome safely
on the 9th. She laid there discharging,
and left again on the 22nd of July, having
an uneventful voyage to port. The holed
plate is forward of the collision bulk-
head on the starboard side, and well above
the’ water line.

The Greenwich brought news of the de-
tention of the steamship Beechley, which
nlso took B. C. coal to Nome, gt the lat-
ter port. The Beechley, as reported sev-
eral weeks ago, went aground, and a con-
siderable expenditure was necessitated in
salvage operati When the Beechley
arrived at Nome the vessel was libelled
for these expenses, the) captain having
considerable trouble i adjusting the
ship’s affairs. It is bellgved that this
has now been done, and thgt the Beech-
ley is now on her way, tB Esquimalt,
where she will dry dock for sirvey.

FIRE AT MIDWAY.

Phoenix, Aug. 5.—The C. P. R. sta-
tion at Midway was destroyed by fire
at'2 a. m. yesterday, the railway and
express companies’ books only being
saved. H. R. Stevenson, the agent, who,
with his wife and family, resided up-
stairs, escaped, but all their household
furniture was consumed. Passenger
coaches standing on the track opposite
the depot were got out of the way af-
ter ‘a slight scorching.

NEW SAWMILL FOR
NORTHERN TOWNSITE

Preparations to Furnish Lum-
ber for Building of Prince
Rupert.

Prince - Rupert, Aug. 4. —Extensive
preparations are now being made for
the furnishing of lumber by the various
sawmills for the building of the city of
Prince Rupert. In addition to the sev-
eral local sawmills a Vancouver syn-
dicate will this week commence the

, erectién of two sawmills with a com-
bined daily capacity of one hundred
thousand feet. When these mills are
compléted in two months’ time the
daily output of the varlus mills within
& radius of 50 miles of Prince Rupert
will be fully half a million feet per day.
It is, however, fully expected that lum.
ber will have to be brought from Vic-
toria and Vancouver in scowloads when
the buijlding boom actually starts here.

Campbell, Irwin and Johnson, who
have the contract for clearing the
townsite of Prince .Rupert, are nearing
the completion of their contract and
another three weeks will finish the
work. When this is done another con-
tract for stumping the land will be let.

SAPPERTON BRIDGE
COLLAPSES WITH TRAIN

Structure Spanning Brunette
River is a Total
Wreck.

New Westminster, Aug. 5—The bridge
over the Brunette river at the Brunette
sawmills, Sapperton, broke down yes-
terday, with C. P. R. locomotive No. 400
and box car 'No. 45842 upon it, the train
falling into the river. The crew es-
caped injury.

This trestle bridge was built several
years ago to carry the C. P. R. spur
over the Brunette river from the lum-
ber vards to the sawmills, and is the
s2cond constructed on that side for this
purpose. Yesterday. the engine had
teen backing across the bridge and had
crossed it in safety once, when engaged
in swritehing operations, and was cross-
ing for the second time when without
a moment’'s warning the bridge com-
menced to settle, and.the crash came.
The bridge went out on the west side,
the rails snapping, and the engine, ten.
der and car slipped into the stream.
The powerful locomotive is tilted up at
an angic of 45 .degrees, the tender is in
the river with the box -.car, part of
which is smashed in, and wrenched off
the wheel trucks at a corresponding
angle the opposite way. - The bridge it-
self is a toial wreck.

JAP CONSUL’S DREAM.

Vancouver, Aug. 5.—Hon.. C. Yada,
Japanese consul here, has cabled. the
Japanese foreign office suggesting that
arrangements be made with the Jap-
anese chambers of commerce to in-
vite representatives of the Vancouver
board of trade to attend the reception
to be accorded the American fleet in
Japanese waters. The Pacific coast
cities are sending over large delega-
tions for the celebration, and advan-
tage of the visit will be taken to study
trade relations between the United
States and Japan. Mr. Yada thinks
that although the celebration  is iIn
honor of the American fieet, Canadians
should be in attendance, and antieci-
pates a favorable reply to his cable-
gram.

HAD STORMY TRIP.
City . of Puebla Reached: Port This
Morning From San Francisco.

After g stormy passage from San
Francisco the Pacific Coast steamshio
City of Puebla, Capt. Shea, reached
port this morning with 194 passengers
and a full cargo. Eighty-two tons of
general merchandise were unloaded
here and the Puebla then left for Se-
attle.

LONDON'’S BEGGARS.

It is calculated that 4,000 persons make
a living in London by begging, and that
their average income amounts to about
$7.50 a week, or over $1,500,000 a year. Last
year 1,925 persons were arrested for beg-
ging in the streets, of whom more than
1,500 were sentenced to terms of imprison-
ment varying from one week to three
months. Many of these objects of char-
ity were found in possession of sums of
money, and even of bank-books showing
very handsome deposits.

$4,900 FOR A SERMON.

The miost costly bit of preaching in the
world was delivered on Whitsunday in
Elberfeld, 2 town in Rhenish Prussia, on
the River Wuppa. The preacher received,
for a sermon lasting about half an hour,
a sum of $4,900. The origin of this cus-
tom dates back to the year 1690, when a
wealthy French Baron named Favart
died and bequeathed a legaey to the Pro-
testant church in that town, on the under-
standing that every year a clergyman
selected from among those holding the
poorest ‘livings in the diocese should
preach a short sermon extolling the good
deeds of the.deceased Baron.

—An addition will- be added to the
furnishings of the Church of Our Lord
(Reformed Episcopal) with the advent
next Sunday of a desk-shaped lectern
in memory of the late wife of Rt. Rev.
Bishop Cridge, who passed away . onf
December 19, 1905. The Ilectern was
purchased in Ottawa at the instance of
the bishop, who desired that the $200
in gold presented him by his congre-
gation on the oceasion of his 90th
birthday on December 17th last should
be used for that purpose. Bishop
Cridge will read the Ilessons next
Sunday morning, and special prayers
of consecration and thanksgiving will
be offered up. The inscription on the
lectern reads as follows: “This lectern
has been placed in this church for the
glory of God and in memory of Mary,
the beloved wife of the Right Rev.
Bishop Cridge, D. D., obit Dec. 19,
1905. Mary, who bestowed much labor

upon us.—Romans, 16th chapter and
6th verse.”

CAPTAIN OF ASSUAN
FACES RECORD FINE

Penalty of '$25,000 for For-
getting Bills of
Health.

Unless . Captain R. Paessler, master
of the Kosmos liner Assuan, which ar-
rived in San Frarcisco harbor last
week, finds some acceptable excuse, or
some .one of influenee enough to be
felt to intercede for him, he will have
to pay a fine of $25,000 for bringing the
steamer into San Francisco without a
bill of health.

The law provides that a fine of $5,000
may be levied on any master who
brings a vessel into an American from
a foreign port without a bill of health.
As the Assuan madeé four foreign ports
in addition to her home port before
arriving at San -Francisco, = Collector
Stratton has applied the simple mathe-
matical formula which resultsin the
largest flne ever. imposed for anv
similar offence. &

Collector Stratton says that he has
referred the matter to Washington and
that the leniency, if any, will . come
from headqguarters,

QUEEN CHARLOTTE SUICIDE,

New Light Is Thrown on Death of Allan

Vancouver, Aug. 5.—The evidence of the
coroner’s inquest-into the sad case of
Allan G. Reid, manager of the townsite
of Massett, Graham Island, one of the
Queen Charlotte group, who committed
suicide by shooting himself two weeks
ago, shows conclusively that for a long
period the young man was not respon-
sible either for his acts or his words.

Hé had.come from New Cascades, Ont.,
and having joined the Anchor Investmeént
Company at its head office at Winnipeg,
had been appointed manager of its fine
new townsite at Massett, being seemingly
anxious for the post.

That he took small disappointments
keenly was clearly shown at the inquest.
A remarkable circumstance was the find-
ing of fifty-two dollars in the personal
effects of the -deceased, which was sur-
prising in view of his statements that he
was without a*dollar. This further in-
dicated that hé was not responsible for
what he sdid, either to those¢ on the ranch
or in his last letter to the company.

“Reid was often morbid and often talk-
ed of committing suicide,”” was .the state-
ment made to the coroner by C, Harrison,
the only one at the ranch on the morning
that Reid had told him that he frequently
awoke in the mprning with a curious feel-
ing in the head-.‘‘as if ‘he were crazy.” He
had also stated that he had once been out
of-his ‘mind. -

Henry . Edenshaw' added a pathetic light
to the cause of this, declaring that (Reid
had told him that his mind had once been
so seriously affected by workipg in the
hot sun that he had been lafd up for eight

months. “The day previous o the tragedy |
That he was !

had been excessively hot.
therefore not responstble efther fer his
statements at that time, verbally or in
writing, seems fully established.

VANCOUVER NORMAL SCHOOL.

Vancouver, Aug. ‘5—The . contract
price for the new Normal school  at
Faijrview, which was awarded to James
McLuckie, <is stated to be $59,900. .

A RACECOURSE POLICE COURT.

Ascot is the only racecourse which has
a police court on the premises, .and a
magistrate sitting in readiness to admin-
ister immediate justice to evil-doers. The
reason for this is at one Ascot meeting
George IV., as. Prince Regent, was the
object of personal violence, and in his hot
rage he decreed that a magistrate should
henceforth attend the races, in order to
mete out punighment to pedple instantly
after their arrest by the police. Since
then this custom has always been ob-
served.

Fires are reported too from Glenora,
a few miles from Duncan. The fire at
Duncan after travelling about three-
fourths of a mile was put out some
days ago. At the base of Shawnigan
lake and in the immediate vicinity of
Goldstream fires are still smouldering.

ALBERNI HAS WELL
EQUIPPED HOTEL

“The Somass” Beautifully Sit-
uated is of Up-to-date
Design.

Alberni, Aug. 3.—The hotel built for
A. E. Waterhouse at New Alberni was
thrown open to the public on the 20th
inst. and formally named ‘The Somass’
in compliment to the: river of that
name at the mouth of which it is sit-
uated and whose silvery reaches form
a part of the beautiful view to be ob-
tained from the hotel windows.

The hotel was designed and built by
the contractor, G. C. Mesher, well
known in Victoria, and he .is entitled
to much credit both for the skill shown
in the plans, combining a pleasing and
graceful style of outsde architecture
with a most careful utilization of in-
door space giving economy of time
and labor to the staff and comfort and
convenience for the guests,—and also
for the thorough and substantial man-
ner in which every detail of construc-
tion has been carried out.

The building is ot four stories ex-
elusive of basement and attics. It is
finished outside in natural stained
shingle and the outline of the build-
ing is broken by. arched balconies on
each story, so arranged as to give a
castellated effect to the architectural
design.

Inside the building, which contains
72 rooms in all, can be seen at every
turn evidence of a determination to
afford its guests every possible com-
fort and convenience.

On the ground floor are found the
office, dining room, ladies drawing
room with kitchen in rear. The bar,
smpking room; card room, etc. are in
an annex adjoining the office. The din-
ing room is capable of seating 60
yguests and like the drawing rgom ad-
joining, commands a beautiful view of
the river with the old town mnestling
at the foot of snow topped mountains
in the distance. On the second, third,
and fourth floors are the bed rooms,
both en suite and single. They are
large and airy with high ceilings; each
ie connected with the office by elec-
tric bells. On each floor is a fire es-
cape communicating by French . win-
dows with a central passage ensuring
rapid escape in case of fire, Each floor
has bath room and lavatory with an
abundant supply of water pumped from
a well sunk to bed rock and with ce-
ment walls to guard against any pos-
sible contamination.

In the basement -are located well
lighted sample rooms for the conven-
ience of travellers, and a barber’s
shop and private laundry will shortly
be added; here also is the furnace of
the- hot ‘air heating plant, specially
constructed for the building and with
radiators In every room and passage
in the house. The house is lit by gas
manufactured by a private plant, and
giving ample pressure for the 100 lights
installed in the building. - .

The whole furniture and fittings are
in‘the Mission style and was designed
and manufactured entirely on the pre-
mises by the corntractor who imported
machinery specially for the purpose.
The woodwork in the public-offices and
bedrooms is finished with a Mission
stain to harmonize with the furniture.

Thé ' hotel is situated a short dis-
tance from the proposed terminus of
the railway from Nanaimo and within
two minutes walk of the wharf where
the C. P. R.’'s West Coast steamer
from Victoria- calls each way on its
weekly trip and the same distance
from 'post office, telegraph office, doc-
tor’s office, livery stable, etc. Ample
garage accommodation is provided by
the hotel and launches can be hired on
short notice.

The hotel was designed specially to
provide facilities for catering to a first
class tourist and family traffic and cer-
tainly nothing has been omitted to ac-
complish the desired object.

The acreage of the new seam
most the same as that which is 1
worked by the Extension tunnel,
coal is of the same high quality, ang
it is expected, will be cheaper to work
as there is none of that admixture of
dirt which has added so much to the
cost and difficulty of mining at Exten-
sion. Also, so far as is indicated by the
several bore-holes  that have been put
down, the seam lies almost level for
the most part—a. great factor in the
working economy of a mine.

A spur is being laid from the com-
pany’s Extension track to the spot ge-
lected for the sinking of the shaft. Good
progress has been made with the grad-
ing and so soon as the road has heen
completed a start will be made with
the shaft. A modern pit head will be
puti.up and appliances and machinery
to maintain or exceed the present daily
;output from the Extension mines will
be installed.

The new mine gives a fresh lease to
the life of the town. The knowledge
that the Extension mines had only a
few years of life left to them, and the
‘absence of any definite- knowledge as
to. anything -elsein sight, have more
than anything else retarded the pro-
gress of the city. Since this news has
leaked out prices and values en pro-
perty and real estate  have  already
jumped, and one bears rumors already
of ‘projected enterprises. The town
has in short fallen heir to a period of
unexampled prosperity.
