Fred. W. Goodspead, the boy crimin-
al, whose career of misdeeds has so
shocked the community within the past
year or so, -was Thursday mor-
ning for the second time
called upon to stand trial
for a crime hardly less grave than that
for which something less than a year
ago he was indicted.

Goodspeed showed the same
coolness’ and and self-possession
which, during the former trial,
interested spectators who had
gatheréd in the court room. It was not
ad large or as excitedly interested as
the crowds which attended 'the Hig-
gins trials, about a year ago, yet. its
one topic was Goodspeed. In the hum
of suppressed voices the name . of
Goodspeed’ often became audible. The
boy has lest nothing in interest, if he
has in sympathy. His Honor Judge
Landry, to whom quite strangely fell
the “lot of dispensing justice . to
Goodspeed, as he did to his companion
in crime, Higgins, about a year ago,
entered the court room at prec¢isely 10
o’clock.” A few . minutes - afterwards
Goodspeed, in charge of Constable Raw-
lings, entered the court room and took
his place in the doek.

Scott E. Morrell, who defended Good-
speed- in his former trial, again con-
ducted his defence, while Hon. H. A.
McKeown prosecuted. After Mr, Mc-
Keown had moved for trial, the roll of
the petit jury was called.

The prisoner was then arraigned. He
stood up and appeared to evince the
closest interest in the indictment as it
was being read by the clerk. To the
question: “What say you to this
charge?’’ the prisoner answered in clear
tones:® “Not guilty.”

The arraignment “being concluded,

the empannelling of a jury was pro-
cepded with.
" Beott . Morrell, for the prisener,
peremptorily * challenged Peter J. Ar-
nold, John Candon, Patrick Cassidy and
Wm. May Sinclair. Mr. McKeown, for
the crown, objected to John - Walsh.
The panel when finally made up com-
posed the following: Albert McArthur,
John H. Walker, James Bault, Jacob
Colwell, Robert Reid, Charles E. Scam-
mell, Fred Seely, Michael Ryan, Chas.
A. Doherty, Robert C. Tilley, J. Allen
Turner and . J. H. D. Turner.

Mr. McKeown, in opening. to the jury,
said that the charges against Good-
speed were four. The first alleged that
Geodspeed assaulted his guard with in-
tent to kill. The rest of - the charges
placed the prisoner’'s motive on a low-
er plane. It would be detailed by se-
veral witnesses to be called how he
was at first allowed free intercourse
with the inmiates of the Boys’ Indus-
trial Home, where he was ‘confined,
but sometime afterwards for good rea-

ms to the authorities of the place, the
orisoner was Kept apart from the rest
of the inmates. Mr. 'McKeown then
rehearsed the circumstances of Good-
aspeed’s assault upon his guard. Mr.
Marr - would dstail the circumstances
of the assault when called as a' wit-
ness. The matter of intent as well as
matter of fact would have to be con-
"sidered by the Jury.

Charles F, Marr, the Kkeener upon
whem Goodspeed made the assault,
was the first witness called. He said
he had held the position of keeper at
the Boys' Industrial Home since last
June, after Goodspeed was placed there
in confinement. On the day on which
the assault was made he was going
albout his ord'nary duties and nothing
out of the ordirary had occurred wup
to the evening.  Sixteen of the boys
at the home slept in a large dormitory,
while Goodspeed was kept in a room
by himself. The room in which Good-
speed slept was part of the big-dormi-
tory, partitioned off. Goodspeed’s
room was sccured by a padlock and
two buttons on the outside.

On that night Goodspeed was plac-
ed in his room about six o'clock. The
other toys were put to bed at half-
past eight. He had never had any
quarrel with Goodspeed. After he put
the other boys to bed, he went to his
own room: As he was passing, Good-
speed called to him and asked him to
get him a drink of water. He went
and got the water and soon returned.
As he opened the door to enter Good-
speed’s room he received a blow on the
back of his head from an iron bar,

The bar was produced by the wit-
néss.

The witness, eontinuing, sald that
after recelving the blow he wheeled
round and asked Goodspeed what he
meant. He replied that he meant no
harm, but only wanted to get clear of
the place. On that day Mr. Longley,
the superintendent, was absent on a
customary visit to the city. The wit-
ness, continuing his deseription of
Goodspeed’s attack upon him, said that
Goodspeed followed up his first blow
with three others. On searching Good-
speed’s cell afterwards, he discovered
a long, ordinary table knife. The bar

had specially made the room for Good-
Speed. Its dimensfons were 51-2 feet
by 6 feet. There were no gratings on
the window of his room,

To Juryman Scammell witness said
that Goodspeed’s room wasg sufficiently
lighted to allow of his reading,

Under cross-examination witness said
that Goodspeed was in the reformatory
a month before he was allowed to be
with the other boys. He was ordered
by the board to build the room in
which  Goodspeed was afterwards
placed. Pressed to give his reasons
for the building of the room witness
said it was mainly for convenience,
and also that the place in which he had
been previously kept was not suitable.
Witness also received orders from the
board to allow Goodspeed to go with
the other boys and to mingle with
them somewhat.

Within the last year he remembered
the chairman of the board visiting the
home. He had also seen Mr, McKeown
there since Goodspeed has been in the
reformatory. Goodspeed was put with
the other boys because of the visit of
Mr. McKeown, and some members of
the board. Magistrate Ritchie
and Mr. Tilley had also vis-
ited . the place. Three of the
boys who are at the reformatory now
attempted to escape. As a punishment
they were locked up. On the night of
@oodspeed‘s attack upon his guard, he
went up to Goodspeed’s room. He ad-
mitted hitting Goodspeed. He gave
three or four strokes across the hips.
He did not think he hit him over the
shoulders, although such a thing might
possibly have occurred.

Goodspeed had made an attempt to
escape some time previous.

Witness left the door of Goodspeed’s
room in such a way as to discover if
he would attempt to escape, In this
way he discovered that the door had

{ been ' tried from the inside.

Mr, Longley admitted that if Good-
speed’s‘intention’ was escape he could
have got away more easily by way of
the windows of his room.

Clerk Willet, ‘of the Supreme court,
was next examined as to the court re-
cords in reference to the trial of Good-
speed in January last.

This closed the case for the crown.

Mr, Morrell, in opening the case of
the defence, first offered in evidence
the written testimony of Mayor White.
This, Mr. Morrell said, would be all the
evidence he would have to offer.

The court adjourned at 12.30 and re-
sumed again at 2.15 in the afternoon,
when Mr. Morrell commenced ~his ad-
dress to the jury on behalf of the
prisoner. His main argument was that
Goodspesed while at the reformatory
was treated altogether differently from
the ctker boys there, He was confin-
ed in a cell, and at time received pun-
ishment that was cruel. As a result
of this the boy committed the assault.

Hon. H. A. McKeown in his address
to the jury for the prosecution asked
them to consider the prisoner’s action
and words. They may judge from his
action and words whether he intended
to murder or not. It was true that
Goolspced had been kept apart €rom
the otkers hoys, but the board of man-
agement was responsible for that. Tak-
ing into consideration the past conduct
of Goodspeed it was thought advisable
to keep him apart from the other bays
as much as possible. It was clear be-
yond a doubt that the prisoner com-
mitted an assault. From the evidence
before them they would have to.judge
his intention.

Mr. Justice Landry in his charge to
the jury said that Goodspeed was com-
mitted to the reformatory, and while
there assaulted one of the guards. He
certainly did it with some intention.
While it was impossible to give direct
evidence of his intention, yet they
could apply any knowledge they might
have to determine upon the intention.

The conduct of the officers of the in-
stitution could only be used to deter-
mine upon the intention of the prison-
£€r. The fact that he had secured a
bar of iron in his cool moments
was strong evidence that he premedi-
tatéd the assadlt. - -

There was evidence that he was not
treated like the other boys. But the
jury must consider that the welfare of
16 other boys had to be looked after.
Did the officers of the institution act
in the interests of the other hoys or
through malice? It was their duty to
look after the 16 boys even if the 1t7h
had to suffer.

If the prisoner did that which was
likely to result in death recklessly he
would certainly be guilty of intent to
murder. Did the use of an iron bar
repeatedly show that he simply want-
ed to get the guard out of his way
that he might make his escape, or did
he do it reckless of whether he died
or not from the blows?

The prisoner’s first intention was
to get away. It was for them to judge
whether he assaulted with intent to
kill or to commit grievous bodily harm,
‘or to escape.

The jury after being out about half
an hdur returned a verdict, finding

vor to obtain an interview with Lord
Onslow and Mr. Chamberlain during
their visit to Scotland in October.

Obstruction {is something of a
science. The tactics involved in an all-
night debate. are interesting to men
who have had enough sleep. Mr. Lan-
caster, of Lincoln and Niagara, is the
man who probably should be award-
ed the laurel wreath in -this connec-
tion.

There is a fair prospect of trouble

JOSEPH PULITZER,

(Everybody’s Magazine.)

Joseph Pulitzer was born in the very
heart of the masses, in poverty and
obscurity. He was born under. a flag
of oppression, born of a savagely op-
pressed race, born into conditions
which could nét-" fail ‘to stir a good
mind of generous instincts to a pas-
sionate hatred of injustice, a passion-
ate longing for equality and freedom.
He came to this country a mere boy,
and, several years before he was of
age, served in the Union army in one
of the German regiments, At the end
of the war, he was mustered out into
poverty, but with some knowledg'e of
the English language and some ac-
quaintance with the politics and peo-
ple of this country. Perhaps the most
amazing instance of his triumph over
difficulties is his learning of the Eng-
lish language—learning to speak and
write and think it with perfect fluency,
with an® accent so slight that it is
never noticeable unless one listens for
it—with a knowledge of synonyms and
shades of meaning that would’ excite
the wonder and the envy of a'student
of English to whom it was the mother
tongue.

For a few years he had a romantic
but a cruelly hard career as day labor-
er, politician in the Germn quarter of
St. Louis, German newspaper reporter.
By incessant toil,’ by a marvelldug ex~
hibition of mental and physiéal ca~
pacity, mental and physical courage,
he became a politician in a larger way,
8 recognized public speaker both in
German. and English, earned a small
competence in German journalism be-
fore he was thirty, and retired to de-
vote ‘himself to economics and politics.
Then he became proprietor of a bank-
rupt, rusted-out, worse than dead St.
Louis English paper—whatever else it
then was, it was not a newspaper.

In about five years he transformed it
from the deadest newspaper in the
United States to the most alive. How?

By making it the same sort of pa~-
per that he was a man—nervous,
keen, inquisitive, furious against class
and caste privilege, against corruption
in public office, agairst injustice any-
where, against that favoritism in the
publication of news which wins .the
approval of the “bettar class,” by pub-
lishing none of its sWrong-doings but
everything of an interesting nafure in
the doing and misdoings of the hum-
ble. His was a newspaper full of
personalities of all kinds. His was a
newspaper that printed the  startling
happenings, thus appealing to the unj-
versal human hankering for ' that
which sways the great emotions—love
and hate, money and power.

NEW POLAR TRIP.

Says -He Feels More Gonfident Than
Ever That Success Is at-Hand.

Wlil Rely on Steam to Qarry 'Him
Northward — High-Powered En:
gines Are to Be Placed in Staunch
Hull to Withstand the Ice.

WASHINGTON, - Sept. 7.—The ex-
pedition in quest of the North Pole
which Lijeut. Peary is to conduct next
year, will be unlike any. of its pre-
decessors:: “Instead-of ‘depending upon
sails as the chief part of the mofive
power the explorer will depend al-
most entirely upon steam. - Safls, if
used, will be the auxiliary power.

Acting Secretary Darling, who is one
of the heartiest supporters the explor-
er has, said this afternoon that the
lieutenant’s idea was to use a stanch
wooden-hulled craft of not over four
or five hundred tons, but to have in
that hull as powerful machinery as he
could find. The vessel will be named
after- Mr. Darling.

Peary's plan is to make his base on
Grant Land, winter at Cape Colum-
bia or some point farther west. From
that point he will have his Eskimos
transport his party across the hum-
moceky ice that exists between the 83rd
and - 86th degrees-of latitude. The men
who are to make the ‘dash are-not ‘to
engage in any of the toil of getting’
across the ice hummocks, but are to
preserve their energies. for. the.last
stage of the journey, which will .be a
little more than 300 miles long. The
Eskimog are expected - to transport
this patty about 190 miles.

PARTY WILL BE SMALL,

“I have not determined the number
of men who will accompany me in the
run for the polé,” said Lieut. Peary.
“It will not, however, consist of
much:-more than twenty-five men, pro-
bably not more than twenty. It will
depend upon the number. of 'Eskimos
I shall be able to get to 'go ‘with me
to' the base that is to be -established
on Grant Land. :

Englafid, said Mr, Beardshaw, was
prepared ‘to assist the colonies as far
as could reasonably be expected of her,
The English people fully recognized
the willingness of Canada to develop
closer tradé relations with her, mani-
fested "in ‘the preference extended to
‘British manufacturers in 1897.

In favor of an inter-preferential tarife?
Fully 75 per cent. of the ‘People of this
country were not represented at the
meeting of the chamibers of . éommerce
recently held in Montreal. Was it a
matter that was being urged by the
-manufacturers and traders alone, or
were the Canadian people as a whole
willing -and ' anxious for it? These
were questions of momentous import-
ance, and would yet have to be an-
‘swered before England could take any
action.

Mr. Beardshaw was positive that
there was nothing in ‘the argument
that a small tax on 'wheat would im-
pose a burden that would be felt by
the English consumer. The futility
of such a contention had been proven
in the past. The statement that the
United States would retaliate if Eng-
land raised a tariff against that coun-
try was a cowardly one. What Eng-
lish manufacturer of standing 'cared
whether the United States shut out
British manufacturers or not? That
country had already done all it could
to crush British trade. It had put 65
per cent. on some steel manufactures
and 100 per cent. or more on other
manufactured goods imported from
England. Let the people of the United
States retaliate, but by no means let
the apprehension of such action on
their part hinder the people of the
British- empire from adopting a policy
Wwhich they believe to be conducive to
their own welfare;

In speaking of the steel industry of
Canada Mr.  Beardshaw said that he
was surprised to learn that extraordi-
narily large bonuses were granted to it.
He could easily understand how it
would be necessary  to protect young
industries - in this country -against
those of the United States and other
protective countries, but he thought’
that the bonuses granted to the steel
works at Sydney, C. B.,. and at the
Soo were bevond reason. The bonus
system he condemned.

Mr. Beardshaw will wvisit the iron
works at Glasgow and the steél works
at Sydney. He has already visited
those at the Soo.

E. A. Showell of Liverpool, said
that he personally was strongly in fa-
vor of the adoption of an inter-prefer-
ential tariff policy. The arguments
Wwhich the free traders in England are
urging against it, namely that it will
raise the price of the loaf and thereby
saddle gn additional burden upon the
shoulders of the laboring classes, was
ill-founded. A shilling a quarter on
wheat would not be. felt by the Eng-
lish consumer. . Sir = Michael Hicks-
Beach had put a tax on wheat and it
was well known that the people did not
feel it. In fact, flour went down in
price, but of course that was not due
to the tax, but to the fluctuations of
the market. Again, Mr, Ritchie, the
bresent chancellor of the exchequer,
took off the shilling per quarter, and,
instead of flour going down, as some
would contend it would do, it natural-
ly.went up. The cry of a higher priced
loaf, nevertheless, false though it be,
would have a telling effect upon the
electorate in their election, campaign.
This the opponents of the government
fully recognized, and were taking ad-
vantage of it as far as possible,

He believed that in time Canada,
would be-able to supply England with
all the wheat she needed, and it would
g0 into England free of duty. The ar-
gument that a shilling per quarter on
wheat would raise the price of the loaf
could not be used, because there would
be no tariff on wheat that would ac-
tually come into the country. At the
same ‘time the tariff against foreign
Wwheat would be a great advantage to
the Canadians who would have the ex-
clusive benefit of the British market.

Mr. Showell is largely interested in
the salt trade, and while on this tour,
visited some of the largest salt works
in Ontario. He was surprised to
learn how much Canadian manufac-
turers economize in labor. Two men
in Ontarjo turn out as much salt in a
day as ten men in England. Another
noticeable feature of producing salt in
Ontario that struck him forcibly was
the use of refuse wood from saw mills
in running salt works nearby. Of
course in England coal had to be us-
ed for fuel, and they have not the
same opportunity to economize in that
particular that the Canadians have,
He learned considerable from the On-
tario salt manufacturers, and intend-
ed to apply some of his newly acquir-
ed. knowledge to the business in which
he is interésted in Liverpool,

The English salt was more suited
for packing purposes than the Cana-
dian salt. Large quantities were sold
for curing fish in Cape Breton and oth-
er parts of Canada. Extensive sales
were made in the ' United States, al-
though the people of that country
were loathe to buy it from the Eng-
lish, ‘and did not buy any more than
they could help. 'A duty of 121-2 per
cent. was charged on the importation
of salt into the United States, but the
importers use it exclusively Yor pack-
ing and curing, and on exporting get
back about 11 per cent. of the import
duty on the salt in a rebate. )

OTTAWA, Sept. 8&—The Free Press
says parliament will likely pforogue
during the first week of October, but
many members of the house say this
is considered an over sanguine esti-
mate.

OTTAWA, Sept. 8.—In the commons
today, Mr. Henderson again brought
up the eonduct of Agent Preston in be-
littling Canadian butter. Hon. Mr.
Fisher promised to. take steps to pro-
tect Canada’s dairy industry and de-
nounced Preston’s statement as un-
justified.

The house then went into committee
on Hon. Mr. Fisher’s bill to amend the
criminal code of 1892.

When the clause to prohibit the sale
of cigarettes and tobacco to persons
under 18 years of age was ‘reached,
Hon. Mr. Fitzpatrick suggested that
as it went too far in some respects and
not far enough in others, it should be
struck out.

This raised a storm about the ears
of the minister of justice. Mr. Gour-
ley declared that cigarettes were do-
ing more damage than whiskey to
young Canadians, and Mr. Kaulback
wanted to see the age limit raised to

‘21 years. .

Hon. Mr. Fitzpatrick explained that
the W. C. T. U. were not satisfled with
the clause, as it would result in the or-
ganization of a gang of informers, who
would prey on the honest dealers. He
explained ‘that he had in his mind a
more effective clause, which would
reach parents and children as well as
dealers. He consented to allow the
clause to stand.

The- resolution to provide for in-
creased salaries fow Ontario judges re-
sulted in a wide discussion in which
a lot of opposition was offered to the
proposal. It finally passed, and a bill
was introduced to give it effect.

Hon. Mr. ‘Fielding's bill respecting
penny banks passed its third reading,
The bilis to provide for the payment
of bounties on irocn and steel ingots,
structural iron, lead, ete., were passed
in committee, and were read a third
time.

‘When the resolution respecting the
subsidy of $150,000 for the Franco-
Canadian line was reached, Sir Wilfrid
Laurier stated that the contemplated
service was necessary to develop Can-
adian trade. The contract would call
for 12 trips in summer and six in win-
ter. Bordeaux will be the terminus in
France, while in Canada, St, Lawrence
ports will'be used in summer, and St.
John and Halifax in winter,

Mr. Monk, while he endorsed the ef-
fort to improve Canada’s Frénch trade,
suggested that care should be exereis-
ed in letting the steamship contract,
in view of our past experience. Mr.
Monk pointed out that Colombiers,
the promoter of the company, was an
associate of Carboneau, who helped to
wreck La Banque Peuple, Montreal.

Mr. DeLong was work-
ing at a splitting saw at the time when
a large stick of wood struck him in the
abdomen with great force, occasion-
ing internal injury. The accident oc-
curred on a Thursday and on the fol-
lowing Saturday Mr. DeLong died.
Mr. Simms, when approached by a
reporter, was absolutely non-commit-
tal. He would say nothing more than
that the case was in the hands of his
attorney, and that he would quietly
await developments.

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THE GERRYMANDER.

The redistribution bill now before
#he house of commons includss a
Ecientific gerrymander of the province
of Ontario. . This charge was made
against the act of 1892, which has gov-
erned the representation of that prov-
ince in the existing parliament and the
last one., Nothing could be more bit-
ter ‘than~the abuse heaped upon the
conservative party in consequence of
the bill of 1892. ~ Let us compare that
measure with the bill now before the
hbduse. ’

Under the act of 1892 two general
elections have been held. On both
occasions a majority of the Ontario
electors voted conservatiye, and a ma-
Jority of the members elected were of
that party. In the last general elec-
tion ‘thete was a substantial and deci-
give popular majority for the conserv-
Btives and that is reflected in the re-
presentation. §

But if'the bill now before the house
were in operation, and the people
should vote exactly as they did in
1900, the 1liberal government with a
minority of votes would have a ma-
do;lty of representatives. That is the
situation in the provineial legislature,
where Premier Ross has.a majority in
the house, th#wugh the opposition poll-
ed seven thousand more votes in the
province than the government receiv-.
ed. ' The same thing would happen in
a d‘omlnlon election under the bill
which Sir Wilfrid is forcing through

e house. It is simply a measure
overriding the will of the people,

It is odd that this measure, the first
real gerrymander as some will say, the
most outrageous gerrymander as the
Bbove facts prove, that has ever been
Placed before a Canadian parliament
should have been proposed by the men
Wwho for twenty years have been com-
Dlaining of gerrymanders. But that is
only one more pfeof that the country
is governed by a system of organized
hypocrisy as well as organized cor-
ruption. ! :

The trick of enabling a minority of
the voters to clect a majority of mem-
bers Is simple. First, give larger re-
presentation to lberal districts.’ In
conservative Toronto, for exampie,
each membér under the new bill will
Tepresent 40,000 to 50,000 people. In
some sections where liberals predomi-
nate there will be one member for each
20,000,

Then in a conservative county
which returns three opposition mem-
bers with an average majority of 500
each, a skilful division into* ridings
creates two constituencies with liberal
majorities of 100 each, and one tory

constituency, with 1,700 majority, thus
giving the government two-thirds of

theé representation from a county
which has an opposition majority. of
1,500. There is a case of that charac-
fer. The thing is easy. All that is
“wanted is the power and the will on
the part of the government,

An offence of this kind is not made
less by the fact that a committee of
the house has reported the scheme,
This only means that the government

is Deither better nor worse than a gov-
érnment majority in the house. The
whole measure is a partisan produc-

‘tion, and must be treated as if it

came from the government with no in-
termediary, The minority in the com-
Mittee made a fight for a fair and de-
cent measure of redistribution. No
attention was paid to the demand ex-
cept to reject it by a straight party
vote. ‘What S8ir Richard Cartwright
used to call the “brute majority” is
Just as potent in a committee of seven

'as in a house of two hundred.

When measures were before parlia-
ment in 1882 and 1892 by which a ma-/
Jority of electors returned a majority
of members, the opposition fought the
bills stage by stage through a long
session. There is no reason why the
opposition of today should accept any
more readily or more meekly a bill un-
der which a minority of electors may
return a majority of members. The
fact that the bill comes before the
house late in the session does not im-
prove it.

THE REPRESENTATION OF NEW
BRUNSWICK.

The representation of New Bruns-
wick “was affected by previous redis-
tribution bills. On no occasion was
it even suggested that an unfair use
was made of thg opportunity by the
government then in .power. The
changes in. the representation of St.
John, and of Sunbury and Queens were
admitted to be reasonable and fajr.

The same may be said of the pro-
posal to'unite the counties of Kings
and Albert contained in the measure
now before parliament, The repre-
sentative of this provinee in the 8OV~
ernment at the time that the plan was
prepared did not propose a Gerry-
mander. ®Holding to the idea of re-
taining county boundaries he looked
for two adjoining counties which could
most suitably be Joined. Gloucester
and Restigouche had in 1901 slightly
less population than Xings and Al-
bert, but the North Shore counties
are increasing their population rapid-
ly. Today the population of Glou-
cester and _Iiestigouche is probably
greater than that of the two southern
counties.  Still eithér ‘couple might
have been chosen without any -great
cause of complaint. The choice fell on
Kings and Albert, perhaps because of
the movement of population, perh%.ps
because Kings returned an opposition
member.

But since that plan was agreed up-
on it is understood that Mr. Emmer-
son has been proposing a new plan,
said 'to be in the interest of Hon. A.
R. McClelan. This scheme includes the
disturbance of five constituencies. It
is proposed to give Albert, with its
10,971 inhabitants, a member by itself,
to add to the 23,087 inhabitants of
Kings those of St. John county east
of the city, giving one member to the

whole; to add to Charlotte’s 22,5629 the
bopulation of the parishes of St. John
county west of the city, giving them
all one member, and to leave St. John
city’s 40,711 people one representative.
This remarkable plan, which violates
the declared policy of the government
by disregarding county lines, which
disturbs five constituencies when only
two need to he touched, which ‘adds
alien parishes to larger counties so that
the smallest of all may be left alone,
and which equalizZes representation by
creating ope riding with four times
the population as another giving them.
equal representation, appears to be in-
tended to meet the convenience of one
political aspirant whom it is deemed
important to satisfy. The Emmerson
programme will probably fail. _The
party advantage would hardly be suf-
ficlent to make it worth while trying
to find a defence,

Now, comes the disclosure that . the
war office was totally unexpectant of
and tatally unprepared for any war in
South Africa, or anywhere else, for that
matter. It had no agents looking for
information; it had no maps ready, and
it was only by the sheerest luck that
some good ones were captured from the
Boers; it had no guns or ammunition
in readiness; it had no khaki clothing
except some that was too thin, and no
other clothing designed for actual war-
fare; it had no boots ready, except some
made of brown paper; it had no horse
supplies and no information about
where they could be got; it had next
to no communication with its ‘officers
in South Afriéa looking to an out-
break of hostilities. ;

If England had long meditated a war
of conquest, as her critics contend,
Surely even the English war office
would have made better preparation
than that.—Star.

RACE FOR LIFE
IN BLAZING TUG.

Crew of the E. A. Stevens Save
Themselves Only by Dash

Across the Hudson.

> @

One Is Driven into River—Vessel Is
Enveloped in Flames Just as Her
Keel Grates on the New

Jersey Shore.

>

NEW YORK, Sept. 9.—Only by driv-
ing their craft at her highest speed

halfway across.the North River to the
Jersey shore, while the flames leaped
about them, were the captain and crew
of the Colonel E. A. Stevens, of the
Hudson Towboat Company’s fleet, able
to save themselves yesterday afternoon
from a choice of death by fire or water.

As it gyas, one man was forced by
the fire'W leap for safety into the river
before the boat was beached, and
Cantain O. K. Knudsen had to throw
himself from a window of the pilot
house "into a rowboat which had at
last reached the-Stevens after a race
from the shore.

“It was about two o’clock in the af-
ternoon,’ when we were half an hour
from Spuyten Duyvil and bound to
pier 2, Hoboken,” said Captain Knud-
sen last night, “that fire was discov-
ered just forward of the boilers. What
it started from I éan’t tell you. It
came so suddenly that we had no time
to look around for its cause. It was
all we could do to drive the boat ahead
at her fullest speed and hope to reach
shore before the flames ate her up.

““Of course, we tried our steam pumps
at first, but they were powerless to
check the flames. When we saw that
the pumps were doing no good I jump-
ed back to the pilot house, while the
engineer, ‘Jack’ Kater, stood at his
post. The three deck hands stoked as
they never had stoked before, ‘and
away she went for Jersey,

“I can tell you she didn’t go_a bit
too fast, either. It was getting hotter
and hotter every minute, and if we had
had to run a quarter of a mile further
we would all have been in the river,
and some ‘of us, at any rate, would not
be telling of our experience tonight.

“It was bad enough almost from the
first, but when we were a hundred
vards from a point opposite Engle-
wood, where I was heading her, it got
80 hot that one of the men,-as a dash
of flame darted up at his feet, dove
into the river, with the fire already bit-
ing at his clothes. As he was a good
swimmer he managed to get to shore.

"“We would all have had to swim for
it, too, if a boat had not been rowed
out and alongside by Willlam Arnold
of Englewood, who had been racing
out to us from shore. The engineer
and the two deck hands still aboard
jumped into the boat, and just as I
felt the tug's keel scraping the bottom
and the flames were almost. envelop-
ing the pilot house I Jumped out of a
window, caught myself on the side of
the tug and threw myself into the boat
with the others.”

The Stevens is a total loss, as her
bulk lies close to the shore af Engle-
wood. Her register was toi-tymine
tons and she was worth about $10,000.

WHOLESALE MASSACRES

Of Bulgarians and Destruction of

Bulgarian Vfllages.
—

SOFIA, -‘Bulgaria, Sept, 10.—The con-
tinuous reports of wholesale massa-
cres of the Bulgarian population and
the destruction of Bulgarian villages
in Macedonia, are causing considerable
excitement in political and general
circles here. Premier Petroff is stat-
ed to have informed the representa-
tives of the powers in Sofia that neith-
er the government nor the Bulgarian
peoplé can witness with indifference
the annihilation of the Bulgarian ele-
ment in Macedonia and the devasta-
tion of the country and unless the pow-
ers can find some means of restrain-
ing Turkey's terrible repressive mea-
sures, Bulgaria will be forced to de-
part from her present attitude of strict
neutrality. While the premier's inti-
mation was conveyed in the course of
informa.} conversation with the diplo-
mats in Sofia and in no sense intended
as an official communication, it may
be regarded as in indication that the
patience of the Bulgarian people is be-
coming exhausted.

The Turks set fire to the forest in four
places and the flames are visible at a
great distance. Fighting is reported
to be taking place near Melnik and an-
other fight is also ging on in the vila-
yet of Monastir.

NEW YORK, Sept. 9.—Walter Wil-
son, who was arrested in front of the
Metropolitan Opera House Monday
night as the robber of Anna Hallberg,
an employe of the Waldorf-Astoria,
was identified yesterday _at palice
headquarters as an old offender. De-
tective-Sergeant Sheridan, who is in
charge of the Bure®u of Identification,
recognized the prisoner as George Hill,
alias Herman Fenton, allas Hawkshaw
His picture was taken for the Rogues’
Gallery in December, 1896, when he was
sentenced to four years in Sing Sing
prison for robbing a girl named Hazel
Thorn, whom he met on a train com-
ing from Newburg. She Intrusted him
with the checks of her trunks and he
stole them and pawned their contents.

Dora Havens of No. 218 West Twen-
ty-fourth street, and Bessie Ward of
No. 218 West Sixteenth street, were
in Jefferson Market Court when Wil-
son was arraigned yesterday, and iden-
tified him as the man who had robbed
them of jewelry after drugging their
drinks in the same manner in which
‘Anna Hallberg had been robbed. He
made the acquaintance of all the wo-

‘men by pretending he recognized them

a8 former acquaintances. Owing to
«his dress and extreme politeness none
©of them suspected him.

A stylishly-gowned young woman
who wore many diamonds, was ar-
raigned with Wilson. She was arrest-
ed at the Hotel Metropole, where she
has been living with Wilson as his
wife. They were registered as Mr. and
Mrs, D. J. Kilby. She said her name
was Stella Nightingale and that' she
met Wilson in Saratoga a few weeks

SIX SCORE MEN
OUTFOUGHT 3,000.

Small Freach Force Made Gallant
Fight for Hours Against Great Odds
—A Mile of Dead and Wounded.

PARIS, Sept. 9.— Despatches from
Oran, Algeria, show that the -recent
defeat of the insurgents by a French
force near Almoungar, in which the
French lost thirty-seven killed and
forty-seven wounded, was one of the
most brilllant of the recent feats of
the French army in Algeria,

It appears that the insurgents inter-
cepted a convoy, the escort of which,
consisting of 120 men, resisted the at-
tack of between three thousand and
four thousand Moors for eight hours.
The little French force suffered great-
ly from thirst, but after infifeting
heavy losses on their assallants suc-
ceeded ‘n repulsing them,

The French relieving force found the
Moors’ line of retreat scattered for a
mile with dead and wounded,

Lieut. Salcenhauser, who'is a Dane,
and a sergeant Have since died of their
wounds. The French dead, excepting
Captain Vauchez, were buried on the
scene of the fight.

TERRIFIC GALE
Blowing All Over the United Kingdom.

LONDON, Sépt. 11.—A terrible gale
has sprung up all " over the United
Kingdom, Within ten hours the baro-
meter fell one inch, the wind blew at
a force of 70 miles an hour and tor-
rential rain has fallen. The telegraph
system was disorganized for several
hours and communication with Tre-
land and the United States was inter-
rupted. Erormous damage has been
done to ‘property in the interior and
along the sea front, espzcially at the
seaside resorts. Hundreds of vessels
are running to shelter and it is feared
that there will be serious casualties.
Heavy floods are reported from Wales
and snow is falling on the Grampian
Hills in Scotland,

A Lloyds despatch from Gothenburg
reports ° that the Norwegian three-
masted schooner Theis Lundegaard,
from Skonvik for London, is ashore at
Falkenberg and all the crew have
perished save one. Several other ves-
sels are ashore.

LONDON, - Sept. 10. — Excitement
prevails at Dover in consequence of
the report that two wrecks have oc-
curred, one on the Goodwin Sands and
the other at Dungeness. 'At « late
hour a lifeboat was seen approaching
Dover with a shipwrecked crew, and
an immense crowd awaited fts arrival,

At Weston-Super-Mare, on the Bris-
tol Channel, the sea has invaded the
streets and boats are floating into the
town three hundred yards from the
promenade. ;

The Reverend Robert MacGill, M.

D, of Meaghera, County
Derry, Ireland, was unanimously no-
minated Tuesday by the board of the
Presbyterian College, Pine Hill, Hali-
fax, to the chair rendered vacant by
the transfer of the Rev, Dr. Gordon
to Queen’s Unijversity, Kingston. The
formal appointment will be made by
the synod Octobér 6, Dr. MacGill is
regarded as one of the most scholarly
of the younger ministers of the Irish
Presbytertan Church.

President Leitch,
of the  Assembly’s College, Belfast,,
and Professor Dickie, Londonderry,
testify to his great success and popu-
larity as a minister of the Gospel; also
the Rev. Wm.

STRICKEN JAMAIGA
APPEALS FOR AID.

Mayor Burke, of Kingston, Asks the
American People to Sub-

scribe at Once.

Story of Woe Is a Sad One—Situation

in the Wind-Swept_Island De-
clared to Be Desperate

—Plan for Funds.

(New York Herald.)

Mayor G. Eustace Burke of Kings-
ton, Jamaica, who is at the Continen-
tal Hotel, has issued an appeal for
funds to relieve the suffering among
the people of Jamaica caused by the
hurricane which devastated the island
on August 10,

“Realizing my position and the re-
sSponsibility attached to it,” said Mr.
Burke yesterday, - “I have hesitated
before seeking the sympathies of the
American people until all hysterical
excitement regarding the extent of thn
ravages by the storm had subsided.

“With the arrival of my last mail,
however, I regret haying to state that
my  best hopes haye been completely
shattered; and, while it is a fact that
the devastation/ of the entire island
cannot certainly ‘be said to be com-
plete, yet indisputably the situation
may be said to be desperate. The de-
tails have been published in the Her-
ald. Sufficient to say that throughout
the . entire island, from almost every
point of the compass, comes one long
story of desolation, lamentation and
woe.

“Under the distressing circumstances
while a local relief fund has been in-
augurated and those better -circum-
stanced in the island, from his excel-
lency the governor down, have been
subscribing liberally to relieve the im-
‘mediate want, yet the extent of the
ravages of the hurricane, with a wind
travelling, as it did, at 110 miles an
hour, have been such that there has
been no alternative but to appeal to
the sympathies of the sympathetic
wworld for further aid and assistance.

“On beéhalf of my fellow country-
‘men, who, through no fault of their
own, are reduced in many instances to
the verge of starvation, and who are
facing their sad lot with fortitude and
energy, I appeal to the American pub-
lic — especially in the State of New
York — and to all those who.may be
interested in the colony directly, to
render by their contributions such aid
a8 they can in this the island’s hour
of trial.

“The Herald has consented to re-
ceive donations and acknowledge the
same through its columns; while those
who find it more convenient to for-
ward their amounts direct may do so
through Sir Augustus Hemming, K.
Q. M. G., the governor of the colony;
tor C. W. Tait, acting chairman of the
mayor and council of Kingston, and
chairman of the Hurricane Relief
Committee, Kingston, Jamaica.”

one, and plannec'# %%cel fo bear his
name. His“#es gave out completely,
but hjs courage didn’t, and he went
ahedy with his’plans just the same.

Today the Rockafellow’ hotel is pros-

pering and its owner free to hunt
such pleasures as are possible to a
blind- man.

And these are more numerous than
one might ‘suppose. Mr. Rockafellow
has so trained his other senses that
they almost atone for the absent one.
He can feel his way about his hotel
and along a street even if it be not too
crowded, in which event he engages
a. guide. His hearing is so perfect
that with little trouble he distinguishes
the walk of an approaching friend or
the rumble of a particular wagon or
car that he has heard before. A voice
he never forgets.

He goes often to theatrical perform-
ances and lets imagination and the
shifting of the voices supply the scen-
ery and the stage “business’ that he
cannot see, An even greater pleas-
ure is a concert, and he himself has
become a musician quite noted for his
technique and his perfect discernment
of tone color.

Moreover, his friends pronounce him
thoroughly a “good fellow” entertain-
ing and jovial at all times. Regular-
ly he employs a reader and is blegsed
with’ such a memory that he retains
all news worth retaining and passes
as a very well informed man wherever
he is.

Most remarkable of all is“his calcu-
lation of time. He has a specially
designed watch, but seldom uses it
oftener than twice in.a day. He feels
the hands in the morning upon arising
and from' that time on can estimate
within a minute or two of the exact
hour.

Last night he sauntered up to the
desk of the Adams and asked for Clerk
George.

“He will be on at 6 o’clock,”
swered the man on duty.

“Oh! Well, then, I've got about 12
minutes to wait, haven’t I?” said Mr.

Nearly a Triple Drowning Monday—
Fred P, Robinson :Saves Two Lives
and Is in Turn Saved by Indian Boy.

‘this could be done the boat struck a
submerged rock. Such was the mo-
mentumi of ‘the boat that the centre
board was torn out and along with it
such a section of the bottom that the
yacht immediately filled and overturn-
‘ed.

Miss Robinson was . imprisoned be-
neath the overturned boat, but .
Robinson kept his head, and after con-

SECOND MARRIAGES.

800d judges for the living. Says a

| very wise writer: “Whether their com-

panions wed again or remain in wid-
owhood, or whether they marry one
person or another, will be of little
consequence to those about to enter
the realm where they °‘neither marry
nor are given_in marriage.’ ”

To demand - pledges of a wife or
husband under such conditions is un-
fair. It is a time of great grief. It
is not a time for reflection. It is a
time of emotional execitement. Prom-
ises made under such circumstances

/| ‘are’ like’ promises made” under duress,

not binding, 'and aré génerally so re-
garded by self -reliant men and
women. Furthermore, such promises
are often made simply for the pur-
pose of soothing the feelings of the
dying. The average man or woman
would not like to have a death-bed
discussion on this subject; and to avoid
an unpleasant scene will consequently
accede to almost any request made by
the partner about to set forth for that
bourne from-which no traveller re-
turns.

Promises of this sort are, however,
often given sincerely. In the gloom
of a death chamber, confronted with
the awful deprivation of a dear hus-
tand or wife, a man or woman may

4 naturally decide that he or she never

again could be happy with another.
This accords with the conception which
the young and inexperienced have of
this subject. The loving bride or groom
on the bridal day, the fond sweetheart
or the betrothed on the blessed night
she said “Yes,” as well as the father
and mother shedding tears of joy over
the first born, all look upon a second
marriage as ' something” repulsive.
They, therefore, would give a death-
bed promise. But they would violate
it just like anyone else, provided a new
love came into their lives, sprouting
new hope above the weeds of weeping.

FIGHT FOR A NEGRO'S LIFE.
Murderer Saved From Lynching Under
Fire.

CHICAGO, Sept. 9.—Under a fire of

bricks and stones, the police last night
rescued a negro murderer from a mob.
Ten minutes before John Brinkley, a
colored watchman had shot and killed
Charles McCarthy, a plasterer, almost
in the presence of the latter’s wife who
stood in the doorway holding her baby.
Then the negro backed into the door-
way of his own quarters, holding the
crowd of two hundred men and boys at
bay until Patrolman Robert ‘Mooney
walked up' to him unarmed and
i took away his weapon.
i Then came the second and exciting
attempt of the mob to wreak venge-
ance on the murderer. Mooney opened
the doer and took his prisoner into the
office of the tile factory in which
Brinkley was employed to await the
patrol wagon. But as he did so, the
crowd surged forward ohce more with
cries of “lynch him,” “lynch him,”
“get.'a _rope.”. The policeman tried in.
vain to.close the door on the crowd and
keep it closed, but even with the as-
sistance of the now terrified murderer,
it was useless.

While Mooney was thus struggling,
Brinkley turned and fled from the
officer by the rear doer,. The mob saw
the escape and headed by Mooney,
streamed down an alley. . in pursuit.
The negro ran- several blocks before
he was finally overtaken. The police-
man having been brushed aside, Brink-
ley was now at the mercy of the crowd.
A teamster jumped down from his
wagon and began lashing the negro;
across the face with his whip, the vic-
tim being held the while by a dozen
men and boys. It was just when the
cries were growing more furious and
an attempt. was being mmade to drag
the murderer away that a patrol wagon
arrived with three policemen, who' to- |
gether with Mooney. drew their clubs'
and fought their way through the
struggling. mass of men, while bricks |
and stones rained on them from every !
side. By a desperate rush the police- '
men succeeded in dragging the negro
to the patrol wagon. The horses were
whipped up and the prisoner whirled
to the police station. . None of the
rioters were arrested. At the police
station Brinkley fainted.  with terror,
and when revived begged to be put in
a cell where nobody could get at hlm.:

McCarthy‘s family is. left destitute,
by his death. The shooting grew out
of. a quarrel in which McCarthy had'
accused Brinkley of stealing chickens
from his premises.

Adniiral Cotton in his despatch
to the navy department: “Some Chris-
tians of the city of Beirut attacked four
Mussulmans and during the melee
which followed four persons were in-
jured. Three of these were soldiers.
Two persons are dead, one of whom is
2 soldier.”

SYDNEY YACHT WINS.

SYDNEY, N. 8., Sept. 7.—The c¢or-
onation cup remains at Sydney at
least for another year, having been
won the second time today by the de-
fender, the Cibou of the Royal Cape
Breton Yacht Club, which finished the
course of 14 miles one mile ahead of
the St. Lawrence and 2 1-4 miles in the
lead of the St. John challenger. The
wind was conceded 'to be in favor of
the St. John boat, blowing between
four and five miles the most part, but
dropping down to  between two and
three toward the finish. They started
on fairly even terms, there being only
a few seconds difference in time, as
follows:

St. Lawrence, 11.20.18.
Dulce, 11.20.22.

Cibou, 11.20.24.
Glencairn, 11.20.30.

Before the first buoy was reached
the Cibou had worked herself to a lead
of an eighth of a mile on the St. Law-
rence, with the Glencairn astern of
her again about the same distance.
The procession was a pretty one. ‘In
the run for the second buoy the Sydney
boat continued to widen the gap with
the St. Lawrence hauling after her, the
challenger maintaining a steady posi-
tion. With respect to the latter boat,
on-'the return leg the Glencairn lost
some two minutes and the St. Law-
rence gained two minutes on the
Cibou. The wind had now moderated
and tHe boats were running easy with
balloon jibs and spinnakers out. In
running up the arm the Glencairn
again lost two-minutes to the St. Law-
rence, but kept on even terms with
the Cibou. It was after rounding this
buoy that the Glencairn began to ‘drop
astern, and also the St. Lawrence. It
was practically a drifting match with
them. -The Cibou Hugged the shore,
then stood across the arm, catching
the breeze which was now coming up
the harbor much earlier tham the
other boats.

HAND LIKE A DUCK'S FOOT.

New Glove is Said to be of Great As-
sistance to ‘Swlmmer.

The possession of web feet or hands,
which is a freak of nature sometimes
»demonstrated in humans, is always
regarded as the character of a misfor-
tune and a sourcé of humiliation, as
well as an -inconvenience on the part
of the individual thus endowed, - but

garded ' as something to be desired by
the man in the water endeavoring to
pull himself through the liquid by
means of his somewhat insufficient
hands and feet.

The duck’s foot has been recently
taken as the model of a ‘glove to be
worn by swimmers while in the water,
and which will greatly aid them in
propelling themselves, enabling them
to make greater speed and cover more
ground with the expenditure of much
less energy than has been necessary.

It is made of two sheets of leaf
rubber, cut to follow the outlines of
the outspread hand. The edges are
suitably fastened together and places
made to receive the fingers, leaving a
web-like piéte remaining between .

The glove -is fashioned to fit tightly
at the wrist, and has a hole in the
palm to prevent the accumulation of
water inside the glove, which would
take place in drawing the hand back
and forth through the water.

The presence of the web about dou-
bles the working surface of the hand,
which thereby lightens the work and
increases the speed of the swimmer.—

f any other buildings closing in on

he Y. M, C. A. The hill falls away
on the north and west, the new publio
fibrary holds the eastern side, with a
street between, and there is another
street on the south. The view obtain-
ed is one of the finest in the city, and
when the lower part of Pond street is
Yebuilt with more modern structures
than those now on it, the only objec~
tionable feature will be removed.

The property consists of eight lots,
210x182 feet, and 1is exactly opposite
the new public library, €xtending east
and west from Hazen avenue over the
kill and north and south from Carle-
%on street to Chipman street.

It is the intention to erect on this
‘spot & thoroughly modern and well
equipped establishment, containing
assembly rooms, parlors, class rooms,
reading room, amusement rooms, a
gymnasium and a. swimming bath.
The spot is central, bringing the north
‘end more within the scope of the work
of the association.

The upper part is to be devoted to
sleeping rooms for young men. It will
give them good air and the best view
that the city affords.

; In acquiring this property the Y. M.
“ C. A. takes possession of historic
ground. From Union street north was
originally part of the estate of White,
Simonds and Hazen, who carried on
business at Portland Point before the
Loyalists came. About the time that
New Brunswick was set apart as a
province Ward Chipman became the
owner. He was one of the notable men
in New Brunswick’'s early history.
Born in 1754, son of a leading lawyer
in Boston, educated at Harvard, and
trained  to his father’s profession, he
had only been five years out of college
‘When he had to take sides in the great
controversy. Other members of his
family went with the revolutionists,
but he stood by the King. When Bos-
ton was evacuated Ward Chipman
went to England, where he received a
" small pension. He did not remain
long, but went back to New York and
acted as muster master general of the
royal forces. When thé war was over
he busied himself with the affairs of
the Loyalist refugees. Like his great
friend, Edward Winslow, with whom
Dr. W. 0."Raymond has made the pub-
lic acquainted, Ward Chipman was in
favor of the separation of New Bruns-
wick from Nova Scotia.

On the organization of this province
he was at first proposed for the posi-
tion of attorney general, but that of-
fice fell to Jonathan Bliss, and Ward
Chipman became solicitor general, He
was also for a time advocate general,
and was the first recorder of St. John.
He is credited with the authorship of
the city charter. In 1786 Ward Chip-
man married Elizabeth Hazen of the
WPortland Point family, and at that
‘time began the building of the house
swhich still stands four square to the
Wwinds on Chipman Hill, and is now
perhaps the oldest occupied residence
Within the city limits. In that resi-
dence, the best of its time in St. John,
‘Ward Chipman and his charming wife
entertained the most distinguished
guests who visited the town, and gave
" brilliant parties to the town people of
his own circle. In those days St. John

was divided geographically, politically '

and to some extent socially into two
colonies, Upper and Lower Cove, The
Upper Cove party, to which Ward
Chipman belonged, imputed radical
tendencies to Lower Cove, while the
latter found the pplitical

‘aristocratic. The issue was fought out
in the first election, which was con-
tested on a popular franchise,

The result seems to have been that
svhile the Lower Cove ticket got the
most votes the others got the seats.
There was a scrutiny and something
like a riot, and finally the popular
ticket was thrown out on a’technical-
ity. Thus Ward Chipman and his as-
- socjatez got into the legislature. But
they did great work when they got
there as the statutes of the first de-
cade show.

In 1808, Ward Chipman was a judge

. ®f the supreme court, after two years’
service in the council of “the province.
More important perhaps than his offi-
cial and judicial labors were his ser-
vices on two boundary commissions.

In 1796 he was appointed agent for
the British government in the arbi-
tration to determine which of two
rivers was the boundary between
Maine and New Brunswick, and nine-
teen years later he was agent for the

imperial government before the com-'

missioners to determine the prolonga~

‘Ward Chipman’s labors on these two
commissions were immense. He was
Successful as to the determination of
the river, but the northern boundary
was not finally settled until several
years after his death.

On the death of Lieutenant Gover-
nor Smyth in 1817, Ward Chipman was
appointed administrator of the prcv-
ince, and this position he held until his
death, February 9, 1824, He died at
the capital, but his body ﬁva.s brought
to St. John, and a state funeral was
held Feb. 16. A full account of the
imposing event given in the Royal
Gazette, rhows that the procession
Wwhich passed from the Chipman house
to the church was one of the largest
€ver seen at a fureral in St. John.

Mrs. Chipm~n survived her husband
twenty-eight years, dying May 18,
1852, at the Chipman house,

‘The second owner of the residence
was Ward Chipman, Jjunior, son of the
first occupant. He was born in the
Chipman house in 1787. He spent
part of his boyhood in New
England, and was sent to
Harvard, where he graduated
in 1805. Adopting the family profes-
sion, he soon reached a high position
at the bar, and being also in the line
of preferment, became in his turn re-
corder of the city, judge of the sup-
reme court, and finally chief Justice.
He was also at one time a member of
the provincial council. In 18% »and
again in 1833, he was appointed by the
British government to settle a ques-
tion of customs duties between Upper
and Lower Canada. This Ward Chip-
man had a share in determining the
national boundary, and went to the
Hague in connection * with the refer-
ence to the King of the Netherlands,

In 1850 Chief Justice Chipman re-
signed his judicial position, giving the
reasons in a letter to Sir Edmund
Head, lieuterant governor. A copy of
this letter and the original re-
ply signed in the governor’s
peculiar handwriting is in posses-
sion of G. Sydney Smith, K. C.
The chief justice said that he would
not claim a pension, inasmuch as ob-
jection had been raised at the time of
the retirement of Judge Botsfora not
long before, and Hhe was fortunately
in such circumstances that he could
live comfortably without the allow-
ance. When he died a year later he
left $40,000 to the Diocesan 'Church So-
clety of this province, ang $20,000 to
the Madras schools. He had previous-
ly given the land for and paid most
of the cost of building St. Paul's
church. Chief Justice Chipman dled

mily residence on or about
November 26, 1851, He was buried on
the 20th. His mother and his widow,
whose maiden name was Elizabeth
Wright, remained at the homestead.

Robert F, Hazen, whose father waé
& brother of the elder Mrs. Chipman,
inherited the Chipman house and
lands. He was g man of influence and
ability. Born in 1803, hs was appoint-
ed mayor under the old system in 1837.
This Mr. Hazen never ooccupied the
Chipman house, ag he died before the
widow of Chief Justice Chipman, His
death occurred April 25, 1874, ang Mrs.
Chipman lived until 1876. She was 83
and died on the 4th of July, just a cen-
tury after the declaration of indepen-
dence. Her mother-in-law hag died at
87_on the 18th of May, the 69th anni-
versary of the landing of the Loyal-
ists. The chief Jjustice had dieq on the
anniversary of the establishment of
the supreme court.
- The late Willlam Hazen, son of Ro-
bert F., took up his residence in the

Even so late as 1847 Ges-
ner says of the city of St. John: “A
number of private buildings are taste-
fully built, and the residence of Chief
Justice Chipman, situated in a small
rark, is quite in the European style.”
Northward the property included the
site of the present depot as well as of
the old one, and as mentioned above,
the ground on which the Valley Church
etands was part of the property.

Bolicitor General Ward Chipman
wrote to his agents in London, Messrs.

“I am engaged in building me a
dwelling house, and I doubt not a
number of the articles which will be
wanted to complate it may be better
Jaid in and be lefs expensive to me by
importing them myself than by taking
the chance of purchasing them here.
I am to request your particular at-
tention to the inclosed memorandum,
which I wish to have executed by pro-
curing the best articles of the kind,
and sending them out in the first good
vefsel that sails immediately for this
port in the fpring; but by no means
in a vefsel that goes to Halifax only.”
