In* In a section of the preaa today to 
the effect that Sir Witold Laurier had 
offered on behalf of the Liberal part/ 
to agree to an extension of one year of 
the preeeat parliamentary, term, but 
that the government had refused to 
accept the offer, ere entirely without 
foundation.

The facta are that Sir Wilfrid laur­
ier haa made no offer to the govern­
ment at all. On the other hand Sir 
Robert ,Borden on tebalf of the gov­
ernment made a definite alternative 
offer to the leaders of the Opposition.

Paris, Nov. 36—Heavy fighting has 
been In progress the last few days In I 
Gallipoli, where the Turks undertook I 
a strong offensive movement, but were 
repulsed by the combined fire of the 
British and French guns. Allied aero­
planes have bombarded the railway 
between Constantinople and Dedeag- 
hatch, damaging the bridges, and war­
ships have bombarded the coast ot 
Asia Minor. This information) is con­
tained in the official communication 
Issued tonight by the French war 
office, which also reports quiet on the 
western front. The text of the com­
munication follows:

“There Is no important occurrence 
(In the western) theatre) to report. 

“The Belgina official communication

“ ‘Except for a short bombardment 
of Noordschoote, the calm along the 
front has been almost complete. Our 
batteries dispersed enemy groups to 
the southeast of the Chateau De VI- 
cogne, in the direction of Drei Gra- 
chten and towards Luchen.'

“Army of the east: On November 
23rd otir troops had an engagement 
near Brusnik, to the east of Krlvolak, 
with the Bulgarian forces, 
were repulsed.

“Expeditionary corps of the Dar­
danelles: The enemy has displayed, 
during the last few days, an Increas­
ing activity. On the 21st after a vio­
lent bombardment, he attempted three 
successive attacks against the British 
forces for the purpose of recapturing 
the trenches lost oni the 15th. His 
efforts were everywhere- checked, and 
cut down by the fire of the British in­
fantry and artillery, to which had 
been joined the artillery and machine 
guns of the neighboring French for­
ces.

WhHe thfy have al­
ways had this power, war conditions 
have made its use more desirable than 
lu ordinary times and the defence of 
the realm act has given them more 
Ironclad authority.

No reason need be given those de­
ported, beyond the statement that 
they are considered undesirable. Lon­
don, like all big cities, has had Its 
large, shady world of people living by 
their wits, but managing most of the 
time, to evade criminal charges. This 
underworld contingent Is now under­
going a clean sweep, and several ot 
Its member» have been deported dur­
ing the past month.

The case attracting the most atten­
tion is that of Tod Sloan, the former 
American Jockey, who was arrested a 
day or two ago on a deportation order 
from the Home Secretary and will be 
sent back to the United States on the 
ground of being an undesirable alien, 
Inasmuch as he had been maintaining 
a gambling house.

Herr Harden says the soil of Ger­
many is free, and her armies are 
everywhere in enemy territory, but 
that none of her enemies has been 
disarmed, that none of them seems 
near collapse, and that the mightiest 
of them, Great Britain, cannot, hon­
estly be said to be event seriously 
wounded. All of them, he says, be­
lieve piously and sincerely that they 
will be victorious, and they are abso­
lutely determined to secure victory by 
all possible means.

Herr Harden points out that Russia 
Is "farther than ever from that de­
cline which we, in our madness, so 
eagerly believed," and says it is folly 
to suppose that any of the Entente 
Allies are ready to conclude a peace.

Petroerad, via London. Nov. 25,11.35 
p. m.- -The following official communi­
cation was issued today :

"The Germans yesterday evening at­
tempted an advance near Kemmern, 
but were repulsed. Near the Borse- 
muende Farm fighting continues. Our 
troops took one hundred 
prisoner, and captured six machine 
guns during a fight which ended in the 
capture of a hill in this district

"At the southwest of the extremity 
of Lake Sventen our troops again have 
made headway. The enemy attacked 
a second time, but without success, the 
trenches which he lost recently at this 
point.

"In the Smorgon district the enemy 
artillery has developed a violent fire 
in some places.

“Southwest of Pinsk. In the region 
of the right bank of the Strumen, the 
enemy attacked the village of Komora 
but was repulsed.
Novo Podcherevltchl. lying on the left 
bank of the Styr. remained 
hands after a series of engagements.

"Near the village of Semikovtze. on 
the Stripa our troops attacked the ene­
my and drove him to the river. With 
his back to the river the enemy was 
partially annihilated by our fire, the 
remnants of his forces being drowned 
in their attempts to escape across the 
stream. Over one hundred men kil­
led, or severely wounded, were found 
on the scene of the action.

“On the rest of the front, in Galicia, 
there have been lively artillery duels.
At various points the enemy has been 
making constant use of projectiles 
which cause irritation of the eyes.

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Holland, and with different conditions 
In the present case there coaid have 
been little cause for resentment had 
Greece followed the example of the 
Hollanders. But the war sone in the 
Balkan campaign Is so situated, and 
the position of the Invading armies 
Is such, that, If the Serbians were to 
he saved from annihilation, troops 
should be sent to their relief by the 
shortest route. That route entailed 
a landing at Salonlkl and transporta 
tlon over territory where, under the 
strict letter of the law, Greece could 
intervene. Intervention In this case 
would have proved a great obstacle 
to the Allied arms, hence the neces­
sity of obtaining from the Hellenic 
nation the concessions they have now 
given, and for which they will un­
doubtedly be richly rewarded after 
the war.

There is, however, another side to 
the case. Under the agreement with 
Serbia Greece was bound to come to 
the assistance of her slater nation 
if attacked. The claim was put for 
ward that the situation in which 
Sierbta finds herself does not come 
within the meaning of that treaty and 
there is room for argument on that 
score. Presumably, when the treaty 
was framed the situation the framers 
had in mind was another Balkan war, 
when Serbia or Greece might be at­
tacked by other Balkan powers. But 
anything so titanic as the conflict into 
which the world has been plunged 
<x>uld not have been anticipated by 
the Greek and Serbian statesmen 
who were parties to that agreement 
Consequently, when the call for as­
sistance came, Greece found herself 
on the threshold of a very difficult 
situation. That she has come out of 
it as well as the most recent despatch­
es indicate is a credit to her and a 
distinct triumph to the representa­
tives of the Allied Powers to whom 
was intrusted the solution of the 
problem.

With Roumania the case is wholly 
different. There has never been any 
authentic indication that she would 
do other than side with the Allies, for 
she owes to Russia practically all she 
knows of freedom and constitutional 
government, and it would be the 
basest ingratitude were she now to 
take sides against her protector and 
ally herself with the Austrian, with 
whom she has had long standing 
differences.

It Is, however, but natural that the 
astute statesmen who sit at the coun. 
cil board In Bucharest, before com 
mitting their country to a terrible war, 
should want to know where they will 
come out, and what are the prospects 
for a successful issue. It is believed 
that satisfaction on these points has 
now been given, and in a very short 
time the fine Roumanian army will be 
fighting with the Allies against the 
forces of the Central Powers.

With Greece giving guarantees of 
what may be termed passive assist­
ance, and Roumania actively partici­
pating in the war, the situation in the 
Balkans Is decidedly brighter. What­
ever temporary successes may be 
gained by the Austro-German-Bulgar 
ian forces will be offset in time, and 
there Is every indication that in that 
area, as In all others, the Central 
Powers will find they have not only 
been out-manoeuvred and out-general- 
led but, when the armies meet in 
pitched battle, as meet they will, they 
will be decisively outnumbered and

GREECE AND ROUMANIA.

Greece is ready to make the con­
cessions demanded by the Allies, and 
all Indications point to Roumania also 
co-operating in the manner desired. 
These factors, developing during the 
past twenty-four hours, have done 
much to clarify the Balkan situation 
and remove the uneasiness which, ad­
mittedly, existed, while It appeared 
possible that the Allies might be call, 
ed upon to face one, if not two, oppon

The people of Greece have always 
manifested a kindly feeling toward 
the Entente 
France, but to offset this popular re 
gard there has been strong. pro-Ger 
man sentiment in the Greek court, 
and, if we except Venlzelos and one 
or two of his collagues, in the Greek 
government as well. This is not sur 
prising when it is remembered that 
King Constantine’s consort is closely 
related to the German Royal family 
and naturally her Influence would be 
exerted in that direction, 
never been established that the Queen 
of Greece desired active participation 
In the war on the side of Germany so 
much as she wished that her people 
should remain absolutely neutral. In 
this she will have much sympathy for 
Europe, during the 
months, has had a terrible object les­
son of the awful effects of war bo 
tween great nations.

However, absolute neutrality for 
Greece, carried out with the strictest 
attention to all that the term implies, 
could not have satisfied the Allies; 
neither would it have helped their 
case. For the prosecution of the cam­
paign now waging in the Balkans it 
was wholly necessary that facilities 
for landing troops and supplies should 
be extended, and it was the advantage 
of this sort, and which Greece -could 
contribute, that tke Allies desired 
rather than the aid of her armies or 
warships. If absolutely neutral, Greece 
would be obliged to disarm forces ol 
the Allies coming into her country. 
Ordinarily this would cause no com­
ment, as witness the case which oc­
curred eariier in the war, when a Brit­
ish naval column was arrested for in­
advertantly trespassing on Dutch ter­
ritory.

“This Is not my first appearance In 
Carleton,” he said. “I have spoken to 
the people of the West Side twice be­
fore, once about forty years ago on 
the subject of temperance, and the oth. 
er time I told the young men why they 
should support the government But, 
Important as those occasions were, 
the subject which calls us here tonight 
is far more important than any other 
which has ever arisen in St. John.
This subject touches every British sub.
Ject in every part of the world.

“When we think of the great extent 
of the British Empire, it ought to 
thrill us to know we belong to such 
a great nation.

"The other night, we heard Sir 
George Foster speaking on the war.
He spoke of what the Germans had 
done in educational and Industrial 
matters, and then called attention to 
the way they pretended to be the best 
of friends with Britain, and then when, 
as she supposed, she was best able to 
crush her greatest opponent, Britain, 
she struck treacherously.

“But that waa just where she made 
the biggest mistake she ever made, for 
instead of all the British colonies be­
ing ready to breik out into rebellion 
as she thought, thqy rushed to the aid told 
of the motherland.

"And that is where our strength 
lies, In our unity, -All polit cal differ­
ences were laid aside in Canada, In­
dia, and Ireland, and the forces united 
to form one grand army, which Is now 
doing its part well In the fields of

"Then, think what a foe we have to 
fight against. All the men are trained 
soldiers. It is not eo with us. All our 
soldiers are volunteers. They come to 
their country’s aid of their own ac­
cord without having to be forced Into 
service. (Applause.) Are you young 
men grateful for what you have in the 
way of freedom? If so, show It by com­
ing to your country’s aid. Mind you.
I don’t say. and never did say that 
the men of St. John are cowards. 
What I think to be the reason they 
are hanging back Is that they have 
never considered seriously enough the 
great need of men at the front.

"Think of what has happened in Bel­
gium, and then think how you would 
feel if those same things happened 
here In Canada. That is what the 
young men are asked to fight against 
today.”

Lieut Ingleton.
Then Lieut. Ingleton, who Is to go 

with the 115th Battalion, was called 
upon to speak. This is not the first 
time I have been in the King’s ser­
vice. I was In the navy for eight 
years. I have travelled to about 
every civilized country in the world 
and a good many undilized ones, be­
sides. And anyone who has travelled 
to any great extent cannot but realize 
the vast extent of the British Empire.
I know quite a Jot about the prepared­
ness of the Germans. At one time, 
several years ago, a party of Germans 
were In England, and at a smoking 
concert. I noticed that over half of the 
men of the crew of the yacht could 
speak English quite well. I asked the 
reason of this, and was told that when­
ever they did anything that was not 
Just right, as a punishment they were 
made to study the English language. If 
they were as prepared, even to such a 
small detail as that, what would have 
happened to us, if they had won out?

“Some years ago a British subject 
was seized by the King of Abyssinia 
and put into a dur.tgeon for no'appar­
ent reason. It was six months before 
the British government found out 
about It, but ten days after it was 
found It there was a ship on the way 
to Abyssinia to get that man out. 
They marched right up through the 
desert to where the man waa impris­
oned and released him. Hint coat the 
government $25,000,0(H), but the man 
waa a British subject, and so the gov­
ernment felt that it was bound to set 
him free. Isn't that a nation to be­
long to? Isn’t that a nation to fight 
and die for? I know myself of the 
protection that it gives a man to be a 
British subject. Some years ago, I 
was one of a party that waa doimg sur-
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consultation.

BOSTON DENTAL PARLORS,
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“I am not going to ask any man in 
particular to go, but I will say that I 
would like to see as many of this 
group here tonight going with me in 
the 115th. I have been In the ranks 
for eight years and know about how 
the men like to be treated and I prom­
ise any man who will go with me that 
I will not ask him to do a single thing 
that I will not do myself. If you want 
to go and have good times or an easy 
time don’t go with the 115th.

“What we want is men an<f St. John 
men in particular. The regiment has 
about the best commanding officer in 
Canada. It will take about every 
available man In Canada to beat the 
Germans back.

“I thought as did many others that 
the Germans would be beaten in a 
few months. But now sixteen months 
have passed and they seem to be not 
much nearer to defeat than they were 
at first. I am, like many of you, a 
married man with a family. When I 

my wife that I was going, she 
said, T knew that It was coming, and 
If you think that you outfit to go, I 
won’t put any obstacles In your way.* 
While of course she made some ob­
jections at first, yet I saw once a let­
ter she was writing to her sister. She 
said that while she did not like to 
have me go she would be ashamed of 
me If I was not willing to go. When 
I saw that 1 knew that she would not 
stop me from going. So I went and 
now If It is possible I am going across 
tp do what I can to put down the Ger­
mans and I want as many St. John 
men as possible to come over with me. 
Don’t hesitate, hfhe longer you put 
off your enlisting; the more you are 
playing into the hands of Germany 
and the last thing we want to have Is 
Germany ruling over us.”

Dear Food Demonstrations.

“Vorwarta” publishes some news 
from Saxony of a very significant char­
acter. L^Rt, Suqday the Social ^Demo­
cratic organization in Leipzig convened 
a public meeting to protest against the 
high prices of food. The meeting was 
to begin at 3 o'clock, but at 1 o’clock 
the crowd was already- earning from all 
quarters to find seats in what was 
bound to be a thronged hall At 2 
o’clock the ball was packed and the 

, police ordered the doors to be closed. 
But the crowd outside gathered and 
filled to overflowing the neighboring 
streets. It waited until the meeting 
closed at 5.46 o’clock.

The multitudes streaming from the 
meeting united with the crowds out­
side, the police diverted them partly 
to one direction, partly in another, but 
they managed to unite again and in 
loose masses marched to the Rathaus, 
singing as they went Here they stood 
for & time and then marched to the res­
idence of the military governor, where 
again there was a silent demonstra­
tion. The crowd gradually and peace­
ably dispersed.

In Brunswick on Monday evening the 
populace demonstrated against high . 
prices. The crowd largely consisted 
of women. They were addressed by a 
Socialist deputy named Antrick, who 
criticized the Inaction of the authori­
ty In a very lively manner. One reso­
lution was adopted calling on the au­
thorities to take prompt action to meet 
the crisis, and another calling on the 
Ministry of the Duchy to receive a 
deputation of women, who would in- 
«tract them regarding the seriousness

CARRANZA GOVERNMENT
London, Nov.—The bitterest hat­

ers of England are said to be the Ham­
burgers. We have been mainly Instru­
mental In robbing them of their occu- 

% pation. Their stately docks are either 
empty or full of rusty ships, and grass 
grows In the streets which used to be 
busy with rattling cars laden with the 
produce of the world. The glory has 
departed. Gallant efforts are occasion­
ally made to show the outside world 
that Hamburg la still alive, that trade 
•till trickles through the silent streets, 
that ships still load and unload on the 
tiésolate quays.

We read in a recent Hamburg news­
paper that although the war has re­
moved much of its foreign trade there 
la still some briskness observable. 
But this briskness, It appears, is main­
ly because of Hamburg’s connection 
with the Interior. The Elbe flows right 
through North Germany far Into Bo 
iJLnla, and is Intersected here and 
'there with canals. Barges In great 
number still float and trade and ruf­
fle sometimes the surface of the still 
waters. But just before the war there 
were 36,000 men employed as laborers 
ln the harbpr and now there are only 
“two or three thousand.”

When a little rush of locad business 
oooure the number rises to between 
3,000 and 6,000 but It does not last for 
long, and labor has assumed an alto­
gether casual aspect. The best steve­
dores are gone to the fronts the beet 
laborers also, and those who remain 
enjoy only abort periods of prosperity, 
always followed by longer periods of 
scarcity. Attempts are being made by ► 
the docket’s’ union to keep up wages, 
but although good men are still paid 
at the pre-war rate of 5s. 5d. a day the 
casuals only receive 3s. 9d„ a tariff on 
which, we are told, they find the ut­
most difficulty in maintaining their 
families.

Lflflt, Sunday toe Social ^Demo­
cratic organization ln Leipzig convened 
a public meeting to protest against the 
high (prices of food. The meeting was 
to begin at 3 o’clock, but at 1 o’clock 
the crowd was already- earning from all 
quarters to find seats in what was 
bound to be a thronged hall At 2 
o’clock the hall was packed and the 

4 police ordered the doors to be closed. 
But the crowd outside gathered and 
filled to overflowing the neighboring 
streets. It waited until the meeting 
closed at 5.45 o’clock.

The multitudes streaming from the 
meeting united with the crowds out­
side, the police diverted them partly 
in one direction, partly ln another, but 
they managed to unite again and ln 
loose masses marched to the Rathaus, 
singing as they went Here they stood 
for a time and then marched to the res­
idence of the military governor, where 
again there was a silent demonstra­
tion. The crowd gradually and peace­
ably dispersed.

In Brunswick on Monday evening the 
populace demonstrated against high 
prices. The crowd largely consisted 
of women. They were addressed by a 
Socialist deputy named Antrick, who 
criticized the Inaction of the authori­
ty ln a very lively manner. One reso­
lution was adopted calling on the au­
thorities to take prompt action to meet 
the crisis, and another calling on the 
Ministry ot the Duchy to receive a 
deputation of women, who would in- 
etruct them regarding the seriousness 
jfi the situation.Ta

ES AND LIQUORS. New Haven, Conn., Nov. 24.—Opin­
ions of twenty-one prominent football 
stars, regarding the proposition of 
making the numbering of players in 
football games compulsory, point al­
most unanimously toward the adoption 
of the rule, says the Yale News. The 
list of players questioned contains 
three Yale and five Harvard captains, 
players of old time and modern foot­
ball. Only two of these are opposed 
to the measure. Numbering is at 
present In vogue at Princeton, Dart­
mouth, Virginia' and Vanderbilt, and 
has become more popular each year 
since its Introduction toy Dartmouth 
in 1913.

Yale players quoted favoring the re­
form include 
Gould, Samuel Morse and Fred Daly; 
Carl Flanders, formerly centre rush, 
and John De SiauUes, formerly quarter­
back. The following Harvard captains 
expressed themselves in favor of the 
system: B. N. Wrightington, captain 
In 1896; Dr. D. J. Hurley, captain in 
1904 and 1906; Hamilton Fish, 1909 
captain; Percy L Wendall, 1912 cap­
tain, and Charles Brickley, last year’s 
captain. Brickley says:

“Personally I am heartily in favor 
of numbering players, because this 
feature has proved of great benefit 
to spectators in understanding what 
is going on and who is actually doing 
the work. The option should be vest­
ed in each coach and captain as to 
their use."

Private George V. Curran, who was 
wounded while fighting in France 
some time ago, arrived home last 
night and was given a grand recep­
tion.

It was 9.46 o’clock before the train 
arrived at the I. C. R. station^ and for 
fully an hour previous to that time 
the train shed was titled with a couple 
of thousand men, women and children 
waiting anxiously to get a glimpse of 
the young hero. The City Cdrnet 
Band was present and for some time 
before the train arrived enlivened the 
spirits of the assemblage with a num­
ber of selections. Aihong those pres­
ent to give the soldier boy a hearty 
welcome were Commissioners Wig- 
more, Potts, McLellan and Russell, 
delegations from the patriotic com­
mittees and members of the St. 
Peter’s Y. M. A. of which association 
Private Curan is-a member.

As the train rolled Into the station 
and Private Curran made his appear­
ance from the car he was greeted with 
loud cheering. He was immediately 
takeni charge of by young friends who 
hoisted him to their shoulders and 
Carried him through the depot to an 
automobile where he was fondly 
awaited by his mother and other mem­
bers of the family. The large crowds 
of people lined Mill street in front of 
the depot and cheered the soldier as 
the procession passed along. The 
City Cornet Band headed the proces­
sion and was followed by the automo­
bile with Private Curran standing up 
amidst members of his family and 
with hat off he waved it to the crowd 
as they cheered him. %
