Rome, Sunday, April 27-—(By
the Associated .Press)-+Further
details of the meeting "held in
Fiume today show that the Na-
tional Council of the Adriatic City
notified Premier Orlando that all
the political powers, state and
municipal, had been placed in the
bands of General Graziola, who
was asked to  exercise supreme
authority in the name of King
Vietor Emmanuel.

It was stated that by this action
Fiume intended, officially, to weld
ths annexation to Italy. J

Paris, April 29.—It has ben virtually
decided that the first meeting of the
League of Nations shall be held in
‘Washington next October. Plans are
being forwarded for the holding of
“this mestmg, the herthg " to
be in the White Hogse under the
presidency of President Wilson,

At yesterday’s plenary session of
the Peace Conference Mr. Wilson
moveq for the appointment of a com-
mittee of mine members to arrange
for the inauguration of the League,
‘and this committee will begin its work
tomorrow. Its task will include the
formation of permanent plang for the
work of the League at Geneva, and
for an inaugural meeting in Washing-
ton. Meanwhilo Lord Robert Cecil
and other representative men of var
fous nations have discussed the hold-
ing of the meeting in Washington,
and found general approval of it
among the delegates, so that it has
virtually been settled upon,

Admitting that the world situation
at the present time is grave, and for
Italy “very grave,” and that it was
the duty of Italy *“to preserve the
greatest calm and serenity,” the
Italian premier today delivered his
expected address to the Chamber of
Deputies concerning the Peace Con-
ference at Paris,

It was learned that Premier Orlando
in his address dn the Chamber of
Deputies admitted that he received
on April 14 the American memoran-
dum dealing with the Adriatic ques-
tion, and added that until that time
he had always been assured that the
American delegation had not reached
any definite conclusion regarding
Ttaly. Premier Orlando also said that
Ttaly believed that her claims were
founded on such high reasons for
ustice and right, that any internation-
al treaty or agreement should be set

aside so that they might be accepted.|.

Bill is-the Absolute Right
Herself What Her Future

Speech by Minister of Immi-

gration, Hon. J, A. Calder—Underlying Principle of the

Ottawa, April 29.—What can be fair-
ly described as the most important
measure of the session—the new im-
migration act—was moved for second
reading by Hon. J. A. Calder, Minis-
ter of Immigration and Colonization,
today, in a well dellvered, thought-
provoking speech. Mr. Calder .d:h
scribed, as the underlying principle
of the bill, the absolute right of Cana-
da to determine for herself what her
future citizenship should be. She
should protect her citizenship, and not
attempt to absorb more than she could
assimilate. This the government pro-
| posed to do by means of this bill. The
| issue of the two partles on this ques-
| tion is apparently to be as clear cui
i as it was on the problem of govern-
| ment ownership. S Ww. Jacobs,
| Jacques Cartier, who was the main
| spokesman for the opposition, declar-
! ed himself in favor of the open door.
i and unalterably antagonistic to the
| restrictive provisions of the new mea-
sure, particularly as they applied to
alien enemies and the barring of il-
literates, He saw no particular need

for the bill. The only reason it h‘ud
heen introduced, apparently, was for

the purpose of barring alien enemies.
To exclude them, ne maintained, was
and contrary to inter-
national law. Al Caide: ed that
the immigraticn question was how to
pick and choose cut immigrun‘rs. and
how to avoid their over-crowding the
cities. ‘This was, essentially, an agri-
culturdl country, asd - immigration
should, as far as possible, be direotl-
ed to the rural districts rather than
the urban centres:. In the past too
much attention had been pald to erect-
ing tall chimneys ?ndmmat enough to
ettin ople on the land.

" Mr.g(‘,p.aidgr frankly admitted that
our pre-war immigration policy had
been full of mistakes. We had had a
wide open door for the world, and we
did nothing to make loyal Canadian
citizens out of the foreigners we had
dumped on Canadian shores. “Our
policy can only be described as a ira-
gedy,” declared the minister. “We
have done nothing wo familiarize im-
migrants with our laws. We have done
nothing to Canadianize them. We
have let them drift.”

Mr. Calder discussed, at some
length, the vexed problem of Orientai
immigration. The bl itself fsuntmns
no provisions dealing with Asiatic im-
migration, but the minister invited the
views of the House. He sald that the
Japanese government had painstak-
ingly lived up to the agreemen} re-
stricting the number of their citizens
who may annually enter Canada, and

WITHDRAWAL FROM CONGRESS

Orlando Believes'it Better to
Gathering at Versailles as

Stay Away from the Peace
He Would Not Feel Justified

in Signing the Treaty Under Existing Conditions.

Paris, April 29.—(By the Assoclated
Press)—Ambassador Page telegraph-
ed from Rome today that he had
gathered from Premier Orlando in a
lofg conference, Monday, that the
Premier did not intend to return to
Patis for the signing of the peaca
treaty. The Premier expressed regret
thal the time was so shert befare the
arrival of the Germans.

This was only one of the disturbing
complications presented by the Italian
sltuition as th time approaches for
the Welivery of the peace treaty to the
Germans.

“The Italian Premier, the telegram
from Ambassador .Page added, felt
tIat his action eith ¥ way would have
serious consequencis, but it was pre-
ferable to have trouble from without
 Italy rather from within Italy, be-

cause the present state of public
feeling in Italy would not justify the
signing of a treaty which did not in-
clude Italian aspirations.

Ambassador Page said he had tak-
en steps to have the Italian authori-
ties suppress manifestations directed
against President Wilson. As a re-
sult one of the principal demonstra-
tions in Rome was .given up.

Should Premier Orlando not return
for the signing of the treaty, it
would give the situation a more ser-
fous aspect tham the departure of the
Itadian delegation as the Allles would
be required to take final action with-
out the participation of Italy. While
there is every desire to avold. this
result, the indications are that the
Allies will proceed with the signing
it Italy decides to withhold participa-
tion.

The minister dealt briefly with the
vexed problem of the Hutterites.

Mr. Jacobs,, of
Jacques Cartier, expressed absoltue
hostility to the bill, both in its prin-
ciple and main provisions, He 'was
opposed to barring iltiterates, and op-
posed to keeping out alien enemies,
something which he declared to be
contrary, in highopinion, to interna-
tional law

Mr. Jacobs was severely rebuked by
Mr. Donald Sutherland, who, indig-
nantly peinting to the record of Ger-
many and Austria in the war, asken
how any Joyal Canadian could be so
readily prepared to forgive and for-
get.

He added that
it was nonsense for Herr Barth to
talk about three million suppprters of
a monarchist counter-revolution.
Noske said he considered that the
Bolshevik danger in Germany had

been militarily overcome, that Be riin,
with adequate troops, Is safe, while
recent events in Munich were repras
sented as the last attempt of anarchy
to seize powar.

“We have done everything,” Noske
concluded, “to maintain order in Gem
many and construct a law-abiding and
orderly state, thus creating the founs
dation of peace, but all our work, of
course, would be in vain if an econor
mic crisis’or interruption of commun$
cation brought collapse at the eiew
enth hour, or if the Entente, by geh
ting up impossible peice counditicnn
destroyed all our work.”

Vancouver, B. ., April 20.—"We
have been impressed with the Inse-
edrity of labor ‘as ohe of the great
causes of theé presehy unrest—it is
hanging over the working man like
a cloud,” said Chairman Mathers, of
the Royal Commission of Industrial
Relations, in the course of the ses-
sion here this morning,

M. G. Neill, manager of the Bmploy-
ers’ ASsocidtion of British Columbia,
wa¥ givin¥ the'tbnimidsion his views,
which did not include favorable con-
sideration of employment insurance,
or the limitation by jaw of work days.
Mr. Neill favored. strongly, the crea-
tion of industrial councils for every
trade group, with a provincial execu-
tive of employers and employees as
a oourt of appeal and a federation
council constructed on the same plan
as a final court of last resort. It was
his view that such a system of indus-
trial govériment would eliminate arbi-
tration of strikes, because disputes
would be settled in a reasonable way
before they reached the danger point.

The annual session of the Diocesan
Synod of Fredericton began yesterday
morning in Trinity school room, with
a large and representative attendance
ot delegates, His Lordship, John Fred-
ericton, presiding.

Lord Bishop's Charge.

His Lordship Bishop Richardson, in
his annuil charge to the Synod, re-
calls that the present meeting is the
fittleth since the incorporation of the
Synod in 1871 and notes that there is
still one memper—Mr, William M. Jar-
vis—who was present at the meeting
forty-eight years ago and who is still
an active member,

Since the last session Rev. T. H.
Howell and Rev. Richard Coleman
have passed away, while a number of
resignations have also taken place.
The latter include G. F. Scovil now in
Guelph, Rev. A, C. Fenwick, removed
to Montreal, Rev. H. H. Brown, over-
seas, Rev. D. J. McDonald in United
States, ‘while Rev. E. A, Green, Rev.
E. B. Hooper, Rev. Percy Coulthurst
and Rev. A. L. Skerry are overseas,
and Rev. H. F. Rigby has retired be-
cause of illhealth. There have heen
received into the Synod during the
year Rev. E. A. Daviss from Koutenay,
Rev. A. M. Dutton from Quebec, Rev.
R. Britton from overseas, Rev. H, H.
Gillies, Rev. James Cartlidge / from
Montreal, Rev. A. V. McLaren from
Bngland, Rev. Percy G. Cotton from
Nova. Scotia, Rev. Harold Hesketch
from Toronto, and Rev. C. G. Law-
rence returned from overseas. The
number of vacant parishes and mis-
slons has been reduced during the
year from fourteen to nine, those stiil
vacant being Haimmond River, Bright,
Hillsboro and Hopewell, Prince Wil-
liam and Dumfries, Burton and Maug-
erville, Salishury and Hartland, New
Bannon, Drummond, and Richmond.
This number will shortly be reduced
by the arrival of a number of new
missionaries,

there are innumerable calls for funds
for different purposes and that con-
tributors are very apt to become wear-
jed with repeated requests for done-
tions. His Lordship suggests the pre-
paration of a budget in which may be
estimated all the amounts required in
regular appeals and this total appor-
tioned upon all the parishes, jusi as
the missionary fund is now apportion-
ed. Under such an estimate each par-
ish would then make one appeal in-
stead of many and would avoid the
creation of that feeling of irritation
which follows frequent requests.

His Lordship presents in an exhaus-
tive manner his views om Christian
Inity, holding eut the weakmesses as
well the strength of the Christian
Church as understood during the past
few years and reviewing the history
of  the Anglican Church since its in
ception, while urging upon all mem-
bers the desirability of working to
wards the goal of umity. He warns
the members of the Synod against
any steps which, although they may
appear desirable, yet contravene the
usages of this church. The Bishop
points out that there is no short cut
to reunion, no line of legislative ac-
tion leading to that goal, and no
ready-made plan that cowld solve the
difficulty. Attention is also drawn to
the fact that a free interchange of
pulpits with other demominations can
only be carried on at the cost of dis-
loyalty to established law and by dis
regard of a solemnly accepted obliga-
tion. While the rule of the church
does not prohibit an Anglican clergy-
men from occupying the pulpit of an-
other religious body, there are grave
objections to the pr. ce.- A clergy-
man of the Anglican Church is ordain-
ed to preach only from the pulpit of
that church and has no authority to
occupy the' pulpit of awother denom-
ination. Under these circumstances
his acceptance of anotiher pulpit lays
him open to the charge of discourtesy
when, because of the canons of the
Anglican Church, he is unable to per-
mit other clergy to occupy his pulpit
In exchange. After an earnest plea
for co-operative effort toward the goal
of Christian unity.

and must not include the delivery of
sermons or addresses. (3) The pray-
ers used at these seérvices must be
liturgical in character. It is upon these
conditions, and upom the conditions
only, that I have sanctioned the hold-
ing in our churches of these united
services. If it seems to some of you
that they are too rigid and narrow,
then I beg you to remember that they
were framed deliberately and after the
most careful thought with two im-
portant ends in view,—to safeguard
80 far as possible the principles and
position of the Church of Englana,
and to prevent the introduction into
such services of intercession of any
elements of discord.

One word more before I leave this
subject. We can serve the cause of
Christian Unity, 1 think, by embrac.
ing more heartily the opportunities
for co-operative Christian work. Yor
some of you, perhaps, that will not be
easy. It will involve the abandonmeat
of a habit that has become almost
traditional in the Anglican Commun-
ion,—the habit of aloofness in this
regard. It is a habit that wa= not
born of a desire to shirk respon-ibil-
ity, and it must not be understood as
the expression only of a sort of super-
ficial pride. To many Anglicans, it
has seemed to offer the strongest as-
surance of success, in that it affords
an atmosphere, as it were, in which
our people can work more happily. It
wili not be easy for some of you, I
know, to surrender this habit of aloof-
ness, and yet very earnestly I urge
you to reconsider your position. You
can do so, I am confident, without the
sacrifice of a single principle. Nay, by
making this surrender you will be as-
serting rather a principle that is ab-
solutely vital to the Church’s life,—
the principle of brotherhood and cath-
oiicity. The war has magnificently
demonstrated the value of united ef
fort for patriotic and phi
work, and it is8 worth our while to re-

Church was not, as some have cynical-
iy said, conspicuous by its absence
from the activities behind tne line
that helped to win the war. On the
contrary, the Church was the inspira-
tion and the strength of those activi-
ties. Without the umnseen support of
the Church, the Red Cross Society,
and the Red Triangie, would have
failed. It was the united effort to our
organized religious forces that made
them strong.

Not infre-
qitently the labor¢ér and capitalist
cverlap and merge into one You
have skilled labor and unskilled labor

d casual labor; you have the small
employer, the large individual employ-
er, the corporate employer, the. inven-
tor, the prospector, etc. And then,
circumstances and conditfons vary
greatly, of course, in different parts of
the country and in different industries.
It is impossible to measure by the
same yardstick everywhere, but the
principle of falrness can be stated, the
desire can be stated to do everything
possible to bring about good feeling
and good understanding batween labor
and capital, and willingly and freely
te co-operate so that labor shall re-
celve its fair share in the fruits of'in-
dustry, not only by way of a wage re-
turn, but of a larger return in comfort,
in joy, in the happiness of life.

It seems to me that, in the main,
right-thinking men of capital and of
labor would concur in the following
peints:

1. The workman. is neither a ma-
chine nor a commodity. He is a part-
ner with capital, He must be given
a full voice in deterwmining the condi-
tions under which he works eithet
through organization in each factory
or other unit, or through labor unioans,
or through both. Everything practi-
eablo must be done to infuse interest
and consclous purpose futo his work,
and to dimi: ish the senJe of drudgery
and monoi-ty of his daily task. The
closest poseible contact mus: be main-
tained between employer and em-
ployee. Machinery for the adjust
ment of grievances must be provided
which will work smoothly and instant-
aneously. Hvery feasible opportunity
must be given to the workman to be
informed as to the conduct of the buas-
iness of which he fornis a part. He
must not be deprived of his employ-
ment without valid cause. Wherever
it is practicable and really desired by
the workmen themselves to have re-
presentation on the Board of Direction
I think that, too should be conceded. It
would give them a better notion of the
problems, complexities ' and cares
which the employer has to face. It
would tend to allay the suspicions and
t¢ remove the misconceptions which,

trouble. The workman would come to

* Let us take as an example the case
of Mr. Henry Ford. Through the or-
ganizing genius and enterprise of a
seli-made man, Mr. Henry Ford (not
by monopoly, but in keen competition
with other manufacturers), the auto-
mobile, instead of being a luxury of
the few has been brought within the
reach of those of modern means.

! The cost of the product has been
The margin of
profit on each automobile sold . has;
been greatly diminished. Wages have
been very largely increased, the liv-
ing conditions of employes greatly ime
proved. Work has been found for a
gréat many more men than were em-
ployed before.

In other words, every single human
factor concerned in either production
or consumption has been advantaged.
New wealth has been created at the
expense of no one. It cannot be said
that it was created by the working-
man, except in the physical sense, It
was not created by either monopoly or
privilege, It was created mainly out
of Mr. Ford’s brain and at his risk.

By far the largest percentage of this
new wealth goes to pay the wages of
workingmen and other expenses of the
business, but out of what is left, Mr.
Ford’e share is,.by common report, in
excess of $1,000,000 a year.

1. Did Mr. Ford earn $1,000,000 in
one year? If mot, how much did he
earn? By what scale would you meas-
ure the proportion due to him of the
new wealth created mainly by his
faculties,

2, If he had not been allowed to
earn the large sums which he did earn
how and where could he have found
the means to enlarge and improve his
factory, so as to make possible an en-
terprise which immensely cheapened
the product to the consumer and
largely increased the wages to the
workingman and the opportumity for
employment? Is there any instance
where communistic or even merely
co-operative undertakings have pro-
duced similar results? Is there any
instance where governmental manage-
ment has produced similar results?

In a recently published, very able
pamphlet on Reconstruction, Miss
Christabel Pankhurst, the well known
BEnglish leader in the fight for woman
suffrage says:

“Certain people, who ought to know
better, have falsely taught that the
poverty or semi-poverty of the many
is due to the luxurious living of the
prosperous sections of the community.
This is not the truth and if through
all the years of preachings of agita
tors the result of each year's indus-
trial- effort had been divided equally
ariong the bers of the ity
there would have: been no appreciable
increase of prosperity for any and
there would have been one dead level
of poverty for all.”

The way to progress is not to pull
everybody down to a common leve] o1
mediocrity, which means ultimately a
common level of wretchedness, but to
help everybody up.

It is not material suecess which
must be abolished; it is poverty and
justified discontent which must be
abclished,

We cannot abolish poverty by divi-
slon, but only by multiplication.

It is not by the spoilation of some,
but by creating larger assets and
broader opportunity for all that na-
tiona] well-being can and must be en-
hanced,

1 wonder how many people realize
that, if all incomes above $10,000 were
taken and distributed among those
earning less than $10,000, the result,
as fear as It is possible to figure out,
would be that the incomse of those re-
celving that distribution would be in-
creased barely 10 per cent.

And the result of any such division
would be an immense loss in national
productivity by turning a powerful
and fructifying stream into & mass of
rivulets many of which would simply
lose th lves in the sand,

and eld age. It is utterly inadmissablc
that because industry slackens, or ill-
ness or old age befalls a worker, he
and his family should therefore be con-
demned to suffering or to the dread of
suffering, The community must find
ways and means of seeing to_it, by
public works or otherwise, that any
man honestly desirous to do an hon-
est day's work shall have an opporta-
nity to earn a living, Those unable to
work must be honorably - protected.
The only ones on whom a eivilized
community has a right to turn its back
are these unwilling to work,

4. The worker must receive a waga
which pot only permits him to keep
body and soul together, but to lay
something by for a rainy day to take
care of his wife and children, and to
have his due share of the comforts,
joys and recreations of life.

6, Labor, on the other hand, must
realize that high wages ecan only ba
saintained if high production is main-
tained. The restriotion of production
i a sinister and harmful fallacy, most
of all in its effect on labor. The pri-
mary cause of poverty is under-pro-
duction. High wages accompanied by
proportienately high cost of the essen-
tials of living don’t do the worker any
good. And they .do the rest of the
community a great deal of harm. Tha
welfare of the so-called middle.
elasses, {. e, the men and women liv-
ing od moderate incomes, the small
shcpkeeper, the professional man,
the farmer, is just as important to the
community as the welfare to the wage-
earner, If through undue exactions,
through unfair use of his power,

"' t here. is any- time when the
church should waken up, go forward,
and preach the Kingdom of God to
come, it's today,” declared Peter
Wright, in a burst of earnestness
which aroused the auszence.

Some of the churches, he said, are
enveloped in an oblivion unfit and un-
worthy of the Great Leader, some nev-
er saw the Light, all stick to the old,
ancient Psalms. It's time to do away
with the worn-out rormules and the
empty churches, he stated. It is now
time to ch the doctrine of the
Living rist, for Christ is not a
“dead ‘Ome,” though many churches
exist in the belief that He is dead
and their entire ritual is bound up
in that fact.

Regarding the labor movement in
Great Britain he was of the opinion
that the church and the labor move-
ment should go hand in hand, that
there should be a eommon platform
on which all should join. Though
Christ preached Christianity for all,
only one-tenth of the people control
the forces of capital, production and
exchange; the great masses are toil-
ing in labor and despair, and the men
who “toil not, neither do they spin,”
are the uowerful ones of the land.

It was not for this that our manhood
fought for the past four years; it was
not for this that our best blood is be-
neath the sod in Flanders.

Reading a St. John newspaper yes-
terday he had noticed the statement
that over 17,000 millionaires had been
added to the already large list in the
United States. “This is dammable,” de-
claréd: the speaker. “Have the men
gong over there'in thousands and mil-
lions; fighting; suffering and dying, to
make an unspendable fortune for seif-
seeking - prafiteers?” There . i& too
much materialism in the world, and in
the ‘ehurch, ‘he said. A man's great-
ness is judged by his wealth and his
resourcefulness by his bank book.

Canada, he believed, is one of the
greatest nations under the canopy of
heaven but it is under the same cloud;
every man with brains is out chasing
after the “almighty damn dollar.”

And where the money cannot be col-
lected individually, it is secured
through corporations which have
neither a ‘body to be kicked nor a

eoul to be damned. “It is time the
churches woke up,* me stated.

For thirty years he had been fight-
ing the powers of iniquity and dark-
ness, preaching the philosophy of the
living Christ, but there are many
Christians - who do not know such a
Deity. He knew there was a living
Christ, for He had been with him on
the yard-arm of a vessel rounding
Cape Horn, He had helped him
through a fever in darkest Africa, and
He had been with him in jail.

The instrument was the work of the
research laboratory experts of the
General Electric Company, of Sche.
nectady, N, Y, under the direction of
Dr. W. R, Whitney, chief of those lab-
oratories and a member of Secretary
Daniels' Naval Advisory Board. They
were assisted by the Subarine Signal
Company, the Victor Talking Machine
Company, the Western Electric Com-
bany, the National Research Councn
and such sclentists as Dr. W. D,
Coolidge, Dr. Irving Langmuir, Pro-
fessor R, A. Milliken, Professor Max
Mason and others.

Beforg the'General Electric Com.
pany could turn the devices out in
quantity submarine sinkings had mul-
tiplied at an alarming rate and in
April, 1917, 874,000 tons of shipping
was destroyed, It was apparent that
something must be done at once. The
Navy department organiged a special
service party under the command of
Captain R. H. Leigh, U. 8. N, and dis-
patched ten tons of the listening ap
paratus to be tried out in European
waters. The party consisted of C. E.
Eveleth and C. F. Scott of the Gener-
al Electric’Company, six enlisted men
and three other naval officers, The
listening device was now put to the
acid test and the submarine hunt was
on.

Submarine Bases,

“The prinecipal bases
American destroyers operated,” he
said, “were Queenstown, Irelana;
Brest, France and Gibraltar, the first
named being the largest base of the
three,

“The submarine chaser bases were
at Queenstown,. Ireland, Plymouth,
England, and Corfu, France,

“The American submarines were
based at Berehayen, Ireland, and the
Azores. All,themavigating charts of
the waters. areund the British Isles,
like the English Channel, North Sea
and Irish Sea, where the submarine
warfare was most active, were divided
into squares, lettered and numbered
for quick réference as to positions of
torpedoed ships or enemy submarines
sighted by surface craft or airplanes.

“The party under Captain Leign
had alsp_worked.out the tactics ne-
cessary for the detectfon, pursuit and
destruction of U-boats, and used
three fishing trawlers of nine to ten
knots speed. On Dec. 40, 1917, we
steamed out of the harbor for our first
patrol in English waters. The Chan-
nel lived up to its reputation of be-
ing the roughest boey of water for
its size in the Wworld.

“The day after New Year's we re-
celved a wireless from an airship that
a submarine had been sighted. We
steamed over, got out our devices, but
couldn’t hear a thing.

“A trawling device had been devel-
cped which indicated whether contact
with a submarine was made.

“After the oil came up we got out
our trawling device and ran over the
area for about an hour and finally got
an indication. We threw over a buoy
to mark the spot and anchored for the
night. Next morning we trawled
again and got another contact within
100 yards of the buoy, We had de-
stroyed a submarine in our first test.

“The British admiralty thought well
of the devices and many were ordered
from the United Staces. We had tak-
en over detailed drawmngs of all the
apparatus and allowed them to bufld
it themselves from ocur drawings.
