Discovery of an Interesting Relic on the
01d Poor House Lot by Excavators.

Day before yesterday on the Old Poor
House Lot, corner of King and Carmar-
then streets, on which, for safe keeping,
various property of the Corporation has
been stored, such as watering carts,
which are only required just when a rain-
storm is imminent, and other properties
not necessary to name, whilst digging
amongst a pile of stone and rubbish the
workmen came upon a square iron block.

«What is it?” was the question, and the
interest was deepened as. certain cabelis-
tic characters were seen on it. ‘Peter”
was first made out, and the devout fol-
lowers of the Saint of that name thought
of his great iron keys. The excavating
went on, and the thing assumed shape
and form. It at first appeared like some
 great monstrosity, and finally, when fully
uncovered, was identified by one of the
party. as the great stone crusher pur-
chased by the Corporation of St. John
two or three years ago, and the writing
was but the address placed on it by the
shippers—¢*Hurd Peters, Esq., 8t. John.”
One great wheel was missing but this was
also found after searching still farther
amongst the debris.- The news spread,
and many went to visit this long forgot-
ten machine. Some spoke of the high
hopes entertained when it was purchas-
ed, and how all . were willing to see the
 money spent for it, as they thought the
result would be improved streets. -

its purchase Prince William street has
been knee deep in mud, and but waits for
fall rains to be so again; Water street
has been covered with clay that is alter-
nately blinding  dust and thick muck,
other streets are even worse; and all this
time the crusher has lain idle under the
rubbish.” Upon finding this interesting
relic commendable energy was at once
displayed by the Street. Inspector and
Fothers., "The-engine, which hadbeen re-
paired after the explosion at Murphy’s,
was hauled out and tested by Mr. W.
_Smlth, Government Inspector- of steam
engines, by hydraulic’ pressure, up to 100
pounds. It will be run at about thirty.
In a few days the old crusher will be
again at work breaking stone for thesuf-
fering streets.

A DAY IN SARATOGA.
Sights, Sccues and Springs — The
Waters and the Imbibers Thereof
~ The Hotels, etc.
[FROM OUR OWN CORRESPONDENT:-]
SARATOGA SPRINGS, N. Y., Sep. 1.

cents a glass!”

I was very busy wiping coal dust and
cinders from my eyes while seated ina car
of the Saratoga and Rensselaer lightning
express train a few days ago when I was
arosed by the above exclamation from a
small boy. To turn round, place a five
cent nickel piece in the outstretched
and dirty palm before me and quaff the
contents of the tumbler. were but the
work of an instant. It was agreeable to
the taste, and as we were rapidly ap-
proaching the famous watering place it
suddenly occurred to me that a sojourn
there of a day or two would be an agree-
able tonic to a tired and travel-stained
New Brunswicker. Hastily gathering up

alimited ameunt of baggage, as thetrain
thundered ap to the stafion, I descended
from the car and found myself amid a
scene ot confusion and uproar perfectly
indescribable. Fashionable loungers of
every variety were promenading the
platform, hackmen were vociferating and
gesticulating for their particular  hotels

with a vehemence truly alarming had it:

not been characteristic. I listened, and
could distinguish Congress Hall, Grand
Union, Clarendon, Waverley, Columbian,
Continental, Arlington, Everett; and
every possible name under the sun that
could be bestowed on a hotel was yelled
out in a mixed jargon of English, Scotch,
Irish, German, French and every other
known language, the whole forming a
linguistic compound that would have de-
lighted the ears of a bedlamite.

But I have onedesire and that is to taste
of ‘“the waters”: my thi-st must be
quenched. My ambition is to taste of all
the fountains that well up their life-giving
waters in this far-famed locality,—to con-
dense in a series of drinks—multum in
parvo ones—all their remarkable quali-
ties, to give renewed life and vigor to
my sluggish blood and feel it bounding
to .my temples and coursing and ting-
ling to my very toe nails. Animated
with this impulse I seek instinctively
the nearest spring—Congress—and await
my turn to be served. Here is a picture.
I stand,a moment to view the stream of
life ebbing and flowing. (This is figura-
tive.) The elite and unwashed, the fat
and lean, the lame, the blind, the halt,

come up, drink their quota, gauged ac-

cording to their several capacities, and
depart. Here is an aged cripple coming.
Now I shall witness a miracle. I wateh
the result of his potations with a lively
and intense interest. He drinks one,two,
three, four, flve brimming tumblers.
After that I ceased to count, contented
to watch the play of that man’s features.

I expected to see the crutches spinning

in opposing directions, but they did not,
and to my intense wonder the man
ambled away at the same pace in which
he came to the spring. Bat there was a
miracle. The man didn’t burst. -

There is & principle-of cause-and effect
to everything: Disappointed in'the ef-
fect (the cure L mean), I looked closely
for a cause. - Its absence was soon-ap-
parent. There was no angel about who
made it a specialty to go down and
trouble the waters. The only living be-
ing within the pale was a boy who served
the water.

Verily these urchins, if they do not
place their hopes on a higher reward—
that promised to the dispensers of ¢“the
cup of cold water”—must come out very
often at the small end of the horn. But
if there was no angel to go down into
the water there were lots of them *‘hover-
ing round.” See that one come, extend
her delicate jewelled hand,bend her swan-
like neck and imbibe several consecative
glagses of the sparkling water, and then
depart with a placid and s :1ene counten-
ance. See that man of rounded form,
cast in the Pickwickian mould, a Con-

gressman, I dare sar, bit .0 angel, come |

up, and raising the gias 10 his-lips, bare-
ly taste it, and then depart with an ex-
pression of disgust. He dosen’t like it,
probably, because he can’s steal it. Here
comes a long, angular, dyspeptic indi-
vidual, with white tie and intensely
solemn features, the very man that would
bore a congregation. Nctize his measured
sips. They don’t scem to satisfy him.
He pours some of the water on his hands,
and looking longingly down into the pool,
si .ntly folds his robes about him and
dejarts. He is evidently a Baptist.

1 might go on for hours and depict the
various phases of humanity as they went
down to the pool, but space forbids, al-
though it is a aubject I would like to
dwell upon. My turn came at 1:st. Here

Took a strollin the park adjoining—a
very beautiful place, but for some reas |
ons could not enjoy its beauties. Sat
down on a bench, and afterwards rolled
over on the grass in spite of a warning
poster to the contrary. Had a strange
uneasy feeling. Felt sort of hypochon
driacal. At one time imagined mysel'
a soda fountain, and at another a bag o!
wind. Finally thought I was a minera
spring with the water spouting up lik,
the great Geyser of Iccland. More pros
than poetry about the latter. In a shor
time was restored to my usual c.om?
posure. i

1r I might venture to advise your read
ers who intend to visit Saratoga at somg
distant day, let ine say to them that it ig
best to begin to imbibe the water in,
moderation, and be particularly carefu
at first not to mix drinks, or they wi.‘
rise up in speedy judgment. !

Before I had been at the Springs twenty}
four hours I could drink two or threg
glasses at a time with ease and com ort.

Saratoga is a remarkable place. It i
pleasantly situated, on a succession ¢
rolling hills which rel’eve the monoton,
of a dead level which it appears wher
viewed from a short distance.  Near th
central part of the village in a low and
very beautiful valley, nature has estab-
lished a vast mineral reservoir where she
prepares solutions of various mineral and
medicinal compounds with sach a sub-
tlety of combination as to set the chem-
ist’s art, even Geo. Stewart, Jr., of the
Pharmacopoly, completely at deflance.
There are a dozen springs in this Valley
of Life within a tew rods of each other
and as many more in the conntry about,

liant throng that daily and nightly fll
their magnificent saloons and prome-
nades, their extensive piazzas and lawns
afford a panorama of gayety and fashion
that is fascinating to the observer.

The new hotel now being built 'is the
largest in the world.

It covers an extent
of nearly five dcres, with a lawn inside
covering an area of three acres, or a
space counsiderably larger than King’s
Square. About five millions of bricks
will be used in 1ts completion. Its entire
frontage is 942 feet. It is flve stories
high, surmounted with a fine mansard
roof. The will be high, wide and
airy, the outer ones 23 feet wide, and the
interior 19 feet. . Their combined length
is 2,768 feet, of which 1,500 feet are full
three stories in height. There are in this
hotel 1,112 rooms, of which 768 are lodg-
ing rooms; fprivate parlors, 65; public
8arlors, 6, with twelve halls on the firet

oor; a ladies’ grand parlor 86x52;
gentlemen’s parlor 40x52; grand dining
hall 212x54 ; grand saloon 52x40; lady s
reeeption room 30x52.
